The scintillator and geiger count­
e r register a  signal coming from 
anything radioactive And, there­
fore, a  reaction on either of them 
doesn't necessarily mean that you 
have found uranium. In fact, most 

\ o f  the tim e you haven't.
A radioactive substance, uranium 

or anythin gelse, gives off a  r a ­
diation and it depends on how 
dep th  substanc is and how ra ­
dioactive it ia a t  to  the strength 
of the  signal the geiger counter 
records. Sometimes very “ h o t ” 
Uranium causes only a weak reac­
tion because it  is so deep In the 
ground. Therefore, a  weak signal 
goes not always mean that the sub­
stance emitting the radiation is 
■mall o r “ w eak,” just as a strong 
Signal does not guarantee a  urani­
um discovery.

88, form er 
Army chief of staff, died Saturday 
at W alter Reed Army hospital.

Confusion In Far East
The recent remarks on the floor of the Senate by Seiv 

William Jenner, Indiana Republican, in connection with 
. the circumstances of our nation's status in the Orient 

and his resolution that would halt further surrender of 
the territory of free nations to Communist nations, de­
serve full consideration.

The oir is full pf foreboding that a carefully laid plan 
is under way for the United States to give up bit by bit its 
commitments in the Formosa Strait. We sense that the 
decisive moment is close ot hand.

Since the passage of the Formoso Resolution by a 
nearly unanimous vote, the policy embodied in that 
resolution, of drawing a line which the Red Chinese 
flfmed forces were not to cross, has been undermined by 
a series of simple-seeming but really very skilful steps 
to remove the props on which it rests.

The appeasers are cleverly trying to change the Far- 
mosa Resolution from o courageous stond on the world 
conflict with Communism, to a minor difference of 
Opinion about a few little islands off the coast of Asia/

This plonned shrinkoge of o major world crisis to 'o  
minor border clash is bock of the proposals to osk for 
a  cease-fire, to send the question to UN, to*fet UN set 
up two Chinas, to hold a plebiscite, and to osk our allies 
to help guard Formosa
' Everyone of these proposals was designed to belittle 

the Formosa question, and to get us to consent to sur­
render by implying we were debating a minor adjustment 
involving no decisive issue. As Senator Jenner said:

"The issue ip the Formosa Strait is not a few islands. 
Formoso is an outpost on the boundary line which pro­
tects the free world. This line marks the limits behind 
which those who oppose Communism ore safe. If the 
ime breaks at Formoso the whole free world is imr 
periled, ond in retreot. All the Asian nations which live 
on the borders of the Soviet Empire — Japan, the Philip­
pines, Southeast Asia, ond Pakistan, know their security 
is in peril. All the frontier nations in Europe read the 
warnings the some way. Surrender ot Quemoy will shake ■>** 
Germany to its foundations, tell Austria it has no hope, 
warn Italy it is now on the crumblina frontier, tell France 
it is the next victim.

"As our Minority Leoder said in Indianapolis, 'Que- 
moy ond Matsu ore outposts as important os the island 
of Berlin. When the Communists attempted to block­
ade Berlin, why did we resist? We did not retreot be- 
couse a retreat from Berlin would hove endangered the 
entire frontier of freedom in the West. Retreat would 
hove weakened the morale of our supporters behind the 
Iron Curtain ond in the line of fire.

"How absurd to judge the importance of a battle by 
the size of the battlefield! Bunker Hill wos only a hillock. 
Volley Forge wos only on encampment. Thermopylae was 
only a mountain poss. They were portentous because 
two worlds, two ways of thinking, foced each other in 
mortal combat, ond the issue was victory or death.

"If surrendering o few islands will avoid a world 
wor, why not surrender Hong Kong to Red China-* 
Why not surrender Berlin to East Germany? Why not 
give Denmark to the Soviet Union? It will ease her 
tension for the moment! But if we start to retreat ot 
Quemoy, where do we end our object surrender?

' 'Americans ore on the side of Free China, because 
Free China shares our belief in the dignity of man. Free 
China has been fighting to hold back the onslaught of 
the modern Genghis Khan since 1927.

"We fjove pledged our word to Free Chino again and 
again. Ooily a few weeks oqo our Navy was assigned 
to help in removing the pitiful inhabitants of the - 
Toc’nen Islands whose families hod lived on their rocky 
fields for centuries. We were told the move wos neces­
sary to straighten the line that marked our outposts. If 
that was not o commitment to help guard the corrected 
lihe, including Quemoy ond Motsu, I do not know what 
d commitment is.

"Since the end of the Second World War the Com­
munists have started three wars ogoinst legally estab­
lished governments in Asia — first against Notionalist 
Chino, second against the Republic of Korea. In the 
thrid war against Indo-Chino, their legions were moved 
from North Korea to South Chino. They helped seize half 
of Viet Nam ond enslaved millions of human souls. Now 
they boost of plons for a fourth war in Asia, ond we know 
the fourth war*will not be the last. They will hold our 
American prisoners-of-war in commorr-foits in spite of 
their specific agreement, in the cease-fire settlement, to 
return oil prisoners-of-war. On whot qrounds does anyone 
dare osk America to appease these bandits?

The United States has been slow to use its power in 
every crisis in Asia. Like Gulliver in Lilliput, its great 
Strength hos been pinned down by men too small tor it 
to notice. I will not go into the question of what is respon­
sible This is o time for Americans to agree so far os they 
con find agreement.

_f— -Our problem todoy ?s to make sure our strength will not 
be pinned down again, if the Communists start a fourth 
v*or in Asio. We must find o woy to lock the stable, be- 
fbre the horse is stolen. We must hove o formula to pre­
vent surrender or appeasement, so clear, so simple, so 
self-executing, that no hidden appeasers con pervert it.

I offer here a resolution to that end. It rests on the be­
lief that the Communists will never stop their militant ag- 
qressiorj until our country is destroyed. It rests on the be­
lief that there is a moral difference between the Soviet 
philosophy ond that of the free notions, not only in po­
litical difference or on economic difference, but o differ­
ence in the meaning of promises and agreements ond 
truth, a difference in the woy human life is to be volued. 
We compromise on such issues ot our peril,

"It follows, I believe, thot we cannot' in our national 
Interest, surrender o single square foot of free land to 
Communist rule, so long os that rule is inhuman tyran­
ny. We cannot morally subject o single free man to 
Communist rule so long os that rule is human slavery.

"My oroposal is simple I propose thot no official of 
our civil or military establishment shall participate, in 
ony woy, in ony oct which hos the purpose or effect of 
surrendering either territory or people now port of the 
Free World. I propose thot if any Americon official does 
participate in ony such agreement, Hi* oct* ore not bind- 
Ina on the government ond the people of the United 
States.

How A bout Academ ic Freedom ? 
As coiieg-t grow end more inc

mors nl the youth come to behevs 
that tljoy can get an education at 
coUeges, it is rather important 
that we have a clearer understand­
ing of what academic freedom real­
ly meqp*.

I just read a book called "Acai 
demic Freedom” by Russell Kirlf. 
It had its first printing in Febru­
ary, 1955 and its second printing 
in March, 1955. Professor Kirk al­
so wrote "The Conservative Mind" 
in 1953.

He is not listed in “Who's Who." 
He had an article in July of 1952 
in The Contemporary Review un­
der the heading of "The Moral 
Conservatives of Hawthorne." In 
thia article he listed hi; address 
as Michigan S tate  College, so he 
has evidently been associated with 
a state college. It seems impossible 
to believe tha t a man who is a 
professor at a sta te  college could 
teally understand a conservative 
mind or the true meaning of aca­
demic freedom. However, in his 
book Kirk realizes that a great 
many professors in coUeges are 
not entitled to academic freedom, 
because they are not seekers after 
truth. As he says, they do not 
seem to realize th a t "The fear 
of the Lord is the beginning of 
wisdom.”

That statement does not make a 
great deaf of sense unless one real­
izes that one of the meanings of 
fear, even according to W ebster's 
dictionary, is profound reverence. 
Goodspeed translates this "The 
practice of wisdom is reverence 
for the I.ord. I t  is good judgment 
in all to practice it."

So nny  teacher who has rever­
ence for God's laws or nature's 
laws is certainly entitled to  re­
spect for his opinions. But aca­
demic freedom certainly Hoes not 
mean tha t any inatitution, w hether 
it be the sta te  or an endowed 
institution, should continue to keep 
a person on its payrolls when he 
fails to have reverence for God or 
truth.

Generally speaking, academic 
freedom seems to  mean that a 
teacher is entitled to tenure 
whether the party  employing 
him believes he is getting value 
received or not. That kind of "aca­
demic freedom” is nothing but a 
rack e t:

In h k  book Professor Kirk 
observes:

"Acedemic freedom, in short^ 
belongs to that category of rigms 
called 'natural rights,' and is ex­
pressed in custom, not in sta­
tute.*** »

" I t is, rather, a moral aystem 
applied to jurisprudence: a body 
of belief in certain rights long 
established by custom and pre­
scription. and found by the test 
of time to accord with human na­
ture and civil social nature. Most 
adherents to natural-rights theory 
believe tha t the original impulse 
toward these moral rights came 
from a source more than natural 
and more than human, if by 'na­
tural' and 'human' is meant sim­
ple utility and private interest: 
but the particular torn, which the 
search after natural law has tak­
en are the product of human ex­
perience in history, supported by 
the franchises of what Chc3terion 
calls 'the democracy of the dead'— 
that is, the considered opinion of 
the innumerable good and wise' 
men who lived before our time. 
These are rights which rise super­
ior to particular governments and 
particular states; and if some a r­
rogant political authority, or some 
presumptuous generation, ignores 
or tramples these rights, good men 
may jostjy obey the natural law in 
defiance of the ephemera] ’law’ 
that is set up in opposition to the 
moral traditions of the ra re  and 
the historic experience of society.

"If academic freedom "xist* any­
where, then it exists in the realm 
of natural rights and social conven­
tions sanctioned by prescription; 
and if theorists deny the reality of 
natural law, logically they must 
deny the reality of academic free­
dom.

Decalogue And Governments
"F a r from believing that t h e 

silence of an 'articulate voice of 
some sovereign' Invalidates the 
idea of academic freedom, I  am 
convinced that academic freedom 
is ail the more real and valuable 
because it finds its sanction in 
moral belief and ancient usage. 
The very Decalogue, after all, is 
only partially and imperfectly' rec­
ognized by the positive laws of 
modern states,"

That is about what this column 
has been preaching in season and 
out — that governments, especial­
ly those pertaining to, education, 
do not recognize the DecaVgue— 
"thou shalt not covet’’ and "thou 
shall not steal.” And if one bs- 
lieves in cause and effect, that 
the means predetermines the end, 
it is impossible to believe that 
any activity of any governm ent- 
local or national — that violates 
the Decalogue can produce results 
that will promote spiritual and in­
tellectual development and peace 
and prosperity.

Professor Kirk continues:
"Our dearest liberties and privi­

leges are conferred unon us m" -h
And there is another point. New

MOST OF I S never develop a 
brain tum or but it is helpful to 
know th a t the diagnostic methods 
have so greatly improved in re­
cent years th a t the chances of a 
successful operation are better 
now than ever before.

Much of the credit for the great 
progress In this field goes to the 
pioneer nerve and brain surgeon, 
the late Dr. Harvey Cushing. H it 
long and painstaking studies on 
human beings and animals played

Until today, .Washington a n d  
Moscow have been the two great 
citadels of world power. Through 
coercion or persuasion, or by ap­
peals to self-interest, the White 
House and the Kremlin have shap­
ed other nations' policies since 
World W ar II. They have aligned 
the world into two hoatlle and op­
posing faction*.

Indeed, Prim e M inister Nehru 
of India chargee tha t the U.8. has 
"d ictated” to sm all countries need­
ing eur m ilitary o r financial aid 
in the cold war. He considers our 
system of "alliances” as danger­
ous as Communist "conquests.” 
And there has been enough sub­
stance to the indictm ent for sev­
eral countries io decline our offer* 
of help.

Russia, on the other hand, ha* 
resorted to open invasion, subver­
sion and infiltration. She control* 
her satellites with an Iron hand. 
She binds China, North Korea and 
North Indo-Chtna to her with ideo­
logical and m aterial ties. She 
has opposed the American-inspir­
ed NATO with a m ilitary grouping 
of C entral European and ‘ Balkan 
powers.

This alignment of the U.8. ver­
sus the U.8.S.R. will undoubtedly 
continue, although forthcoming 
peace talk* m ay lessen the ten­
sion. The relief may be o n l y  
tem porary, in view of Moscow'* 
"zigzag" policy. She m ay be on 
the w arpath whenever she think* 
the moment opportune.

Nevertheless, both the American 
and Russian power to dominate is 
waning. Within the month, West 
Germany regained full sovereign 
ty, and Austria m ay soon become 
united and independent. Japan  is 
beginning to develop her own com­
m ercial and diplomatic interests, 
free of American direction, includ­
ing closer relationships with Com­
munist China. Russia and their a l­
lies in Southeast Asia.

The 29 Afro-Asian nations which 
convened s t Bandung have become 
more articulate in th e ^  resistance 
to American or Russian "colonial­
ism ^’ They may eventually organ-

ce," hostile to 
either

ize into a  "third force 
or, a t least, alodf from 
the Free West or Red Rtlasia. Even 
our Alllee in the Middle E ast and 
Southeast Asia prefer a shaky neu­
trality  to actual involvement in 
war.

A free Western Germany may 
no longer prey upon the West for 
"liberation,” since it might make 
that area another bloody and ruin­
ous battleground. In  view of Mos­
cow's m ors generous treatm snt of 
Austria, Chancellor Konrad Aden­
auer may resort to diplomatic 
methods to obtain a  united coun­
try. I f  he should succeed, it might 
delay or block the rearm ing of orur 
form er enemy.

The restless Japanese wiU rem il­
itarize only reluctantly, tit view of 
our refusal to finance the whole 
program . As a result ol reduction 
of our aid from the postwar peak 
and Korean hostilities, Tokyo seeks 
to strengthen its economy through 
trade with the Communist main­
land and Russia. The interchange 
of manufactured good* for raw m a­
terial* would naturally advantage 
our foea.

Even Britain and France exhibit 
a g rea ter spirit of indcpendenc*. 
Faced with a  May 26 election, 
the Eden Ministry demands Amer­
ican agreem ent to a high-l e v e 1 
conference with the Russians on 
an agenda international in i t s  
scope. So do Paris, Rome a n d  
Bonn. They regard our skepticism 
toward a  discussion of European 
and F ar E astern differences as 
narrow, unrealistic and parochial. 
Certain dissident elements foe te r  
the idea that the U.8. actually 
“ wapiti w ar," strange as that m ay 
seem to us.

F rance opposes us openly and de-
finally in Indo-Qhlna. Her forces 
have furnished protection and ref­
uge to the rebels fighting N g o 
Dinh Diem, whom we support. 
Paris rhdoaas to safeguard her 
heavy investments in this area , 
even though it may mean ths 
loss of Southeast Asia to the Rada,

Our new and lest preponderant 
influence will impose avea heavier 
i esponslbilities on President Ei­
senhower and Secretary D u l l e s ,  
They must now preserve and ex­
pand the anti-Russian Coalition 
through skilled diplomacy rather 
than drawing on Uncle Sam 's 
money bags. F ree nations will not 
be bribed or bullied into doing our 
bidding.

Can we hold things — such as, 
for Instance, prices, wages, etc.

For example, a hundred cooks, 
by working in shifts around the 
clock could likely hold up "indef­
initely" a moderately light table 
above the level a t which it would 
rest w ere 'It supported by its own 
leg*.

And perhaps, in part of their 
"off time," the hundred cooks 
could eveh manage to keep the 
table reasonably well supplied with 
foodstuffs. But who would under­
take to defend this arrangement 
as making the best use of the 
cooks’ time and energy?

Moreover, two other problems 
arise: (1) somebody m uit hold up 
the chairs: and (2) the very pres­
ence of the many cooks needed 
to hold up the table makes eat­
ing inconvenient.

If it is really desirable to have 
the table and chairs higher, It 
would seem to be much more sen­
sible to call in a furniture-maker 
and have him fit them with long­
er legs — which, of course, ia ex­
actly what free enterprise doe*.

But even 
before this, it continued, huge loss­
es m ay be brought about by a  mul­
titude of sm all acts “whose cum u­
lative effect m ay be g rea te r than 
a  m ajor sabotage p lan .”

"The saboteur" NCP said, " is  not 
necessarily a foreign national. He 
m ay be a highly trained profession­
al o r rank am ateur . . .  he m ay be 
anyone. But one thing Is certain 
— he la likely to be one of the 
least suspected m em bers of the o r­
ganisation."
