Academic Freedom

Since a better understanding of
who is entitled to academic free-
dom is much needed and singe it is
of the utmost importance that more
and more individuals come to xnow
the difference between education
and training, I want to quote and
comment further on Russell Kirk's
book “Academic Freedom.”

Professor Kirk admits that there
are some teachers and professors
who Are not ehtitled to academic
freedom. He believes that colleges
supported on a voluntary basis are
supérior to those supported by
taxation. He quotes a friend of
John Dewey by the name of Dr,
Meiklejohn as saying:

‘Faith in the divine author and
authority in which Western civili-
zation confided, inherited ideas of
the soul and its destiny, of fixed
revelation « have been made
impossible for the cultivated mind
of the Western world.”

Then Professor Kirk continues:
“If it were true that Pragma-
tism had indeed made such beliefs
impossible, then we might do very
well to forget the example of Soc-
rates, and abandon our foolish
talk about human dignity and free-
dom and the high ordination of the
teacher, and go over to the cult of
Demos and the adulation of me-
diocrity and creature-comforts. ***
“I think we need no longer be

afraid to say, with Calhoun, ‘De-
mocracy, as I understand and ac-
rept it, requires me to sacrifice
myself for the masses, not to

them. Who knows not. that if you
would save the people, you must
often oppose them?”
