Our notion ii in debt. The ttooaering total of this 

debt is now approximately $280,000,000,000. This is 
a large figure but it includes only the omount of money 
our FEDERAL government has borrowed.

Our cities counties ond stotes are In debt, too. And 
as individuals many of us are mortgaged up to the hilt.

Economists say that the amount" of money that is 
owed in this country by us is between $600,000,000,000 
ond $700,000,000,000. These figures are astronomical. 
They are so big they are nearly meaningless.

We do not thirflc*readily in terms of light years. Most 
of us will never see so vast a sum as a million dollars. 
But o single billion is a thousand million. Again we ore 
way over our heads.

How much is o billion3 Let us suppose thot we actual­
ly had a billion dollars. Let us convert it into $10 bills. 
Each of us is quite familiar with a $10 bill. How many 
such bills would we have with a billion dollars?

Well, if we laid them end to end they would stretch 
along the Lincoln Highway from San Francisco to New 
York, then back again from New York to Son Fran­
cisco, then bock, once more from Son Francisco to New 
York, ond thefd would be-enough left to retire on.

Let's look at it another way. Let us suppose that 
Julius Caesar was a billionaire. And that on that fate­
ful Ides of March in 44  BC he not only avoided the 
daggers of his fellow politicians, but thot he was en­
dowed with eternal life. Let ut suppose, then, that on 
that day, March 15, 44 BC, Julius started out to spend 
$ 1 ,0 0 0  every day until he used up his billion. .How 
long could he hove kept it up?

Well, if this highly fanciful tale were true, he'd still 
be at it. He would have spent a thousand dollars every 
day through oil the years of Rome's ascendency. He'd 
hove spent a thousand every day through oil the dark 
ages. A thousand would have been spent every day 
through the Renaissance, ond a thousand dollors every 
day since Columbus came to Americq. He'd still be 
spending. In foct, os of today he still would have more 
thon seven centuries ahead of him ot the same mad 
pace.

This is what It means to have a billion dollars. Now 
let us remember, that we owe $280 billion just to our 
federal government, by it'owns decreet ond decisions. 
When do you think it will be paid?

They 
haven't been ahl* to ceil the 
wheat for enough to pav off the 
loans; so the Commodity Credit 
corporation, which mad* th* loans, 
take* over, and the borrowing 
wheat raiser* sra relieved of any 
further liability. Th* CCC also 
lakes over th* storage charges, 
which will boost th* total stor­
age bill to th* million a day 
mark.

Secy. Benson m a d e  hi* an­
nouncement as s curtain raiser 
to the debate in Congress over fu* 
ture farm price supports. Exist­
ing law provide* that when the 
surplus of a commodity becomes 
excessive, the price be dropped 
below 90 per cent parity. On a slid­
ing scale year by year, until sup­
ply approaches demand. At sup­
port price* drop, market price* 
follow, opening new markets foe., 
the commodities

Tit* Democrat* want to junk 
this flexible price support plan 
and give farmers a guarantee of 
PO per cent of parity far this and 
th* next two crop year*.

Employed In Th# Unitod Nation*

la Dr. V. Orvall Watt*' book 
‘ Tho Unitod Nations Road to War " 
he explain* why so many commu­
nists are employed In the United 
Nation*.

Under th# heeding of moat Gov­
ernments E m p l o y  Communists'* 
he writes -

“But many other Members States
in the UN also employ communist* 
and permit them to serve In th*
UN.

"Th* socialist government of 
Franc*, lor example, i* heavily in­
filtrated by oommunist*. The Con­
stitution of that country bars dis­
crimination against communists In 
government yob* and th* admini­
stration does not tiy  to make se­
curity checks of its employes. It 
ampioyt a known communist to 
head it* research on atomic energy, 
and it recently mad* him an ad­
viser to tho European Canter of 
Nuclear Research. Therefor* w* 
should expect many of th# French 
quota of officials In the UN Sec­
retariat to be communists

“ Even Great Britain does not 
bar oommunltta from th* army or 
civil tervio* at long t t  they do not 
hold ‘sensitive’ jobs. So aayo Eng­
land’s Horn* Secretary, Sir David 
Maxwell Eyfc. It seems reason­
able to suppose, therefor* that th* 
British government let* commu­
nists serve in its UN -quota. Tt 
may svtn prefer to have them 
there rather than at home.

“Many other UN Member Gov­
ernment* . likewise employ - com­
munists at horn*, and so can Scarce­
ly keep them out of service in 
th* international agencies, such as 
the UN Secretariat.

''Communist* of all nations find 
UN posts psrtloularly attractive for 
two reasons. First they can co­
opers I# wholeheartedly in UN ef­
fort* to build a World Welfare 
State.

“ Second. UN employ**, includ­
ing communists, have special op­
portunities for foregin travel and 
communication, and even for for­
eign trad*. This is partly because 
the UN subsidises the interna­
tional agencies. UN employes gen­
erally have diplomats immunity. 
Therefor# they are exempt from 
many of th* restraints which ap­
ply to International travel and 
trad# by prlvat* person*.

“ Ever since 1914, government* 
have put more and more barrier* 
in the way of international coop­
eration necessary" for peace while 
increasing opportunities, for their 
own agents to promote th# slat- 
ism that lead* to war. Such li­
cense for tax-supported agent* of 
statism is not froedotn but a form 
of special privilege.

“Under the UN Charier, lor ex­

ample. the Member States pledge 
themselves to give UN officials and 
representatives 'such privileges and 
immunities as are necessary for 
the independent exercise of their 
functions . . fArticle 105». In
th* International Organization Im­
munities Act at 1945. therefore, the 
U.8. Congreee authorized the Pres­
ident to extend to officers end 
employes of international organi­
zations. and to member* of their 
families, 'the same privileges, ex­
emptions, and immunities’ accord­
ed diplomatic representative* of 
foreign governments. Th# Presi­
dent promptly did this by SMsaou- 
tiv# order.

“This means, tmong other things 
that UN officials do not hav# to 
open their baggage tor inspection 
as they enter and leave th* United 
States. It mesns also that I hoy 
generally get their visas to enter 
th* country automatically, as a 
matter of routine, even though they 
may be member* of tho Commu­
nist Party.

“The proposed UN Convention 
if ratified, would make this diplo- 
tnati* immunity permanent regard­
less of tho International Organisa­
tion Immunities Act of 1945 It 
would also broaden the privilege 
so a* to make all UN official* and 
‘experts' immune to certain re­
striction* which are noiv permiasl^ 
ble under MoCarran-Waltar Immi­
gration Act.

“What us* th# l*N communist* 
make of their diplomatic Immu­
nity appear* in th# sworn testi­
mony of a former employ# of the 
Czechoslovakian Consulate before 
a committee of the U. 8. Senate. 
She testified that UN officials from 
Oeehoalovajfla regularly took large 
amount# of baggage with them on 
their trip* horn*. Usually, she said, 
this meant less than 30 hags p6r 
person; but on one occasion a re­
turning UN official from that coun­
try 'had 97 bagi, soldier green 
bags’

“This untouchable luggage, ah* 
said, contained electronic devices, 
•equipment which wts highly se­
cret.' literature and saeret eont- 
munlsttons. • • •

“The U. 8. Government pledged 
Itself In th* UN Charter to abide 
by th* decision* of such tribunal*, 
even when, as In this case, It has 
no representative on them.

“By the same treaty It pledged 
itself not to seek to influence the 
Secretary General and his staff In 
the discharge of their responsi­
bilities. One of the Secretary Gen­
eral* respensilMiitiee Is t# ap­
point the members of his staff, 
the Seqietariat.
