Tour 15
Big Cities

PARIS ™ —UP— American evan-
gelist Billy Graham inspired by the
response to his Paris crusade,
Wednesday scheduled a whirlwind
tour of 15 major continental cities.
L. The tour will take Graham to
Switzerland, Germany, Holland
Norway, Denmark and back to Lon-
don before he returns to the United
States late next month,

A spokesman for the evangelist
said Graham is ‘‘very happy about
the results of his crusade in
France,”

“Some skeptics told him the
Parisians would not come to big
evangelistic meelings,’” the spokes-
man said. ""Yet, he has drawn
crowds from 7,000 to 9,000 persons
and “each night 300 to 400 persons
respond to his invitation and make
a decision for Christ.”
