Turning Up A M ess
One thing can be said about the Commission on Or­

ganization of the Executive Branch of the Government, 
on which Mr. Hoover is chairman. It continues to turn 
up the most revealing examples of governmental mis­
management in the history of mismanagement.

Of course, Mr. Hoover's commission immediately and 
inevitably recommends a house-cleaning and a consoli­
dation. And it is true a house-cleaning and a consoli­
dation would help to eliminate some of the gross stupid­
ities and extravagances.

But in the final analysis, government isn’t so good at 
operating things that private people should be operating.
So there won't be ony lasting good to come from all the 
•ffort put out by Mr. Hoover and his helpers.

Not unless or until he recommends that certoin gov­
ernmental agencies just naturally terminate their func­
tions. Which is a pretty stiff order for a former poli­
tician.

But speaking of mismanagement, we have now the 
commission's repdrt on government in the transporta­
tion business. And Mr. Hoover reports some lulus, which 
ought to show us where some of our tox money has been 
going:

It cost the taxpayers $250 million a year to move
household goods, mostly for military personnel. Stor­
age of these same goods takes 3,500,000 square feet. 
The task force concluded that almost 1,700,000 separate
movements have taken ploce. A great many of these 
moves were temporary in nature. Which means that the 
government moved everything and then moved it all 
bock ogain.

In this connection Mr. Hoover's stotisticions looked 
down their noses at such practices as packing a single 
overshoe in a box which cost more than the article. 
Or crates built around junk tricycles Or a huge wooden 
crate to carry a dime store lamp, and another for the 
paper shade

The overseas shipment of private automobiles of 
service personnel has increased at the rate of 6,000 per 
month, it seems.

In fiscal 1954 this sea lift occupied 916,409 measure­
ment tons of shipping space, which is equal to one-third 

.A of the copocity of the total nucleus fleet dry cargo traf­
fic between the United States and all foreign ports. Add 

1  to this the dilemma faced by the Hoover Commission 
when it tried to unsnarl the mismanagement found in 
♦he competing overseas operations of government and 
private shippers. The government is subsidizing both oir- 

.* lines and steamship lines. But the government military 
arms are operating their own transport services.

If the privately owned but publicly subsidized carriers 
could get more business, they would be able to cut back 
the amount of subsidy they receive. But since they ore 
competing with the government carriers, it doesn't seem 
that much is going to happen. Thus the report finds 
both military and civilian carriers deadheading in either 
direction, with the taxpayers paying three times; once 
for the military corrier, once for the subsidy, once for 
the octuol transportation.

As we said before, when the government gets in the 
saddle, whoever wins, it just never is the taxpayer, ond 
misrqpnagement comes In large doses.

VoccinM Can't Stop ME! \

New School Mogazine To 
Put Parents Off Guard

I have Volume 1, Number 1, 
of a magazine called " B e t t e r  
Schools ' issued March 31. 1955. 
It la issued by the National Citi­
zens Commission for the Public 
schools. The Rockefeller and Car­
negie foundations have m a d e  
grants to the National Citizens 
Commission. The magazine is a 
free publication. It says: "Copies 
of "Better Schools sent free on re­
quest to you or your friends.” 
They have a lot of tax-free mon­
ey back of (he magazine. Those 
people who have different ideas 
on education than the National Cit­
izens Commission are obliged to 
pay taxes on any profits t h e y  
have that they want to use to pro­
mote education that is not based 
on might-is-right.

The National Citizens Commis­
sion hopes to have 50.000 com­
munity conferences on govern­
ment schools during 1955. There 
are a little over 50.000 school dis­
tricts in the United States.

The reason I say that this maga­
zine is trying to fool the parents 
is that it attempts to make the 
public believe that "Local com­
munities will determine the stand­
ards of education, too. regardless 
of what is done on federal and 
state levels.” Any individual who 
has had any experience with tax- 
supported schools well knows that 
the local communities through 
their representatives do not control 
the policies of the schools. They 
cannot hire a teacher who is not 
recommended by the state. They 
cannot use a textbook that is not 
recommended by the state. Under 
tenure laws they cannot fire a 
teacher they believe bad. And the 
National Education Association 
bureacurats completely determine 
the textbooks that shall be print­
ed and used. They determine that 
we shall have "progressive” edu­
cation. The local board has noth­
ing to do about it. Yet this Na­
tional Citizens Commission is spon­
soring these community conferenc­
es in an atteny>t to make the citi­
zens believe that they have some­
thing to do with the real policies 
of tax-supported schools.

If one reads this magazine even 
casually, he notes the deception. 
The Director of the National Citi­
zens Commission. Henry Toy, Jr., 
writes:

"1955 s community conferences 
bringing together people from all 
segments of the population for 
dispassionate deliberation can be 
the necessary preliminary to in­
telligent. lasting action.”

In another section of the 12-page 
tabloid the magazine asks:

"Who should be invited? How to 
achieve a representative group of 
participants and whether experts 
are needed ia considered. T h e  
booklet suggest* the preparation o f 
a checklist with percentages for 
various segments at the popula­
tion needed for representative-' 
nest!”

How many people who a r e  
enough interested in education that 
they do not believe there should 
be a monopoly of education by the 
government will be invited? Evi­
dently not a single such person. 
The conferences will be loaded on­
ly with people who believe in 
might-makes-right "education” or 
some form of colleotiviatic "edu­
cation.”

The National Citizens Commis­
sion would leave the impression 
that the community conferences 
will decide what our schools should 
accomplish. Of course, they can­
not be specific on what tax-support­
ed schools should accomplish be­
cause they dare not go into ethi­
cal and moral questions. They can­
not discuss liberty. The leaders of 
the National Education Associa­
tion are committed to pragmat­
ism. They advocate that there are 
ho eternal principle*—that what­
ever works is right, and they are 
to be the judge aa to whether or 
not a course of action works. If 
there are* no eternal principles, 
then of course they are wondering 
what our schools should accom­
plish.

Those people who believe in the 
Golden Rule and the Grmmand- 
ments definitely believe that the 
first duty of education or any 
school is to teach the pupil the 
difference between right a n d  
wrong as measured by the Covet­
ing Commandment and the Golden 
Rule. But since public schools that 
are tax-supported violate the Gold­
en Rule and the Coveting Com­
mandment, they have no specific 
objectives as to what the schools 
should attempt to accomplish.

WASHINGTON. — The Polyanna 
spirit and atmosphere generated by 
the Eisenhower Administration's 
friendly attitude tosrard private 
business and industry was high 
lighted dramatically here a few 
days ago . , .  F. D. R.'a “economic 
royalists” have become Ike a "eco­
nomic captives,” and they ravel in 
their changed status.

Dr. Emerson P. Schmidt, vete­
ran director of economic research
for the Chamber of Commerce oh that INS will turn out to be "the
the United 8tates. predicted a 
period of enduring and unparallel­
ed prosperity More significantly, 
hir audience of M0 conservative 
bankers agreed with him. And so 
do the economic soothsayers at 
Treasury, the Federal Reserve 
Boerd and Department of Com­
merce.

‘The recession le dead,” they 
said, in effect. "Hell the new 
prosperity!”

These e jf jw r ts  supply factual sta­
tistics to support their prophesies. 
But Dr. Schmidt's attitude em­
phasises that Eisenhower psychol­
ogy shares an equal role with 
fundamental economic evidence as 
a  factor in underlying business 
confidence. Here ia why:

The Chamber of Commerce, 
which occupies a palatial structure 
across Lafayette Park from the 
White House, was a hated "citadal 
of capitalism” to F.D.R.. along 
with the National Association of 
Manufacturers. The two organiza­
tions could aee nothing good in 
Roosevelt or Harry S. Truman.

They condemned New Deal 
economic and social reforms, 
sometimes extravagantly indto- 
cteetly, unthinkingly. They denoun­
ced especially those features which 
fell heaviest on business — heavy 
spending, high taxes, a swollen 
public debt, an unbalanced budget, 
excessive toreign aid and the New 
Dealer’s general indifference to 
prudent housekeeping!

Roosevelt used to say that they 
yearned for a return to "Mark 
Hanna-William McKinley days.” 
Truman called them “greedy cap­
italists” and “wolves of Wall 
Street.** Both maintained a mag­
nificent doghouse and long leashes 
for businessmen and industrialists 
and bankers.

The ironic aspect of Dr. 
Schmidt'a present-day praise is 
that virtually these seme condi 
tions prevail under Eisenhower 
with the exception of his more 
understanding attitude toward and 
encouragement of private enter­
prise.

As conservative Republicans 
growl. Eisenhower has not scrapp- 

a  single major New Deal re­
form—Social Security, the National 
Labor Relations Board, 
payments to farmers, expenditures 
for conservation, foreign aid.

This is 
not surprising since epilepsy is the 
most common cause of it or con­
vulsions in grownups as well as in 
children. By way of introduction 
to the subject, however, it should 
be said that convulsions which are 
non-epileptic in nature do occur 
quits commonly, particularly in 
nervous children, and tend to wear 
off as the child grows older.

Nevertheless when convulsions do 
develop It la of great importance 
to find out whether they repre­
sent epilepsy or not. In recent 
years this task ha* been made 
easier by tha development of a 
complicated device known as the 
encephalograph, which measures 
the electrical waves in the brain.

The interpretation of the results 
of this test will usually reveal 
whether the convulsions are the 
result of epilepsy and even give n 
good -deal v t information on how 
severe the underlying disease ac­
tually is. Because it has b e e n  
found so useful this test is no 
generally used on practically all

TtoO p r in c ip a l  kinds of epilep­
sy are recognized Heaving out so- 
called Jacksonian epilepsy which is 
the result of definite brain injury). 
The less serious Mad is celled petit 
mal, in which there is a brief loss 
of consciousness without convul­
sions. The severe type i* called 
grand mal. ia which th en  ia a 
mental “blackout" associated with 
typical convulsions.

Below  an attack there ia usual­
ly a peculiar sensation in some 
part of tha body- This is known 
aa ah aura. Tha sensation is hard 
to describe but an "uneasy fad­
ing” in the stomach area it one 
of tha most common. These who 
have epileptic attacks learn to rec­
ognise this aura and to know that 
an attack is on the way.

AT THE BEOOmnra of a ma­
jor attack, the patient may give 
a  loud scream or yell, which is 
called an epileptic cry.
