Joe * Day, county comlssion- 
er, says the highway departm ent 
and the Santa Fe Railroad have 
come to the rescue of individuals 
with their spraying equipment as 
well as having a plane spray the 
right-of-way along the tracks.

Each county commissioner keeps 
a mowing crew busy along the 
county roads; these are followed 
up with spraying crews. Some of 
the highway crews are also using 
chemicals to kill out patches of 
bindweeds, a menace which it 
hard to control and which causes 
farm ers to take a sizable dock-on 
theit- wheat if bindweed seed show 
up in it.

The farm ers are mowing patch 
es of weeds along the field borders 
and are  continuing to use the Ald- 
rin spray to kill and control the 
grasshoppers.

The extensive spraying program 
carried out on large tracks ot 
grass land got a good kill and 
stopped the insects from going on 
to field crops when they cleaned up 
all the grass and lush weed growth 
along the creek beds; and in m an y ( 
places they had eaten the grass 
down to the roots.

Some of the farm ers are spread­
ing grasshopper poison which is 
working very well in the sorghum 
crops.

AUSTIN, May 9 —  "Outside influences" on local 
districts of Texas' public school system are in for a 
thorough investigation by the Texas House. ___

The probe, to last two years, was approved 94-36 
by the House today.

Special study will be given to recent school troubles 
in Irving and Houston.

The action came as the House approved a resolu­
tion by Rep. Floyd Bradshaw of Weatherford, authoris­
ing a five-member committee to make the survey and 
report back to the legislature convening in 1957.

Brodshaw's resolution ordered the committee to 
check on the influence of "local" and "outside" groups 
to the school systems.

The resolution made particular reference to the 
National Education Association, check into the firing of 
George W. Ebey as suocrintendent of the Houston schools 
in 1953 and the controversy over the attempt of the 
former school board of the North Texas city of Irving 
to fire Supt. of Schools Dr. John L. Beard earlier this 
year.

Bradshaw, a former teacher, pointed out in his reso­
lution that "the State of Texas provides more than 
$200,000 ,000  or 30 per cent of its annual expenditures" 
tor the support of the school system, and therefore had 
tiia right to check on the operation of the system.

The Weatherford representative said he had not 
"indicted" anyone with the resolution, but felt the House 
should know about any "outside groups" exerting pres­
sure on teachers.

If ŷou are dissatisfied with the public schools—  
arid most people are in varying degree —  don't put 
the blame on the local school board The truth of the 
matter is the school-board is a+most entirely power­
less to make the schools any better than they are, or any 
worse. School boards, by the purposeful design of oji 
enormously powerful politico! lobby, hove been reduced 
in importance and function to the point where they are 
"trustees" not of what is taught, and how, ond by 
whom —  but they are actually "trustees" only of the 
physical plants in which teaching and leorning occurs. 
They are custodians of the brick and the busses. They 
ore citizens who exercise the taxpayer's physical control 
of the school plant.

The schools of Pompa ore controlled by men and 
women whose nomes you^ve never heard . . . whose 
names the members of the local school boord have never 
heard . . . whose power is so overwhelming the school 
board is helpless to oppose it . . . yet, whose opprooch 
is so deft, the local board doesn't realize it exists . . .

' An organization called the National Education As­
sociation (NEA) controls the schools of Pampa.

If you've heard of it ot all, chances are you read 
about it in this newspaper. Most people, in most towns 
where the NEA-kioWs-power, hove never heard of the 
NEA One of the cardinal precepts of the NEA philoso­
phy is to let the masses know only what has been care­
fully prepared for them and in doses controlled by the 
NEA

What is the NEA?
The Southern Conservative, published in Fort Worth, 

says the NEA "is an exclusive hierarchy of professional 
left-wing educators dedicated to the establishment of 
the New World Social Order which they openly propose 
to achieve through capturing the minds of American 
school children and indoctrinating them with the Social­
ist philosophy."

The special Congressional committee to study tax 
free foundations (the NEA pays no income taxes) says: 
"It (the NEA) thus professes itself to be a monopoly.
As it is characteristic of organizations that o small group 
usually controls, it gives one pause to think what such 
a powerful organization could do if its leaders listened’ 
to voices like that of Professor Woelfel." (Woelfel says 
the NEA is the only group that is capable of under­
taking his program of "shaping the future of our col­
lective life . . . the age of individualism in economy 
is closing and an age of collectivism is opening . : it
(the NEA) should identify itself with the under-privileg­
ed classes who are the reol beneficiaries of public edu­
cation ond who can find their adiustment only in a 
radically different social order . . .")

The NEA itself says it is "the only organization 
that represents or has the possibility of representing 
the great body of teachers in the United Stated." The 
1935 NEA handbook says it has 490,000 members and 
950,000 affiliate members; that it consists of 66 state 
organizations ond 4,434 affiliated associations; that it 
has 29 departments, 14 headquarters divisions, and 23 
commissions and committees

This year, the NEA claims an increase of 70,000 
members If ^as‘;a paid staff of 500 at its Washington 
heodquarters The deportments of the NEA include 
special organizations of school principals, superinten­
dents, etc. Every branch of the school industry has its 
niche in this vast machine.

Riding herd on the 500 paid workers is James L. 
McCaskill, who according to Congressional Quarterly 
News Service, "played a ’ key role in organizing the 40- 
group coalition (plugging federal aid to schools.) He and 
his staff are directing a stream of wires ond letters urging 
federal aid." »

What is the NEA?
Ask Allan Shivers if you can get him in an angry, 

or confidential mood. He once got mad enough to say, 
publicly, that the Austin lobbyist for the NEA is jn the

ernor of Texas and demanding things.

That same year the chairman of the House educa­
tion committee in Austin made substantially the same 
complaint . . . out loud

If you don't think that is either guts or desperation, 
you never have felt the full fury of the NEA turned on

Would you like to hear further what the Congres- 

gressionol Committee said about the NEA? The rnm. 
mittee went ihto the close association between the UN 
and the NEA line, the line that calls for abandoning 
old concepts of national sovereignty in the interest of 
world super-government.

Reported the Congressional committee:
"It (the NEA) recommended that the teachers in 

our schools educote pupils into internationalism and 
gave specific suggestions os to objectives and methods.

"There is a grave question in the minds of this 
committee whether this powerful organization of teach­
ers has any right to attempt to promote a uniform pro­
gram of education on a national basis; but, if such a 
procedure is proper, it might well be that planning to 
education our children into a better understanding of the 
world ond its component parts ond how international 
things work might be highly desiroble The program of 
the NEA, however, os expressed . . . went further than 
a mere educational program. It assumed that because 
the United Nations had been accepted as on intrihsic 
part of American foreign policy it should receive virtual­
ly unqualified ond uncritical support . . , The intelli­
gent observer cannot esoope the conclusions that the 
agencies of the. U N. themselves in many instances 
hova promoted ideas ond concepts which seem onti- 
heticol to many of our basic principles . . .  To impose 

* this U N. concept, on our children in the Schools is to 
t t o c i i  th e m  n o n se n s e  — ~— - — -------------------- ---------------------

And here is the final conclusion of the Congressional 
Committee.

"Putting the evidence together, we conclude that 
the National Education Association has been an impor­
tant element in the tax-exempt world used to indoctrinate 
Americon youth with 'internationalism'."

The Congressional committee noted, tersely, that 
the NEA found the charges "unworthy of further exami­
nation" and declined to lower itself to defend itself 
against the committee's findings.

Very, very educational!
There are miles of testimony on the record, and you 

ore welcome to read a great deal of it by asking your 
congressman or senators to send you House Report No. 
2681, the 432-page report of the Speciol Committee To 
Organisations, Dec. 16, 1954.

The Congressional committee developed the parallel 
between the "international" party line of the U.N. and 
the program of the NEA. The Southern Conservative of 
April, 1955, further developed this thesis and discloses 
the "interlocking relationship" of the UNESCO to the 
NEA to the White House Conference on Education.

By controlling teachers colleges, the NEA in effect 
sends out missionaries to'staff the public schools. These 
teachers, in turn, spread the word to th  ̂ young students 
in the grade schools, high schools and in the colleges and 
universities

The private schools are very little different from 
the large, tax-endowed universities. The presidents of 
these private schools very often concern thgmselves pri­
marily with showing how many new auditoriums or sta­
diums were built during their administration. They have 
olmost no time for education. And their supply of 
teachers comes irom the same NEA controlled colleges 
which supply the state universities. They compete with 
the state .schools for quantity, not quality, of graduates.

The textbooks are Big Business in themselves. It is 
almost impossible to get a large textbook house to pub­
lish and promote-"what are called "conservative" text­
books. Indeed, where would they sell them? And they 
would be subjected to terrible pressure if they were to 
become know as publishers of non-Liberal texts.

Just as the supply of teachers is controlled by this 
NEA, ond |ust as the textbook publishers Bow to this 
most powerful lobby, so are the school curricula under 
the control of the National Education Association.

Like on octopus, the NEA has an arm for each of its 
little satrapies, but all the little ones are answerable to 
the Big One.

The NEA controls the U S. Office of Education. 
Wtihout the support of the NEA, no man could hold the 
job of Commissioner of Education. The President would 
not dare oppoint a Secretory of Health, Welfare and 
Education over the objection of the NEA.

From the federal government to the state govern­
ment go certain "criteria" ond'"suggestions" in regard 
to what is called "education." In order to get money for 
the school lunch program, you'd better pay attention. 
It is rather more subtly put; but it is understood, even 
in the ivory towers of intellectualism, that the jingle of 
gold is more alluring than the harp of angels.

The £tate of Texas, to use a typical exomple, is the 
second line of commond. The state supplies over 60 per 
cent of the money used to> operate Pampa's schools. 
As we accept, this money, we accept also the necessity 
of selecting our textbooks from a list published by houses 
approved by'the NEA, and further approved by the State 
of Texas. We must select from this list. By the time the 
selection reaches our level, the books have already met 
the peculiar standards of the NEA and the school poli­
ticians in Austin.

Those ore your children's textbooks.
The curriculum in your child's school is another 

function of the NEA, working through its stooges in 
Austin.

No school, public or private, can escape the require­
ments of the state. If the state prescribes two hours a 
week of social dancing, you will hbve two hours of so­
cial dancing or no money from Gilmer-Aikin, and no 
diploma for junior.

Who controls Pampa's schools? Are you beginning to 
see the answer?

The teochers who staff these schools must be li­
censed. They must have token APPROVtp courses by 
APPROVED teachers from APPROVED schools.

To emerge from this process with anything but the 
NEA concept of internationalism, a teacher must be an 
unusual person. He has, in effect, come through a brain­
washing of many years duration. He must figgt his way 
to individualism. He must regain the power ot' individual 
and logicol thought.

It is the teacher's toughest job; and the gods must 
smile on the ones who make it! More#bwer to those who 
do!

Now, octually, what can the local school boord do 
in the realm of what is colled "education"?

It cannot control the training of its teachers, nor is 
the board offered an opportunity to choose from teach­
ers with varied academic backgrounds. Mass production 
does not make for individualism. If the board should 
undertake to question tpoching prospects as to philoso­
phical concepts, the board members would be subject to 
a torrent of accusations in which highly skilled orators 
and schemers from the NEA would show up to accuse 
therp of destroying "academic freedom" and "democ­
racy." It has happened in Texas. Remember the Hous­
ton fiasco?

The local board is in the position'of a caretaker. . . 
-powerress tc" ^ r^ -n y rm T ^ -t^ iS u r^ iw  psthr - w m e  
boards. Utterly without power to influence what is going 
on inside the school house.

The buildings are the property of the school district.
The "education" is the property of the NEA.
Like all big league lobbies, the NEA knows that 

the most effective work con be accomplished by the 
non-professionolS who ore presumed to be "disinterest­
ed." Most notable of these Mom 'n Pop organizations is 
the Na tional Congress of Parents oad-Teac hers,-top acha- 
lon of the Parent-Teachers Associations. The PTAs are 
the local shock troops when a bond issue or teachers 
pay raise is called for. They are not always successful, 
mostly because there is a growing awareness on the pari 
of parents that they are being made part of a national 
scheme with which they are not always sympathetic.

The Congress of Parents and Teachers was among 
the groups plugging for federal aid to schools. But the 
PTA congress said it wanted federal money without fed­
eral control, a political version of "have your cake and 
eat it" which has never been accomplished. The Con­
gress of -Parents and Teachers claims 38,500 local PTA 
groups; and -when a Congressman is urged by the Con­
gress of the PTA to vote federal aid, he presumably is 
being asked by each of the individual members of 38,- 
500 locol groups. That is a patent phony, too obvious 
to be very effective.

The Mom 'n Pops groups, so long the Trilby to the 
NEA's Svengali, are beginning to come alive . . . and 
to think The NEA does not like people who think, only 
those who ore ready to have their thinking done for 
them.

Whatever the future of the public ond private 
school in the United States, the NEA will hove o heovy 
hand in the decision. As a lobby, it Is effective. Its po­
litical shortcoming is its insatiable rooocity which soma-

I have a letter from a reader p 
who advocates government pen­
sions. and since he believes gov­
ernment pensions would solve the 
problem of booms and busts, ami 
since that seems to he what most •  
people believe, I want to repro­
duce his letter and answer hi* 
questions and comment on hi* 
statements.

You may say that most 
public officials get enough income 
so that they could save enough to 
provide for their welfare after re­
tirement. But we must remember 
that their duties and environment' 
compel them to spend all they get 
and sometimes more.
• ‘(It-seems reasonable that every 
citizen should be entitled to a * 
pension when he retires, if he 
wants it, and this could be ar­
ranged through the enclosed pro­
gram.

"(3) Do you not think that this 
program of pensions to distribute 
purchasing power, and taxation to 
prevent excess purchasing power 
in the hands of consumer*, would ( 
keep the economy in balsnce snd 
prevent either depression or infla­
tion?

"Perhaps fhe greatest difficulty
would be to get the right men and 
women on the 'Board' to admin­
ister the law. but if the first ap­
pointees didn't succeed in keeping i 
the economy on an even keel, 
others roulil be appointed tn th e ir! 
place. It is a big job and would 
require honest and capable men » 
and women.
