He Deserves Help
The refusal of Gov. Bracken Lee of Utah to pay 

at least a portion of hi» income tax as a means of 
the United States Government's support ofprotesting

foreign governments with tax money deserves full con­
sideration by the federal authorities.

Gov. Lee holds, and rightly, that it is unconsti­
tutional for this notion to tax its citizens for the support 
of foreign nations and he is entitled to every considera­
tion in getting the question before the general public 
and the United States Supreme Court.

Americans were worned when the graduated income 
tax laws were put into effect that there were numerous 
dangers to our Constitutional form of government, Burke 
Cochran, in a memorable speech in Congress, pointed 
out that such a measure would set up different classes 
of citizens with some paying more than others. He warn­
ed that if the government could tox three per cent of 
the income of some (as it was ot the start of the law) 
that it was the nature of government to increase and in­
crease this percentage.

When he envisioned a time when the government 
might take even os much as 10 per cent of everyone's 
income the proponents of the tax laughed at him, saying 
that no government would dare do such a thing. Had 
he said that there would be those who would be taxed 
to 90 or 93 percent of their income they would have 
thought that he had slipped a cog.

Today the amount that is being taken by the gov­
ernment has reached the point where it is virtually im­
possible for anyone to do anything more than keep his 
head out of the financial waters. It ought to be remem­
bered that the portion of our incomes that we ore per­
mitted to keep comes to us as a fovor from govern­
ment and that the government has the "right" to con­
fiscate the entire income of all its citizens and to hand 
back to them the amount that the government feels is 
right for them to hove. In other words, oil income be­
longs first to government and that portion of the income 
of ony individual that is retained is done so ot the kind­
ness of the government.

It Is smoll wonder that men like Gov. Brocken Lee 
ore being moved to such -lengths os the defiance of 
government in order establish their point before the 
people ond before the government. We hove been given 
other examples of the revolt of people against the ty­
ranny of government irt recent times that are equally 
important. The case of "the Marshall girls" in Texas 
who refused to pay faxes ond collect foxes from boby 
sitters; the case of Mrs. Vivian Kellens, Connecticut 
industrialist, who refused to become an unpaid tax col­
lector for the government; the case of Mrs. Lucille 
Miller who has challenged the Constitutionality of the 
draft law; the cose of Mrs. Elsie Mummo who refused to 
pay a fine for growing wheot. These ore only some of 
the more celebrated cases in which people ore protest­
ing ogalnst the dead hand of government taking over 
their private lives ond ottocking their rights as free ond 
Independent American citizens.

We hope that Gov. Lee will be able to so focus 
public attention on the question of the income fox low 
that it will give encouragement to others to make a pro­
test ond thot the lawmakers in Washington will start 
paying some attention to the problem ond attack the 
question from the viewpoint of trying to do something 
obout it ond not shrugging off the point.

Slippery Footing
In the Freeman magazine review of a new book on 

the role of big enterprise in o competitive business sys­
tem, Paul L. Poirot writes, "One gains the impression 
that the footing is indeed slippery at the top of the 
business world, ond the great lubricant is competition."

This Is borne out by o simple set of figures. Of the
100 largest American industries in 1909, only 36 were 
still in that magic circle when 1948 rolled around.

Long ogo it was said that "nothing is permanent 
but change " That certainly holds true in the business 
world, under a competitive system whereby success comes 
to the enterprises which best adopt themselves to ever- 
chonging conditions, demonds and tastes.

‘,A bite by an animal which Is not 
; itself rabid will also not cause hy- 
‘drophobia.

THERE ARE. H O W E V E R ,  
tome important things to consid­
e r about rabies. It I* an o ld  
disease and a terrible one. Over 
th s years. It has been responsible 
for many deatha; It can be elim­
inated.

From the practical standpoint, 
• ra  the most important car­

riers of the tables virus. It can 
afflict cats aa well and Is quite 
eomiBM among some wild ani­

mats, particularly foxes.
If It caa be eliminated from 

dogs, however, the danger to hu, 
man beings falls to practically 
nothing.

IN NORTH AMERICA the most
Important measures of rabies con­
trol are aimed at dogs. It has 
been found, for example, that dogs 
can be effectively vaccinated 
against rabies and this should be 
done and la. In fact, required in 
many communities.

The third recommended point In 
the control of rabies Is to reduce 
any excessive numbers of wild 
carriers, particularly foxes. If they 
have become too common in a 
particular area.

These measures have not been 
followed to the point where ra ­
bies has been eliminated in the 
United State* or Canada, but they 
could be. It Is Important to do this 
because the disease In human be­
ings is so serious, even though all 
of those who are bitten by rabid 
animals do not get hydrophobia.

The reason for the latter fset 
is that the virus must be present 
in the saliva of (he biting animal 
and apparently thia la not always 
the case.

W herefore Of Inflation 
There is an inevitable cause that 

brings on Inflation. Higher prices 
are the result of inflation. Infla­
tion is an increaae in the quantity 
of money or its substitute, credit.

Inflation is ihe attempt to re­
duce injustices resulting from for­
mer errors in human relations. 
Ih a  Primary Causa Of Inflation 

Now let’s try to look back and 
aee, If wa can. the erroneous be­
liefs that lead up to inflation.

Probably, the primary belief that 
Is bound eventually to result In 
inflation is. the belief that man does 
not need to live by the sweat of 
his face. Here in the United State* 
one of the leading wavs of attempt­
ing to live on sweat of others is 
labor unions that practice collec­
tive bargaining that insists on 
bargaining for Individuals who 
want to make their own bargain. 
The Wickedness of Labor futons 

Collective bargaining labor un­
ions are based on a conspiracy. 
A conspiracy Is a combination of 
men for an evil purpose, an agree­
ment between two or more men 
to commit a crime in concert. 
Labor unions of this kind promote 
the caste system that deprives 
workers who earn less from hav­
ing the right to compete with 
those in the union. Even it they 
ar* permitted to join the union 
they are deprived of their right to 
compete by seniority or tenure 
rules. They, In short, are not 
treated as brothers as do all 
men of integrity treat each other.
but they are treated as outcasts 

e Veo-as barbaric, cruel primitive 
pie treat each other. The result of 
this treatment is to greatly re­
duce production. It causes those 
workers who are deprived of their 
rights to compete to be at the 
mercy of those with seniority priv­
ileges. Those with senority insist 
on having the right to live on th# 
sweat of workers who are de­
prived ot their Cod given right to 
compete.

The result is there Is no way of 
establishing a natural wage so that 
all people who want to work will 
have job* where they are able to 
get all they produce.

Labor unions thus are the pri­
mary cause of unemployment. 
They fix wages arbitrarily so that 
the product they produce costs so 
much that those deprived of their 
rights to compete cannot buy their 
product. Thus, fewer sales and un­
employment.

The result of the extremely de­
pressed wages for those untouch­
able workers Is so pathetic that 
human emotion* attempt to reduce 
the injustice by pessing minimum 
wage laws. This further aggra­
vate* unemployment.

Predicament Of Farmer* 
Labor unions that Increaae the 

cost of things that farmers buy 
puts the fanner in a predicament. 
They do not get nearly as much 
for their labor as do union mem­
bers vvith seniority or tenure laws. 
To try to reduce this handicap, 
government, instead of correcting 
the cause ot their trouble, adopts 
the union monopoly policy of re­
stricting acreage and trying to 
establish farm parity in prices.

Social Security Error 
Another error ir attempting to 

reduce the injustice resulting from 
labor union monopoly is unemploy­
ment payments and pensions. In­
stead of correcting the cause of 
unemployment, monopolies — es­
pecially labor monopolies —- un­
employment payments perpetuate 
the cause of unemployment.

T ie belief that labor unions can 
raise wage levels evidently results 
from the erroneous belief that the 
employer who makes a profit 
makes it at the expense of keeping 
wages down. Believers in labor 
unions do not see that In free en­
terprise the gain of one is the 
gain of all. That profits. In order 
to benefit the owner, have to b* 
distributed by spending for person­
al happiness of the owner or by 
gifts or by investments. That this 
distribution cause* s  demand for 
labor and thus increases wages. 
Competition in the sale of goods 
reduces prices.

t  ampetition Raises Wages
Believers in labor unions have 

to deny the axiom that all our 
Improved living standards come 
from competition between men and 
not from monopolies between men. 
The only monopoly that benefit* 
everyone is for everyone to have 
a monopoly on his own life and on 
no one else’* life. Labor unions 
promote monopolies and conspira­
cies among men and deny those 
without seniority privileges a right 
to have a monopoly on the control 
of exchanging (he product of their 
labor.
Inflation, The False "Remedy”  
The government. Instead of cor­

recting the causa of unemployment 
and injustices that are the inevit­
able result of collective - bargain­
ing labor unions by punishing Ihe 
perpetrators of labor monopolies 
as they do to other monopolies, 
robbers and cheats, becomes a 
party to another injustice. They 
try to reduce the injustice of 
labor monopolies by inflation; bv 
going off the gold standard and 
flooding ihe country with confetti 
paper credit. This Just shifts the 
injustice onto Ihe shoulders of 
those who have their savings In 
the various forms of credits, such 
ss bonds, notes, life Insurance, pre­
ferred stocks tnd cash.
Inflattoa Only Delays Remedy 
On* injustice permitted by gov­

ernment Invariably leads to suc­
ceeding Injustices. This Is true be­
cause the means predetermine the 
results, and when the erroneous 
means of attempting to raise wage 
levels and the standard of living by 
labor union* are put in practice, 
Ihe result* are always evil snd nev­
er good. The result Is to keep 
wage level* down rather than 
raiae them, aa they would con-

Secretary of Defense Wilson 
states that if (he federal budget 
la to be balanced during tiie pres- 
ent fiscal year, thi* result will 
not be attained thru any substan­
tial reduction in defense expendi­
tures, but only thru the possibility 
of Increased federal tax receipts.

Thi* statement, somewhat dis­
couraging to taxpayers. Is partially 
offset by the hopeful remark* of 
Secretary of the Treasury Hum- j 
phrey that higher receipts, coupled 
with economies, still might bring 
the budget into balance. Humphrey 
said that it had never been con­
templated that th# budget would 
be balanced by defense cuts that 
might jeopardize national aecurlty.

In combination, Wilson and Hum­
phrey have punctured a Democrat­
ic attempt to make political capi­
tal out of the contention that the 
Republicans were willing to Im­
peril th* country to balance the 
budget. An investigation into de­
fense was launched by a senate 
preparedness subcommittee under 
the chairmanship of Sen. Johnson 
of Texas, Democratic majority 

leader, after word got around that 
Wilson might be planning to trim 
th* defense budget.

The secretary has disposed of the 
cry that he contemplates severe 
ruts by stating that the current 
estimate of defense spending for 
th* year Is 344 billion dollars, 
half a billion more than was budg­
eted. Nevertheless, the Democrats, 
having got started on the job of 
trying to prove that something is i 
wrong with defense, can hardly ■ 
be expected to drop the subject.

From the first report of th* 
Johnson subcommittee, it appear­
ed that they are out to prove two 
mutually exclusive thing*—first, 
that no cut in defense spending 
can be tolerated: second, that Ute 
profits of armaments suppliers 
show that there Is water In th* 
defense budge*

Indicative of th* Democrats ar­
gument against trimming defense 
expenditures was former President 
Truman's statement in Chicago 
that the condition of American air 
strength and proposed cuts In 
ground strength gave "cause for 
a lanh.”

"Responsible authorities tell us 
we are losing ground to the soviet 
union In sir power,” Mr. Trum/m 
said. "We are losing the margin 
of leadership we had built up a 
few years ago. The implication 
of these facts are (sic) enormous 
and dreadful.”

Rut right upon the heels of this 
contention comes Sen Johnson 
with the implied complaint that 
the major producers of airframes 
are cashing in, which they cer­
tainly could not do unless there 
was s large continuing government 
aircraft procurement program.

The majority leader's report has 
3ft pages of statistic* on profits 
of 21 airframe companies turning 
out most of the planes for the mili­
tary. Their net profit, before taxes.
In th# 13 years since 1942 Is said 
to represent 60 per cent of their 
"net worth” — i.e., excess of as­
sets, such as investment in plant 
snd equipment, over debts and 
other liabilities.

After taxes, this cumulative 13 
year proflt drops to 29 4 per cent, 
and, for the whole period, the aver­
age annual profit after taxes Is 
3ft per cent.

Two recent actions by Ihe Civil 
Service Commission in Washing­
ton and a Superior Court judge ia 
New Jersey have penalized citizen* 
for exercising these rights of free 
prees and tree speech.

In the first instance a Pott OF 
fic* Department employs was sus­
pended for 90 days from his job In 
Houston. Tex., because he wrote 
a letter to tlx* Houston Poet crit­
ic u  ng Governor Alton Shivers (hi.- 
lug hi* campaign for re-election. 
It was declared to be In violation 
of the Hatch Act prohibiting gov­
ernment employes to engage • in 
political activities and. In spite of 
the protest of Gov. S,.lvers, the 
Commission upheld the action of 
tb t postal authorities.

In the second case, a Baptist 
minister was cited for contempt of 
court lor writing a letter to th* 
weekly Gloucester City News which 
was critical of ■ judge who or- 
dereo a referendum on a proposal 
by tavern owners for Sunday li­
quor sales. A similar request for 
a referendum had been rejected 
by the city council. Sunday liquor 
sales are not now permitted. We 
would think this Is a subject fer 
open public debate In any com­
munity.

On* case prevents all govern­
ment employes from expressing 
any political opinions, which cer­
tainly was not Congress' Intent In 
proscribing political activities. If 
It was. then Congress should bike 
another look at th* subject In th* 
light of thi* new development. Th# 
other case would place the court* 
above criticism. This certainly Is 
not in harmony with American tre- 
dittong.

Newspapermen should fight for 
Ihe tight of others to express opin­
ions In letters and in newspaper 
columns Just as they would fight 
for their own right to publish near* 
stories end editorial opinions.

This country has thrived on th* 
unfettered exchange of Information 
and opinion. It to tit* democratic 
process in action. ,

Two serious blows against this 
democratic procaaa have bees de­
livered when a man 1* deprived 
of his livelihood for expressing»hto 
point of view, whether It be oral 
or written, and when a man I* 
haled before a court of law for 
daring to disagree with that court's 
action.

Known for Pitching
Although famed as a trader and

owner. Griffith Is im m ortalised In 
baseball's "H all of Fam e" at Coop- 
eratown, N.Y., for his pitching 
greatness.

| Griffith, who broke Into o r­
ganized baseball in Bloomington, 
III., at th* ag* of 17, went on to 
establish s  pitching record which 
ranks him among th* 13 top major 
league pitchers of ell time.

| In 17 full seasons of big league 
pitching, starting in 1891, he won 

,237 gamea and lost 149.
I I t was he who Invented the 
| "screw ball" pitch. He unveiled It 
(In 1898 while pitching with the old 
Chicago Nations He won 28 games 
that season

He pitched with 8t, Louts and 
Boston in ths old American Asso­
ciation and with ths Chicago Na­
tionals before p*. Ben Johnson, 
and Chart** Comlsksy led * group 
of insurgents and formed the 
American League in 1901.

Clark Calvin Griffith might never 
have become a great pitcher and 
a power tn m ajor league baseball 
had It not been for a barn full of 
cows.

Milking cows, he used to recall, 
gava him a fine grip on a  base­
ball.

When he waa an am ateur tn 
Normal, Dl., his catcher waa 
Nauve Dektna. Nauvs had to mix 
his catching with his milking. And, 
according to Ira  L. Smith, a base­
ball historian, ths cow business 
kept Nauvs busy twice s  day.

Trouble was. Griff was so strong 
with his fast ball that his battery 
mate kept coming up with dam ­
aged milking hands, s  m atter that 
made ths c a tc h e rs  father pretty 
sore. He said, in effect, that If his 
son couldn’t do his catching and 
milking both, he would have to quit 
baseball. Griff cam e In as an as­
sistant milker. And In la ter years, 
th* "k id ."  as Griff was known, ad­
mitted that he could hit a pail with 
a squirt as accurately as he could 
hit the plate on the ball field. But 
tha t's what gav* him a strong grip 
on * baseball.

Griffith went on to the btg 
leagues. Between 1*91 and 1914. the 
old man won over 20 games six 
times. His best year was with the 
Chicago Cubs in 1898 when he won 
28 and lost 12.

A little known statistic in the ca­
reer of 85-year-old owner of the 
Washington Senators was the fact 
that he often risked a bob on the 
horses in the spring of his youth.
