Forward & Backward
There are those who hold positions of meager in­

fluence in our community who pride themselves on 
being forward looking, modern, progressive.

Their point of view on nearly every issue can be 
predicted without the slightest risk of retraction. 
They favor more and bigger government! In toto, 
that is it.

Every human problem, according to those self- 
proclaimed benefactors of our community, can be 
solved by more taxes and more legislation. And 
this is supposed to be the “forward look?”

Had these persons even' a rudimentary knowl­
edge of history, not to mention an understanding of 
archeology, anthropology and palentology, they 
would know that their position in favor of more laws 
and more power and money in the hands of govern­
ment is the most archaic, overworked, passe point 
of view to which they could subscribe.

If jt is forward looking to support a vast govern­
ment water conservation program, then Nebuchad­
nezzar of ancient Babylon was forward looking 
when ije enslaved the Chaldeans and the Hebrews 
and forced them to build huge dikes and canals 
that Babylon might become the permanent center 
of civilization. And the dust of centuries blows over 
the ruins of ancient waterways built at the cost of 
so much usurpation of power, so much cruelty

Hadrian of Rome must have had the forwa’rd look, 
too. He was a great Italian builder who, as Caesar, 
erected vast tax - supported public works, including 
an aqueduct and a wall which bears his name in 
northern Britain. The ruins of these "forward look­
ing schemes are now tourist attractions. And the 
people of Rome have never recovered from his for­
ward look in more than 15 centuries.

The great Chinese Emperor Shih Huang-ti must 
have had the forward look. too. He said that the 
great peaceful districts of China could be safe­
guarded from the northern barbarians if only they 
were organized into a vast government bureacracy. 
Shi Haung-ti (the first emperor), otherwise called 
by his real name. Chi’ih, undertook to teach the 
peaceful Chinese the arts ot peace.

He raised taxes, organized one of the first United 
Nations, built vast public biuldings and erected 
the great Chinese wall. This was the forward look 
about 250 HC. The Chinese wall was to prevent war. 
But th«f Chinese have been fighting ever since it 
was built. There is no evidence that it ever prevent­
ed an envasion. However as a forward looker. Chi'in 
won no prizes. He merely echoed predecessors in 
other countries and climes and his greatest work is 
now' another crumbling example of the inhumanity 
of man over men.

The News tries to be forward looking in a true 
sense. We are for every possible good and worth­
while improvement to our community and for the 
individuals in our community. We cannot subscribe 
to historic fallacy of forceful collection of funds as 
the only means of getting anywhere. We want parks  ̂
and playgrounds. We want more and better homes. 
We want plenty of water. We want fine roads. We 
want more and better schools. We want more and 
better jobs available in this community. Most of all, 
we want our people to be free from the ever present 
bureaucracy at all levels.

We reject a specious reasoning the Lincolnesque 
phrase echoed recently by President Eisenhower 
that a government should do for people what the 
people cannot dr> for themselves. The assumption of 
this phrase is that the government is something 
above and beyond people. But it is not. Govern­

ment is composed merely of people having neither 
merit nor ability beyond the average In the end, 
people do everything. They do it voluntarily or they 
are compelled. There has never been a school, a 
park, a road, a water system or a job. provided by 
anything except people. Free enterprise provides 
a ll profits from which comes all taxes and all of the 
Various human improvements ar« provided by peo­
ple. These are things provided either honestly as 
when people provide them voluntarily and directly, 
or dishor >sty when government steps in and pre­
tends tha it can do something which people can­
not do, yet calls upon the people to provide all the 
money, brains, equipment and manpower to do the 
job.

This lattpr device was used by the Pharaoh (“he­
aps when he built the great pyrmid It is not new. 
I t  is not forward looking. It is abysmally old and de­
cadent.

We would like to suggest those who truly want 
to  help their community that they first of all get 
th e ir facts straight. Once they have been oriented 
to reality, (hey can be as forward looking as they 
please.

The m ore I read this book tiie 
m ore 1 am convinced that II is 
a  clever, sly method of Indcetri- . 
nating the youth lo believe in a 
planned economy ra th e r than In 
a  free competitive economy.

This book ia im portant because 
it is c la im ed1 to be in more high 
schools in the United Slates than 
any other history book. When the 
book is read, however, by those 
who know enough about the free 
enterprise system to be willing lo 
answer questions about it, the book 
could hardly be regarded as a 
history but more a  recitation, not 
as to how we increased our liber­
ty but how the governm ent in var­
ious ways took away from the pri­
vate citizen his right to choose and 
did the choosing (or him.

In the last chapter wc were re­
porting the "refo rm s'’ put into ef­
fect under the Wilson adm inistra­
tion.

On Page 484 Muzzey writes: "In 
the first m onths of the w ar the 
railroads had formed a  voluntary 
association to prom ote efficiency in 
transportation. But they proved un­
equal, in the face of the rising 
costs of labor and m aterials, to 
furnish the equipment and the 
service necessary for the war 
needs of the country. Therefore, 
on December 26, 1917, President 
Wilson, acting under the authori­
ty of the Adamson Act, took over 
the railroads ol the country, which 
represented an investm ent ol sev­
enteen and a half billion dollars 
and employed nearly two million 
m en.”

It is doubtful if a single, soli­
ta ry  experienced person in busi­
ness who realizes the inefficiency 
of government attem pting to run 
business believed that the railroad 
proved unequal to perform  serv­
ices needed to win the war. When 
the railroads were finally turned 
back to the companies a t the end 
of the war, they were in a dilap­
idated shape.

Nor does Muzzey explain how 
the government that has no wealth, 
that it does not take from some­
one else, could increase the trans­
portation service better than they 
could be increased by those people 
that had had years of experience 
in railroad operation.

On Page 485 he writes: "F rom  
the first, labor supported the w ar 
wholeheartedly. 'This is labor's 
w ar,’ said Samuel C om pere." Was 
Muzzey blind when he contended 
that union labor, which he must 
have m eant since he connected it 
with Compere, supported the w ar 
wholeheartedly? Did they abandon 
their seniority practices, their lim­
iting apprentices, their strikes and 
featherbedding and the various 
methods ol exploiting the consum­
er? And yet we are  trying to teach 
the youth of the land that monopo­
ly labor is better than competi­
tive labor.

On Page 496 Muzzqy writes; 
"Profiteering invaded every branch 
of industry. M anufacturers and 
dealers who had been content with 
profits of 10 to 20 per cent before 
the war now wanted to make 50 
or 100 per cent.”

Just how does Muzzey know that 
m anufacturers and dealers had 
been m aking 10 or 20 percent be­
fore the war? It is doubtful if they 
averaged 5 or 6 per cent before 
the war. And just how does he 
know how m uch profit they want­
ed a lte r the w ar’ Is  not Muzzey . 
just using his own personal opin- ■ 
ion as history?

And what does Muzzey mean by 
"profiteering?" Is he using words 
that he can not define? Is he us­
ing emotional words to try  to set 
the youth of the land against the 
entrepreneurs? There seem s to be 
little other motive for writing such 
nonsense other than that he wants 
to sell the youth of the land to be­
lieve that private ownership ol the 
m eans of production is harm ful. It 
looks as if he 's trying to get the 
youth of the land to believe that 
the government should own all of 
the m eans of production. In short, 
that we should adopt the Commu­
nistic way of life. And we ra il that 
history and send our youth to re­
gard it as education.

Then he writes on the sam e 
page: "E v ery  rise in prices was 
accompanied by a demand for in­
creased wages, and every rise in 
wages was m ade the excuse for 
an increase of prices.”

Of course that process was hound 
to follow when wages were es­
tablished, not on a free, competi­
tive m arket b a s i s  but by 
threats of strikes and could ruin 
any business.

M ore T h o u g h tfu l C itizens
Muzzey closes his chapter in­

doctrinating the youth of the land 
to believe that the United States 
made a great mistake by not join­
ing the l,engue of Nations under 
the Wilson administration.

He relates how, in 1920, Harding 
was the Republican candidate and 
Cox the Dem ocratic candidate. 
Then he says: “ Governor Cox 
tried to make the t>engue of Na­
tions the sole issue of the cam ­
paign. But however im portant that 
question wss in the eyes of the 
more thoughtful of our citizens, It 
was obscured for millions of voters 
by questions which seemed to 
touch them more nearly .” 1

Notice the implication Is that 
those people who opposed joining 
the League of Nations were the 
unthoughtful class and that those 
who wanted to Join the League of 
Nations were the thoughtful class.

That's not objective reporting of 
history. I t’s indoctrination Into on* 
world.

Chills and other signs of a sud­
denly rising body tem perature are 
usually present.

At first the skm in a single 
spot seem s to be affr< ird —often 
this is where there has been a 
sm all wound or scratch.

The skin becomes reddened and 
swollen within a day or two. and 
usually spreads rapidly. A sharp 
line separates the reddened skin 
from  the normal.

IN THE USUAL CASE, and par­
ticularly if the patient is in good 
physical condition, erysipelas 
c lears up in about a  week even 
without treatm ent.

Meningitis, inflammation of the 
kidneys, and even blood poison­
ing. however, a re  possible com­
plications.

Since the sulfa drugs and anti­
biotics became available, how­
ever. the chances of recovery have 
become much better. Several auch 
preparations shorten the course of 
the disease and lessen the chances 
of senoua complications.
