S ec retary  of S la te  John  F oster 
D ulles spelled out th is policy of 
peaceful s treng th  T h u rsd ay  night 
in  a  m ajo r speech before th e  II- 
llndls M anufac tu rers ' A ssociation 
In Chicago.

The adm in istration  s tra teg y , 
which Includes the ever-readv  
th rea t of "m assiv e  re ta lia tio n "  
ag a in st Com m unist aggression . Is 
th is  co u n try 's  answ er to the s ta le ­
m ate  a t the G eneva foreign m in­
is te rs  conference.

If not followed. Dulles w arned 
R u ssia  will sw itch back to e pro- 
g ia m  of violence tn w oild affa irs.

To c a r ry  out Its stra teg y  Dulles 
sa id , the United S ta tes will work 
for stro n g er free world defenses 
and new funds for foreign aid.

The ability  to hit back with a to m ­
ic weapons la an "Indispensable  
p rice  of p eace" and p a r t  of the 
m ilita ry  defense. Dulles said, while 
the  new foreign aid funds will be 
sought to  help  A slans and o ther 
nations facing new Soviet exploita­
tion. Dulles put m uch s tre ss  on 
th e  problem  of Asia w here, lie said, 
touring  R ussian lead ers  now are 
pu rvey ing  "g u ile '' and  "fa lse  
p ro m ises .”  He said  he Is su re  In ­
d ia  and o th er nations will not su c ­
cu m b  to their " fa lse  p ro m ises ."

Risking A Viewpoint
What do you do when someone says to you, “I 

disagree” ?
Do you summon all logic to uphold your view­

point? Does your courage rise, as you gird your­
self for verbal combat? Do you relish the opportun­
ity now confronting you to explain certain delicate, 
shadings which perhaps have been hidden in the 
background of your conviction?

Or are you assailed by inner misgivings? Do 
you quake and shiver, feeling that perhaps you have 
been misinformed? Do you hastily review your be­
lief and test it on the anvil of popularity? Do you 
timidly fear you have perhaps taken, the wrong side 
and you had best hasten to reassess your position 
lest you be thought arbitrary, stupid and poorly in­

formed?
Ask yourself these questions And if you find 

that a challenge throws you into a panic of appre­
hension, then it is almost certain that you have few  

convictions worthy of your personal dedication. Per­
haps your point of view has been ascertained only 
through the mental and verbal efforts of others. 
You have reached a popular conclusion without 
benefit of personal thinking. Thus, when “I disagree” 
is uttered, you have nothing but parrot phrases on 
which to base your arguments. And you are left in 
the uncomfortable position of being unable to ex­
plain yourself.

It is almost characteristic of the entrenched 
government worshippers that they cannot defend 

, their position with candor or logic. And though 
they.may be assailed by feelings akin to panic, they 
stubbornly hold to their conclusions though their 
knees beat together. It is as though they were say­

ing: ‘‘My mind is made up; don’t bother mo- with 
facts.” — _

It seems to us that there is no greater coward­
ice than that in which a man will refuse to open 
up his mind to new ideas, yet, in all honesty, has 
no ideas worthy of the name within his own crani­
um. He cannot tell you why he thinks as he does. 
He steadfastly denies the validity of any new ideas 
yet has nothing of his own to refute them.

The prizes to be won in this world are rarely 
bestowed upon imitators.

What is it makes a man a moral coward so 
that he will neither open his mind to a new idea, 
nor carry himself in such a way that he can defend 
an old one? We do not know. We only know that 
the arts of reason, discussion, logical presentation 
and summation are on the wane. The criterion seems 
to be popularity rather than truth. Honesty takes a 
back seat and winning friends by pleasingly empty 
platitudes is the acme of accomplishment.

Emerson advises us: "Beware when the great 
God lets loose a thinker on this planet. Then all 
things are at risk. It is as when a conflagration 
has broken out in a great city and no man knows 
what is safe or where it will end ”

W’e hold in high esteem those individuals who 
even when mistaken, are courageous and open 
about their convictions. They will risk their view­
points upon the lists of antagonism. And when they 
find that they are wrong, they will say so. Until 
such time, they will defend with vigor and with 
honor every thought they hold. Such persons are 
worthy of our friendship. They may escape large 
popularity. But in the end friendship with them 
is worthy of the name.

ARMY

The arm y has Adopted Dick and 

Jane, the word method twins, ex­
cept that they are  a bit more 
grown up and are  Pete and Bob 
in the manuaj. Pete and Bob — 
or should we say Pvt. Pete and 
Pvt. Bob?—are used to teach 
soldiers to read. Not so surprising­
ly, a  lot of soldiers can 't read. 
Maybe they are  products of the 
word method.

The arm y has its educationists, 
too. just like a college of educa­
tion. These are  in the information 
and education division. They have 
worked up an "Army Reader.”  
This is used to teach nonreaders 
(the arm y doesn t  like the term  
‘'illiterate” ). So fat- 15,837 non­
readers have taken the reading 
course. Of these, 1.654 still can t 
read.

Then there is Ted. The manual 
say's of him:

This m an is a  soldier.
His name is Ted Smith.
A chain is around hia neck.

Two tags a re  on the chain.
They are  Identif •'■on Tags.

In fact. Ted ia t>e< a name; he 
is a num ber—No. RA32399282. But 
he shouldn't let that discourage 
him. On page 91 there are  intima­
tions (ln-ti-ma-shuns, class) that 
he m ay yet become a tank com­
m ander, provided he learns to 
read.

We bet that when this prospect 
opens up before Ted, Ted will be 
unable to restrain  himself. He will 
say:

Oh. oh, oh, oh. oh.

On Page 505 M u n ty  repoius: 
"H arding 's trium phant election in 
November foreshadowed a  return 
to I he ‘good old days' of McKinley 
and Hr.nna. whan the big-busincss 
Interests of Ihc country were un­
ham pered by government interfer­
ence, labor was kept in its place, 
anr prosperity was m easured by 
the abundanre of crumbs which 
dropped from the rich m en's 
tables.”

How can anybody believe that 
that is actually history? Any ra ­
tional person knows that such 
statem ents Is nothing but spread­
ing hath into the minds of the 
youth of the land.

Does Mr. Muzzey believe that 
labor should not be kept in its 
place? When Muzzey uses "labor" 
he m eans "union labor." Labor, 
according lo Muzzey, sliould not 
be obliged to obey the laws that 
other people a re  obliged to obey. 
That is, union labor.

And what does he m ean by pros­
perity being m easured by the 
abundance of crum bs that are 
dropped from the rich m an’s table? 
Does Muzzey m ean that wages 
need not be on « competitive 
basis? That the rich m an must 
pay a higher wage than the small 
business m an can pay? If he so 
means, how would he select those 
workers that were to get a non­
competitive wage? Does he m ean 
that wages should not be competi­
tive? Evidently th a t’s exactly what 
he m eans but doesn’t want to say 
so.

Condemns Harding
The following is how objective 

this history is. He writes on Page 
506:

“ , , . President Harding had 
but m eager qualifications for the 
responsibilities of the high office 
to which be had been elected. Both 
mentally and m orally he failed to 
m easure up to high standards. He 
was no student of the history or 
science of government, and con­
sequently he lacked the knowledge 
and convictions necessary to m ake 
him a real leader among the 
men whom he gathered about 
him .”

It is my considered opinion, 
a fte r knowing Harding personally, 
that he was a  student of history 
and had a  very c lear idea of the 
kind of a government our Found­
ing Fatliers tried to establish when
they set down the Declaration of 
Independence. He was a  m an of 
courage even when he was Presi­
dent. Of course some of his as­
sociates betrayed him, but that 
happens to lots of capable and 
honest men.

If he were not a statesm an and 
capable of being President, why 
would he m ake the following sta te ­
m ent in addressing the American 
Publishers Association a t their an­
nual m eeting while he was Presi­
dent? He publicly said a t this 
m eeting, which I attended: "We 
are  gradually drifting toward a 
pure Dem ocracy and no pure De­
m ocracy ever lasted long." If 
Harding had not been a student of 
history he would not have made 
such a statem ent.

I doubt whether any President 
since that tim e would have the 
wisdom and courage and foresight 
to m ake such a statem ent. It was 
a  warning badly needed. And as 
we a re  drifting m ore and m ore 
into a pure Dem ocracy, we are  
getting into one m ess a fte r anoth­
er.

One Page 318 Muzzey writes: 
"H e was not able to associate 
m entally or morally with the best 
m inds, because his own mind and 
ch arac te r were on lower level.” 
Yet Harding appointed Hughes to 
the Supreme Court, and Hoover 
and Root and Taft. He also ap­
pointed Andrew Mellon as Secre­
ta ry  of *be T reasury, who m ade 
a wonderful Secretary and reduced 
the debt and at the sam e tim e 
taxes and advocated a tax  system  
that would perm it ever-increasing 
prosperity — if there  be such a 
tax  system.

If Harding could not associate 
m entally and m orally with the 
best minds, why did he appoint 
such men as Mellon and Root and 
Hughes and Taft? If anything H ard­
ing did do. it was to appoint a 
good cabinet.

If we are  to judge good men by 
those who desired to have a def­
inite limited government, then of 
course they would not be good men 
to Muzzey who seemed to the 
government to he m aste r over the 
Individual ra th e r than hia servant.

There is a  pretty  fair chance,
I think, that the writer of today s 

! first letter can be given some, or 
! perhaps evpn complete relief from 

the unusual symptoms of which he 
' complains.

Q — 1 am  15 years old and 
' ever since I can rem em ber I have 
| broken out with white spots all 
! over m e whenever 1 go out in 
J cold weather, o r whenever I put 
I my hands in cold water. Is this 

something that could be cured by 
diet? — G. L.

A — This ha* all the e a r­
m arks o( what Is known as s 
physical allergy, in this Instance, 
excessive sensitivity to cold. It 
should not ho difficult to confirm 
(his guess hy suitable tests. Some 
good results have been reported 
by gradually increasing the toler­
ance to rotd substances or cold 
weather, though to do this m ay 
take some time. Probably this 
would not be cured by diet.

Q — Could you give m e some 
information on sarcoidosis? — N. 
B. S.

A — This Is s  general name 
which is uJ-d (or seseral diseases 
all of which, howeser, are  char, 
ac terned  by nodules or tumors 
either in the skin or elsewhere In 
the body. Some of them are con­
sidered to he tubercular In origin 
hut they are  not cancerous. Treal- 
nient lo likely to he o bit difficult 
and \n rk-s depending on the kind 
of sarm kt and the location, num­
ber and size of the growths.

Q — Is it true that wearing 
nylon clothing causes some people

The Incom petence, m eanness. Ig­
norance  and in fla tionary  w aste of 
m en, m a te ria ls  and money w hich 
bedevil B ritish  Industry  w ere set 
forth  in a  personal-experience a r ti ­
cle In an  E nglish new spaper only 
a  few weeks ago.

This a rtic le  waa done by an un i­
dentified  studen t who spent his v a ­
cation of six w eeks laboring on a  
houaing "p ro je c t,”  in our jargon, 
a  "housing  e s ta te "  in theirs. The 
young m an 's  day  s ta rte d  a t 8 a l­
though som e of the hands tu rned  
to a t 7:30 to s ta r t  the ro n cre te  
m ixers. T hey got about 58 cenSs 
an  hour ln o u r m oney, a high m one­
ta ry  ra te  in B ritish  te rm s with the 
old Pound ste rlin g  In m ind, but 
just; a  break-even scale  under the 
inflation w hich continues to ch eap ­
en the Pound as labor continues to 
ra ise  its pay  by s trik es and th rea ts . 
On th is job  m oat of the m en got 
about th ree  hours a  day  over tim e 
w ork a t tlm e-and-one-half M onday 
to S a tu rd ay  noon. They got double- 
tim e a fte r  noon on Saturday .

Nobody stay ed  m ore th an  one or 
two w eeks. The d ressing  room  was 
in  th e  coal c e lla r  of an ad jacen t 
house, the can teen  wsas d irty  and 
the la trin es w ere "q u ite  unusab le .”  
O ften th e re  w as a foot of w a te r  In 
the  ditch but thp co n trac to r did not 
Issue boots slhough the w riter saw 
a pile of ru b b er boots which sim ply 
rem ain ed  In the  pile. He observed 
th a t a  w all of one of the deep 
d ra in s w as beginning to ra v e  and 
suggested  th a t It ought to be 
shored. The gang boss told him  to 
get on w ith It and five m inutes

la te r  a landslide buried and severe­
ly in ju red  ano ther young laborer. 
No action  w as taken  against tha 
gang-boss. T iles, brick and buckets 
fell on m en put to  w ork d irectly  
under scaffolding.

" B u t,"  the w rite r  said, “ the m ost 
d istu rb ing  fea tu re  w as the s tan d ­
a rd  of w orkm anship . B rick layers, 
c a rp e n te rs , p ipe-layers, p las te re rs  
and e lec tric ian s lacked any pride in 
th e ir w ork and ’s lap d ash ’ described 
th e ir a ttitu d e  The houses w ere 
flung together. M oors w ere un­
even and som etim es sloping: w in­
dows and doors w ere tll-fltting; 
p laster-w ork  w as pa tch y  and shod­
dy and sev era l tim es 1 wa* asked 
to concrete-up  the Joints of d ra in ­
pipes before they had even been 
tested  by flushing I shudder lo 
think of the re p a ir  bills in days to 
com e. I think som e of the unrest 
am ong w orkers springs from  th s 
fac t th a t the w orkm an 's personal 
In terest and concern  in his work 
have gone.”  ,

He was appalled  by the ignor­
ance of m ost of the m en. Many 
could n e ither read  nor w rite  and 
he h ea rd  an a rg u m en t w hether 
England and Scotland w ere se p a ra ­
ted  by a  sea  o r  channel.

One cockney Insisted th s t  P re s i­
den t E lsenhow er w as G en era lissi­
mo of the R ussian  A rm y. The 
m orning p ap er waa th# bible of 
those who could read . Tbey be­
lieved It all. Those who co ^d n  t 
believed every th ing  they  w ere  told 
with pathe tic  credu lity .
