Scientist Takes Life 
Rather Than Testify

PACIFIC GROVE, Caltf. (p P ) 
—A brilliant sciential under Sub- 
papa to appear before a House Un- 
American Activities Subcommit­
tee took his own life rather than 
testify.

Deputy Coroner Christopher 
Hill Jr. said after performing an 
autopsy that the scientist, Wil­
liam K. Sherwood, 41, died from 
taking poison early Sunday, 

Sherwood was found dying in 
the Hopkins Marine Laboratory 
by his wife, Barbara, juat after 
midnight. He succumbed an hour 
later at Monterey Hospital.

Sherwood, a Stanford Univer­
sity research scientist, was sched­
uled to appear befor the subcom­
mittee in San Francisco Tuesday. 
The subcommittee has been in­
vestigating Communist “ intellec­
tual infiltration.’ ’

Frank Tavenner, counsel for 
the committee, said he could not 
discuss details of the case, but he 
confirmed that Sherwood had 
been subpenaed. He said any dis­
closure of the reasons for the 
subpena would have to come af­
ter the committee members ar­
rive later today.

WASHINGTON (UP) - Congres­
sional tax writers have secretly 
voted to reduce a special tax ad­
vantage available to retired cou­
ples living in the eight commu­
nity property states, it was 
learned today.

The special benefit has been un 
der attack from Florida lawmak­
ers on grounds that it allows many 
retired couples in California to 
pay lower federal income taxes 
than they would have to pay If 
they lived in Florida.

The difference — In rare in­
stances — could amount to as 
much ss 1240 a year.

The discrimination In t a x e s  

levied on retired couples oh the 
basis of residence occurred when 
Congress in 1904 granted them a 
credit, or savings, in income taxes 
on retirement income.

Retirement income was defined 
| to include stock dividends, inter­
est on savings, income from rent­
ed property, pensions apd social 
security payments. Ths last al­
ready was exempt from income 
tax.

But in the eight community 
property states a retired taxpay­
er can attribute half of his retire­
ment Income to his wife, thereby 
enabling the couple to claim a 
combined tax saving of up to 24*0 
a year.

Christ taught there waa life after 
death," he said.

He said hia view of heaven 
ia on* of Joyful reunion* with loved 
one* but he added that it would 
not be all milk and honey.

executive That is a|l. He is neither a king nor a god. 
His duty is to see that the wheels of the government
turn to the best of his ability. He does not make the
wheels.

The wheels which are called laws, ore manufactured 
in a law factory called Congress. But the Congress is 
also neither o king nor a god.

And there is also a Judiciary which is supposed 
to test the validity of each law against the eternal values 
in the Constitution itself. It sees that the wheels fit the 
axle. The Judiciary is neither a king nor a god. ,

Theoretically, the country is dominated by its Con­
stitution. Laws are not supposed to be in conflict nor 
contradictory to the Constitution.

Of all the three branches of government, as we are 
supposed to have it, the chief executive is the LEAST 
important. If laws are good laws they will be in harmony 
both with noture and with nature's God. They will cer­
tainly be in harmony with the Constitution. And since 
nature herself functions without the urgings of men, so 
too do nature's laws function.

It takes no human energy to see that such lows 
are executed.

But now we see our president elevated to such a 
position of pre-eminence that he flies into a rage if the 
most extrovagant budget in peacetime years in any na­
tion of the world, is questioned seriously. Ike wants what 
he wants when he wants it. He wants no cuts. He has 
even had the temerity to state that if he doesn't get just 
exactly what he wonts in the way of money for the armed 
forces, he "WOULD NOT WANT TO ASSUME ANY 
RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE SAFETY OF THE COUN­
T R Y ."  Isn't that just dandy-*

Here is the chief of the armed forces flying off in 
o pet at the mere thought that the constitutional re­
straints upon him will be enforced If he doesn't want 
to be responsible for the safety of this country, why did 
he try to get elected*

The president does not determine either the size 
or the shope of the budget. It is his function, ond the 
only one he has, to take what legal and financial tools 
the Congress gives him ond use them adroitly. From our 
point of view, his willingness to drop oil responsibility 
is tantamount to a resignation. If he can't pipy the game 
according to the rules, he ought not to be in a position 
to call the turn.

Fortunately, the people of the United States are 
now pretty thoroughly aroused. Hundreds of thousands 
of pieces of mail have gone to the various representatives 
demanding a surcease from this New Deal policy of tax, 
spend ond elect. And if the representatives respond by 
reducing the budget, as they should, it is the president's 
job to use what he has ond not to resort to an emotional 
tantrum because his will was crossed.

In actuality, there will be very small reductions. And 
while we applaud the sudden cancellation of the soil bank 
program and the other minuscule cutbacks, we note that 
they ore token affairs, calculated to lull the people ond 
not intended to effectively reduce spending.

Additionally, even while toking these thin slices 
from the monstrous piece of baloney we are being asked 
to swallow budget-wise, the representatives have given 
assurance that the cutbacks are "temporary," that there 
is no intention of leaving the former "with his pockets 
empty," and so forth. All of which convinces us that we 
are in for more of the same, regardless.

If the budget is reduced by about a billidn and a 
half, which now seems to be the extent of the effort, it 
will still leave a whopping $70 billion to be spent from 
taxes, plus another $16 billion to be spent from the trust 
funds which are handled separately.

And when we recall that the president still has $70 
billion left over from last year, we fail to find any reason 
for his shrewish insistence on THE budget down to the 
very last mill that can be wrung from the impoverished 
citizens.

Mr. Eisenhower will cut a more graceful figure in 
the eyes of historians if he can learn a little humility. 
He's only the president. And according to the Constitution 
this mokes him the servant, not the master of the tax­
payers.

Liberty And Property
I take a magazine called "Fr-e- 

dom First”  published in Izindon 
by The Society for Individual Free­
dom. I also get “The Indian Lib­
ertarian" published in Bombay. In­
dia. I take these magazines be­
cause I am interested in the var­
ious ways of explaining the ne­
cessity of liberty and freedom.

An article in “ Freedom First" 
on "Liberty and Properly” was 
written by P. Ingress Bell, Mem­
ber of Parliament. It refers, of 
course, to conditions in England.
He starts the article by telling 
what freedoms English people still 
have. Besides the freedom of 
speech, the freedom of secret bal­
lot and writ of habeas corpus, he 
concludes his first paragraph with 
this statement: -“ But there remains 
the basic and everyday freedom 
of John Bull, the householders, the 
family man — which rests on his 
right to private property.”  He con­
tinues:

“ It was at one time proclaimed
that poverty was the chief if not 
the sole enemy of Liberty. Dr. 
Johnson observed that 'Poverty 
was a great enemy to human hap­
piness. It made some virtues ex­
tremely difficult and others im­
practicable.’ It was not the last 
of the boasts of the champions of 
the Welfare State that freedom 
from poverty, when secured, would 
open the door to more and more 
freedom. Thus, if, as is commonly 
stated, freedom is choice, there 
would undek a Welfare State be 
more choice n̂ occupation, pleas­
ures, pursuits and above all in the 
spending and saving of money. 
Further the more the State re­
lieved a mam of the necessity to 
provide for essentials the more 
freedom he w'ould have for recrea­
tion or culture. But, in truth, the 
whole scheme of Social Services 
has, of course, gone much further 
than was anticipated by the Lib­
eral politicians in 1910. The Gov­
ernment then had in mind 'a safe­
ty net below which none could 
fall.’

"Thus, the compulsory insurance 
provisions were regarded as essen­
tial to protect the weakest and of­
ten the most feckless (shiftless) 
class from its own fecklessness. 
Even then the compulsion was not 
absolute and any group within the 
scheme could contract out. In fact, 
two groups did. But no groups 
were included who were n o t  
thought likely to gain. Where the 
group risks of unemployment were 
insignificant no compulsion was 
imposed. The scheme was, in fact, 
based on Group Insurance. It is. 
of course, no longer any such 
thing. The weekly contribution, is

In Lord Beveridge's words, ‘a poll 
tax — a levy imposed regardless 
of means or need or risk.’ It sim­
ply enables money to be taken 
from the private pocket to be 
spent, not to relieve destitution 
nor to assist the underpaid but for 
what the Party in power consid­
ers to be the general good. The 
freedom, if freedom it be. is to 
spend on nonessentials. Not by 
‘choices' of this nature is freedom 
exercised or character built. A 
country which spends three times 
as much on tobacco and drink as 
on rent and rates is, in truth, an 
economic nursery. Since therefore 
the Welfare State is no longer con­
cerned with the weak and help­
less exclusively, and can exist on­
ly by heavy taxation, there is 
created more and more a ceiling 
above which no one can hope to 
rise. The declared object of the 
Socialist is so to arrange affairs 
that, even if by extra work or 
self denial a citizen has secured 
more money than his shiftless and 
profligate neighbor he shall not be 
entitled to better medical treat­
ment or better education for his 
children. This, we are told, would 
be inequality and the good citi­
zen's freedom must, it seems, 
yield to the egalitarian claim. But 
this is not the only danger of the 
Welfare State.
Accumulation of Wraith Difficult

“ The Welfare State, as at pres­
ent operating, necessitates heavy 
taxation. This taxation involves 
wholesale confiscation of private 
property. It thus makes the ac­
cumulation of wealth difficult. It 
tends to eliminate the family bus­
iness. It causes capital to concen­
trate In self defense, and concen­
trated capital is a standing temp­
tation to the Socialist Plan. The 
question Is therefore whether lib­
erty can survive if private prop­
erty is extinguished. There is no 
escape from this vital question.

"The present conditions in Eng­
land sometimes tempt the histor­
ian to seek lor comparisons with 
the declining decades of other Em­
pires. It has indeed been asserted 
that it was not merely the over­
centralization of power in Rome 
which was the fatal defect in its 
political system. It was not Ihe 
deified despotic power. It was not 
the immense cost of the army of 
officials which by plunging society 
into ever deeper debt and taxa­
tion destroyed all private indepen­
dence and sense of initiative and 
reduced the population of every 
city to a mob. It was lack of 
faith and hope. The citizens cam* 
in the end to see no purpose in 
society or their own lives They 
recognized no principles, and wor­
shipped only Rome the all-embrac­
ing State. In the end when the 
power of Rome disintegrated In a 
murderous welter of ambitious 
generals It becomes impossible any 
longer to believe In that. The Dark 
Ages began.”

He'll be right. I  don't want to 
boast, but I take the worst pictures 
in the world. I was bom out of fo­
cus, so to speak. Why, I  don't 
know. My mother Is very good 
with a camera, as you would know 
if you ever visited her home. There 
ts a picture of me, aged one, 
stretched out on a piano runner, 
that is as fine a picture of a nak­
ed baby as you will ever see.

Mother took it with an old box 
camera. So I  couldn't have inherit­
ed my complete inability to take 
a picture of anything, anywhere, 
at any time, that resembles the 
subject.

I was Just looking through the 
hundreds of pictures I  have taken 
since I got to Europe, and for the 
life of me I  couldn't identify half 
of them. I  try to write what 
they're about on the back of them 
as soon as they come from the 
developers, but sometimes I fall to 
do this for a day or two, and then 
it is too late.

Take the one I  am looking at 
right now, for example.

It could be almost anything, but 
what It looks like most is the In 
side of an untidy phone booth.

It must have 
been of something pretty, or what 
I thought was pretty, for I do 
have a little sense of beauty.

I have yet to get a pic­
ture of her In the entirety. Why?
1 don't know. I aim right a* far 
as I know. I  hold the camera 
steady. I buy the standaid brand 
film. I turn my back to tha aun.

I  even lick a finger and hold It up 
to test the wind's direction.

But the result ia always t h e 
same. A blob, a blur, a smudge, a 
series of grey streaks, a bright, | 
white field of nothing, or a coal- 
black smear.

President Eisenhower seems de­
termined to fight for his $72 billion 
dollar budget despite the open op­
position of his party’s Congression­
al leaders, and widespread rum­
blings at the grassroots. He seems 
to be convinced that he is right 
and everybody else Is wrong, and 
that somehow he can persuade 
everyone to "get in step” and 
“ follow the leader.”

We can’t help wondering, how­
ever, whether the President has 
seriously attempted to diagnose 
and understand this cleavage be­
tween himself and his party. Sure­
ly it should give him pause to 
think, and a good place to start 
would be to take a good long look 
at those strange individuals land 
groups) which are most loudly 
supporting him and his policies.

It should be a bit startling to 
notice that his two previous Dem­
ocratic opponents for Ihe Presi­
dency, Harry Truman and Adlai 
Stevenson, are now staunchly 
“ pro Ike.”  And if this doesn't sur­
prise him enough, he should then 
read the recent endorsement of 
those socialistic-leftists, the Ameri­
cans for Democratic Action, heed­
ed by Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt, 
Leon Kcyserling and Walter Reuth- 
er!

Have all these New Dealers sud­
denly abandoned their long . held 
political and economic conviction* 
and become converted to Repub­
licanism' We doubt if anyone, in­
cluding the President, would se­
riously entertain such an idea. 
Then why in the world have they 
all suddenly become the loudest 
“ public defenders" of Republican 
president?

We submit that if Ike thinks 
this one through clearly to its log­
ical conclusions, he will discover 
the real clue to why his own party 
leaders in Congress are now re­
luctantly opposing him. The sim­
ple fact of the matter is that the 
Truman - Stevenson - Rent her 
axis has not switched to the Re­
publican side at all. but that a 
Republican president has become 
the most powerful crusader for 
the very policies, both internation­
al and domestic, that they have 
always promoted! Just as the Com­
munists will support any person 
or program which furthers their 
long . range hopes and plans, so 
too will these ADA leftists and 
One Worlders. The President 
should know this as well as anyone, 
and the fart that he has won their 
ardent and vocal support should 
be highly disturbing to him.

The President is emphasizing the 
3956 Republican platform much 
too much. Some of us remember 
all too well our qttempt to com­
pare the Republican and Democra­
tic ' platforms of that election, and 
our sad conclusion that we the 
voters had precious little freedom 
of choice at the polls, since both 
parties had used the same expe­
dient of adopting a nice, nebulous 
"middle-road” tent under which 
to take their stand.

It was then, and not four 
years later, that Ihe voters thought 
they had a distinct choice. It was 
then that t h e Republican Party 
and its leaders spelled nut in un­
derstandable language the basic 
beliefs of Republicanism and fought 
their fight in unmistakable oppo­
sition to the beliefs and policies 
of the New Deal Democrats Tn 
that year, a Republican knew who 
and what he was! Now, in a brief 
five years, he has lost his identity, 
and his “ cause" has become so 
diluted by sueh compromising ad­
jectives as "modem” and "pro­
gressive" and "middle-road” and 
"peace-waging”  that he feels like 
an orphan with no identifiable pa­
rents.

But the United States' peculiar 
and lesponsible role a* defender of 
more than 90 free nation* force* it 
to rely more heavily on a conven­
tional .'.eat. In order to transport 
men, munitions, food, supplies to 
virtual dependencies from Turk* 
to South Korea, we need a siz­
able complement of transports, 
cargo carriers, tankers, landing 
craft, destroyers, minesweepers, 
etc.

In fact, a new type of eub may 
even be capable of hauling oil, but 
they will be extremely expensive.
