New Regimentation

Borrowing a page from rampant unionism, the fed-
eral government has now decided that what it wants is
a compulsory checkoff system for livestock. Staggering as
this idea is, it is embodied in a pair of bills presently
pending before the House of Representatives and the
Senate (H.R. 5244 and S. 646)

The scheme goes like this. A certain amount of
money is collected on a voluntary basis each year by such
organizations as the American Dairy association, the
Poultry and Egg National Board, the United Fresh Fruit
and Vegetable association, the National Livestock and
Meat Board, the American Farm Bureau Federation, and
a number of other amalgamations of farmers by geogra-
phy and types. This money is used to promote the sale
products

Of course, in any voluntary operation, the people
who wish to participate do so, and the people who do
not wish to participate do not do so. Also, the extent of
the participation is left to individual choice. This, indeed,
as we have often noted, is the American way

But pressure is forming and has now crystallized in
these two pieces of pending legislation which would cause
a financial check-off of livestock at posted markets to
finance octivities of state livestock associations desig-
nated by the Secretary of Agriculture %

If the bills carry, the Agriculture Department would
outhorize separate state livestock associations to receive
funds deducted by marketing agencies on all livestock
sold )y be used for advertising and promotional
purposes. This could develop into as many as 144 separate
state associdtions, for various types of livestock

It would unquestionably result in a duplicaticn of '
C”ul! |

And worst of all it would compel each producer of
livestock to foot an advertising bill, even when he decided
that he was not satisfied with the parti type nf ad-
vertising provided by the government. As we see it, this
is a further incursion by the government against the farm-
er, in this cose the livest f_Lrpv' ducer. Gone would be his
freedom of choice and his freedom of action

We were happy to note that the American Farm
Bureau Federation has come out actively against both of
these pending bills. We trust that the other farm organi-

A year ago, when the soil bank idea was resurrected
from the dreams of pig-killer\Hen Wallace, we spoke
up against the program. We painted out that the proc
tice f [ ng for meth nqg At n'e produced is bad
in principle. We said that there would be some who could
and would exg t the scheme and make a racket out of
it,

duced ‘

lo begin with, it has provided some sizable checks
) few farmers. One Kansas wheat grower has received
$61 354.50 for not growing wheat, the largest check so
far

An lowa torn farmer got $49,278 for not growing |
corn, A Texos farmer collected $48 093 for not gr wing
cotton

But this is the least of the dirt to be discovered in {
the soil bank. There’'s a businessman in Alabama, for |

who saw in the soil bank idea a rine means of
making a fine profit. This man buys up run-down, eroded
cotton farms and promises not to raise cotton on them
In foct he agrees to plant pine trees on them in accor-
dance with the government requirement

Under the terms of the soil bank contract the gov
ernment will pay him BO per cent of the cost of clearing
the land and plonting the trees. For ten vears this ‘'farm
er’’ will receive an annual rental fee from the government |
of from $6 to $7 per acre. Thus the land which cost him
$35 an acre. will gross him a return of $60 to $70 an
acre over the next ten vears. And after that he still owns
the land and has the pine trees

Then, here's a farmer in lllinois. Before
bank program began he put 128 acres into such crops as
olfalfa and over o thousand acres into soil-depleting crops
like corn and wheat, After the soil bank idea aot started
he purchased an additional 62 acres and put 52 into soil
building crops such as alfalfa, for which he now gets a
government check. And now he plants more than 1100
acres in corn and wheat

Thus, by putting his newly acquired acres into soil
building activities he gets a government check of more
than $2,000 and he still has more than 100 additional
acres above his pre-soil bank acreage producing the very
crops the soil bank was supposed to discourage him to
produce

These are only a pair of samplings from all across
the country where some folks are taking advantage of
Uncle Sam’s stupidity,

But the way things look at the moment, the soil bank
#8 going to be kept and with it a lot of ooportunity for both
farmers ond city people to reap a rich harvest of every

body’s tax dollars.

BETTER JOBS

Better Understanding Of
Covetousness Necessary

Since I believe most our human
relation problems come from the
fact that very few people have a
clear idea of the meaning of the
Coveting Commandment, I want
to quote the explanation made by
Taylor G. Bunch in his book, ““The
Ten Commandments,”” on the sub-
Ject of “The Sin of Covelousness.”

One reason why covetousness is
a little difficult to understand is
that certain forms of covetousness
are good while other forms of cov-
elousness are bad. To covet un-
derstanding, knowledge and good-
will is a virtue, not a vice. It is
not like desire for something that
belongs to another that, if one gets
it without giving equal value, it is
a vice

Here is the way Taylor G.
Bunch discusses “The Sin of Cov-
etousness: "’

“ ‘Thou shalt npot covet thy
neighbor's house, thou shalt not
covet thy neighbor's wife, nor his
manservant, nor his maidservant,
nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any-
thing that is thy neighbor's.” Exo-
dus 20:17

“Covetousness implies a sense of
delight in, and desire to possess,
some object, especially by unjust
and unlawful means. It is to set
the heart on something belonging
to another and to which one has
no right without an adequate re-
turn for the value received. In an
sense covelousness is inordi-
desire or allection. In the
Testament it is olten trans-
lated ‘desire,” ‘lust,” and ‘concupis-
cence.” It is a desire to possess
what is not lawfully obtainable
