D-Wash, 
s~iri the administration might 
be breaking the law by failing to 
roll back crude oil prices and 
set reasonable price ceilings to 
encourage increased produc­
tion.

" T h e r e  is  no e con om ic  
justification for domestic crude 
oil prices at $10 per barrel.” 
said Jackson, chairman of the 
Senate Interior Committee 
“The administration's failure to

impose ceilings on crude oil 
prices may well be unlawful "  

Jackson was reported pre­
pared to propose Monday that 
House-Senate negotiators write 
a price rollback provision into 
the emergency energy powers 
b ill as a substitute for the 
w in d fa ll profits tax section 
opposed by the White House and 
the oil industry. The Federal 
Energy Office was said to have 
agreed to this plan with some 
reservations.

Arab-Israeli settlement

Syria said Ha forces killed or 
wotaided about 2$ Israelis and 
knocked out several tanka in the 
artiillery clash on the Golan 
H eights, but Israel said it 
s u f fe r e d  no casu a lties  in 
sh e llin g  exchanged at four 
points

In the latest of doily dashes 
m  the Golan Heights, a military 
spokesman in Damascus said 
that Syrian antitank weapons 
scored a direct hit on wi Israeli 
a rm ored  personnel carrier, 
destroying it and its occupants 
S e v e ra l Israeli tanks and 
a r tille ry  piecea w ere a lso  
knocked  out of action, the 
spokesman said

On the Suez front. Egyptian 
troops have begun theming out 
from the Sinai, with disengage­
ment between Egypt and Israel 
reported proceeding amooth-

Al Ahram  reported, mean­
while. new American sugges­
tions on Syrian-Israeli troop 
disengagement with the aim of 
creating a formula acceptable

By noon Saturday, the city 
morgue reported IB  bodies— 
many burned beyond recofii- 
tion—had been brought in Only 
110 have been identified Many 
bodies were mangled from falls 
as the victim s, desperately 
trying to escape the intense heat 
and sm oke, leaped from the 
building

Amid the accusations that the 
building was constructed with 
f la m m a b le  m ateria ls  and 
lacked adequate fire exits, civil 
authorities vowed Saturday to 
take prompt action to alter the 
city's construction code 

M ayor Miguel Colasuonno 
aaid the flam es shot rapidly 
through the o ffice  tower be­
cau se  the builder had used 
"inflammable material m the 
upper floors and said a row 
building coda would be drawn 
up immediately "It will contain

"W e  have won a beautiful 
victory and you have proved 
yourselves much stronger than 
those in the private sector "

If nobody did it deliberately,

Earlier in the week. I would 
have regarded that likelihood as 
a bit far-fetched But that was 
before I read an article on ESP 
ip the current issue of Business

Some months ago. according 
to the magazine, the Stanford 
Research Institute in California 
ran a series of experiments to 
test the psychic powers of a 
controversial Israeli parapsy­
chologist named Uri Getter.

Several Tapes Erased 
Coincidental with these tests, 

several computer tapes belong­

The m a g a z in e  says the 
institute "refuses to correlate 
the erasure with Geller "  And 
perhaps there was no connec­
tion.

DETROIT (UPI) -  Private­
ly, most automotive executives 
will tell you what's wrong with 
the fuel econom y figures the 
governm ent has tagged their 
cars with. Pubhdy, however, 
they don ’t want to get into a 
numbers battle.
- With gasoline prices rising 
above 90 cents a gallon and the 
threat of rationing hanging over 
every motorist, a car that gets 
20 miles per gallon may be more 
valuable than one getting half 
aamuch.

W hen  th e  f ig u r e s  were 
published by the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) last 
Septem ber. U.S. automakers 
whose models showed up badly 
—especially with the big cars— 
s a id  th e y  w e re  b a s ica lly  
meaningless

Then they began advertising 
cam paigns designed to show 
that big cars actually aren’t as 
bad as the EPA says 

B u ic k  ran  a 2.111-m ile 
economy run" from San Diego 

to Washington which showed its 
luxury E lectra could squeeze 
18.3 miles per gallon traveling 

50 mile* per hour The EPA 
said mileage for the car in its 
simulated urban test cycle was

e EPA test really 
tells us is that a small, light car 
gets better gas mileage than a 
b ig . h e a v y  c a r , "  observed 
Robert Knoll, director of the 

Consumers Union

p robab ly  put together more 
e co n o m y  figures than some 
automakers.

" I f  you use it as a general 
th ing along those lines, it 's 
okpy." said Knoll who cautions, 
h ow ev er , against using the 
f ig u r e s  to  m ake a bu ying  
decision between two cars in the 
same class. -
i He pointed to the figures in 
the 5.000-pound class which 
showed a Buick Century wagon 
g e ttin g  19.7 m .p.g. while a 
M ercury Montego wagon gets 
11.4 m.p.g.

"The real danger there is that 
if one guy buys the Buick wagon 
and h is n eigh bor  buys the 
M ercury, they'll probably get 
a b o u t  t h e  s a m e  a c t u a l  
m ile a g e —around 12 m iles,’ ’ 
Knoll said. "So what do those 
numbers mean?”

Most of the forelpi automak­
ers are happy since their cars 
show ed up well in the EPA 
te s ts  Som e even  proudly  
advertised the fad . especially 
since the fuel shortage scare 
worsened.

Mazda Exception 
One im porter who isn't too 

happy is M azda M otors of 
Am erica whose rotary engine 
car is the only one of its kind on 
U S roads and may stay that 
way for sometime 

C R Brown. Mazda general 
manager, says the combination 
of the EPA figures along with 
the decision by General Motors 
to deluy introducing its rotary 
engine car. have hurt sales 

" I t 's  virtually impossible to

d u p lica te  the EPA tests in 
a c t u a l  u s e ."  Brown said, 
pointing out they w en  obtained 
as a secondary project while 
checking emissions.

The EPA test. Brown said, is 
50 per cent idling and decelera­
ting.

"That particular cycle is the 
absolute worst for fuel economy 
operations of the rotary en­
gine." he said. "Besides, if you 
spent 50 per cent of your time 
id lin g  or decelerating, you 
wouldn t get anywhere 

Bam Rap
Brown also feels his cars got a 

bum  ra p  b e c a u s e  o f the 
association of the rotary engine 
with GM. Eric O. Stork, deputy 
assistant EPA administrator, 
recently cited the EPA's tests 
ami GM's decision as examples 
of the inefficiency of the rotary 
engine

"The energy crisis served as 
a useful excuse for GM to delay 
its rotary engine while they gd  
the other technical problems 
worked out," Brown said.

A s  f a r  a s  th e  E P A  i f  
concerned. Brown recently took 
a briefcase-full of information 
to present to Stark, hoping at 
least to gain some changes in 
the EPA test procedures.

The EPA admits its simulat­
ed fuel econom y figures are 
lower than in many other test 
cycles  because of the testing 
from a “ cold start." the short 
trip length, transient nature of 
the cy c le  and relatively fre­
quent idle periods

The EPA ranked Mazda down

at the bottom in the 2,750 and 
3.000-pound classes with the 
RX-2. RX-3 and RX-I getting 
between 10.3 and 10.8 m.p.g. 
Brown says independent tests 
and ow n ers  report mileage 
figure ranging from 17 to 21 
m p g

Teat PraMem
"W e  d o n ’ t have any fuel 

econom y prob lem ," he said, 
adding the problem is with the 
particular EPA test.

Another government agency, 
the Department of Transporta­
tion . (D O T ), last fall ran a 
series of tests to determine the 
e ffe cts  o f speed on gasoline 
consumption.

At a constant 50 m.p.h.. the 
DOT test found a Mazda RX- 
3 w i t h  a n  a u t o m a t i c  
transm ission  obtained 19.11 
m .p.g. which dropped to M.72 
m .p .g . at 70 m.p.h. With a 
m anual tran sm ission , fuel

economy was 22.22 m.p.g. at 59 
and 17.2!hnp.f'.at 79.

"T h e  only test should be on 
the r o a d ."  Brown said. “H ie 
o b je c t iv e s  o f the EPA are 
a d m ira b le , but they need a 
better method to achieve the 
objectives.”

Adm itting sales were down, 
p a rtly  becau se  o f the EPA 
results. Brown said the future of 
the rotary will be determined by 
what people think of it.

‘ ‘ N in e  out o f  19 ow ners 
r e c o m m e n d  i t . "  he sa id . 
"That’s a very essential issue."

three clubs At this contract. 
North's only losers were two 
tricks to West's ace of hearts 
and East's king of spades. For 
fulfilling this contract.

South scored 400 points (trick 
score of 100. plus 300 for a non - 
vulnerable game).

Against Snite'a four-spade 
contract. West, after cashing 
the heart ace. continued with 
another heart, which South 
ruffed. Then came a spade to 
dum m y’s ace. after which a 
spade w as returned* East 
playing low. with South s queen 
winning. With the prayer that 
the tw o outstanding spades 
were divided I-l. South next 
made a third spade lead. As 
luck would have it. the rpades 
were divided 1-1. East r king 
taking the trick.
■■A heart lead was then made.

/  The number of cattle on feed in Jexas totaled 
j2.205.000, down two per cent below a year earlier, three, 
per cent below December 1 and five per cent below 
October 1.

Nationwide, cattle on feed were down six per cent 
below  a year ago.

Placements are down 21 per cent from a year ago in 
Texas Feed lot operators reported intentions to market 
T, 150,000 cattle between now and March 31. This would 
be 52 per cent of the number on feed as o f  January 1 and 
would be six per cent more than the total marketed during 
4his period a year ago.

In the state, large feed lots those with 1,000 plus 
capacity numbered 233 and held 2,158.000 cattle on feed 
foe slaughter. Of that number, 81 per cent reported cattle 
on feed, while the remainder reported their feedlott empty 
bs o f January 1. Capacity for all'233 feedlots showed a 71 
per cent occupancy.
, 'Small' feed lots--those with less than 1,000 head-held 
47,000 head
Si Nationwide, there was a decrease of 15 per cent in 
the number of cattle and calves placed on feed October 
through December of last year Anticipated marketings now 
through March are one per Ceht below those actually sold 
•during the same period a year ago

INVENTORY of the Texas chicken flock shows a 
value of $22,120,000. Value per head is set at $1.40, which 
is up 15 cents from 1972. t

The December hatch of egg-type chickens in Texas is 
down 10 per cent from a year ago. The December hatch of 
broiler chicks increased five per cent from a year ago. The 
total poult turkey hatch for December increased seven per 
cent from a year ago.

Egg production in the state was six per cent above a 
year ago. The number of chickens on Texas farms as of 
D ecem ber 1 ( exc lud ing com m ercial broilers) was
15.800.000. This is three per ceht above the 1972 total. 
There were 3,630,000 hens and pullets of laying age, 11 per 
i»n t  under the 1972 total.

TEXAS planting intentions show increases in major 
•crops including corn, grain sorghum, cotton, and soybeans. 
Decreases in acreage are indicated for oats, barley, rice, and 
-sugar beets.

An indicated corn acreage o f 800,000 is up 50,000 
■from. 1973 planting of that crop. Grain sorghum indications 
are that 8,500,000 acres will be planted in 1974^ T K . 
compares with 8,100,000 in 1973.

C ot to n  acre indication for 1974 in Texas i
5.800.000, this compares With 5,400,060 acres in 1873. • 

Soybean acreage indications show an increase over
.1973 plantings for Texas. Indications are that 500,000 
acres of soybeans will be planted in the state this year.

Oat acreage in Texas in 1974 shows that the crop will 
be less then in 1973; barley will also be down as will rice.

A huge increase in flaxseed acreage in Texas is 
indicated for 1974. Acreage this year is indicated at 40,000 
acres compared with only 9,000 acres in 1973.

I t ’s Too Wei 
Or Too Dry 
For Plowing

COLLEGE STATION. Tex 
(UPI) — It's too wet to plow in 
East Texas and too dry to plow 
in Northwest Texas That's the 
situation in which farmers find 
t h e m s e l v e s  t h i s  w e e k ,  
a c c o r d i n g  to the T e x a s  
Agricultural Extension Service

Open weather  during the 
week should help the situation 
in eastern counties, but all of 
West Texas is in dire need of 
rain Recent snow in areas of 
the Far West was the first trace 
of moisture since last fall

The dry conditions in the High 
Plains are causing problems as 
plowing gets underway (or the 
com ing planting season The 
land is cloddy and preplant 
irrigation has started The dry 
soil plus a lack of fertiliser are 
c o m b i n i n g  to d e la y  the 
a p p l i c a t i o n  <ff anhydrous 
ammonia in the Panhandle

Furthermore, the continued 
lack of moisture is causing the 
death of more and more dryland 
small grains The result is a 
shortage of forage for livestock, 
especially Mocker cattle, so that 
many are heading to markets 
Also,  wheat production will 
s u f f e r ,  a c c o r d i n g  to  the 
Extension Service —-

Some cotton harvesting con­
tinues in the Rolling Plains and 
West Central Texas, and wet 
fields are keeping fanners from 
completing the harvest in North 
Central Texas

Harvesting of citrus, lettuce, 
cabbage and carrots is active in 
southern counties, and spinach 
harves t ing is active in the 
C o a st a l  Bend Onions are 
m a k i n g  g o o d  g r o w t h .  
Cantaloupe and potatoes are 
being planted, and watermel­
on planting may start next 
week

Livestock remain in fair to 
g o o d  c o n d i t i o n  w i t h  
supplemental feeding generally 
heavy in most areas. Shrinkage 
continues to be a problem in 
eastern areas
