So Reuther and the bargaining
councils told auto workers to take
fhe four-to-eight weeks work
available between now and Sep-
tember, and remain eligible for
jobless pay when laid off.

Priciples Must Precede

The problem today seems to be to find individuals who
will place principles ahead of purse. There are many who
can and will verbally uphold all the virtues, But when a
principle runs counter to a chance to pick up a dollar, the
dollar frequently wins the race. It is on such short-term,
short-sighted policies that many people base their lives.

Far be it from us to belittle the value of having
money. Though the money we use has been inflated to the
point where at least half its value has been dissipated, still
money is supposed to be the badge of honest toil or of
honest trade. It supposedly indicates that whoever has money
had something else first which others wished to have. Con-
sequently some kind of exchange, presumably honest, has
taken place. For unless we are counterfeiters, none of us
makes our own money. We make other things of value and
we trade them back and forth, accumulating money by
the process. And this is as it should be.

But, when money accrues by dishonest means, then
money itself fails to represent an honest effort. And here
is the point where a clear understanding of moral principles
must obtain, as well as a determination on the part of each
individual to discipline himself according to those principles,
putting them first rather than the dollar first.

Here's what we're getting at. There are a few rules
which we would do well to have firmly in mind. The first
of these is called '"golden” and it says that we should do to
others and behave toward others as we hope they will do to
us and behave toward us. This is simply a brief and concise
statement of the natural law of balance and the law of cause
and effect. Essentially it proclaims the universal similarity of
all mankind and the mandatory behavioral pattern which
establishes that if you injure another, you can yourself ex-
pect similar injury. Whereas, if you assist another, you can
anticipate assistance some time, some place, in kind.

Added to this single rule are a series of important
prohibitions: Don’t steal, don’t lie, don’t murder, don’t take
advantage of another person’s ignorance, don’t endeavor to
control or to own another. It would follow, then, that if you
can obtain money by stealing, by lying, by murdering, by
cheating or by using force against another, that money ob-
tained under such circumstances would be dishonest money,
And if your life is so organized that you actually are obtain-
ing money by one or another of these false and coercive
practices, then yoy/are at fault and one day you will ex-
perience in some foshion the reaction from the evil methods
you have employed or are employing

It is at this point that the sincere devotee of principles
must take himself firmly in hand and perform a careful
bit of intellectual dissection. He must ask himself such
questions as this: “‘Is any part of my income derived directly
or indirectly through theft?”’

And if, upon examination, he finds that he is securing
income from any governmental agency, then he will know
that his answer must be in the affirmative, for all govern-
ment money is obtained by an act of plunder which sets
aside the wills of the persons who earned the money and
appropriates that money for purposes the government devises.

If, additionally, he discovers that some of his income
comes to him through his membership in an organization
such as a labor union, then again he must ask himself:
“Would | be getting what | am presently getting if my ap-
titudes and skills were being rewarded in the open market
without coercion? What part of my income is handed to me
simply because of the use of force and threats, and intimi-
dation practiced upon my employer and consequently upon
his customers?’’

If his answer here is that some part of his income is
obtained under such pressure, and that lacking the pressure
he would not be paid so well, then he would have to conclude
that he had placed the dollar ahead of his principles in fact,
however loftily he might argue for principles in theory.

As we said, the problem today is to find the person who

believes in principles and lives up to them, putting them
ahead of the dollar.

In the last issue I was quoting
from material in the “‘Congres-
sional Record’ introduced by the
honorable Ralph W. Gwinn as a
review of Col, Augustin G. Rudd's
book, ‘‘Bending The Twig.” X

The article explained that the
foreruner of the modern educa-
tional system was promoted by a
grant of $340,000 to the so-called
American Historical Assn. to study
the teaching of history and other
social studies; that this association
selected collectivists — men who
did not understand the free-enter-
prise. system — to make this
study.

This American Historical Assn,
seemed to be a forerunner of the
ideag adopted by the National Ed-
ucation Assn.

Under the heading of “NEA Sup-
ports The Plan,” the article pro-
ceeds:

‘““The year 1934, we have seen,
'was a fateful one for American ed-
ucation. Although drafts of the
master plan had been in the hands
of key progressives for about 2
years, it was not until 1934 that
Conclusions and Recommendations
was published and widely distri-
buted. So leading new education-
ists were prepared for coming
events,

‘““At the National Education
Assn. convention in Cleveland,
Ohio, on March 1, 1934, Dr. Wil.
lard E. Givens, then a superinten-
dent of gchools in California and
thereafter the principal officer of
the NEA for many years, submit.
ted a report revealing the leftist
philosophy rapidly taking root
among prominent educators. The
Associated Press, March 1, 1934,
reported :

“‘A warning that a dying lais-
sex faire must be completely de-
stroyed was voiced today at the
NEA convention.

‘“‘A large degree of social con-
trol is necessary and education
should be geared to the “New
America,” said a report presented
to the association’s department of
superintendence by Willard E. Giv-
ens, a chairman of General Sub-
ject Comm, IV.'

“Observe once again the war
cry ‘dying laissez faire must be
destroyed,” prominently appearing
in Conclusions and Recommen-
dations.

PEA Gives Its Support

‘“Immediately following the NEA
convention, the Progressive Edu-
cation Assn. began itg meetings.
Dr. Harold Rugg was the first
important speaker. Rugg announc-
ed plans to enlist 14 million people
in a national program of social-
economic education. Leaderg of 40
national organizations co-operated
with the PEA in shaping the pro-
posals, reports the - Cleveland
News March 2, 1934, Adoption of
such a program came as a sur-
prise, after the resolution adopted
by the committee on education for
the new America at the preceding
NEA convention, gshowing the fate
in store for our free economy.
Evidently the reporter was amaz-
ed that these 40 national organiza-
tions, including many business
firms, were s0 naive as to sup-
port a program tending toward the
destruction of our free enterprise
system.

‘““The most recent attitudes of
the new educationists may be
judged, as in the past by their
periodicals, conferences and con-
ventions. Typical was the 3day
convention of the New Education
Fellowship, held in Chicago in late
November 1947, As this was the
new home for the defunct Progres-
sive Education Assn., its active
leaders were present in force. The
atmosphere of the meeting was
shown when the delegates cheered
the notorioug poet Langston
Hughes and accorded Harold Rugg
a hero's welcome because of the
widespread elimination of his
social-science courses, according
to the New York Journal Ameri-
can, Nov. 28, 1947, Resolutions
were passed condemning thought
control and witch hunts of teach-
ers and calling for the abolition of
the House un-American Activities
Committee. Of far more import-
ance, however, was the adoption
of the New Education Fellowship's
policy statement, as reported in
the New York Times, Nov. 30,
1947

‘“ ‘1. The reconstruction of the
economic systems in the direction
of greater social justice and sta-
bility; a system to be secured by
whatever democratic planning and
social controls experience shows to
be necessary

‘“ ‘2. The establishment of a gen-
uine world order, an order in
which the national sovereignty ' ig
subordinated to world authority in
crucial interests affecting peace
and security — an order which
must be geared with the increas.
ing socializations and public con-
trols now developing in England,
Sweden, New Zealand and certain
other countries; — an order in
which world citizenship thus as.
sumes at least equal status with
national citizenship.’

‘““Thig significant resoltuion was
passed with only one dissenting
vote by delegates claiming to rep-
resent 2,000 schools and colleges,
As late as 1947, this large and
representative group proved that
there had been little if any change
of heart among the crusading edu-
cators who had condemned the
free enterprise system."”

Then the author relates, as hag
been réported in the news col-
umns repeatedly, that Russia
abandoned the progressive educa-
tional system :

I forgot to tell you at the time,
but I was reminded of the Presi-
dential dugout under the.

The First Really Sensible

In summer, the aver-
age commuter train would have
them stirring within four miles.

With traffic what it is, and get-
ting worse, 1 can think of nothing
more pleasant than being frozen
as stiff as g board on a long auto-
mobile trip.

While this is a common com-

iainly many different kinds of
;eat)r,nem. The results of treat-
ment are often unsatisfactory.

Excessive sweating may be con.-
tined to the hands, feet or som
other region of the body or in-
volve the entire body. Usually
this complaint does not mean the
presence of a serious disease.
When it occurs in warm weather
it is usually nothing more than
the normal attempt of the body
to cool off.

Occasionally general Num
of the body is caused by some dis-
order such as obesity, toxic goiter,
an exhausting illness, or abnor-
mality of the nervous system.

When the excessive sweating
occurs at night disease must bo
considered, as this can occur in
such disorders as tuberculosis or
undulant fever.

The nervous element certainly
enters into the question in many
cases. Our sweat glands are con-
trolled by thedctympcu\eucwem

ra-sympathetic nervous
:r.hich are not under the control of
the will. In other words, one can-
not successfully “try” to sweat
more or less.

These systems, however, may
be disturbed in those who are not
particularly stable nervously,
When this exists, a common sign
is profuse sweating, especially of
the hands or feet.

Often a tendency to easy blush-
ing, fainting or like symptoms is
also present. Occasionally, an al-
lergy to food or something else
with which the patient comes in
contact can produce excessive
sweating.

If the condition is really bad,
an effort should be made to find
out what is responsible.

Localized sweating of the hands,
feet or some other area is more
common in the younger years and
often fends to improve by itself
on growing older. Sometimes soak-
ing the hands or feet — if this is
the location of the trouble — in
hot water gives temporary relief.

There are a number of deodor-
anlg or antiperspirants. on the
market, most of which have as
their base an aluminum com-
pound. These aluminum com-
oounds are often useful in helo-
ing to prevent sume of the pers
piration and In concealing., an
odor which may be presént, "2

Dusting powders ,age often help-

ful. Some people . periymes,
but some ’ un-
der the. influence wf . tion

and may make thil. “odor
worse,"  Occasionally ~localized
sweating can be improved by ex-
careful use of X.rays.

It odor as well as sweat
ing is bad, avoidance of foods con-
taining onions or garlic may be
helpful. Some drugs also contrib
ute odor to perspiration.
Exercise, exposure to sunlight
and frequent bathing may or may
not prove helptul.

Deadly Feud
Brings Curfew
To Cyprus

NICOSIA (UPI)—The British
slapped curfews on most of Cy-
prus today to halt a new outbreak
of deadly feuding between Greek
and Turkish Cypriots,

Four Greek Cypriots were killed
in rioting touched off by the bomb-
ing Saturday night of the Turk-
ish consulate’'s information office
in Nicosia. Several persons were
wounded, including two members
of the British security forces.

The bomb injured no one and
caused little damage. The bomb
thrower escaped but the Turks,
certain he was a Greek,
diately began attacking Greeks in
the consulate area,

Trouble quickly spread through-
out the island. By early today the
British had placed every large
town on the island, except Limas-
sol, under curfew. Barbhed wire
barricades separated the Greek
and Turkish communities in Fa-
magusta and Nicosia, At dawn the
only persons on' the streets were
stengun-carrying British troops.
