'Downturns' In 
Business Are 
Discussed

NEW YORK (U P II -  Tha best 
way to prevent serious downturns 
fn business is to practice restraint 
In times of boom, a group of lead­
ing economists told United Press 
International today.

Twelve top economist* told UPI 
this la the basic lesson learned 
from tha present recession.

The economists called for re­
straint by government, business 
and labor during times of rising 
Industrial activity to avoid tbs 
excesses which lead to recessions 
and depressions

Roy L. Rierson. vice president 
of the Bankers Trust Oe.. aaid 
"W e have learned that the best 
way to reduce a business down­
turn la to curb the ebullience and

This morning the streets of tha 
capital city were deserted.

The heaviest fighting Thursday 
centered around Riad El Solh 
Square, which rebel gunmen tried 
to croaa into the city center. Army 
forces brought in armored cars 
and tanks to spray the streets and 
surrounding buildings with 75-mm 
gunfire. In other parts of the city 
armored cars sat up roving pa­
trols, sweeping buildings with 
searchlights for rebel snipers.

Bursts of automatic weapons 
and machine gun fire echoed 
through the dark empty streets 
about an hour before midnight. In 
tha wake of a senes of heavy ex­
plosions apparently caused by 
bomba.

Expect Offensive
Top military commanders at 

Britain's Middle Bast headquar­
ter* on Cyprus also expressed be­
lief that an all-out offensive by 
the rebels la Imminent. They be- 
Uevad that the pro-government 
forces wars not strong enough to 
repel such an attack but refused 
to speculate on possible military 
Intervention.

Britain recently flaw tn some 
1.000 troop reinforcements, ostsn- 
stbly for internal security duty. 
However, the troopa have not yet 
been assigned to such tasks.

Tha Lebanese government Is

Reds Add More Confusion 
To The Genera Conference

LONDON (U P I) — Tha Soviet 
Union added new confusion to tha 
Ganava scientific conference to­
day by announcing tha nomina­
tion of a top Romanian expert to 
participate In tha talka on control 
of nuclear weapons tests.

One Instant they were alive and 
the next they were dead, and 
there was no way they could see 
it coming.

ft a hard for me to recall how 
these giants take off, it was so 
uneventful.

The engines rev up—like a hur­
ricane they rev up. You don't 
even know you’re up in the air 
until a crewman comes down 
from the cockpit and says "Okay 
to smoke now.”

We were 
sitting on top of thousands of gal­
lons of aviation fuel, I  assumed, 
but it didn’t bother anybody. 1 
looked at the fireproof lining on 
the wails, crossed my fingers and 
lit up.

Bodies Badly Torn
Brig. Gen. Donald W. Saunders, 

46, a native of Athens, N.Y., and 
a veteran of 28 _ World War II 
Pacific combat 'missions, com­
manded the flight. The doomed 
plane was piloted by Lt. Col 
George M. Broutsas, 29, Brattle- 
boro, V t„ one of the most experi­
enced airmen in the 8th Air Force 
Strategic A ir Command. He had 
logged 8,128 flying hours.

Though they started from West- 
over, the timing count began as 
the two planes flew over New 
York City.

The Boeing-built jet tanker la 
the military counterpart of the 
first Amarican-made jet transport.

I  was listed on strato-tanker "Co­
coa" but instead I  went on "B ra­
vo ," and waa the only newaman 
on the plane.

"See you back here tomorrow," 
the other guys shouted when I 
climbed off Ute air base bus, 
alone. Now they’re dead.

On the bus I  had a seat next to 
Bob 8ibley of the Boston Travel­
er.

"I 'm  getting too old for this sort 
of thing," I  remember him saying.

Dan Coughlin of the Associated 
Press was telling how his wife 
had worried about the trip. " I  had 
quite a time pacifying her," he 
said.

Now they're dead.
I  think it was a peaceful death. 

Undoubtedly they n e v e r  knew 
what was coming. This strato- 
tanker isn't like an airliner. There 
are no windows to look out. so 
you never know where you are.

Suddenly somebody turned off 
my earphones. I  know now why— 
They had just heard about t h e  
crash. They didn’t want to scare 
me.

And from then on everybody 
was awfully polite ' when they 
came back into the cabin.

excessee in the preceding boom."
He called for avoiding large 

wage hikes under long-term con­
tracts at the peak of a business 
boom, more restraint by business­
men in expanding their facilities 
during a boom, and for using 
periods of prosperity to reduce 
debts.

Ira T. Gellis, economist for E.I. 
du Pont de Nemours k  Co., said 
"perhaps we have learned that we 
can moderate the swings of busi­
ness activity by restraining the 
boom that precedes the decline.”

Gellis also expressed the view 
of a number of the economists 
when he said "W e have learned 
that raising wages end salaries 
and ‘fringe’ benefits by amounts 
greater than rising productivity 
will cause rising prices, and ris­
ing prices reduce markets."

Don M. Soule, assistant profea­
sor of economics at the Univer­
sity of Illinois, explained that “ be­
cause of unwillingness to control 
the boom, we pay the price of 
depression.”  Ha said the economy 
cannot operate full - blast all the 
time.

Gordon W. McKinley, director 
of economic and Investment re­

arch for Prudential Insurance 
Co. of America, said the lesson 
to remember Is that In times of 
boom taxes should be raised to 
curb the exuberance of business­
men and consumers. Taxes should 
be lowered in times of declining 
activity to spur new spending, he 
said.

WASHINGTON (U P I)— Former 
Boston publisher John Fox testi­
fied today that he received a 
8800,000 loan from the father of 
Sen. John F. Kennedy after com 
ing out strongly for the younger 
Kennedy's election in 1952.’

Fox volunteered the story of 
swinging the Post into the Ken­
nedy camp, less than two weeks 
before the election, \4hlle testify­
ing before the House Influence 
Investigating subcommittee.

He said he felt that Kennedy's 
opponent—Republican Henry Cab­
ot Lodge—was “ soft on Commu­
nists.”  The paper had been neu­
tral before coming out in Ken­
nedy’s behalf.

"In  view of the slim margin by 
which Senator Kennedy won, I 
think the Post elected him,” Fox 
said.

Tells Loan Story
The plump, red-faced financier 

said he disclosed that the Post 
was backing Kennedy to the sen­
ator's millionaire father, Joseph 
P. Kennedy, on the night the 
paper hit the streets with a front­
page editorial favoring the Demo­
cratic candidate.

The story of the loan came out 
as subcommittee members began 
quizzing Fox on his c h a r g e s

8AN FRANCISCO (U P I) — A 

few hundred yards south of the 
city boundary of San Francisco 
there is an indentation in ths hills 
known as “ Vlsitacion Valley.”  
The early Spaniards who named 
it had a prophetic Insight, for this 
very spot has become ths scene 
of a remarkable "spiritual visita­
tion."

In tho midst of this valley 
Hands a vast stock-show audito­
rium known as the Cow Palace 
where for ppven weeks it has been 
my privilege to preach to nearly 
700,000 people. Of that number, 
nearly 29,000 came forward to 
make a life's commitment to 
Jesus Christ.

Theae cold statistics, however, 
tell nothing of the spiritual quake 
that has at least caused a tremor 
in the San Francisco Bey arse. 
Ban Francisco knows something 
about earthquakes, and the Cow 
Palace lies near the famous Sen 
Andreas Fault.

There Is another “ fault" in our 
major cities, San Francisco being 
no exception. That is the "human 
fault "—the fact of evil.

The basic . problem that the 
world ie wrestling with Is not the 
hydrogen bomb or even commu­
nism. It ie human relationships

ok the human equation.
Spiritual Hunger Indicated

This crusade has indicated a 
deep spiritual hunger by hundreds 
of thousands of people in Califor­
nia.

There were many obstacles to 
the crusade that we have not 
faced in other cities. The Cow 
Palace la 12 miles from the can 
ter of town. There ere far fewer 
proteetante here than In New 
York. A tremendous percentage 
of the people In San Francisco 
do not claim any religious affilia­
tion at all.

Thousands of people moved 
here from the East, Midwest, and 
South and have not bothered to 
Join a church. They had gotten 
away from God. Sometimes they 
left their morale behind, giving 
rise to higher rates of mental 
problems, alcohollam, suicide and 
divorce.

Too often the balmy days In 
California have been used for re­
creation rather then church at­
tendance.

Although the churches here are 
relatively smaller, they had par­
ticipated In the crusade with 
greater enthusiasm than in other 
areas. I  am sure this Is because 
the average minister realties the 
spiritual needs in California.

Whole New Generation
I  believe the seed of a whole 

now Christian generation has boon 
planted on the West Coast. As one 
minister put It—"A  spiritual ex­
plosion has taken place and the 
San Francisco Bay area is await­
ing for the dust to aettle.”

As one newspaper editorial ex­
pressed it—"Christian* have lost 
their inferiority complex around j 
here.”

I  believe California i* riper for 
spiritual awakening than' any I 
other atate. There ia a possibility I

that a flame has been kindled 
hero that will not dio but will 
spread eastward in the months 
ahead. There is evidence that the 

people of California trill respond 
to a warm, Christ-centered mes­
sage. I  have sensed a greater re­
sponsiveness among college, uni­
versity end high school students 
her* than #1**where across the 
nation.

A distinguishing feature of the 
crusade was Its accent on youth. 
Each Thursday night for seven 
weeks the Cow Palace was Jam­
med with teenagers, and there 
were never fewer than a thousand 
who came forward at the invita­
tion, blocking th* aisles.

Not To Be Cheated
Thee* thousands of young peo­

ple that marched down th* ramp 
seemed to be tolling the world 
that they would not bo cosened 
out of their spiritual birthright by 
H-bombs or tho Ag* of Bpsteo.

Many people have written ask­
ing, what la th* secret? I  have 
no answer except that this is God 
at work, meeting th* hungers, 
longings, desires of a confused, 
bewildered, frightened generation. 
My message has been simple, bib­
lical and direct. Tho basic mes­
sage that I  have preached night 
after night la two thousand years 
old.

It is tho message that Christ is 
able to transform th* lives of in­
dividuals in 1959 ea he did in th* 
1st Century. I  am convinced that 
this la th* meaaag* of hop* to 
which thousands arc responding.

THE GREAT COMMANDMENT IN THE LAW
"Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with thy whole 

heart, and with thy whole soul, and with thy whole mind."
Mott. 11:37

In this passage of the Scriptures we see another example of the 
m alice and insincerity of the Pharisees. They were constantly trying to 
draw from Christ some expression which they might be able to construe 
(or if need be, distort into) a contradiction of the teachings of Holy W rit.

Never did they fo il more signally thon on this occasion. In replying 
to their tempting question, He gave them the words of the law, which they 
held in the highest ond most sacred veneration. He gave them the very 

commandment which God hod given to Moses (Deut. 1:5) ond which the 
people, from generation to generation had been required to learn and hove 
always present in their minds: "These words which I command thee this 
doy, shall be in thy heort. And thou shalt tell them to thy children, ond 
thou shalt meditote upon them sitting in thy house, ond walking on thy 
journey, sleeping ond rising. And thou shalt bind them os sign upon thy 
bond, ond they shell move between thy eyes." (Deut. v 1:6-8)

This command, the Jews, and especially the Pharisees, obeyed lit­
era lly , if not according to the spirit. A ll these words, along with two or 
three other passages of sim ilar import, were written upon parchment, en­
closed in small leather cases, and worn, one on the arm , and the other 
on the forehead, being held in ploce by leather thongs. These were the 

phylactries of which the Pharisees mode such a vain display— for which 
they were rebuked by our Lord.

The Pharisees were reduced to silence, but let us remember that, 
Christ was re-proclaiming the law for us, as well as for them. The letter 
of the low is fom iliar to us; let us now try to put into practice and under­
stand better the spirit.

God took unmeasured pains to moke Him self known under the Old 
Law. He has been made know to us under the New, as our First Beginning, 
our Last End, ond or Sovereign Good. By the g ift of faith  we firm ly believe 
this.

It seems only reasonable that we should love God above oil things, 
without being commanded. This supposes, that we know Who ond What 
God is. "For he who com*th to God must believe thot he exists, ond is 
the reworder of them who seek H im ." (Heb. x l:6 )

By our very nature we constantly seek— reach out after— whot seems 
to us to be good. We are not satisfied with whot we ore, or what we hove 
within ourselves. Our heart constantly yearns for something, the possession 
of which w ill moke us alwoys happy ond contented— for the permanent, 
enduring good; for something of which we w ill not grow tired; which w ill 
not deceive or abandon us; from which we can not be separated. The ex­
perience of oil men, in all oges, proves that this yearning of the humon 
heort connot be satisfied by creatures— by anything other thon God, by 
any sentiment or affection that does not tend to God as its ultim ate end.

Socialism Defined
The socialist concept, which is fundamentally an eco­

nomic theory respecting the sharing of wealth is as ancient 
and hoary as the green hills.

Look where you will in literature and you w ill find 
writers dreaming of a time when a system of universal 
sharing would be in vogue. Plato describes it in his "Re­
public." Moore enlists your imagination in his "U topia ." 
Bellamy recites it in his "Looking Backward."

But in almost all instances, writers who expressed them­
selves prior to the emergence of M arxian dialectics, dreamed 
the dream and let it go at that. Bellamy provides a precise 
example. In his book, his hero fa lls asleep otter the manner 
of Rip Von W inkle and awakens in a world gone socialist.

Bellamy, Moore, Ploto, et a l, present the finished pro­
duct of the socialist ideal . . . from each according to ab ility, 
to eoch according to need . . . without bothering with the 
cumbersome details of how this state of a ffa irs is to be 
ochieved. The problem relating to method escaped them.

It was M arx who provided o means to the socialist end. 
Communism is such a means. And it is important to realize 
that the dream of communist and socialist alike is socialism . 
Communism is simply one method for achieving socialism . 
And the communists who seized Russia and control it now 
after a pair of bloody revolutions and a score of purges, are 
convinced that they have ochieved a socialist heaven. They 
coll their land the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, even 
as they refer to themselves individually as communists.

The M arxian theory was a simple one. He propounded 
the argument thot those who owned property would not 
w illingly surrender it to a super state. Consequently, he ar­
gued thot a class revolution must ensue in order to wrest, 
either by degrees or in a grand coup, all means of production 
and distribution from the hands of the rightful owners. Morx 
was a champion of the forceful expropriation by the state 
of all private property. He aimed directly at abolishing all 
right to private ownership, by enlarging the state and causing 
the state to act on behalf of socialism .

The anarchists under Kropotkin and Proudhon, while 
fundamentally committed to the socialist dream, suggested 
o different method for attaining it. They deemed thot a ll' 
governments were simply the tools of the capitalists. Conse­
quently, in order to elim inate private ownership, they advo­
cated an end to government, since government, as they 
viewed it, was the prime protector of private ownership.

The Fobion socialists, under the Webbs, Annie Besant 
ond George Bernard Shaw in England, advanced still a third 
method. The aim  was the same. But this tim e, in order to 
elim inate private ownership, they advocated neither the 
violence of governmental overthrow suggested by the anar­
chists, nor the violence of class revolution sponsored by 
Morx. Instead, they supported the idea that the people them­
selves, by the use of the ballot, could be bluffed, cajoled, 
tricked and misled into voting away their rights in property. 
No violence was to be tolerated. The people themselves 
could be relied upon to work their own undoing.

By using M arxian slogans in which the greed ond self­
ishness of human beings could be aroused so that class hatred 
could be engendered, the Fabians counselled an approoch 
which was at once peaceful in method ond permanent in 
effect.

As we view it, the Fabian approoch is by far the most 
subtle and dangerous. In this country we have referred to 
it, generally, as "creeping" socialism . Under the influence 
of dedicated socialists in and out of government, the voting 
public has been readily lured into supporting at the polls 
a ll manner of schemes which take from those who have and 
appear to give to those who have not.

The problem of meeting this threat head-on is profound. 
It is d ifficu lt for most persons to recognize this gradual usurp­
ation of their ownership ond their rights in property. If we 
could only arouse Americans to recognize that any program 
which takes their money or their rights of ownership in prop­
erty by the force of government is exoctly what the Fabian 
socialist program supports, we would have gone a long way 
toward elim inating the problem.

W hat must be remembered by all who believe in the 
fundamental morality of freedom to own, is that the aim 
of communists, anarchists and socialists is identical and is 
embodied in socialism . Only the methods vary from group 
to group. But however it is done, the loss of the right of the 
individual to his freedom to do as he pleases with him self 
and the products of his own labor, is a gain for socialism . 
It is only when one fu lly understands this freedom that the 
various schemes of a ll the socialists can be intelligently op­
posed.

The Police State
I was very much Interested in 

an article In "The Freeman”  
magazine written by Leonard E. 
Read, president of the Foundation 
For Economic Education, under 
the heading of "The Police Pow­
er ”

The article really pertains to 
how government should be limit­
ed. When I read it I could not 
help but think of how true Wash­
ington’s statement was, that "gov­
ernment is not reason, it is not 
eloquence, it is force, and like 
fire, a dang— servant or a 
fearful master ”  Since our govern­
ment is so rapidly becoming our 
master by way of the police pow­
er rather than our servant, Mr. 
Read’s article Is very timely. I 
wilt quote it in a series of arti­
cles.

"Millions of Americans are con­
cerned lest our present creeping 
i"llation turn into hyperinflation. 
( ’Creeping’ may not be lusty 
enough to describe a dollar that 
has lost 51 per cent of its (Pur­
chasing power since 1939!) This 
concern is warranted, for the con­
sequences of hyperinflation here 
would be unbelievably awful — 
much worse for the citizens of the 
U S.A. than for those in other 
countries or at other times who 
are being or have been victimized 
and shorn of the fruits of their 
own labor.

"In our highly specialized so­
ciety, nearly all persons are ut­
terly dependent on the free, unin­
hibited exchange of their respec- 

_ tive specia' zations. There is a 
marked and dangerous unaware­
ness of the extent of this interde­
pendency.

"Barter, the exchange of goods 
and services directly for other 
goods and services, is a primi­
tive economic device. It is a negli­
gible element in our own complex 
society, for obvious reasons. If we 
had to rely on barter, we would 
be able to exchange no more than 
the tiniest fraction of the goods 
and services we are capable of 
producing. A farmer in Utah, for 
example, can hardly exchange one 
of his lambs for the product of a 
workman In an Akron tire fac­
tory. Exchange in such a complex 
economy as ours relies on a cir­
culatory system, one able to con­
vey the fruits of our tens of thou­
sands of specializations to all 
parts of the society. The circula­
tory system that performs this 
amazingly complex function is the 
medium of exchange — our mon­
ey.

"The economic circulatory sys­
tem can be likened to the circu­
latory system of the body, in many 
respects. The bloodstream carries 
oxygen from the lungs and ingest­
ed food to trillions of cells and 
carries off waste matter. Here, 
again, is a performance so amaz- ' fc 
ingly complex that the mind of 
faian can comprehend it only In a 
general way.

"But, look! One’s bloodstream 
could be thinned or diluted to the 
point where it would cease entire­
ly to perform this function on 
which life depends. The patient 
would die.

"Similarly, the economic blood­
stream — the medium of ex­
change — can be thinned or di­
luted to the point where it will no 
longer distribute our millions of 
specialties. This would be far 
more disastrous to us than to the 
peoples of other countries because 
we are far more specialized; be­
cause each of us is so far re­
moved from self-subsistence. Ours 
is the most sdvanced division-of- 
labor society that has ever exist­
ed.

"Inflation Is a thinning or dilut­
ing process. It comes about by 
Increasing the volume Of money.
It is a form of coin clipping. 
Coins have been clipped to the 
point where little of value re­
mained in the hands of coin own­
ers. The medium of exchange can 
be increased in such volume that 
it becomes worthless. (We have 
increased our own money supply 
by about 700 per cent since 1933.)

"Example: Two German broth­
ers, during 1919, inherited 500,000 
marks each from their father. One 
was frugal and never spent a 
mark. The other spent the whole 
of his share on champagne par­
ties. The inflation in Germany 
progressed so far by 1923 that 30 
million marks would not buy a 
loaf of bread. At this point the 
frugal lad had nothing. The other 
was able to exchange his empty 
champagne bottles for a dinner. 
The exchange system was re­
duced to barter!
Government Feeds On Inflation

"Observe the history of all hy­
perinflations. In every instance 
they were preceded by 'creeping’ 
inflations.

"The question is; Are we head­
ed for hyperinflation? The answer 
comes clear if we recognize the 
ngture and cause cl inflation. In­
flation is a form of taxation, re­
sorted to by government as a 
means of obtaining revenue. When 
the activitie. of government be­
come so expensiv# that it is no 
longer politically expedient to ob­
tain the needed revenue by direct 
taxation, inflation will be invoked.

whole historical record con­
firms this conclusion. Inflation in­
heres in overextended government 
and there is no remedy whatever 
except to shrink the activities of 
— and thus the expenses of — 
government.

"To answer the question — Art 
we headed for hyperinflation? — 
only requires that we answer the 
question — Are we headed toward 
the extension or the shrinking of 
governmental activities? Hie an­
swer is dear. We are, as of now, 
politically committed to the fur­
ther extension of governmental ae-

Social Security Cost 
Of Living Boost'Certain'

WASHINGTON — Social securi­
ty beneficiaries are now virtually 
certain of a cost - of - living In­
crease of approximately 10 per­
cent.

That will add an estimated $700,- 
000,000 to old age and other pay­
ments.

This haa been definitely decided 
by the bipartisan leaders of the 
House Ways and Mean* Commit­
tee. They have privately agreed 
.to limit the Committee’s bill to 
liberalize social security benefits 
to sn serosa - the - board raise 
of around 10 percent.

The Committee, which has been 
conducting hearings on this issue, 
will report out a measure by next 
week. This legislation will be 
brought before the full House for 
a vote the following week, after 
the July 4 holiday. It will then go 
to the Benate, where consideration 
Is contemplated later In the month.

Under this backstags plan, two 
other strongly-urged proposals are 
being shelved: (1) By Represent­
ative Aime Forand (D ..R .I.)—the 
Old Age and Survivors Insurance 
System to pay surgical coat* and 
up to 120 days s  year of hospital 
cars; (J) by Representattva Her­
man Eberharter (D .,Pa.) — to al­
low social security bc^-flclaries to 
earn up to $1,400 a year instead 
of $1,200.

Further efforts will be made to 
include these liberalisations in the 
bill, particularly in the Senate. But 
the outlook is not promising.

President Eisenhower la opposed 
to both. That’s what House Repub­
lican Leader Joseph Martin, Mass , 
has sternly told the Democrats.

Speaker Sam Rayburn, Tex., and 
Representative Wilbur Mills (D., 
Ark.), chairman of tha Ways and 
Means Committee, favor the Eber­
harter and Forand provisions But 
Martin warned thsir enactment 
would mean a presidential veto. 
So they are being dropped from 
the Committee’s bill.

Another major problem still un­
decided is financing the estimated 
$700,000,000 - a - year cost-of-living 
increase.

Two methods are under consid­
eration: (1) In crease the social, 
security tax paid by employers 
and workers to 2-14 percent, from 
the current 2-V4 percent; (2) raise 
the income celling subject to this 
tax to $4,800 a year, from $4,200.

Chairman Mills favors the form­
er, but final decision has not been 
made by Committee leaders.

SOCIAL SECURITIES — Voting 
social security benefits packs a lot 
of political appeal. Congress haa 
done that every election year since 
1948. This election year will be no 
exception . . . Fifty percent of the 
more than 1,200,000 applicants for 
disability payments under the 1964 
liberalization have been t u r n e d  
down. Some 190.000 totally disabl­
ed are now on social security rolls. 
This number is steadily Increas­
ing; Department of Health, Educa­
tion k  Welfare experts estimate 
It will reach 290,000 by 1959.

TAX COMPROMISE — A f e w  
hours after the Senate voted to 
cut the transportation excise tax­
es, House leaders were putting out 
feeler* on s compromise,

As offered by Representative 
Wilbur Mills <D., Ark.), chairman 
of the Ways and Means Commit­
tee, they proposed:

The House to agree to Senate’s 
abolition of the 2 percent tax on 
freight and 4 percent tax on pipe-

tlvitiee. All proposals from Wash­
ington confirm this. Unless the po­
litical design i* reversed, we sr# 
hopelessly bound for hyperinfla­
tion.”

READJUSTMENT PERIOD

Take your choice: Cell It a 
"recession,”  or a "depression,”  
that economic cycle through which 
the U. S. A. is now passing. Mil­
lions of unemployed is certainly 
not pleasant to contemplate. It 
would be difficult to make a work­
er out of a job appreciate that a 
slowdown of the economy is hav­
ing some beneficial results. Nev­
ertheless. such is the case.

As a for-instance, a period d  
business readjustment (that's the 
proper name f o r  the phase 
through which we are now pass­
ing) provides many possibilities 
for alert management — which 
even when demand exceeded pro­
duction, was constantly striving to 
keep its costs of production down. 
Now that temporarily production 
exceeds demand, these low cost 
producers with the most modem 
plants are able to maintain their 
share of shrinking marketa

On the other hand, those man­
agements that took no heed of the 
morrow, now find themselves 
priced out of the market. They 
must b e s t i r  themselves to get 
their production costs down if they 
are to regain their share of the 
market.

The net result of this is that 
we the consumers, will benefit. 
Creative competitive pressures 
will be unleashed to help bring 
about more goods for more peo­
ple at lower costs. Thus the "peri­
od of business readjustment" will 
have a beneficial result, promots 
sounder economic growth, while 
halting the upward swing of infla­
tion.

Mac Remembers American
Cup Races And Sicknes

Just reading about it makes me 
so seasick that 1 have to stop be­
tween paragraphs to swallow a 
Dramamine tablet and fan my­
self.

The topic which turns me green 
and makes my stomach do somer­
saults is England’s challenge in 
September, after 21 years, for the 
America’s Cup on the waters off 
Newport, R.I.

I  reported the last one, as well 
as the one in 1934, and my mem­
ories are a foamy medley of 
Franklin D. Roosevelt watching 
the races from the deck of Vin­
cent Astor’s “ Nourmahal,”  a 
grapefruit rind outracing both mil- 
lion-dollar yachts on one occasion, 
rolling and pitching from my 
press box seat on the Coast Guard 
cutter "Norsaga,”  trying to do a 
radio broadcast with Ben Grauer 
when we both were so mal de mer- 
ish we could hardly see the micro­
phone, near collisions between the 
mighty Class J boats despite the 
fact they had the ocean as a play­
ground, and J. P. Morgan’s coal- 
black “ Corsair”  ruling tha wave* 
as Britannia never did.

The "Corsair,’ ’ with Morgan 
and his friends on board, went 
where It wanted to during the race, 
even to passing between the 
"Nourmahal.”  bearing the Presi­
dent. and the rival racers. If the 
Coast Guard patrol boats saw the 
free - wheeling “ Corsair,”  they 
didn’t show It.

On my arrival at Newport for 
my first America's Cup race I  
was a study in Ignorance. Yacht 
racing never had been a hobby 
with the McLemores, and any­
thing much bigger than a rowboat 
was a mystery to me.

I remember my surprise when 
I  discovered that the massive 
boats (the Class J’s were around 
140 feet overall and carrier) almost 
8,000 square feet of canvaai didn’t 
race side by side. I had an idea 
they raced In lanes, like runners.

At the start, when England’s 
Tom 8opwlth took his yacht on* 
way. and Harold Vanderbilt chose 
an entirely different direction for 
the American defender, T was ups 
the American defender, I was puz­
zled as to how I was to report the 
goings-on.

I  might add that I still am a 
bit puzzled as to the beat way to 
report the performance of boats 
that at times are not much mors 
than specks on the horizon.

The British would have won the 
America's cup in 1934 tor so I 
believe), and ended the fruitless 
quest that began in 1881, had 8op- 
with chosen to use a professional 
crew instead of an amateur one. 
Even so, he won two races and 
had he had a pro crew Ilk* Van­

derbilt’s, he undoubtedly would 
have done better.

The Highlight of t h # 1937

By the time they got there, and 
after an hour or two on the swells 
of the Atlantic, they were ths 
sickest bunch ever to lean over a 
rail. Most of them had never been 
out of sight of the Paramount 
clock before in their lives, or on 
more restless footing than la to bs 
found at the Belmont track or tha 
lobby of Madison Square Garden.

The only bqjs they booked were 
among themselves and those were 
on whether or not they would got 
back to broadway alive.

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Dag Holds Hope Of 
Lebanon Solution

Foreign News Commentary

The chief hope of heading off a 
threatened international crisis ov­
er Lebanon rests with United Na­
tions Secretary General Dag Ham- 
marskjoid.

I f  Hammarskjold can find a 
way to stop the flow of men and 
weapons which are reaching the 
Lebanese rebels from the Syrian 
aide of the frontier, all ahould be 
Well.

I f  he cannot, a very serious 
Situation will arise, involving the 
United States, the Egypt! an-Syrian 
United Arab Republic and Soviet 
Russia.

Lebanon asks the UN to stop 
the aid which Is going from Syria 
to the rebels who are trying to 
Overthrow the pro-Weatem gov­
ernment of President Camille 
Qiamoun and Premier Sami Solh.

In an extremity, Lebanon is 
prepared to ask the United States 
to give it military assistance.

Secretary of State John Foster 
Dulles has pledged that this aid 
will be given, if necessary, includ­
ing troops.

Soviet Russia is enraged at the 
idea of any UN or United States 
intervention, which it calls inter­
ference with internal Arab af­
fairs.

Reds Might Aid Rebels
Officially controlled Moscow 

newspapers have hinted darkly 
that Russia might send “ volun­
teers" to aid the rebels.

Hammarskjold returned to New 
Tork today from a peace-making 
visit to Lebanon and to Egypt, 
where he talked to United Arab 
Republic President Gamal Abdel 
Nasser.

There aeema to be a possibility 
that Hammarekjold has obtained 
a promise from Nasser to see 
that the aid reaching the rebels 
is stopped.

Nasaer denlee that the UAR is
■ending any aid. He may not be 
carrying any personally scrota the 
border and there are even sug­
gestions that the Syrians sre go­
ing farther than he wants them 
to. Anyway, the rebel movement 
Is being strengthened if not en­
tirely kept alive, by the aid from 
Syria.

The rebellion has been going on 
for more than aix week*.

Want* Constitution Chanced
Its background la that President 

Chamoun wants to change the 
constitution so that he can run for 
a second six-year term. The reb­
els want him to get out when his 
term ends in September.

The United States, and Its al­
lies. are all for the second term. 
With Chamoun and Premier Solh

in office, Lebanon’s pro-Western 
position is assured.

Nasser would like to see the 
rebels win. Regardless of the aid 
issue, the official Cairo radio is 
blaring out pro-rebel, anti-Cha­
moun propaganda day and night.

The fall of Chamoun would take 
Lebanon closer to, if not Into, the 
grip of Nasser and thus strength­
en his hope of making himself the 
master of the Arab world.

Hammarskjold is trying to find 
a way to close the Lebanon-Sy- 
rian frontier by moving in a UN 
supervisory force.

I f his proposal reached a vote 
in the UN Security Council,*'and 
Russia vetoed it. It would b*. nec­
essary to call an emergency ses­
sion of the sssembly in which all 
UN countries ars represented. A 
two-thirds majority would be nec­
essary for approval.

When he left Beirut for New 
York Wednesdsy, Hammarskjold 
seemed quietly confident he will 
succeed. For the moment, It is 
all up to him.

Things Look Better 
On Farm For GOP

WASHINGTON (U P I) — Thing* 
political are looking a bit brighter 
for Republicans on—of all places 
—the farms.

Not on all of the farms, of 
course, but on enough of them to 
give some farm belt Republican 
candidates something cheerful to 
think about.

Credit for that will be disputed.
Secretary of Agriculture Ezra 

Taft Benson substantially credits 
his conservative farm policies 
which tend away from high and 
rigid farm price subsidies.

Good Things Happening 
And Democratic wheat farmer 

in western Kanssa would be more 
inclined to credit the Almighty 
and weather conditions which are 
bringing toward harvest a big 
wheat crop.

However much the weather may 
have helped, it is obvious that 
Benson’s farm pottcies did not— 
as predicted — prevent the good 
things which are happening to 
many farmers in ths Midwest. 
Good things, especially, for the 
corn-hog, corn-beef farmers. The 
grain growers who sell for cash 
instead of feeding stock are not 
doing so well.

That was the report this month 
of Bernard Brenner, United Press

International farm writer, after a 
swing through the Midwest and 
into the Texas cotton fields. Bren­
ner found farmer* and their small 
town merchant suppliers better 
off now than previously in many 
midwestern areas.

No Farm Recession
There are other indicators of 

opinion. In a recent Congressional 
Record was reproduced an edi­
torial from the Boise (Idaho) 
Daily Statesman which is listed 
by Editor and Publisher as an 
independent Republican newspa­
per. The editorial remarked evi­
dence that Benson was emerging 
from the farmer’s dog house by 
reason of Improvement in the 
agricultural economy.

" It  is coming to be rather com­
monly remarked now-a-days,”  the 
editorial continued, "that there’s 
no recession in agriculture. And 
It's a matter of record that farm 
prices as of last April 15 were 
about 10 per cent above those of 
April, 1957, while — most signifi­
cantly—farm costs rose only 3 per 
cent in that period. Thus, arith­
metic favors the secretary."

Benson touched the same theme 
in an interview with Brenner. Ben- 
son replied that rising costs had 
hurt farmers more than declining 
prices. He estimated the cost hike 
from 1929 to 1953 at 100 per cent

compared with only •  per cent 
since 1953.

Good News to GOP 
Assistant Agriculture Secretary 

Marvin L. McClain told senators 
three weeks ago that agriculture, 
longest the weakest spot in the 
U.S. economy, "has been a source 
of strength in the current reces­
sion." Somewhat earlier, the de­
partment predicted a hike in egg 
prices at the farm during the 
next few months.

That is big political news of 
Itself because egg money usually 
Is a reward of the farm wife. 
When prices ere right she is 
likely to be happy, perhaps happy 
enough to vote Republican.

Dairy farmers do not have it 
as good as the corn • hog corn- 
cattle feeder men and there are 
other soft spots. It all adds up, 
however, to some good news (or 
the Republicans, of which they 
haven't had much lately.

The administration may have to 
put up another whipping boy— 
which would not be difficult to do.
