It is now disclosed that Gomul­
ka was told last week that he 
must either come out agtilnst 
Tito or face overthrow.

Gomulka was forced to give in.

Gomulka has been under in­
creasingly strong pressure from 
Moscow ever since the Com­
munist reversion toward the harsh 
rule of the Josef Stalin era atari- 
ed.

Each of the parents of the wayward youths is being made 
to suffer for the misdeeds of her children. And a controversy 
arising from this event bids fair to blow off a few roofs, and 
provide something more than smog for the atmosphere of 
this. Industrialized harbor community. ~ —  ... -

There are two lines of thought generally being expressed 
by proponents and opponents of the court action. That 
favoring the arrests and imprisonments, which oddly enough 
includes at least one of the mothers, goes something like 
this: Parents must moke their children obey. If a parent is 
punished for the misdeeds of the child, it will correct parental 
lassitude and provide a boon for all.

We must admit immediately that so far as this argu­
ment goes, it has some pretty good thoughts at its, root. 
Parents are responsible for their children. And, indeed, 
parents should' be encouraged to assume that full responsi­
bility. However, we cannot help but wonder if the intrusion 
of the government to punish parents whose children are in 
poor grace respecting , a law, comes under the heading of 
encouragement.

Thus we come to the opposite camp and find opponents 
massing behind the following argument: Children, especially- 
teenage children, are entirely able to suffer the results of 
their own misdeeds. Many parents are not able to control 
their husky offspring simply on the basis of force. The par­
ents con order.the children, but the children con and will 
do as they please. Additionally, it can be hazarded that some 
children, encouraged as they may have been by their gov­
ernment school to suppose that their parents are old-fashioned, 
inept and out of touchy might find it a matter of considerable 
joy'no get their parents into difficulties. Many a child, if 
the child is backed by governmental force, might take ad­
vantage of this situation to commit a crime in which the 
government would punish the parent. In a very real sense, 
the jailing of these mothers places a weapon in the hands 
of the children.

And once more there is strong logic in the argument. 
Childtep as they mature are apt to resent parental restraints 
and admonishments. If the law is going to punish parents 
for what the children do, might not they commit an act of 
foolish insurrection just to show off their power?

W j would like to suggest that the problem is one that 
simply cannot be solved by the use of the threat of force. 
We'll buy the conclusion that parents ore responsible for 
their offspring until the offspring ore mature ond self-sup­
porting. But we can't buy the idea that parents must suffer 
the intrusidn of governmental power when the exigencies of 
a family squabble can be exploited by the police.

This idea of interference in a family quarrel was brought 
to a high state of perfection by the ancient Incas, ^ho had 
o completely socialied civilization with special police auth­
orized to intrude into any home ot any time in order to 
compel obedience to the Inca's decrees.

It ought not be necessary to point out that under this 
system of police power, the entire Inca civilization crumbled 
when confronted with a handful of Spanish troops. Those 
who have been ruled so totally rarely if evet find the neces­
sary courage or patriotism to rise to the defense of their 
way of life. If their way of life is total slavery, there seems 
small reason to defend it. Almost any change could be wel­
comed.

And in view of tĥ > general atmosphere abounding in 
this country, the arrest and imprisonment of parents for the 
wrongs of their children can in the final analysis breed dis­
respect and non-sympathy for the American way of life.

Productivity And Wages

Since the heading ot this column 
is “ Better Jobs,”  anything that 
has a tendency to make it possi­
ble for all people to have better 
jobs and live better is a proper 
subject to discuss.

I  have just been leading A bul­
letin issued by the Macalester Col­
lege, Saint Paul, Minn., on Pro­
ductivity and Wages.”  ,

I  believe, as do all people who 
will answer questions without con­
tradicting themselves or evasion, 
that total wages and profits cannot 
be higher than total production 
over"a period of years. Ahd profits 
are just the wages for efficiency. 
With this idea in mind, I want to 
quote for a few days from this 
economic bulletin, authored by Ar­
thur R. Upgren, director of the 
Bureau of Economic Studies, and 
Frederic R. Bigelow, Professor of 
Economics:

Everyone knows that the 
country’s production has increased 
greatly over the years. We like to 
brag about ‘gross national prod­
uct’ — GNP. In fact these bulle­
tins have been labelled ‘GNP Eco­
nomics.’ That Is not because we 
like to deal with GNP exclusively. 
Rather it is- because we like to 
deal in ‘the’ new economics of the 
measured world.’ These words 
were indeed the title of the first 
bulletin in this series on ‘How to 
Become • Your Own Economist.’

“ It is measurement that we 
like. When the distinguished inter­
national Professor I. M. Kolthoff of 
the University of Minnesota spoke 
recently on science and education 
he said that ‘in science we use 
numbers 'a great deal. These were 
simple words to mark ‘measure­
ment’ as the distinctive feature of
science. ....... ...

• • •

“ In this bulletin we propose to 
look at other aspects of the growth 
of GNP and particularly at what 
economists call ‘productivity.’ By 
this term economists means, gen­
erally, output per man-hour.

“ Many people have made this 
mistake of saying that labor has 
caused the increase in output per 

’ man-hour since we measure pro­
ductivity in terms of output per 

- ‘ man- hour. This is like saying 
that the thermometer which meas­
ures the temperature in a room 
causes the temperature in the 
room to rise or fall. We shall aay 
something about what causes out­
put per man-hour to rise and fall 
a little later but here we can just 
say massive amounts of. cipital 
and a high skill of management, 
not sweat, have been most im­
portant.

“ This problem of understanding 
and measuring productivity is one 
of the most important problems 
we have. Over the years we have 
been able to increase the quantity 
of products we can produce in an 
hour. Economists refer to the raid- 
of this Increase as increase in pro­
ductivity. The fact that wq have 
succeeded in increasing the 
amount we can produce each hour 
makes it possible for us to con­
sume more — this is what we 
mean by our rising standard of 
living. Compared with other coun­
tries 'we have a high standard of 

” ]hmg. We also have more leisure 
than workers fa other countries
towe,

“ All of us want to increase our 
standard of living as quickly as 
possible and we try to do this by 
trying to increase the amount of 
wages we get each hour. But if 
the amount we produce each hour 
doe? not increase as rapidly 
the Increase in our wages for each 
hour of work we have a problem 
of excess wage increases. The ex­

cess’ produces inflation r a t h e r  
than goods. This has proved to be 
one of our most difficult postwar 
problems. Because it is so import­
ant for all of us, we want to give 
it very special attention. It be­
comes the problem of stopping our 
persistent postwar threat of con­
tinuing inflation.

“ The GNP for a' nation is a 

measure of the total output of 
that nation. I f  we want to com­
pare the output of countries of 
different sizes, we then use output 
per worker or output per capita. 
Output per capita gives us a 
measure of how well oft the peo­
ple in different countries are re­
gardless of the size of popula­
tion. The latest available figures 
of product per capita for many
different countries are for 1952-54. 
Soviet bloc countries will not give 
us their figures on a comparable 
basis so we cannot Include them. 
However, the estimates of Inde­
pendent experts place the per fcap- 
ita product of Soviet Russia at 
about one-third that of the Unit­
ed States despite the much longer 
work week fa Russia.

“ Here then are the different per 
capita products for 12 of the 55 
countries studied by the United 
Nations. The figures are all stat­
ed fa U. S. dollars.

WASHINGTON — Attorney Gen­
eral William Rogera la getting the 
money and peraonnel he wants for 
that nationwide drive againit 
tome 100 leading racketeers a n d 
hoodlums.

The House Appropriations Qom- 
m lt te r  iiaa  privately votdd the ~  
$200,000 requested by Roger* for 
this anlt-crime campaign.

Principal purpose of this special 
fund is to add 15 experienced at­
torneys to the staff of the Jusilce 
Department’s Criminal Division. 
They will be paid an average of 
$15,000 a yeah 4

The Criminal Division is n o w  
headed by Assistant Attorney Gen­
eral D. Malcolm Anderson. Jr., 
former U.S. Attorney for Western 
Pennsylvania. A major factor in 
his appointment last March was to - 
inal syndicates throughout t h e  
country.

In agreeing to give Rogers the 
additional money, the Appropria- 
t iee *  Committee laid down tw o  
blunt injunctions:

(1) The 15 new Criminal Divi­
sion attorneys are to be selected 
regardless of politics and strictly 
on their qualifications;' (2) there 
will be a full-scale Investigation if 
the justice Department faila to 
produce results.

Both Rogers and Anderson firm­
ly  assured the Committee that n> 
political motives are behind th e  
anti-crime plan.'

In a series of private meetings 
with the Committee, the two Jus­
tice officials asserted their sole 
purpose is to smash a spreading 
underworld "em pire”  t h a t  is 
threatening every section of the 
country.

Every major federal enforce­
ment authority will participate in 
this extraordinary effort.

Foremost among them are FBI 
Director J. Edgar Hoover; Intern­
al Revenue Commissioner Russell 
Harrington; Narcotics Commis­
sioner Harry Anslinger; and Im­
migration Commissioner Joseph 
Swing.

HOW IT ’L L  BE DONE — T w o  
main* weapons will be used against 
tha crime overlords — the federal 
conspiracy statutes and the t a x  
laws.

The former were especially ef- 
' fectlve in prosecuting Commu­

nists.
Assistant Attorney General An­

derson explained that i t m l l a r  
strategy will be employed in the 
anti-crim* drive. TTie Criminal Di­
vision head told the Appropria­
tions Committee:

“ We intend to go after the top 
hoodlums and racketeers in much 
the same manner as we have been 
prosecuting Communists. O u r  
chief weapons will be the co n - 
spiraev statues and the Income tax 
lawa. We are also going to u » e 
provisions of the Taft-Hartley Act 
and the narcotics law.”

Last November’s meeting of 
some *0 crime leader* at Apala- 
chln, N .Y., waa cited by Anderson 
aa a graphic Illustration of the far- 
flung organization of underworld 
operations.

“ Most of those who attended this 
affair,”  h« **id, “ came from New 
York, New Jersey and Pennsyl­
vania. But there waa a fair rep­
resentation from the South, M 1 d- 
west and even the Pacific Coast. 
Further, this gathering wasn’ t the 
first of its kind. Far from it.

“ These criminal syndicate get-

The treasury * gold reserve* 
have slipped by about 1 billion dol­
lar* ainc* Jan. 1, mainly because 
foreign governments with dollar 
reserve* or favorable trade bal­
ances are taking their money m 
gold instead of dollar*.

They are acting on the basis of 
rumors that the dollar is going t* 
be devalued by reducing its valua 
in farms of gold. The - more gold 
they buy at the preaent rate of 
$35 an ounce, the more they will 
gain II the rale I* increased to $50, 
$65, or, as some British circle* 
suggest, $100 an ounce. Thia—plu* 
the fact that two thirds of th* 
world's gold fa produced in dm 
sterling area — explain* foreign 
pressure for devaluation.

It Is disturbing, however, fa 
find domestic pressure increasing 
alio Devaluation Is drastie eco-, 
nomic surgery, resorted to when 
a nation (ace* bankruptcy. It can 
be justified, if at alt, only by 
necessity.

It h not necessary today be­
cause our present reserves — even 
after the lose — am 211 billion 

, dollars, or well over half th* fre* 
world's supply of monetary gold. 
Only 11.4 billion dollars fa re­
quired to provide the 25 per cent 
backing of federal reserve cmy . 
rency. Of the balance, more than'
9 billion is available to act as a 
shock absorber fa foreign ex­
change.

Th* present decline Is not par- 
’ hcularly alarming when compared 

with the outflow of 2.9 billion dol­
lars in 1949-50 or 1.2 billion in 1963. 
Under the classic theory, gold 1* 
the mean* of stablizfog interna- 

i tional exchange, and a flow in one 
directions c r e a t e s  condition* 
which cause it to flow back — as 
it did after each of the period* 
mentioned. **
