AFL-CIO Right-To-Work Folder

In the issue I was com-

menting on the AFL-CIO folder on
right-to-work.

I can find no rational arguments,

Their whole scheme is to fry to
confuse voters by using words in
twisted meaning, such words as
“eompulsory —open—shop.* ¥t s
Just as rational to say ‘“‘compul-
sory freedom.”” It seems to be a
contradiction of terms. Most every
page wag started with “‘Compul-
sory. Open Shop.”

Then on Page 2 they argue that
*“Compuisory Open-Shop Laws Cut
Purchasing Power."”” What a myth

that is. Purchasing power only
comes from increased production
of what people want. And labor
unions greatly reduce production

by strikes,
prentices,

seniority, limiting ap-
jurisdictional - disputes
and non-productive organizers
They like to give the figures of
agricultural states that have right-
to-work laws and try to infer that
their lower purchasing power is be-
they have right-too work
laws. They don't explain that their

cause

| lower purchasing power is due to
I

less productive tools per worker
than there are in industrial states.

It wouldn't make any difference
whether everybody belonged to a
union, if there were few tools their
purchasing power and wages would
be low. And where there are
more and more tools and more
and more people to exchange
their natural
else being

goods and services,
resources, everything

equal, will be higher than where
there are less tools and less na-
tural resources to be used to be

converted into usable commodities
and services.

On the next page they err by
the same line of reasoning. They
claim wages are lower in these
states. Granted that wages are
lower where there are less tools
and less natural resources. But as
stated above, production goes up
only “because of better tools and

more natural resources and A
more people for a more minute
division of labor.

Cost The Farmer

They even contend that the com-
petitive system or free enterprise
or voluntary unionism will hurt the
farmer. The farmer knows that
when he buys a piece of machin-
ery that is produced with wages
that are not competitive, he, suf-
fers rather than benefits. The fact
of the matter is that because labor
unions have so artificially pushed
wages up and alse the cost of
things the farmer buys, and by
seniority and limiting apprentices,
they have kept too many on the
farm so that their lot was so pre-
carious that in order to counter-
ght
the

balance this might-makes- r

wage and cost lo the farmer,
government attempted to subsidize
him at the expense of everybody.
As a matter of fact, the special
laws passed at the demands of
the labor unions have greatly hurt
the farmer and every consumer.

It makes no difference what the
brass of the AFL-CIO contends,
they will not answer questions and
they will not tell how wages and
priceg are to be arrived at if all
people are not permitted to freely
help establish what wages should
be in order to be fair.

Cost The Businessman
Under the heading of “‘Cost The

Businessman,” they use smear
words. Smear words that they
wouldn't attempt to define. Nor

could anyone else,

They contend that permitting all
people to have the right to help
establish values is the “law of the
jungle.” And they also like to use
the words ‘‘éut-throat competi-
tion.” That is just a distortion of
real competition, because real com-
petitign is competition in produc-
ing, not | competition in injuring
somebody or cutting his throat

The man who thinks he is en-
titled to more than other people,
as evidently all the labor bosses
believe, calls competition ,“‘cut-
throat.”” Of course they neVer ex-
plain why one man should get
more than a fair competitive price
without injuring the man that they
are preventing from competing.

They leave the impression that
the right-towork law would dry
up the consumer's market, ot
course, the labor unions dry up the
consumer's market for those they
exclude from having the right to
work at the highest wages avail-
able. What dries up the consum-
er's market are acts of labor un-
jons which retard production
Consumer's market comes only
from one thing— production, and
not from irredeemable paper mon-
ey that will buy lesg and less all
the time.

Under the heading “Cost, The
Housewife,” they make this .obser-
vation:

“_ . The housewife has no secur-
ity in her home, no security for
her chikdren when the breadwin-
ner is denied union security.”

The sewife has no security

“when “the breadwinnmer is called

on a strike, when he is not per-
mitted to learn a trade because
of limiting apprentices, when sen-
jority keeps the inefficient operat-
ing tools and thus producing less.

Then they talk about exploiting
child labor, but they do not ex-
plain what “exploiting’” means. Do
they mean a child should do noth-
ing that is productive wuntil he
gets 18 or 20 years of age?
They remark: “It is in states
where the wages of the breadwin-
ner are beaten down by compul-
sory open shop laws” is where
child labor is exploited most se-
verely, They would keep the child
from being useful and having the
pleasure of accomplishment, and
contend that anyone who let the
child learn by doing was exploit-
ing that child

Consequently, it is possible for
changes in action of the thyrold
gland to upset the menstrual cycle
and probably ovulation; indeed
the mechanisms are so delicate
that they can be upset by a large
number of Influences.

““Most people do not know that
actually the number of teachers
has been increasing more rapidly
than the number of pupils and that
leacher-pupil ratios have been de-
clining."”” That statement was made
be Congressman Ralph W. Gwinn_
in the House of Representatives
| January 15, 1958

| Mr. Gwinn pointed out that our
national income in 1957 was 24
times as greal as in 1900 but our
school expendiljires were 60 times
as great in 1957 as in 1900. In other

words expenditures for schools
increased two and a half times
faster than national income. In

constant dollars we are now spend-
ing 7 times as much per pupil as
| we did at the beginning of the cen-
tury. Indications are that our child-
ren, far from learning 7 times as
| much, are learning less than they
{did half a century ago.

The reason for citing these facts
18 to point out that spending money

is not the answer to the problem
of education,

Perhaps our most important r.eed
is to restore discipline in the class-
room. The Editor well-remembers
admonition given to himself and
his brother by their mother when
they started to school in the Fall:
““‘Remember boys, if you get a
whipping in school, you'll get an-
other when you get home.’” Disci-
pline prevailed in school and at
home. We knew that we were ex-

pected to learn our lessons; and we
did.

The progressive system of edu-
cation has all but destroyed disci-
pline. A few days ago we saw a re-
port card brought home by a child.
There was nothing n"!}nut the pro-
gress tHe ohild was - making in
reading, writing, spelling and arith.
metic. But we did gather that he
was happy, was making friends
with his associates, was following
instructions and learning to aa-
Just.

Another change needed In our
school system is solid content in
the curriculum. If we would place
our emphasis on these two matters
our children would learn more and
at-much léss expense,

Some of us are becoming fright
ened by the monopolists in educa~
tion, who continually demand more
and more money and more and
more power, under threat of dire
calamity if we do not accede to
their demands. It is time for patri-
otic citizens. in the local school
boards throughout vur country te
re-assert their control of the whole -
schpol program teachers, curricus
lum, buildings and fingnces.
