MackraU said ha had worked

cowboy. Ha recalla once ha and 
hia slater want Into Round Rock

They became auspicious and 
left town in a hurry. Just after 
they got out they heard an out­
break of ahooting. That waa the 
day bank robber Sam Baaa waa 
killed.
