| Or why not around March 21,
the vernal equinox, when day and
night are equal? This is the end
of winter for us in the Northern
LHemuppere. the beginning of
spring, when new life begins to
bud and all things are refreshed.
This would seem, if nothing else,
a good sentimental reason for be-
|ginning the new year then.

The autumnal equinox in Sep.
itember is also a likely candidate.
| The old year from summer to sum-
mer has run its course and the
baby new year sleeps in the cra-
{dle of lengthening nights. The old
‘yenr welcomes him with a final
|burst of color and the animals
|grow silent, so as not to disturb
'him,

A look at history tells us that all
llthen dates were, at one time or
|another, used by various civiliza-
tions to begin the new year. The
Jewish ecclesiastical year begins
on March 21, although the civil
year begins in September, The an-
cient Egyptians and their neigh.
|bors, the Phoeniciansgand Per.
sians, observed Sept

For the early Greeks the year
Icommenced on Dec. 21, as it did
for the Romans before Julius Cae-
sar. With the adoption of the Jul-
ian calendar, the day was moved
{o the first of January.

In medieval Christendom, March
|25 was the most widely observed
date, with the exception of Eng-
{land, where Dec. 25 was New
{Year's Day, before the Norman
Conquest.
