Due to the increasing interest 
and activity in secondary recovery 
(more commonly called gas in­
jection, repressuring, or w a t e r  
flooding) In the Panhandle oil 
field, we have decided to devote 
today’s entire column to a dis­
cussion of this topic.

Secondary Recovery Defined: 
Secondary recovery is additional 
oil and-or gas that is produced 
from a reservoir over and above 
the amount that would have been 
produced under primary recovery 
methods. Oil recovered by primary 
methods is only the oil that is 
forced into the Well bore by Uti­
lization of reservoir energy. Res­
ervoir energy in the Panhandle 
Field is supplied by the gas that 
is dissolved—or is contained—in 
the oil. The expansion of this 
gas causes the oil to move slowly 
through the reservoir rock to the 
well bore just as the gaa con­
tained in cold soda water will 
cause the drink to spill over when 
the bottle is uncapped. When the 
dissolved gas is exhausted, no 
further flow of oil to the well 
will result from natural causes.

Secondary recovery is not new 
to the oil industry. It Is par­
ticularly old in the Pennsylvania 
fields. But remarkable strides 
have been made In recent years.

Injecting gas into an oil reser­
voir has the same effect as re­
charging a soda water bottle with 
carbon dioxide gas. It furnishes 
an outside source of energy caus­
ing the “stagnant*’ oil In the res­
ervoir rock to move to the bores 
of the producing wells. Several of 
these gas Injection projects are 
now in operation in the Pan­
handle and still others are In the 
formative and contemplated stages. 
The most notable of the active 
projects is the West Pampa Re- 
pressuring Association which in­
cludes 11,877 productive acres with 
843 producing oil wells and 139 
gas Injection wells. Engineers esti­
mate that present oil production 
of the entire area would be ap­
proximately 8,000 barrels dally 
under primary recovery methods. 
Actual production is 8,000 barrels 
a day greater than this figure. 
Competent authorities estimate 
tiiat sixty percent of this 3,000- 
barrel Increase is dua to gas in­
jection and forty percent is due 
to well workovers.

Water flooding is accomplished 
in much the same manner as gas 
injection with water being used 
as an energizing or driving agent. 
There is at this time no active 
large-scale water flood In the 
Panhandle; however, there a r e  
several experimental projects In 
operation. Due to the scarcity of 
water In the area, It Is antici­
pated that several years will pass 
before a practical means of water 
flooding Is perfected.

MAGNETO REPAIRING Since scientists have proven 
that only from fifteen to twenty 
percent of the original oil in 
place in reservoirs similar to ours 
is recovered by primary produc­
tion methods, progressive oil men 
have searched for years for ef­
fective and economical means of 
increasing the oil recovery from 
known reservoirs. Their efforts

"M an Education"
(concluded,

For the past several issues I  
have been quoting a great master­
piece by John Rustgard. It is his 
recently revised chapter ‘‘Mass 
Education" taken from his book 
"The Bankruptcy of Liberalism”, 
from which ht has given me per­
mission to quote.

In this issue I will conclude this 
«chapter.

Some years ago the popular 
argument was often heard in 
praise of the public schools that 
they helped to build a better dem­
ocracy by making those of the 
growing generation all equals. It 
was even hinted that private 
schools for that reason should b» 
prohibited. But It is a fact too 
obvious to be ignored, that It Is 
easier to lower than to elevate, 
hence equalitarian' efforts have 
always had the effect of lowering. 
This has been particularly notice­
able at the schools. Well-brought- 
up children from cultured homes 
are readily turned into hoodlums 
by bad associates.

‘The present writer Is not alone 
in these views. Dr. Carrel in his 
"Man the Unknown” has this to 
say on the same subject:

“ ‘Children should not be placed, 
at a very early age, in schools 
where they are educated whole­
sale. As It Is well known, most 
great men have been brought up 
in comparative solitude, or have 
refused to enter the mold of the 
school. ...The Child easily molds 
his physiological, affective, and 
mental activities upon those of his 
surroundings....When he is only 
a unit in a school he remains in­
complete. In order to reach his 
fqll strength, the individual re­
quires the relative Isolation and 
the attention of the restricted soc­
ial group consisting of the family.*

"A q u e s t i o n  here naturally 
arises as to the moral right of the 
government to use public funds 
to pay for the education-of all the 
people.

"If the public schools tend to 
Improve the character of those 
they undertake to educate, we can 
forgive all defects with which the 
schools are charged. Character is 
what we are here on earth to de­
velop and are most in need of. But 
If they tend to degrade people 
ethically and culturally, nothing 
good they otherwise may accomp­
lish can justify their existence. 
That they have had and are hav­
ing a most deleterious effect on 
our morals and on our culture 
generally, cannot be denied.

"Under such circumstances, what 
moral right has the government to 
take the property of Is citizens 
and use it for such purposes? Do 
not the prohibitions against steal­
ing as wall as the rest of the Ten 
Commandments apply to govern­
ment officials? That they may 
collect taxes for the purpose of 
idiscnarging tneir basic lunctiona 
of protecting the freedom of each 

¡against aggression by others is 
¡certain, because each receives the 
[benefit of such expenditure. But 
I what moral right has a public of- 
Iflcial to take one man's property 
(and give it to enother purely for 
the donee's benefit? Is not that 
istesllng?”

That ia what this column has 
advocated year after year—that 

;th# only function of the govern­
ment is to protect the lives and 
property of its citizens. But it has 
no moral right to fore* ah Indiv­
idual to pay for a kind of an ed­
ucational s y s t e m  he thinks Is 
harmful, or in reality to take one 
man's property ai\d give It to an- 
ot her... for the recipient's benefit. 
Truly, that is stealing.

"To take money from on* and 
give it to another because the lat­
ter needs It more than the former. 
Is a violation of the moral law 
whether the act is executed by a 
private citizen or by a public of­
ficial. And where auch-funds are 
so appropriated and given to an­
other to relieve him from the 
consequences of his own delin­
quencies, the act Is morally still 
¡more odious. Is It less so when the 
[funds are used to educate one who 
■is uneducatable, or who uses his 
education for purposes Injurious 
'both to himself and to society?

"In n Robesplerrean democracy 
dike ours, one constantly hears 
lamentation over the Ignorance of 
the voters, hut this malignity the 
public schools have proven them- 
■selvcs unable to cure or remedy. 
'The quickest, and surest, and 
cheapest way of escape from the 
ignorance of the voting population 
would be to subject all voters to 
an intelligence test^jind then give 
the ballot only to those who had 
an I.Q. of 100 or thereabouts. 
There Is no way through schooling 
or otherwise to educate any per­
son in the duties of citizenship, or 
in the various economic problems 
he is called upon to decide at th» 
polls, unless his intelligence rating 
is at least close to 100 1<Q. Those 
who have •  higher rating can 
readily find ways of educating 
themselves without state aid.

“As a sedative to those of my 
friends who are outraged at roy 
irreverence In questioning the di­
vine function of mass education. It 
may be well briefly to advert to

WASHINGTON — "Why a r e  

foreign diplomats stationed in this 
country so sacrosanct?” explodes 
T. F. of Cleveland, O. "Are they 
untouchables, as far as arrest and 
entering their homes or offices 
to serve a subpoena are concern­
ed?

"The Russian ambassador, Pan- 
yushkin, was just as guilty as 
Consul General Lomakin in the 
Kascnkina kidnapping case, and in 
the attempt to keep her a prisoner 
against her w i l l .  W h y  didn’t 
George Marshall demand t h a t  
Panyushkin be sent home?” 

Answer: T. F. has raised a 
question which is more trouble­
some and Irritating at the Capital 
than elsewhere, for we natives 
are frequently the victims’* of so- 
called diplomatic immunity. They 
can break the speed laws, smash 
up American citizens’ cars, make 
general nuisances of themselves, 
and yet be Immune to the police 
discipline or judicial punishment 
which their offense} merit.

RECOURSE — Barring the com­
mission of a major crime, a for­
eign diplomat and his o f f i c i a l  
family cannot be prosecuted in
some observations by my precur­
sors in this field. It will at least 
prove that I am In gpodj company.

"Some seventy or eighty years 
ago, Herbert Spencer showed that 
Instruction renders a man neither 
more moral nor happier, that It 
changes neither his instincts nor 
his heriditary passions, and that at 
times it is much more pernicious 
than useful. Statistics gathered 
aince his day are ample to con­
firm those views. Talne forcefully 
submitted his reasons for arriving 
r‘ simi’ar cor.c'"sio--. A-4 I»  Ron 
showed that ‘the French system 
of public education transforms the 
majority of those who have under­
gone it Into enemies of society, 
and recruits numerous disciples 
for the worst form of socialism.’ 

“In China the same complaint 
has been heard about the deleter­
ious effect of mass education. 
And Le Bon reports:

“ ‘It Is the same In India, where, 
aince the English have opened 
schools to furnish th* indigenous 
Inhabitants instruction, there has 
been formed a »pedal class of ed­
ucated persona, the Baboos, who, 
when they do not obtain employ­
ment, become the irreconcilable 
enemies of the English rule. In 
the case of all the Baboos, wheth­
er provided with employment or 
not, the first effect of their In­
struction has been to lower their 
standard of morality. This ia a 
fact which has been observed by 
all authors who have visited the 
great peninsula. '

“By force of the constant re- 
pitttion of the assertion that mass 
education tends to elevate the 
people and to make them equal, 
better, and wiser the fallacy has 
bacome as firmly established and 
as murh revered as a religious 
tenet. As a result, in th* language 
of Le Bon, ‘It would be as diffi­
cult to attack it as It would have 
been formerly to attack tha doge 
mat of the Church.’ But that is 
no region why th» truth should 
net be spc'iitn"
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American courts. In fact, several 
years ago a Middle East minister 
was responsible for an automobile 
death and our only recourse was 
to demand his recall, as we did 
of Consul General Lomakin.

Some years ago, a Washington 
autofnobile agency so-!d an e* 
pensive car to a foreign diplomat, 
and the latter had made only a 
few payments at the time of his 
recall by his home government. 
The automobile representative fol- 
Ipwed the outgoing official to his 
ship in New York harbor, saw 
the car hoisted aboard, but could 
take no legal steps to collect the 
balance of the payments.

"My 
grandfather was Injured fighting 
in a war the outcome of which

boys?”

Answer: The Supreme C o u r t  
has ruled several times that a 
person who enjoys the rights and 
privilege of citizenship must be 
w illing-^ bear arms at all times 
to defcW those blessings. Most 
pertinent, ptfhaps, was the de­
cision barring citizenship to a Ca­
nadian nurse who, although will­
ing to serve in the medical corps 
in time of war, would not agree 
to fight.

The two-day cabinet discussions 
concerned Reynaud’s plan f o r  
politically dangerous increases in 
the prices of such products as 
milk, bread, rail fares and tobacco.

Reynaud had agreed to raises 
of ten percent in wages.

Stevenson, 40, rugged of face, 
a Kimble County rancher who 
likes his pipe, has had 30-odd 
years In politics. The energetic, 
dark haired, handsome Congress- 
msa Johnson is 40.

Their hot fight at Saturday’* 
polls was a  mirror of their heated 
runoff campaign for the Demo­
cratic nomination to succeed W. 
Lee (Pappy) O’Danlel as t h e  

tte ’a junior United State* sena­
tor.

The race was Johnson's second 
all-out bid for the Senate. O’­
Danlel beat down his first a t­
tempt by a  margin of 1,311 votes 
In a  1941 election, the result of 
which was not known for two 
days, it was so close.

This time Johnson was leaving 
his 10th District Congressional job 
because of the Senate race. Hie 
speech-making campaign was vig­
orous from the start of the first 
primary.

Stevenson, who called himself 
"pipe-smoking, calculating Coke” 
did s  handshaking Job in that 
primary. He came out of It lead­
ing the ticket with 39.8S percent 
of the record 1,231 votes cast. 
Johnson had 33.78 percent. Most 
of the rest of the votes In the 
field went to the third ma n ,  
George Peddy, Houston attorney.

Both Stevenson and Johnson 
bid strongly for the Peddy vote 
in the runoff. Unofficial returns 
showed Stevenson leading John­
son In Peddy’» home box on the 

sis of unofficial returns Satur- 
day.

The former governor kept up 
his handshaking In the second 
primary, but he stepped up tye 
speechmaking, too. Both candidates 
hurled charges of "mudslinging.” 
Both said a lot of money was 
being spent In sn effort to defeat 
them.
