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Traill collides with truck hauling 
natural gas condensate today; 
only minor injuries are reported

A truck hauling a reported 8,820 gallons of natural 
gas condensate was hit by an east-bound Santa Fe train 
at a crossing off Hwy. 60 this morning at 9:48.

The accident occurred ap(n-oximately one mile west 
of the Pampa city limits, three-tenths of a mile west of 
the Price Road and Hwy. 60 intersection.

Upon impact, witnesses said, a giant fireball erupted 
and started a grass fire. Several train cars were also set 
ablaze.

The truck, owned by Elleron Oil Co. of Houston, 
was being driven by Ronnie Childress, 31, whose 
address was given by Department of Public Safety offi­
cials as HCR 2 Box 39 in Pampa.

Childress said he walked away from the collision 
with only a singe on his hand. He reported seeing the 
train after it was too late to ^et the trailer out of the way 
and jumped clear of the cab just prior to the collision.

Childress reported shortly after the accident, “I 
didn’t see the train coming and went on across.”

Paramedics with Rural/Metro-AMT Paramedic Ser­
vice attempted to transport Childress to the Coronado 
Hospital as a precautionary measure; however, he 
refused treatment.

Firefighters said a Santa Fe engineer and fireman 
were singed by a flash fire that swept through the 
engine when it hit the natural gas tank. However, the 
two men, who were not idenufied, did not require treat­
ment, officials said.

“We dispatched our Haz-Mat team team members 
who went in to look for victims,” said John Cook of the 
Pampa Fire Department. “We didn’t find any. It was a

textbook operation.”
Cook said the train’s engine was slightly damaged 

by the fire, as were several refrigerated piggy-back 
trailers. He said that while all were slightly damaged, 
they were still operational. None of the refrigeration 
units, which reportedly contained perishable items, 
were rendered inoperational, he said.

Kevin Foxx, an official with Elleron Oil Co. in 
Houston, when contacted by telephone this morning, 
declined to comment on the company or where it trans­
ports in the Panhandle.

Employees of Maple Corp. in Kingsmill confirmed 
that a truck driven by Childress had loaded approxi­
mately 30 minutes before the accident. Marvin Slay- 
maker of Maple Corp. said Elleron purchases the con­
densate from them, but he did not know where the truck 
was bound.

Condensate is a high gravity natural gas by-product 
that serves as a well treating or is refined to make motor 
fuels, officials said.

Because of the intensity of the explosion, officials at 
the scene said it did not appear much, if any, of the con­
densate was allowed to soak into the ground.

Shortly after the explosion, traffic was rerouted 
around the accident site and intersections along Price 
Road were blocked off while invesugators checked the 
scene. After the fire was under control and there was a 
determination that no serious hazard existed, traffic was 
allowed to continue.

DPS tnxipers .said an investigauon into the accident 
is pending.

Pampa Salvation Army volunteers were on the 
scene at late morning providing hot coffee to those 
investigating the scene on this chilly, driz,zly day.

AMARILLO -  Two former directors of the First 
Slate Bank of Miami have agrt'cd to ccxitx'ralc fully in 
the U S. government’s investigation of the bank and if 
requc.sted to give “truthful and complete testimony” m 
any related cases.

The two, E. Hobart “Hobic” Fatherce, 59, a former 
Pampa resident, now of Dallas, and Paul Scott Daugh­
erty, 46, of Miami, pleaded guilty before l!.S. Qisirict 
Judge Mary Lou Robinson in U.S. District Court in 
Amarillo on Tuesday.

Their guilty pleas were in exchange for plea bar­
gains offered by the government.

A prc-sentcncc investigation is expected to take 
alx)ut three w<;eks and then a sentencing date will he set 
before Judge Robinson. Both Fatherce and Daugherty 
each face a maximum 10-ycar sentence, S.5(K),(XX) fine, 
a SKXl mandatoiy a.s.scssment and possible resutution. 
They were both released on personal recognizance on 
Tuesday.

Fatherce pleaded guilty to two counts of an informa­
tion charging him with misapplication of bank funds 
and false entry in bank records.

Daugherty pleaded guilty to two counts of an infor­
mation charging him with mi.sapplication and embez- 
zlcmcnl by bank officer or employee.

Both Fatherce and Daugherty, jvho was vice presi­
dent of the bank and on its board of directors, have 
been aware ol the charges that were pending against 
them before the information was filed on April 24, they 
told the judge. An information is a form of bringing 
charges again.st .someone without taking Uk  case before 
a grand jury. Neither Fatherce nor Daugherty could go 
on trial without an indictment; however, on Tuesday 
they both waived indictments.

The mformation charged Fatheiee with misapplying 
and embezzling money ^ m  the bank, while he .served 
as a director of the bank on April 18, 1985. Fatherce 
authorized and pnxuted a $97,0(X) loan from the bank 
to Vicki Gilbert, his secretary, because he had exceeded 
his legal lending limit at the bank. The information 
charges Fatherce caused all of the loan prcxceds to be 
paid to him without the knowledge of the bank officials.

He also caused Gilbert to sign a security agreement 
and financing statement in connection with the April 
18, 1985, loan, and used the prixeeJs ot that loan to 
pay his own debt at First National Bank m Wheeler, 
according, to a document read in cmiri Tuesday by 
A.ssislant L.S. Attorney Sharon R. Kimball

The other charge to which Fatherce pleaded guilty 
was presenting a deed of trust to the bank to secure a 
$602,154.87 promissory note on Feb. 10, 1^86, 
Fatherce had forged his wife’s signature on the deed of 
tru.sl.

Pan of Falhcrec's and Daugherty’s plea bargains are 
that the U.S. government will not pie.ss further charges 
against them regarding the investigation if they cooper­
ate fully, as they have stud they will.

Other documents read in court which Fatherce 
agreed were correct, but for which he will not be 
charged, state that on Aug. 2, 1985, Fatherce had his 
secretary sign a second rxitc for S30.(XX)

“Again, the prixeeds of that loan were deposited 
directly into Fatherce s account and used to cover an 
outstanding check Fatherce had drawn.” Kimball said.

Fatherce did not tell Gilbert or other bank directors, 
with the exception of Max Ray Faulkner, of his interest 
in the proceeds of the loans. Faulkner was a director 
and president of the bank and Kimball said to the court 
Tuc.sday that he “participated” in the “improper transac­
tions with Fatherce." ) '1 >'

Faulkner has had no charges brought against him, 
Kimball said.

“In addition. Fatherce participated in a scheme in 
which he borrowed over S330,(XX) from the bank at a 
time when he was already beyond his legal limit there,” 
Kimball said in court.

In December of 1985, he also caused his daughter, 
Millie Fatherce to borrow about $334,0(X) from the 
bank and to turn over an cslimaicd $111,000 to him to 
get nd of personal debts and a debt of Red Deer Creek 
Cattle Co. for which he was liable.

He also foigod his daughter's name on a signature of a 
renewal note, Kimball said, and secured the notes with a 
pledge of ccrtificaics of dcpnsils owned by his mother, Laura 
Fatherce. although he had no authority ID make the pledge.

He also forged his daughter’s name on a signature of 

a renewal note, Kimball said, and secured the notes 
with a pledge of certificates deposits owned by his 
mother, Laura Fatheree. although he had no authority to 
make the pledge.

In April 1983, Fatheree signed a $500.000 note to 
the bank on behalf of Two Squared Catde Feeders. His 
business partner, Faulkner, helped him deposit the pro­
ceeds of that loan directly into a personal account of 
Fatheree to honor a $5(X),(XX) insuflicienct funds check 
he had written, Kimball s ^ .  a

In January 1986. Fatheree borrowed $339,192,^ 
according to Kimball, by using a note executed by his 
son-in-law, John Jairett. He had his son-in-law sign the 
note, but the proceeds were immediately transferred to 
Fatheree’s personal account at the bank. He used the 
proceeds to pay a debt of Three-way Cattle Feeders.

Other parts of both Daugherty’s and Fatheree’s plea 
bargain include polygraph examinations if requested, 
that the agreements cannot bind any other fedo^ , state 
or local prosecuting authorities, that there is no agree­
ment regarding sentencing and that matter is left 
“entirely to the discretion of the Couu.”

Also in Fatheree’s plea bargain agreement is a state­
ment that the United States does not intend to bring fed­
eral charges against Fatheree’s wife, Ann S. Fatheree, 
or his children, Millie Fatheree, Timothy H. Fatheree 
and Matthew Fatheree, or his son-in-law. John Jarreu.

Daugherty pleaded guilty to misapplying a $787.41 
check from the bank drawn on the bank’s expense 
account for his personal expenses on May 29,1987. He 
also pleaded guilty to placing a $7,378.18 deposit into 
his personal account at the bank on Jan. 21, 1987, for 
his use, representing the money was for payment of 
director’s fees.

However, the government said he knew the funds 
were from commissions from credit life insurance com­
panies that were bank property and not payable to 
Daugherty.

Kimball said that the $7,378.18 is only the credit 
life insurance commissions for 1987, and told the court 
that between 1980 and 1986, Daugherty misapplied an 
additional $32,884.72 in credit life insurance commis­
sions that bclonge4 to the bank. However, charges were

not filed on him for those allegations.
The U.S. attorney also said that while E>augherty 

was an officer and director of the bank, he borrowed 
more than $200,000 from the bank through an entity, 
B&D Logging and Leasing, that he and Ken Brittain 
owned. Kimball said the two misrepresented the pur­
pose of the loans, the ownership and value of oil and 
gas working interests that were supposed to be pur­
chased with loan proceeds, and the value of their indi­
vidual assets and the extent of their liabilities on finan­
cial statements given to the bank.

No charges have been filed against Brittain.
The loss to the bank from the loans to B&D Log­

ging is estimated at more than $170,000, Kimball said.
“Daugherty is also responsible for considerable loss­

es in connection with loans to another company of Brit­
tain’s, Sub Sea Formation Evaluation,” Kimball said.

An estimated $3S8,0(X) was loaned to Sub Sea from 
June 1981 to Sq)tember 1984, Kimball said, because 
Daugherty concealed from other directors that Sub 
Sea’s financial statements showed a decline in the com­
pany’s net worth from $114,(XX) to a negative net worth 
of $300.000.

He allegedly allowed Brittain to divert “substantial” 
sums of money from the accounts receivable for the 
personal benefit of the two.

In 1982 Daugherty caused more than $130,000 of 
the money borrowed by Sub Sea to be paid to B&D 
Logging and Leasing.

At least two times in October 1983 and June 1984 
D augherty renew ed Sub Sea’s existing debt and 
advanced new funds and knowingly misrepresented the 
financial condition of the company to the other direc­
tors, Kimball said.

In December 1984, he again renewed Sub Sea’s 
principal loan balance, not telling the other directors of 
the unfavbrable financial information on the company. 
He also capitalized the accrued interest without autho­
rization, and did not record the interest renewal on the 
bank’s books, according to documents filed Tuesday.

In April 1986 when bank examiners arrived to 
examine the bank, Daugherty had more than $18,000 in 
overdrafts on Sub Sea’s account he had been holding 
for many months. He converted the overdrafts to a note 
from Sub Sea, which he immediately had written off in 
an attempt to conceal his misdeeds from the examiners, 
according to Kimball.

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Court gives state reprieve to come up with school finance plan

AUSTIN (AP) -  Texas lawmakers return today for 
their third try at reforming the public education fiiunce 
system, after a state judge gave them another month to 
devise a plan to send more money to poor schools.

But if the Legislature and Gov. Bill Clements can’t 
enact a reform plan this time, State District Judge Scott 
McCown said Tiiesday, one >vill be develc^)ed for them 
by a special master.

By extending the Ibxas Supreme Gout’s Tiiesday dead­
line Cw school finance reform to line 1, McCown allowed a 
$500 million state aid payment to be made in May and 
ensured schools stay open through this school year.

“The judge has acted responsibly and has taken into 
account the fact that the Legislature is working in good 
faith to resolve this critical issue of education reform.” 
said Clements. The governor has been deadlocked with 
lawmakers over his no-new-taxes pledge in the reform 
effort

McCown told Attorney General Jim Mattox, who 
defended the state, there will be no further deadline 
extensions. The. Supreme Court ruled 9-0 last vear in 
favor of property-poor school districts that challenged

the currem $13.5 billion a year system as unfair.
“The present scheme of public school finance is a 

great wrong ... The poor have waited for to6 long,” 
hteCown said.

State Education Commissioner William Kirby said 
the ruling means school doors won’t close.

“ It makes it absolutely clear that we can finish the 
school year. It also gives the Legislature and the gover­
nor one last opportunity to get together and to come 
(up) with a plan.” Kirby said.

However, Kirby sakl he feared that another legisla­
tive failure would l e ^  to a court-written “ Robin 
Hood” plan to take money from wealthy districts and 
give it to poor schools.

“ 1 don’t think the cotut has the ability to put addi­
tional revenue into the system,” Kirby said. “There’s 
no question that we’re looking at Robin Hood -  you’re 
really talking about taking from the rich, giving to the 
poor.”

Lawmakers and Clements failed in their second try 
to overhaul the current finance system.

When the Legislature’s second, 30-day special ses­
sion on education ended Tuesday, Clements immediate­
ly called another session to convene at 2 p.m. today.

The Democratic-controlled Legislature approved a 
$555 million reform plan in the second session. To pay

for it. they proposed $114 million’ in budget cuts and 
raising the state sales tax from 6 cents to 6 1/2 cents on 
the dollar.

But Clements, a Republican, Tuesday vetoed the tax 
increase. He said money should be taken from other 
state programs to fund school finance reform.

Since the state failed to enact a new school finance 
system. McCown could have stopped slate payments to 
schools on Tuesday.

Instead, he set the new reform deadline.
McCown also issued a complex series of instruc­

tions -  in case Clements and lawmakers fail for a third 
time to act -  that would guarantee that a new system of 
school finance is operating by Sept. 1.

Those instructions included;
• Appoiiiuiienl by the judge of a special master who 

will begin work this month on a finance plan of his 
own.

• A requirement that the judge OK any state spend­
ing for schools after June 1 if no reform plan has been 
approved by Clements and the Legislature.

• A June 25 judicial review of either the state’s plan
or the special master’s plan. '

After McCown’s ruling, Clements said he was more 
confident than ever that budget cuts -  not a tax increase 
-  will be used to pay for the final plan written by law-

AUSTTN (AP) -  The University 
of Texas has responded to campus 
racial tensions by suspending two 
fraternities involved in racist acts 
last month, but a coalition of minor­
ity groups say the punishment is not 
enough.

Delta Tau Delta and Phi Gamma 
Della were suspended for one year 
and required to undeigo “multicul­
tural training” through the 1994-95 
school year. UT-Austin Dean of Stu­
dents Sharon Justice announced 
Tuesday.

The penalties were assessed after 
an investigation into racial incidents 
associated with this year’s “Round- 
Up," an annual fraternity-sorority 
celebration, the university said.

Racial slurs were found painted 
on a car at the Delta Tau Delta fra­
ternity house after the “ Round-Up” 
parade April 6, and racial carica­
tures were found on T-shirts at the 
Phi Gamma Delta house April 7.

“ I have tried to design the penal­
ty so that it is appropriate for the 
offenses that were committed in 
these cases,” Ms. Justice said. “ I 
certainly believe punishment is jus­
tified. but 1 do not want my decision 
merely to be punitive, but also to be 
educational.”

A coalition of hundreds of stu­
dents who have protested the inci­
dents in recent weeks said the pun­
ishment does not go far enough.

As many as 300 black, Hispanic, 
homosexual, graduate students and 
others rallied Tuesday in a march on 
the state Capitol planned before the 
punishment was announced.

The students have said they are 
taking advantage of outrage fed by 
the racist acts to convince the uni­
versity it must diversify its curricu­
lum, faculty and student body, a

move black students have urged for 
several years.

UT student Jennifer Bowles said 
the school should not stop with pun­
ishm ent for the fraternities, but 
should revitalize the curriculum, “ to 
stop the hatred, the fear, and the vio­
lence on this campus.”

“ Do we believe that racial 
harassme_nt and lesbian and gay 
bashing occurs only during Round- 
Up? It happens every day on this 
cam pus,” she said. “ L et’s stop 
reacting to the symptoms only, and 
start actively dealing with the prob­
lem through education.”

Suspension of the fratemiues as 
campus organizations means they 
will not be allowed to reserve uni­
versity facilities; partKipate m intra­
mural sports; raise funds on the 
campus; sponsor or take part in any 
cam pus perform ances or other 
events; publicly assem ble or 
demonstrate; install a booth or post 
signs on the campus, l

Justice said she would reinstate 
the fraternities if they complete the 
educational and service activities by 
April 30, 1991. But the fraternities 
would remain on probation for 
another year.

The 1,200*hours of community 
service to be performed during the 
next 12 months must “ emphasize 
exposure to the needs and accom­
plishments of African-Americans in 
Austin,” she said. Each fraternity 
member must perform at lea.st five 
hours of the community service.

Each member and pledge must 
participate in 20 hours of “approved 
multicultural training” during the 
next 12 months, although Justice 
did not specify exactly what that 
en ta ils . A com m ittee will be 
appointed to oversee the training.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  A for­
mer federal housing official, who 
admits taking bnbes, plans to testify 
that a housing grant was approved 
at the request of the office of then- 
Vice President George Bush, con­
gressional investigators say.

DuBois L. Gilliam, an impris­
oned former deputy assistant secre­
tary of the Department of Housing 
and Urban D evelopm ent, was 
resuming testimony today about 
scandals at HUD -  an agency he 
described on Monday as the 
“domestic pdiucal machine” of the 
Reagan presidency.

Gilliam, who is serving an 18- 
month federal prison sentence, was 
testifying under a court grant of 
immunity from further prosecution.

Rep. Tom Lantos, D -Calif., 
chairman of the House panel inves­
tigating HUD, said Gilliam planned 
to describe a request from an as-yet 
unnamed person in the vice presi­
dent’s office for approval of a HUD 
grant for a project

“ We will hear testimony from 
Mr. Gilliam about special projects -  
how a particular project was funded 
at the request of ‘someone’ in the 
office of the vice president, in order 
to get a Hispanic leader to accompa­
ny the then-vice president on a plane

trip to Puerto Rico,” Lantos said.
___ Lantos would not elaborate.
Gilliam, who spent part of the day 
Tuesday meeting with congressional 
staff investigators, confirmed he was 
prepared to testify about such a mat­
ter but declined to discuss it further.

Congressional investigators said 
the project was not in Puerto Rico, 
but that the request appeared to be 
rooted in a political desire to have 
the Hispanic leader accompany 
Bash to Puerto Rico.

Once a trusted assistant to for­
mer HUD Secretary Samuel R. 
Pierce Jr., Gilliam painted a picture 
of rampant political abuse at the 
agency during his initial appearance 
before the House Governmental 
O perations subcom m ittee on 
em ^ym ent and housing.

hTs second round of testimony 
involved so-called HUD “special pro­
ject” grants, which were made from 
the secretary’s discretionary fund.

The program was established to 
provide aid in cases of natural disas­
ters and other unexpected needs, 
without a competitive application 
process. Subcommittee staff director 
Stuart Weisberg said before today’s 
hearing that although the money 
was administered at the secretary’s 
discretion, political use of the fund 
would constitute an abuse.

“ Diicretion docs not mean polit­
ical,” Weisberg said. “There was no

intent (by Congress) that it be treat­
ed like a political action committee 
... to reward political friends.”

On Monday, Gilliam disputed 
Pierce's assertion before the panel 
la.st year and in a subsequent maga­
zine interview that he didn’t decide 
who got federal grants and was a 
hands-off administrator.

And just how special 
is Gorbachev, really?

FYcsidcnt Bush is treading dangerously close to personalizing 
foreign policy -  pinning American hopes on the fate of Soviet lead­
er Mikhail Gorbachev. Our interests would be better served if our 
president recognized that deeper, more enduring values and interests 
are at stake.

Gorbachev has put the president in a bind with his harsh policy 
toward the reaffirmation of independence by Lithuania. F*resident 
Bush has bent over backward to praise the Soviet leader, letting 
anonymous spokesmen leak the hope to the press that this is the 
best, maybe the only, way to prevent violence.

In Toronto, Bush claimed that Gorbachev “has a record of 
encouraging and acquiescing in peaceful evolution and democratic 
change in Eastern Europe. He has demonstrated that he is commit­
ted to peaceful change and the evolution of democracy.”

His actions toward Lithuania have demonstrated, if anything, the 
opposite.

In speaking to Baltic-Amencan activists last month. President 
Bush urged them, according to one (anonymous, of course) U.S. 
official, to “remember what’s at risk here. Poland has a relationship 
at risk, Czechoslovakia and Hungary have relationships at risk.
They have progress at risk that came about because of actions or 
acquiescence of Gorbachev. Estonia and Latvia have their future at 
risk because they want independence as well. Does anybody here 
think you would have these opportunities today if it wasn’t for Gor­
bachev? There are enormous risks of losing Gorbachev for the 
countries involved, Lithuania among them.”

True, President Gorbachev has been a different sort of Soviet 
leader and has consciously loosed many reform efforts. But to 
attribute recent dramatic changes to Gorbachev alone is short-sight­
ed. Gorbachev has been different, in part, because he assumed 
power at a moment in history when the failures of communism as a 
system have become so obvious, and the people of the Soviet Union 
so restive, that denial was impossible and safety valves essential.

Gorbachev means r\ot to preside over the disintegration of com­
munism, but try to save it. Whether he will be more successful than 
Winston Churchill, who said he didn’t care to preside over the twi­
light of the British Empire but did so anyway, is hnbther question.

 ̂It is possible -  and prudent -  to interpret President Gorbachev’s 
actions not as a result of conversion to the forces of democracy and 
light, but as a scramble to save what is really strategic and let go 
what has become of limited-value, long-term communist interests, 
e.g.. Eastern Europe. We should also note that Gorbachev is less 
popular at all levels of Soviet society than he is at the top levels of 
the American administration.

The long-term interest of the United States' is precisely the disin­
tegration of communism, whether through Gorbachev or other 
means. Many steps short of hostility are possible - from canceling 
the upcoming summit, to canceling a trade agreement that would 
grant Most Favored Nation trade status (meaning eligibility for sub­
sidies and grants) to the Soviet Union, to announcing that U.S. oil 
and gas companies will meet no U.S. government opposition if they 
want to trade with independent Lithuania.

If the “special relationship” between President Bush and Gor­
bachev would be imperiled by such mild rebukes, then it was never 
that special in the first place.

The two fàces of the Democrats
. Martin Dooley, the fictional Irish barkeep, 
hummed up the problems of the DemcKratic Party 
almost a century ago.

And so it is today. March’s “New Orleans Dec­
laration” revealingly, pathetically, ludicrously made 
clear the internal conflicts that have reduced the 
party, as a presidential party, to something close to 
imbecility.

The declaration emerged from the Democratic 
Leadership Council, a body led by such respected 
figures as Sens. Sam Nunn and Chuck Robb and 
Reps. Bill Gray and Dick Gephardt. These are 
power hitters, united by a desire to field a winning 
team. They earnestly want the nation to know 
“Where We Stand.”

And where do they profess to stand? Let us 
consider the professions and recall the record.

“We believe the promise of America is equal 
opportunity, not equal outcomes.” But in the field 
of civil rights, this is not the Democratic position at 
all. It is the Democratic Party that has fostered the 
whole concept of “disparate impact,” by which 
“discrimination” may be statistically proved.

■“We believe the Democratic Party’s fundamen­
tal mission is to expand opportunity, not govern­
ment.” Yet the social and welfare programs fos­
tered by Democrats have enormously expanded not 
only the federal bureaucracy, but have slopped over 
into state and local governments as well.

“We believe in the politics of inclusion.” This 
profession will be of particular interest to non­
union workers, who have no rights the Democrats 
deem worthy of respect. By their lapdog licking of 
union labor, the Democrats historically have

excluded working men and women who resist the 
tyrannies of a union shop. Democrats are now 
fighting election reforms that would protect non­
union workers from political outlays they oppose.

“We believe the right way to rebuild America’s 
economic security is to invest in the skills and 
ingenuity of our people, and to expand trade, not 
restrict it.” Ah, sirs, but at the top of the declara­
tion’s list of sponsors is the gentleman from Mis­
souri, Mr. Gephardt, who speaks at practically 
interminable length in support of protectionism. He 
represents a large segment of the party that believes 
in restricting trade -  though of course his col­
leagues do not put it in precisely those words.

“We believe that all claims on government are 
not equal. Our leaders must reject demands that are 
less worthy, and hold to clear priorities.” Perhaps 
the signatories meant to say that not all claims on 
government are equal, but let the syntactical objec­
tion go. The demonstrable fact is that over and 
over, leading Democrats have padded appropria­
tions bills with special favors, parochial largesse 
and pork barrel projects. (The Republicans have 
done the same thing, but today’s topic is the
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hypocrisy of Democrats.)
“We believe a progressive tax system is (he 

only fair way to pay for government.” Very well, 
but the brightest star in Democratic heavens is the 
Social Security system, which relies upon a regres­
sive tax that hits with greatest impact upon low- 
income and middle-income families.

“We believe the purpose of social welfare is to 
bring the poor into the nation^s economic main­
stream, not maintain them in dependence.” What a 
noble theory! And what a melancholy reality. Under 
Eiemocratic welfare programs, thousands of fapii- 
lies are now in their fourth generation of depen­
dence upon the dole. Dennocratic policies do pitifpl- 
ly little to impel people to get off the welfare rolli;

“We believe in the protection of civil rights and 
the broad movement of minorities into Ameried’s 
economic and cultural mainstream, not racial, gm- 
der or ethnic separation.” This is hokum. The 
Democrats’ greatest appeal to minorities lies in ihe 
party’s warm embrace of “affirmative action,” 
which depends absolutely upon racial, gender and 
ethnic separation. ;

So it goes. The declaration affirms a belief in a 
“strong and capable defense,” but key Democrats 
in Congress are drooling for a peace dividend to be 
carved out of the budget for arms. The framers o f 
this document believe in “the moral and cultural 
values that most Americans share,” but many of 
their colleagues are whooping it up for supposed 
“artists” who claim a right to be offensive at public 
expense.

Nice try, ladies and gentlemen, but the record of 
Democratic policies speaks so loudly it is hard to 
hear what these leaders say.

Is R eagan righlly guilly o f conspiracy?

I thought about Ronald Reagan 
and the convicted John M. Poindexter 
when Keith Harris walked into my 
newspaper office in Philadelphia a 
few days ago.

Harris was wanted by the police 
for conspiracy to commit murder. He 
is the 62nd criminal suspect to have 
surrendered tome in the last 13 years.

Harris did not commit the actual 
murder, however, and he strenuously 
protested his innocence during an 
interview in my office -  and later to 
the detectives who picked him up.

Walter Matthews, who later surren­
dered to me for that murder, also told 
me that Harris had nothing to do with 
it. But when Harris walked into the 
house with MattlKws, and was present 
at the time of the murder, Harris 
became pan of a possible conspiracy.

If Harris is guilty of a conspiracy 
to commit a criminal act, however, 
then so is Ronald Reagan.

To date, there is no “ smoking 
gun” that links Reagan to his three

convicted top aides as closely as 
Richard Nixon was implicated in the 
Watergate conspiracy.

But the wisps of smoke that keep 
circling Reagan's head are not from 
any peace pipe. If it looks like a gun, 
sounds like a gun and smokes like a 
gun, chances arc it’s a gun.

After Poindexter’s conviction on 
five criminal counts, federal prosecu­
tor, Dan K. Webb, said, “There’s no 
question that Admiral Poindexter has 
been found guilty of a fairly 
widespread conspiracy involving a sig­
nificant number of people and involv­
ing a fairly extended period of time.”

A ccording to the prosecution, 
Poindexter destroyed a document that 
Reagan had signed, authorizing the 
shipm ent of U.S. arms to Iran in 
exchange for American hostages. 
Moreover, Reagan had been briefed 
in detail on the shipment before it 
happened.

Reagan administration aides were 
divided on how much the Reagan 
document implicated him. But several 
Reagan aides contended that ^he

November 1985 shipment of Ameri­
can Hawk missiles to Iran violated 
U.S. laws. If that legal opinion held 
up, then Ronald unequivocally violat­
ed a federal law.

Even if he didn’t directly autho­
rize any of the actions, it’s hard to 
believe he was unaware of what was 
going on. How do national security 
advisers to the president, Poindexter 
and Robert C. MacFarlane, and a 
ranking National Security Council 
staff member, Lt. Col. O liver L. 
North, all get convicted of crimes 
while working closely with President 
Reagan w ithout him having any 
knowledge of their acts?

Like the biblical guides which 
“strain at a grant and swallow a camel,” 
Reagan’s denial of involvement in the 
Iran-Gontra illegality stretches credulity 
to Ihe breaking point.

Even assuming that Reagan knew 
as little as he claims, a legal case for 
conspiracy can be made against him. 
According lO the law governing con­
spiracy, it would be the easiest thing 
in the world.

To commit a con.spiracy, “it is not 
not necessary that each conspirator 
should know all of the details of the 
project or that agreem ent should 
require each con.spirator to participate 
in carrying out of every such detail.

“It is sufficient that there shopld 
be a common understanding of the 
end to be achieved ...”

A federal prosecutor could com­
fortably argue that a “common under­
standing” existed between R eag ^ , 
Poindexter, MacFarlane and North*-;

solid Republican opposition and a few Democratic 
defections.

But a former opponent. Sen. Charles Robb, D-Va., 
told Sasser on Ttiesday that he would support ¿le $43 
billion package, a congressional source said. Robb 
would be Sasser’s 12th vote on the 23-member commit­
tee.

Sasser denied he had nailed down enough support to 
win, but he conceded that he was close. “Close but no 
cigar,’’ he said. “ But we can smell the aroma of that 
cigar,’’

The plan would set defense spending at $294 billion 
in the fiscal year that begins Oct. 1. That is $9.8 billion 
less than the figure Bush has proposed and about $2 bil­
lion below this year’s spending.

It also calls for $13.9 billion in new tax revenues -  
the san^ amount Bush wants -  and $6.2 billion in new 
user fees and other receipts. The growth of benefit pro­
grams such as Medicare would be slowed by $5.6 bil-

Uon, while other domestic and foreign aid efforts would 
be cut by $3.5 billion.

With all 174 voting Republicans opposing the pack­
age, the House adopted its own $1.24 trillion spending 
plan on a 218-208 vote. *■

The plan’s key contrast with Bush’s proposal was its 
defense figure: $295.5 billion, $8.3 billion less than the 
president It also spent more for social programs than 
the president requested.

'Republicans accused Democrats of forcing through 
a plan that excessively weakens American military 
power.

‘̂All you have to do is say, ‘I’m really mad about 
Lithuania and I’ll prove it. I’m going to gut the Navy,’ 
’’ said Rep. Newt Gingrich of Georgia, the No. 2 House

But Democrats said their proposal merely acknowl­
edged the obvious; the Cold War has eased and it is 
time for the government to focus on domestic issues. ,

“ The key problem s we face as a nation are 
addressed in this budget,” said House Speaker Thomas 
S. Foley, D-Wash.

After the vote. Democratic leaders said they viewed 
their budget as a strong bargaining position for future 
talks with the Senate and the administration.

Foley, House Budget Committee Chairman Leon 
Panelta. D-Calif., and others conceded that negotiations 
with the administration will be needed for the budget’s pri­
orities to be translated into future spending and tax laws. 
The budget merely maps the government’s fiscal plans.

The House-passed package claims to slice $36 bil­
lion off the deficit, relying on defense cuts, $13.9 bil­
lion in new taxes and other savings.

Meanwhile, Defense Secretary Dick Cheney ordered 
-a review of 207 military projects for possible cancella­
tion. He complained that some members of Congress 
“ want to cut the defense budget even as they plead to 
save the projects m their own states and districts.’’

Himgarían Parliament begins democratic era

BUDAPEST, Hungary’(AP) -  The country’s 
first truly democratic, multiparty legislature in 42 
years convened today in the stately Parliament 
building.

In a gesture symbolic of Hungary’s ffansition 
from Communism to democracy, 384 deputies 
chosen in free elections in March and April filed 
into a chamber newly stripped of the coat of arms 
of the old “People’s Republic.’’

The insignia of the old Commuftist republic, 
renamed simply the “ Republic of Hungary’’ in 
October, was removed just last week.

The most important task facing the new legis­
lature at its first, largely ceremonial two-day ses­
sion is that of choosing a new house speaker, 
who also will serve as interim president.

He will replace Matyas Szueroes, a member 
of the Socialist Party created from the ashes of 
the long-ruling Communist Party that dissolved 
itself last year. It remains to be decided whether 
the president will eventually be chosen by the 
people through direct election.

The deputies also bid formal farewell to the 
caretaker government of Socialist Miklos Nemeth.

Unlike other Eastern European countries 
where Communist regimes were swiftly and dra­
matically toppled last year, Hungary has moved 
gradually toward democracy since 1988 with 
reform-minded Communists leading the way.

But that did not prevent voters, Who associat­
ed the Socialists with past excesses and repres­
sion, from sweeping the renamed offspring of the 
long-ruling party from power. The Socialists won 
just 33 seats in Parliament.

Hungary’s politics are now dominated by the 
center-right Hungarian Demixratic Forum, which 
won 164 seats and has strong nationalist tendencies.

The liberal League of Free Democrats, found­
ed by former dissidents, is the second-largest 
party with 94 seats.

The Forum wants to try to form a majority 
coalition with the like-minded agrarian-b^ed 
Independent Smallholders, who have 44 deputies, 
and the Christian DcmcK'rats, who have 21.

Although the Democratic Forum and the rival 
Free Democrats refused to govern together, the 
state news agency MTl reported Tuesday that 
they have agreed on who should replace 
Szueroes as house spieaker and interim president.

MTl said the twot»arties agreed to riominaie Free 
Democrat Arpad Goenez, a 68-year-old writer jailed

for six years after the 1956 anti-Stalinist revolt 
Historian Gyoergy Szabad, 66, a founding 

member of the Forum, was nominated as Goenez’ 
deputy and would thus act as house speaker.

The agreem ent apparently  came about 
because Forum leader Joszef Antall, who is 
expected to succeed Nemeth as premier, will lack 
the two-thirds majority required for constitution­
al and other major changes even if he succeeds in 
forming a center-right coalition.

In this spirit of patriotic conciliation, today’s 
proceedings were intended to link Hungary’s demo­
cratic present with spells of freedom in the past 

Otto von Habsburg, the former crown prince 
of Hungary and a member of the European Par­
liament, was ar\ invited guest.

First speakers were to include Bela Varga, 88, 
who was .speaker of the last freely elected parlia­
ment before the Communists consolidated power 
in 1948. Varga returned to Hungary this week 
from New York, where he lives, for the first time 
after 43 years in exile.

Parliament was also to hear a poem on the 
responsibilities of a freely elected legislature that 
was penned by Sandor Pcioefi, the firebrand poet 
of the abortive 1848 revolution against Austrian 
Habsburg rule.

L ith u a n ia  b e g in s  fo o d  r a t io n in g  to  c o p e  w ith  b lo c k a d e

SHERIDAN, Ark. (AP) -  Par­
ents and teen-agers cried and held 
hands and counselors were placed 
on 24-hour call as a shocked com­
munity attempted to recover from 
the suicides of three high school 
students in two days.

Counselors were assigned to 
every classroom at Sheridan High 
School today after a 17-year-old 
was found dead of a gunshot wound 
Tuesday.

On Monday, two of his class­
mates shot themselves to death. 
One of them killed himself in front 
of a history class after professing 
his love for a girl..

Scott Stamper, 16, said the latest 
suicide shook up most students. 
“People who didn’t even know him 
were crying. It was quiet I walked 
in school today and saw zombies,’’ 
he said.

“ It’s going to be a tough day. 1 
can’t tell you how luugh it’s been,’’ 
school Superintendent David 
Robinson said.

The body of the latest victim, 
Jerry Paul McCool, a 17-year-old 
sophonvorc, was discovered in his 
home by his father. Saline County 
Coroner Sam Ballard ruled the 
death a'suicide.

Hours later, parents and students 
packed the school’s l,(XX)-seat audi­
torium to discuss the suicides. 
Sonte held hands. Some cried.

Robinson said school would go 
on because routine is important 
“ when things begin to crumble. 
They need something to hang on 
to.”

In addition to calling in coun­
selors, school officials also handed 
out a list of phone numbers for 
nearly three dozen counselors and 
faculty members on call around the 
clock.

“Ou'' community and our sch(X)l 
is just in the middle of a tremen­
dous tragedy that we’re all trying to 
deal with and get a handle on and 
improve,” Robinson said.

McCool’s death was the fourth 
suicide in little more than a month 
by high school students in the com­
munity of about 3,000, about 25
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miles south of Little Rock. A 17- 
year-old killed himself March 28, 
authorities said.

“ It’s just too much for a town 
like this. This is something you hear 
about in a big c ity ,"  said Ethel 
Sanders, a piolice clerk.

Police said the two students who 
died Monday had at least one cla.ss 
together and had been friends for 
years. Thomas Smith, 17, shot him­
self after declaring his love for a 
girl. Thomas M. Chidester, 19, was 
killed by a shot to the head late 
Monday.

Lt. Lcnard Lewis said McCool 
knew the other boys but was not in 
any of their classes. He had spoken 
with his father about the boys’ sui­
cides.

“ His Dad said he said some­
thing like, ‘How could somebody 
do that? Why would they do it?’ ” 
Lewis said.

McCool had stayed home from 
school Tuesday, complaining of 
pain from a hernia operation two 
weeks ago, Lewis said. The buy 
was at school Monday when Smith 
killed him self but wasn’t in the 
classroom  where the shooting 
occurred.

Sheriff Cary Clark said the 
deaths of C hidester and Smith 
appeared connected. Both teen­
agers participated in the school’s 
junior Reserve O fficers Trainer 
Corps and were cla.ssmates for sev­
eral years.

MOSCOW (AP) -  Lithuania 
began rationing food today in efforts 
to cope with a crippling Kremlin 
blockade, and its prime minister 
said the newly seated reformist city 
councils of Moscow and Leningrad 
have promised to help.

But p ro -M o sco w  C om m u­
n is ts  a lso  m ade th e m s e lv e s  
heard  T uesday  in L ith u a n ia , 
protesting secessionist moves.

L ithuan ia’s parliam entary 
spokeswoman, Rjta Radzevicius, 
said by telephone interview from the 
republic’s capital of Vilnius that dis­
tribution of f̂ ood rationing coupons 
was beginning today.

Rationing on certain foodstuffs 
went into effect Tuesday but the 
coupons themselves were not dis­
tributed until today because of the

May Day holiday, said Daina Kalen- 
dra, another spokeswom an for 
Lithuania’s parliament.

She said that for the months of 
May and June, each person is limit­
ed to the following: sugar, 4.4 
pounds; m acaroni, 2.2 pounds; 
grains, 4.4 pounds; salt, 2.2 pounds; 
flour, 4.4 pounds; grease or mar­
garine, about a half-pound.

The Kremlin halted shipments of 
oil, natural,gas and other raw mate­
rials to Lithuania two weeks ago 
after the repub lic’s Parliam ent 
refused to rescind"sbme of the laŵ s 
it enacted to bolster its March 11 
independence declaration.

While unofficial May Day 
demonstrators in the Kremlin’s Red 
Square were shouting “Freedom for 
Lithuania” Tuesday, about 4,000 
members of the pro-Moscow faction 
of the Baltic republic’s Communist 
Party rallied on Lenin Square in Vil­

nius and unfurled banners that read 
“ Workers Say No to L ithuania’s 
Secession from the U.S.S.R.”

Vilnius Radio said the May Day 
rally lasted about 20 minutes and 
was neither “ noisy nor disorderly.” 

L ithuania’s Communist Party 
has split into two factions -  a pro­
independence party and a smaller, 
pro-.Moscow parly.

Lithuanian Prime Minister Kaz- 
imiera Prunskiene, visiting Toronto to 
try to establish closer trade ties, said 
new reformist city governments in 
Leningrad and Moscow have offered to 
help ease the ptcs.sure of the embargo.

“ Not only do they support our 
independence initiatives but they 
also want to cooperate with us in 
practical terms because they receive 
many of their food supplies from 
us,” she said through an interpreter.

She did not say what practical 
help was offered, but the Baltic

republic ol .VS million people sent a 
delegation to Ixmingrad last week to 
talk with local officials about a 
direct exchange of gixxls either for 
hard currency or barter.

Mrs. Prunskiene is to meet 
Thursday with President Bush at the 
White House.

In neighboring Latvia on Tue.sday, 
the leader of Latvia’s pro-Moscow Com­
munist Pany, Allied Rubiks, told a Max 
Day rally that tJie party was alarmed at 
recent calls for secession from the Soviet 
Union. Riga Radio reported.

On Monday, the Latvian C iti­
zens’ Congress -  a shadow Parlia­
ment represeniing 700,000 of 
L atv ia’s 2.7 m illion people -  
dem anded the Baltic republic 
declare independence.

On Thursday and Friday, 
Latvia’s official Parliam ent will 
consider emulating LiihuL.nia’s dec- 
laratioaof independence.

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Making tamales more than a Christmas tradition

When Cone's arrived in Mexico 
in 1519, he found native people 
who ate tamales to celebrate special 
occasions. Four hundred seventy 
years later the tradition lives on 
among families with toots in Mexi­
co. During the Christmas holidays, 
many of these families gather in 
their kitchens to spread masa on 
com husks, which are folded like 
carefully wrapped gifts.

Not only Hispanics, but Texans 
of many ethnic backgrounds identi­
fy tamales with Christmas festivi­
ties. Hungry guests snap them up at 
office parties and holidays buffets. 
Truth is, they are good any time.

Eating store-bought tamales may 
taste good, but it’s not the same as 
making them,” says Nell Veeder, a 
University of Texas graduate stu­
dent specializing in culinary anthro­
pology. “Stuffing something inside 
of something else is a common way 
of cooking food all over the world,” 
Veeder went on to say.„“Human 
beings seem to delight in it.”

The traditional tamale filling is 
cabcza de puero, ground meat from 
hogs’ head that have been boiled 
and deboned. Meatier cuts of pork, 
beef, poultry and game are also 
u"sed, as are beans, cheese and 
chiles and, occasionally, a sweet 
filling of nuts, sugar and spices.

To make masa. solid shortening 
is necessary to bind the commdil, 
meat stock to make it soft and pli- < 
able. “Lard is the typical shortening 
used in tam ales,” said Carol 
Guthrie, Texas Department of Agri­
culture home economist.

“It adds flavor to the dough, but 
it’s saturated animal fat, which is 
the kind to avoid if you’re con­
cerned about clogged arteries and 
high cholesterol. You have to use fat 
in tamales, but it doesn’t have to be 
animal fa t”

The Aztecs whom Corte's met, 
in fact, probably added less fat to 
their tamales than is used today. 
Their meat was mostly wild game, 
which contains little fat in compari­
son to domestic meat.

Guthrie recommends any good 
polyun.saturated margarine as a lard 
subistitiute. “Margarine doe.sn’t have 
the smooth consistency o f lard, 
which makes the masa more diffi­
cult to spread. But with a little extra 
effort it works fine.”

Tamales ordinary take 45 to 60 
minutes to steam. Use a large, deep 
pot or Dutch oven or a roasting pan 
with a rack. The lid must be tight- 
fitting to prevent steam from escap­
ing. When the masa turns firm and 
translucent, pulling away easily 
from the husk, the tamales are done.

Tamales can be reheated in the 
steamer or in a covered dish in the 
oven or microwave.

Flavors blend well in warm pasta salad

Warm salads are winning fans 
because they’re satisfying and ready 
quickly without chilling. They taste 
terrific, too, because most flavors 
blend better and are more p ro ­
nounced at warm temperatures.

Cover any leftover warm salad 
and chill. To reheat, place 3 to 4 
cups of the salad in a microwave- 
safe bowl. Cook, covered, on 1(X) 
percent power (high) for' 1 to 11/2 
m inutes or until warm, stirring 
once.

Discard garlic and reserve 
stock.

Chop meat finely, discarding fat 
and bones. Combine chopped meat 
with remaining salt and chili pow­
der to taste. Stir 2 to 3 cups stock 
into meat to moisten thoroughly. 
Heat mixture, simmering 30 min­
utes until thick enough to spread.

Masa: Cream lard or margarine

each husk with about 2 tablespoons 
masa. Make a 4x3 inch rectangle 
placed completely to one side, leav­
ing a 1-inch margin on the other 
side. Masa should be 1/8 to 1/4 inch 
thick.

Place .strip of pork filling down 
the center third of masa. Fold the 
side with masa over filling, lapping 
1-inch margin over back of tamale. 
Fold top toward center. Line a 4- 
quart dutch oven with aluminum 
foil and scatter some com husks on 
bottom of pot.

A steamer or any large kettle or 
roasting pan with a rack and tight 
fitting lid can also be used. Tamales 
must stand out of water. If using 
dutch oven or other large ptn, stand 
tam ales in with top fold down.

45 to 60 m inutes, masa will be 
translucent and will loosen easily 
from husk. Serve tamales warm. To 
reheat, resicam tamales or place in 
covered dish in conventional or 
microwave oven until just heated 
through. Steamed tamales can be 
frozen. Cool them first. Then place 
in plastic bag or wrap securely in 
aluminum foil and freeze.

DENVER — A bkxxlshot eye, a 
swollen lip and other assorted cuts 
and bruises weren’t about to damp­
en Terry Cummings’ mood.

“ I t’s worth it to get a w in,”  
Cummings said Tuesday night after 
scoring 28 points, including 10 to 
offset a furious Denver rally in the 
third quarter, leading the San Anto­
nio Spurs into the second round of 
the playoffs.

The Spurs triumphed 131-120, 
sweeping the best-of-5 Western 
Conference series and moving on to 
face the Portland Trail Blazers, who 
swept the Dallas Mavericks with a 
106-92 victory Tuesday night.

“I got poked in the eye and cut 
on the lip,” Cummings siiid. “ If we 
would have lost. I’d be real upset.”

Cummings’ battered body was 
testimony to the physical play of 
Game 3, but the Nuggets needed to 
disii out far more serious damage to 
stop him. Broken bones, perhaps. 
Every time Denver got close, Cum­
mings hit a clutch basket to keep the 
Spurs in charge. He also finished 
with 14 rebounds.

Down 14 points early in the third 
quarter, the cold-shooting Nuggets 
climbed back with an 11-2 run to 
draw w ithin 69-64. Cum m ings, 
however, hit five jumpers over a 
span of 3:11 to help extend the 
Spurs’ lead to 13 points.
' Included in his flurry were four 

points in a 9-0 spurt — W illie 
Anderson had the other live — that 
extended San Antonio’s lead from 
four points to 87-74.

But the Nuggets w ouldn’t go 
quietly.

They drew within five points 
early in the fourth quarter after a 
pair of free throws by Todd Lichti 
and Alex English’s baiseline jumper. 
Staying within striking distance, 
they cut the Spurs’ lead to 121-118

on Fat Lever’s 3-poinier with 1:27 
remaining.

But Cummings then scored on a 
follow and Anderson added a three- 
point play to clinch the victory.

C enter David Robinson, the 
NBA’s rookie o f the year, and 
Anderson had 26 points apiece, with ̂  
Robinson chipping in with 16 
rebounds. It was Cummings, how­
ever, who drew unanimous mention 
as MVP.

“Terry just wouldn’t let us lose 
tonight,” Robinson said. “ He was 
so good with his inside scoring and 
his jump shots.”

“They cut the lead to six and we 
-were in a lot of trouble,’.’ Spurs 
coach Larry Brown said. “ Then 
they cut it to three. But Terry made 
some great shots. He was our main 
man.”

In an obvious reference to the 
balding Cummings, an eight-year 
veteran who is one of the oldest 
players on one o f the NBA’s 
youngest team s. Brown added, 
“ We’ve got some good older guys 
who give us some leadership.” ‘

Besides providing stability , 
Cummings said clutch shooting is 
one of his responsibilities.

“ That’s hi»n basically my role 
on this team all year,” he said. “ It 
was a great feeling. In the first two 
games .(of the series), I was in foul 
trouble and never got in any rhythm. 
The whole season, our young play­
ers have carried us, so it was nice to 
make a major contribution.”

Denver coach Doug Moe said 
the Spurs “ played good for 48 min­
utes and we only played good for 
the second half. We came out soft to 
start the game. They also had a hot 
shooting night. Cummings had .  
great game.”

With the loss, D enver’s ninth 
straight in the playoffs, the Nuggets 
were swept for the second straight 
year and third time in the last four 
years.

It will be placed in a 
splint and probably in a cast.

The length of his absence was yet to be deter­
mined.

“Well, we’re two players down and 10 to go,” 
said coach Rick Adelman. “ 1 really felt good 
before the game. I just hope we’ll have somebody 
playing in the next round.”

Portland won’t have to play again until Satur­
day against the San'Antonio Spurs. The Blazers 
will have the homecourt advantage.

Jerome Kersey scored a career playoff best 29 
points, and Clyde Drexler and Terry Porter each 
had 20 points for the Blazers.

“Our bench came through,” Drexler said. “ We 
kind of expect it out of them now.

Portland had a 17 point lead dwindle to two 
points with 5:57 to play but Drexler, Kersey and 
Porter took control. Drexler had three steals that 
took the emotion out of the Dallas rally.

The devastated Mavericks gave all the credit to ' 
Portland which held Roy Tarpley to six points on 2 
of 12 field goal attempts and 2 of 8 free throws.

“ All those guys put their egos aside,”  said 
guard Derek Harper.“They are unselfish and play 
as a team.”

Tarpley, who missed a third of the season for 
violating his aftercare program and was fined for 
missing practices, blamed a 24-hour virus on his 
bad night. '

“ You know how that (the virus) is,” Tarpley 
said. “ It makes you weak. I even shot airballs on 
layups in the warmup. I was up most of the night. 1 
was trying mentally to gel into it but it just wasn’t 
there.”

It was the first time that the Mavs have been 
swept in a playoff series.

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White House ŝ iys it won't resist resignation of FDIC Chairman

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The While House indicated 
today that it would not resist a resignation by Fcdcnd DefXMit 
Insuiancc Coip. Chainnan L. William Seidinan and hoped to 
install aggressive “new leadenhq}“ at the federal agency.

But White House spokesman Marlin Fitzwaier dis­
puted a published report that President Bush had 
encouraged Seidman to stqr down.

“The president has not asked him to leave or sug­
gested a speciflc departure,’’ Fitzwaier said.

The Washington Post, quoting urmamed administra­
tion sources, said in Tuesday’s editions that Bush want­
ed Seidman to retire.

In a meeting with the top savings-and-loan bailout 
official two weeks ago. Bush reportedly suggested now 
would be a good time fra’ the 69-year old Seidman to 
leave, the new^taper said.

Seidman was appointed by President Reagan in 
1985 and his icmi expires in 1991.

“ Bill Seidinan has talked to the president about his 
tenure and about the problems at the FDIC and facing 
the S&L industry. Bill has indicated publicly that he 
would not like to serve out his entire term, which 
expires in 1991,” Fitzwater said.

“ Bill has indicated he’s not going to stay the whole 
term, and we are interested in getting neyv leadership 
there that would carry on an aggressive program when 
the time comes,” he added.

Fitzwater said-that there had been no diacussioiu yet 
of who might be named to su c ce ^  Seidman. “ I don’t 
think he’s givoi us a dale” on whm he will step down, 
the qiokestnait said. “ He’s said prior to 1991.”

Seidman, in a telephone interview from Michigan, 
declined to comment on the story Tiiesday and «aid he 
had promised not to divulge what he discussed with the 
presidenL However, he noted that in the past he has said 
he planned to leave his post after getting the bailout 
agency off to a good start

A month ago, he announced ambitious plans to sell 
or close 140 S&Ls by the end of June and, Seidman 
said Tuesday. “ That would be a good s ta r t”

An industry source, who spoke to The Associated 
Press on condition o f anonymity, said W hite House

offkials conflrmed that they would not stand in Sei^* i 
nuui’s way if he leaves. ' '  !;

Sports book central to charges 
o f racketeering on cruise ship

BROW NSVILLE (AP) -  An 
allegedly illegal sports betting oper­
ation was central to an undercover 
investigation that led to racketeering 
charges involving the cruise ship 
that brought casino gambling to 
Texas.

Four people were arrested over 
the weekend after federal and state 
investigators searched the Port 
Isabel-docked ship Le Mistral II, the 
offices of Islander Cruises Ltd., and 
offices of OM C onsultan ts, a 
Miami-based firm managing the 
ship’s entertainment and casino.

The ship operates on the premise 
that gambling is legal when it reach­
es international waters.

According to an FBI complaint. 
Texas Department of Public Safety 
undercover investigators over the 
past four months placed bets on 
sporting events while the ship was 
still docked at Port Isabel.

They allegedly paid for the bets 
after the cruise began and the casino 
opened. Winnings would be settled 
after the ship returned to dock. If 
the events such as football and bas­
ketball games had not concluded by 
the end of the one-day cruises, the 
casino operators would send any 
winnings to the investors in the 
mail, authorities allege.

Charged in the case are Hal 
Templeton Fowlkes, 47, president of 
Islander Cruises, which directed the 
cruise business; Ptrillip Lance New­
man, 40, who operated gambling on 
the ship; Steven Fox, 32, a card 
dealer, and Betty Brown Vacek, 47, 
an OM Consultants employee in 
Port Isabel.

U.S. Magistrate Robert Guerra 
allowed them released on $25,000 
unsecured bonds each.

Charges include conspiracy to 
operate an illegal gambling opera­
tion, use of the mail to promote 
illegal gambling, interstate trans­
portation of illegal betting slips, 
and operation of an illegal gam­

bling business.
Each of the alleged violations of 

federal law carry a maximum prison 
sentence o f 20 years and up to a 
$250,000 fine fra each count. The 
statutes also allow for seizure of 
assets.

The arrests were the result of an 
ongoing investigation by the DPS’ 
Criminal Intelligence Service.

Approximately $80,000 in cash 
was seized during the weekend 
searches, said DPS spokesm an 
David Wells.

Port Isabel is a few miles north 
of the Mexican border.

When the floating casino began 
operating out of Port Isabel in the 
fall of 1988, Fowlkes was a partner 
in an Ocean Springs, Miss.-based 
maritime law firm that held a 21 
percent share of Islander Cruises.

Federal investigators allege that 
the gambling operations were illegal 
under state law and that the ship 
operators violated federal law by 
traveling beyond the state’s nine- 
mile jurisdiction into federal and 
international waters to circumvent 
Texas law.

It also was illegal under federal 
law to conduct the bookmaking 
operation through the mail and to 
transport the betting slips across 
state lines, according to the FBI. 
Officials said they expected the case 
to be presented to a grand jurythis 
week.

M eanw hile, the ship will be 
allowed to continue operating.

It brought casino gambling to 
Texas by satisfying a state law that 
required gambling ships operating 
from Texas to call on a foreign port. 
It complied with that requirement 
by passing by the remote, unpaved 
Mexican fishing v illage of El 
Mezquital, just south of the border.

The state Legislature in 1989 
passed a law lifting the requirement 
to call on a foreign port. TVo float­
ing casinos started operating out of 
Galveston, opening the gambling 
when they reached international 
waters 12 miles offshore.

Study suggests spina bifida may 
be preventable through surgery

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) -  
Spina biffda, a common and severe 
birth defect, may one day be pre­
vented by surgery to patch the fetal 
spine inside the womb, a new study 
indicates.

The study conducted by Johns 
Hopkins University in Baltimore 
suggests spina bifida may result in 
part from exposure of the spinal 
cord to the womb’s amniotic fluid, 
according to Dr. Dan S. Heffez.

Heffez, assistant professor of 
neurosurgery at Johns Hopkins, pre­
sented the study’s findings this 
week to the American Association 
of Neurological Surgeons.

Spina bifida is caused by the 
failure of the spine and skin to form 
over the spinal cord, and the most 
serious form occurs in an estimated 
one of 1,000 births.

The study showed baby rats 
were paralyzed if the protective 
spinal cord covering was surgically 
removed while they were still in the 
womb. But if skin was sewn over 
the wound within 24 hours, the rats 
were “ entirely norm al,” Heffez 
.said.

Heffez said spina biffda damage 
may not occur until the 20th week 
of pregnancy, when amniotic fluid 
surrounding the fetus changes in a 
way that may jeopardize an unpro­
tected spinal cord.

But a hole in the spine can be 
diagnosed through blood tests and 
ultrasounds by the 18th week of 
pregnancy, and fetal surgery has 
been attempted before 20 weeks to 
correct other problems, Heffez said.

Years of research remain before 
such a procedure could be attempted 
on a human fetus, according to Hef­
fez. He said Johns Hopkins 
researchers are conducting studies 
to discover whether the damage is 
progressive in humans.

“ We need first to establish 
beyond a doubt that in man this is a 
progressive problem,” he said. “We 
have to follow (fetal) leg move­
ments with ultrasound -  something 
we are trying to do right now.”

The damage would be consid­
ered progressive if leg movements 
diminished over time in fetuses 
diagnosed v.'ith spina biffda, Heffez 
said.

Spina biffda can cause paralysis 
of the legs, loss of bladder and 
bowel functions and a malformed 
spinal cord. The afflicted can live 
into adulthood, but are more suscep­
tible to infections because of the 
open wound and hole in their spine. 
And they require lifetime care.

“ The long-term cost is enor­
mous,” Heffez said. “ I don’t think 
you can put a number on that cost or 
on the wasted potential.”
