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Bush lobbies to avoid veto override of China poKcies

WASHINGTON (AP) -  President Bush is lobbying 
Republican senators hard in an effort to avoid the first 
veto override of his year-old presidency and a repudia­
tion of his widely cnticized policies toward China.

The House, in a gush of bipartisan sentiment, voted 
390-25 on Wednesday to crush Bush’s veto of legisla­
tion designed to shield Chinese students in the United 
Slates from deportation and political harassment

That sent the issue to the Senate, where the White 
House was fighting stubbornly to muster the 34 votes 
needed to head off the override,'which requires a two- 
thirds vote of both hou.ses of Congress.

Bush made personal calls to wavering GOP sena­
tors, and national security adviser Brent Scowcroft and 
Secretary of State James A. Baker 111 also icxik part in 
the telephone barrage, while Vice President Dan Quayle

worked Capitol Hill Corridors.
“ We’ve got a fighting chance,” Bush .said Wednes­

day night at a state dinner for the president of North 
Yemen.

“ We might surprise some people tomorrow,” Baker 
said at the dinner.

While the legislation potentially affected an estimat­
ed 40,000 students, it was invested with greater political 
significance as a test of strength and loyalty for Repub­
licans and a referendum on Bush’s policies, which 
Democrats complain are too warm toward the regime 
that massacred students in Beijing’s Tiananmen Square 
last June 4.

Both sides agreed today’s vote would be close, with 
the outcome boiling down to the decisions of just a 
handful of Republican senators.

Democrats said they were confident they could hold 
their 55 senators in line and hoped to pull away the 
dozen GOP votes they needed to override the veto.

Sales tax collections up 10% from 1988
AUSTIN -  Strong retail sales in 

November resulted in a 10 percent 
increase over last January’s sales tax 
rebates to cities and counties, accoid- 
ing to statistics released this month 
by State Comptroller Bob Bullock.

In Gray County, an overall 
increase of 10.78 percent was 
shown from paym ents of 
$94,080.95 received in 1988.

The county received a total of 
$104,224.% this month. The city of 
Pampa received a paym ent of 
$101,895.18 this month, an increase 
of 10.58 percent above last year’s 
payment of $92,149.62.

The city of Lefors received 
$656.93 this month, up 15.43 per­
cent from last year’s payment of 
$569.11. The city of McLean 
received $1,672.85 this month, an 
increase of 22.8 percent above last 
year’s payment of $1,362.22.

In Carson County, sales tax 
rebates are down 6.40 percent. 
Groom received a paym ent of 
$1,783.32 this month, down 9.22

percent from last year’s payment. 
Skellytown received a payment this 
month of $1,078.07, down 15.06 
percent from last year. While Deer 
received $1.886.55 this month, 
down 11.16 percent from last year.

Hemphill County’s rebate this 
month was up 3.75 percent from la.st 
years. The city of Canadian received 
$10,453.45 compared to last year’s 
payment of $10,075.24.

Roberts County’s payments were 
up by 12.84 percent from last 
year’s. The city of Miami received 
$1,225.90 compared to $1,086.39 
last year.

Wheeler County’s payments are 
also up, by 12.25 percent. The city 
of Shamrock received a payment of 
$8,518.29, an increa.se of 15.66 per­
cent above last year’s payment of 
$7,364.64. The city of W heeler 
received a payment this month of 
$3,438.77, an increase of 4.6 per­
cent over last year’s payment of 
$3,287.47.

“Texans continue to be op ti­

mistic about the slate’s economy 
and this month’s healthy payments 
are proof of that consumer confi­
dence,” Bulkxk said.

January’s paym ents to cities 
totaled $70 million, almost 10 per­
cent more than last year’s figure of 
$64 million at this time.

Merchants collect the» slate, city 
and county sales taxes and send 
them to the Com ptroller’s office 
with their tax returns. The state 
keeps its 6 percent share and each 
month sends cities and counties 
their portion of the sales tax.

This month’s checks reOccl taxes 
collected on November sales and 
reported in December by businesses 
filing monthly returns.

All local sales taxes must be 
approved by local voters and may 
be used for any legal city or county 
expenses. Most areas pul the money 
in their general fund and use it for 
normal operations like firefighting, 
maintaining roads and law enforce­
ment, Bullock said.

One Republican who had been undecided, Virginia’s 
John Warner, said he had come down on the White 
House side and said Bush was “closing the gap.”

“The president is going to w in this batUe not neces­
sarily by arm-twisting but by relying on good, sound 
reasoning and the Constitution of the United Slates, 
which clearly gives die president of the United Slates 
the power in foreign affairs,” Warner said.

But Republican Sen. Rudy Boschwitz of Minnesota, 
said he was inclined to vote to override the veto 
because of the students’ coricems

The legislation would affect as many as 32,000 Chi­
nese students now in the United Stales on “exchange 
visitor” visas.

The bill would waive a legal requirement that those 
students return home tor two years alter their visas 
expire before returning to the flniied Slates or going 
elsewhere.

In addition, the bill would permit any Chinese stu­
dent whose visas have expired -  as many as 8,000 oth­
ers -  to remain in the United States as long as danger 
exists at home, and would allow Chinese students to 
work while in this country.

Bush vetoed the measure on Nov. 30 after it passed 
unanimously in the House and by a voice vote in the 
Senate.

Chinese student groups have lobbied hard for an 
override of the veto, saying many of them would face 
political persecution at home because they supported 
the pro-democracy demonstrations that brought a vio­
lent government crackdown.

When Bush vetoed the bill, he ordered government 
agencies to adopt what he contends are essentially the 
same safeguards.

The veto was an effort to preserve executive branch 
foreign policy prerogatives, he said, and to keep open 
the door for future student and cultural exchanges.

President asldng for $ 1 0 .5  billion  
to fund national drug war projects

WASHINGTON (AP) Presi­
dent Bush’s uixlaied National Drug 
Control Stryiegy includes a pro 
posed 1991 budget ol at least SI0.5 
billion, more than 10 percent higher 
than current spending, an adininis- 
tralion source says.

The strategy also will designate 
five regions - New York, Los .Ange­
les, Miami,'Houston and the South­
west border of Calilomia, Arizona. 
New Mexico and Texas -  as high- 
intensily drug trafficking areas eligi­
ble for millions ol dollars in addi­
tional federal help this year, the 
source said.

Bush was to present the new 
strategy during a speech today to 
publishers.

1 he updated strategy develojied 
by national drug control policy 
director William J. Bennett is “a 
companion to<ihe first strategy pub­
lished last September, ” not a 
switching of gears, and again stress­
es that “ the heart of our drug prob 
lem is use, and the heart of our drug 
policy must Jx: reducing that use,” 
according to a draft obtained by The 
Associated Press.

It says the nation must tackle 
that problem through enhanced law

enforcement as well as beefed-up 
treatment facilities and prevention 
elforts.

The Pentagon, long shy of enler- 
ing the drug war, will pitch in to the 
tunc of about SI.2 billion in 1991, 
mainly in detecting and monitoring 
traffickers trying to enter the coun­
try with illicit drugs, according to 
the new strategy. In fiscal 1990, the 
Pentagon effort will total about 
S8X0 million, it said.

Last September, the Bush admin­
istration sought $7.9 billion for the 
war against drugs in 1990, but 
Congress increased that to S8.8 bil­
lion. The current proposal also is 
subject to congressional approval.

Although S8.8 billion has been 
the universally recognized figure for 
the 1990 budget, the new strategy 
uses new figures and .says the coun­
try is  now spending $9.5 billion, 
said an atlministration official, who 
s|X )kc on condition of anonymity.

The,-designation of the high- 
intensity drug trafficking areas 
applies to 1990. The current budget 
allocates $25 million for those 
areas, plus up to $21 million more 
from the federal asset forfeiture 
fund, according to Reggie Walton, 
associate director of B ennett’s 
office.

One administration official said

the regions actually may receive up 
to $1 billion in federal aid this year, 
but the local governments “ won’t 
see any checks.” Instead, “ What 
they will see is increased awareness 
and cooperation from the feds, that 
type of thing. The money is going to 
the feds for them to increase their 
efforts ... to highlight their presence 
in those areas.”

The updated strategy also will 
outline a broadening of federal drug 
crimes for which the death penalty 
can be im posed, in line with 
changes Bush said last year he 
wanted to make. The proposals call 
for allowing the death penalty for 
drug kingpins even when they or 
their organizations have not killed 
anyone, for drug kingpins who 
attempt to kill in order to obstruct 
justice, and forj^ederal drug felons 
whose offenses result in death, such 
as a drug user’s overdose.

Another new idea in the draft 
strategy is for the development of 
large drug treatment “ campuses” 
serving thousands of patients with a 
variety of treatment method and 
social services.

The cam puses “ would offer 
opportunities for extensive data col­
lection, research, and evaluation 
about ‘what works’ in treatment and 
why.”

U.S. Postal Service planning to change 
mail delivery system for better service

WASHINGTON (AP) -  After 
hearing a deluge of complaints that 
its service is inconsistent, the Postal 
Service will change its mail delivery 
standards in the hope of keeping its 
promises.

The service also will hire an out­
side company to measure its perfor­
mance and report the rc.sulls pub­
licly.

The effort to make service more 
consistent comes just two months 
before the agency is expected to 
apply for a 1991 rale increase.

“ We’ve already done 29,000 
interviews with the public,” Post­
master General Anthony Frank said 
about the research that led to 
planned changes in delivery.

The biggest complaint was irreg­
ular service.

Sometimes a letter mailed across 
town would arrive overnight, some­
times the second day, sometimes it 
took a week.

People said they wanted consis­
tent delivery, Frank said. They know 
when their check or magazine or 
other regular mail is sent, and they 
want to be confident of when it will

arrive.
“ Just tell me how many days 

ahead 1 have to mail my mother’s 
birthday card. ... Just tell me, I want 
to be sure it’s there,” Frank quoted 
as a typical complaint.

Second, he said, was that people 
want their mail delivered at the 
same lime every day.

“ I wouldn’t have guessed that 
that would be No. 2. They don’t 
want to go out there and see (the 
mailbox) empty,” Frank said. “ And 
the third thing they say is they want 
local mail delivered overnight”

In general, the changes mean 
that areas where the Postal Service 
promises overnight delivery will 
shrink somewhat.

Two-thirds of all mail is local 
and w on’t be affected by the 
changes, Frank said. In general, he 
said, between 5 percent and 8 per­
cent of mail might be changed from 
overnight to second day, or from 
second day to third day delivery.

The service already delivers 
about 95 percent of its overnight 
mail on time, but “ doesn’t even 
come close” to 95 percent for mail 
it tries to deliver on the second or 
third day, Frank said.

The delivery area changes have

been tried on an experimental basis 
in the New York City region for 
nearly a year, with only one com­
plaint

Now, they will be extended to 
the rest of the nation.

Local and regional postal offi­
cials are developing plans for the 
new delivery areas and will seek 
comment and suggestions from 
postal customers.

The changes arc expected to take 
place starting in the summer.

Some critics have complained 
that mail delivery will be slowed by 
the changes, with consumer advo­
cate Ralph Nader charging that mail 
standards are deteriorating.

However, Frank thinks the stan­
dards were simply out of date.

The areas designated to receive 
overnight and second day delivery 
were established in 19'71, Frank 
said, adding that roads since then 
have become more crowded, airline 
space is tighter and population pat­
terns have shifted.

Postal officials began asking 
customers how large an area they 
thought should have overnight 
delivery, and it always turned out to 
be less than what the agency was 
trying to provide.

Communist P arty  head  ousted in A zerbaijan

MOSCOW (AP) -  Communist leaders in Azerbaijan 
today blamed their former leader for allowing ethnic 
strife to explode into warfare and expelled him from the 
party. More Soviet troops were reported killed in 
attacks by militants.

Military authorities continued efforts to restore 
order in the southern republic’s capital, Baku.

More than 100 people were detained overnight, mil­
itary authorities reported, and “ measures designed to 
neutralize the activities of certain illegal informal orga­
nizations’’ continued, according to the official Tass 
news agency.

This was a reference to pro-independence groups 
that the military has targeted in its effort to end the 
nationalist uprising.

Families of servicemen were being flown oat of 
Baku amid reports of a icks on Soviet soldiers who

were deployed to quell the violence, which began as 
anti-Armenian rioting and evolved into a fight for 
secession by some Azerbaijanis.

At least 171 people have been killed since the unrest 
broke out Jan. 13.

The republic’s Central Committee convened at 11 
p.m. Wednesday and ousted Abdul-Rakham Vezirov, 
who was named party leader during Azerbaijani-Armc- 
nian unrest in May 1988. He had been given a mandate 
to restore order after a long-running land dispute 
between Azerbaijanis and Armenians erupted.

Vezirov, a former diploinat and career party official, 
was expelled from the party for “serious misudGes” that 
led to the current crisis, said Baku journalist Ttanzala 
Kasumova. Vezirov had been removed as party chief 
earlier in the week.

Vezirov was replaced by ^raz Mutalibov, the repub­
lic *s prime miniaier.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Presi­
dent Bush will propose providing 
more than $1 billion to help Pana­
ma recover from the U.S. military 
invasioif and years corrupt gov­
ernment, U.S. officials say.

The aid program, expected to 
be announced today, will include 
development aid, loan guaraiuees 
and programs to encourage invest­
ment, said one official, who insist­
ed on anonymity.

About half of the program will 
be in cash and the remainder in 
creditt, the official said.

Earlier Wednesday. Bush uM  a 
news conference he was deter­
mined to “ try to help -  repair the 
wounds, repair dre damage.”

“ I mourn the lots of innocent 
civilians in Panama or anywhere 
else.” Bosh said. “ But you have 
to look at the broad piotare and 
then y o u 'v e  got to  do w hat’s 
figh t”

The official said the adminis­
tration hopes o ther countries, 
■■rtiiHin j^Mii $od western Euro­
pean natk»s, will follow the U.S. 
lead and make contributions of 
their own.

‘Not all of it’s new rntMiey,” a 
senior administration official who 
asked not to be identified said 
Wednesday night, confirming the 
$1 billion figure.

Bush also  voiced hopes 
Wednesday that Soviet President 
Mikhail Gorbachev would “ Not 
only survive but stay strong” in 
the face of unprecedented domes­
tic upheaval that threatens his sta­
bility.

Regarding Gorbachev’s use of 
Soviet troops to quell ethnic vio­
lence in the souttem  republic of 
Azerbaijan, Bush said, “ Anytime 
you have a use of force and the 
loss of life, we are concerned. But 
I don’t believe I can judge that 
question right now.”

The Panama aid package will 
include aid to rebuild houses that 
were demolished in the Dec. 20 
invasion by U.S. troops, officials 
said.

However, they said the package 
is unldcdy to include any compen- 
satioo for the survivors of more 
than 200 Panamanian civilians 
who died in die invasion.

Asked what he would say to 
the Panamanian survivors. Bush 
said he would tell them. “ Look, 
you lost some Panamanian lives. 
Innocent life was losL And yet, 92 
percent of the people in Panama 

supported the action of 
id Suues.

Dubinyak, said in a radio announcement today that 
occasional gunfire rang out during the night at thie port 
but that no one was killed.

He said authorities detained more than 1(X) people 
during the night, 68 for curfew violations.

Leila Yunusova, an A zerbaijani activ ist, said 
1(X),(XX) of Azerbaijan’s 380,000 Communists have tom 
up their party cards -  signaling growing resentment of 
central authorities in Moscow for ordering the crack­
down.

On Wednesday, soldiers rounded up 43 activists and

banned rallies in Baku.
Tass today cited Baku Radio as saying troops had 

detained Mamed Ali-Zade, chairman of the Defense 
Committee of the gra^oots Azerbaijan Peq;)le’s Front 
nationalist movement.

The Communist Party daily Pravda said 400 dqien- 
dents of ethnic Russian servicemen were flown out of 
Azerbaijan on Wednesday night, because of fears that 
Azerbaijanis angry over the troop deployment would 
turn on them.

About 1(X),0(X) ethnic Russians live in Baku.
On Wednesday, Tass reported, the Soviet military 

evacuated more than 16,(XX) wives and children of sol­
diers from the region because of increasing threats 
against Soviet troops.

Armenians and Azerbaijanis have been engaged in a 
dispute for decades over the zegion o f Nagorno- 
Karabakh, which is controlled by Azerbaijan, a pre­
dominantly Shiite Moslem republic, but populated 
mainly by Armenians. Most Armenians are Christians.

Anti-Armenidns riots in Baku on Jan. 13 escalated 
into armed clashes between groups of Azerbaijanis and 
Armenians. Thousands of Armenians fled as nationalist 
extremists gained strength in Azerbaijan, and militant 
Azerbaijanis began fighting Soviet troops who were 
deployed to restore order.

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Richards' supporters keep AFL-CIO endorsement from Mattox

AUSTIN (AP) -  In the end. neither blinked.
At the Texas AFL-CIO endorsement convention 

Wednesday, Attorney General Jim Mauox had more 
than enough votes to block state Treasurer Ann 
Richards in their battle for the Democratic Party nomi­
nation for govemra.

And Ms. Richards had just enough votes to frustrate 
Mattox.

The result was a bitter floor fight that careened into 
down ballot races, leaving Democrats without any 
endorsements from the powaful labor bloc.

After the convention abruptly ended, bitter support­
ers of Mattox and Richards shouted at each other and 
waved placards for neariy an hour.

Bob Krueger, a political veteran and Railroad Com­
mission candidate, quoted humorist Will Rogers as he 
watched the uproar: ‘T m  not a member of any orga­

nized grotq>. I’m a Democrat’
“ Ann Richards and her minority destroyed the 

endorsement of the other candidates,’’ Mtttox said.
Richards saw it differently. “ I didn’t want to see this 

divisiveness and fight in the fust place. I r^ re t he uses 
these inflammatory remarks,” she said.

Both campaigns blamed the other for the failure of 
the 213,000-member labor group to endorse anyone in 
tuiy statewide race.

The organization only considered Democratic candi­
dates.

The Richards campaign said Mattox should not have 
sought the group’s erulorsement when it was obvious 
that after three test votes he fell short of the necessary 
two-thirds majority.

Mattox supporters said that since they were close to 
the two-thirds plateau they would have been foolish to 
give up. They say Richards should have released her 
delegates in the interest of unity.

Radar blimps grounded in drug war effort
AUSTIN (AP) -  U.S. Customs 

Service radered the maker of radar­
carrying balloons used in the anti­
drug war to bring down two in 
Texas and one in Puerto Rico when 
a third accidentally fell to earth, a 
newspaper reported.

But Customs failed to tell the 
House Ways and Means Committee, 
which oversees the agency, about 
the grounded blimps, the Austin 
American-Statesman reported 
Wednesday in a copyright story.

“ I am not at.all surprised” a

Ways and Means staff member who 
asked not to be identified told the 
newspaper.

“They respond to spécifîc ques­
tions and queries we have, but his­
torically they have never been very 
forthcoming with information, espe­
cially the kind that does not put 
them in a positive light”

Blimps in Marfa and Rio Grande 
City and one in Puerto Rico have 
been grounded since Dec. 29, when 
a blimp tethered 6,(KX) feet above 
Eagle Pass fell to earth.

Each blimp costs about $12 mil­
lion, Susanne Moore, U.S. Customs 
spokeswom an, said Wednesday. 
Moore said the three Texas bal­
loons, manufactured by General 
Electric, were still being tested by 
the manufacturer when they were 
brought down. Customs had not 
taken custody of them, she said.

“ We want td make sure that 
what GE is giving to us is what we 
want,” she said. “GE has to make 
the system work properly and to the 
acceptance of Customs.”

AUSTIN (AP) -  Fruit flies con­
tinue to pose a major threat to the 
Texas citrus industry, sàid Agricul­
ture Commissioner Jim Hightower, 
urging the federal government to be 
ready to quarantine California fruit 
if needed.

“ We’re getting alm ost daily 
news reports of discoveries of fruit 
flies in California,” Hightower said 
Wednesday. “Should any fruh flies 
be found in com m ercial c itrus 
groves, we want the U.S. Depart­
ment 0̂  Agriculture to impose an 
immediate quarantine on shipment 
of California fruit mio Texas.”

In a le tter to Jam es G losser, 
administraior of the USDA division 
that enforces quarantines, Hightow­
er urged that damage to Texas fruit 
trees during last month’s freeze not 
create a false sense of security 
about fruit fly dangers.

“Deqnte the losses in the state’s 
revenues, we plan on continuing 
our tnpiting programs for delecting 
the Mediterranean, Mexican and 
other fruit fUes,” he said.

The last Meditemnean fruit fly 
was fiMutd in Texas 24 yean ago, 
Hightower said.

He said Ibxas dlius growers are 
oonoenied about reports of Mediter­
ranean and Oriental fruit flies 
trapped in Califosaia.

B attered  w ife syndrom e debated  
as d efen se  issu e  in  m u rd er tria l

DECATUR (AP) -  The issue in 
Sharon Green’s murder trial is not 
whether she was a battered wife, 
but whether she acted willingly in 
stabbing and beating two women 
with a hammer after her husband 
brought them to the couple’s mobile 
home in late 1985, prosecutors say.

Defense attorney Charles Bald­
win and Mrs. Green, 29, both main­
tain that she was a battered wife and 
that although she had knowledge of 
the slayings -  indeed, admitting in 
one of her statements to police that 
she was forced to stab the women -  
she feared for her life if she went to 
the police.

Green and her 28-year-old hus­
band, Ricky Lee Green -  whom she 
says she will divorce after her trial 
-  are accused of sexually assaulting 
and killing the women in the cou­
p le ’s mobile home in the Wise 
County town of Boyd.

Still jailed in Wise County, Mrs. 
Green spoke Wednesday at an 
impromptu news conference after a 
brief preftrial hearing in the Decatur 
courtroom, where her much-publi­
cized, long awaited murder trial is 
scheduled to begin Feb. 5.

Sporting a new hair-do and sur­
rounded by family members, Mrs. 
Green said Wednesday she is not 
bitter, feels at peace with jierself 
and feels confident she will be vin­
dicated as her trial on murder 
charges looms.

“ The T o rd ’s with me. 1 feel 
everything’s going to be all right,” 
she said.

W ednesday’s hearing set the 
scene for her trial, with District 
Judge John R. Lindsey agreeing to 
the individual questioning of jurors.

Green told authorities his wife 
was a willing participant in the 
killings.

Mrs. Green initially was indicted 
on a capital murder charge, but later 
the charge was reduced to murder. 
He is charged with capital murder 
in those cases.

Green remains in Tarrant Coun­
ty Jail in Fort Worth, charged addi­
tionally with two sexual mutilation 
slayings -  that of a 16-year-old boy 
in April 1985 and that of a Fort 
Worth television advertising execu­
tive in December 1986.

District Attorney Pat Morris said 
the issue is not whether she was a 
battered wife, but whether the 
crim es were com m itted under 
duress, what he called an affirma­
tive defense.

“ If we thought the evidence 
showed that ... these offenses were 
committed under duress, Sharon 
Green would not be prosecuted,” he 
said.

It is a planned defense widely 
talked about and publicized -  the
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battered wife syndrome -  that pros­
ecutors said they intend to attack 
during the trial.

Betty Jo Monroe, 28, of Amaril­
lo, was a hitchhiker Ricky Green 
picked up and look to the couple’s 
mobile home where she was killed, 
officials said. Her nude, sexually 
mutilated body was found OcL 13, 
1985, near the Flatwood community 
in Wise County, dumped the day 
after she was killed.
■ Sandra Bailey, 27, of Fort Worth, 

likewise, is believed to have been 
picked up by Ricky Green, but at a 
bar while attending a cousin’s party 
in November 1985.

She was taken to the mobile 
home, stabbed at least'30 times and 
beaten with a hammer, investigators

That tax increase 
idea is back again

How are economic prospects for the 1990s? Even though the 
economy is chugging along in its eighth year of expansion, Rep.
Lee H. Hamilton, chairman of the Joint ^onom ic Commmittee of 
Congress, thinks prospects are bleak.

Summarizing his committee’s position, he writes in The Chair­
man's Report, “While we have been successful in reducing unem­
ployment without reviving inflation, we have not improved our 
prospects for long-term growth or spread the benefits of growth 
fairly among our citizens.”

Say what? Cutting inflation and putting people to woilc is no 
mean feaL we should carefully examine any changes that might 
endanger that foundation. And it’s odd for a member of the House 
of Representatives, which just voted itself a tax-founded 3S percent 
pay raise, boosting its members into the top 1 percent of U.S. 
income, to be worried about spreading “growtn fairly.”

This hypocritical rhetoric is but a prelude to: “We cannot elimi­
nate that deficit without a moderate tax increase. We cannot grow 
out of the deficit.” Wrong, congressman. In fact, the deficit has 
dropped from $221 billion in fiscal 1986 to $100 billion for 1990, 
and we should “grow out” of the deficit completely in this decade, 
provided Congress doesn’t go on another spending binge.

Rep. Hamilton’s Report then offers us the old switch-an^-bait 
trick; “A tax iiKrease alone is not politically acceptable. Therefore, 
a balanced budget will require a package deal which includes 
spending cuts and a moderate tax increase.”

But the voters ain’t so stupid, Mr. Chairman. They remember 
that in 1982 FYesident Reagan agreed to the so-called Tax Equity 
and Fiscal Responsibility AcL in which he thought he traded a pack­
age of $3 in spending cuts for every $1 in tax increases. We sure got 
the tax increases, amounting to $250 billion over several years, but 
almost none of the spending cuts.

Moreover, Ohio University economists Lowell Gallaway and 
Richard Vedder studied their charts and found thau since 1947, 
every SI in new taxes has led to $1.58 in new spending. In other 
words, the Joint Committee tax boost, if enacted, vrould almost cer­
tainly increase the deficiL

If Rep. Hamilton and his committee colleagues are so concerned 
about the deficit, there’s a solution; Spur the economy through a 
capital gains tax cuL like the drop from 33 percent to 15 percent 
proposed by President Bush last year and to be re-introduced in 
1990. Tlua would lead to a business expansion, new jobs created, 
and, in the end, to more taxes collected from this greater business 
activity. And accept the proposed rollback in Social Security taxes, 
which would give workers more money to spend.

Alas, Rep. Hamilton says, “The proposed capital gains tax cut 
would be unfair, costly and ineffective.” But a capital gains m  in 
1978 cm the top tax rate from 49 percent to 28 percent. The tax rate 
dropped -  but in 1979 tax collections actually increased by 49 per­
cent. And the new, lower rate sparked a decade of entrepreneuring.

Likewise, a tax cuL not a stifling tax increase, is the ticket to 
prosperity in the 1990s.
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Law officers should uphold law
One of the noble achievements of the U.S. Con­

stitution is the principle that in its efforts to combat 
lawbreaking, the government shouldn’t be reward­
ed for lawbreaking. If police and prosecutors get 
valuable infmmation by stomping on the constitu­
tional rights of criminal suspects, they can’t expect 
the courts to serve as accomplices by allowing the 
use of that information.

Any “fruit of the poisonous tree,” as Justice 
Felix Frankfurter described such evidence, is sup­
posed to be discarded by the courts. The alternative 
is to give lawless law enforcement officials not 
only the judiciary’s blessing but its encouragement 
-  and, as the court once declared, to make the con­
stitutional (n-otections given to criminal suspects 
“revocable at the whim of any police officer.”

The exlcusionary rule is unpopular with the 
public because it sometimes allows the guilty to go 
free. But it is important to our liberties because it 
discourages police and prosecutors from trampling 
the constitution.

Unfortunately, its bad reputation extends into 
the Supreme Court, which over the last two 
decades has made one exception after another for 
illegally obtained evidence. The exclusionary rule 
has begun to resemble a house with all the win­
dows broken: The basic structure is intact, but it 
provides only modest shelter.

The court was invited to remove the doors as 
well, but this month it declined. By the narrowest 
of maigins, it said some exceptions are too much.

The case involved a Chicago teen-ager named 
Darryl James who was convicted of murder for 
shooting a boy he and some friends were trying to 
rob. James, who at the time of the crime had 
straight red hair, was arrested the next day at his 
mother’s beauty parlor -  where, as he admitted to

police, he had just had his locks curled and dyed 
black.

Unfortunately, die police hadn’t bothered to get 
a warrant before arresting James, so the court had 
to throw out his statemenL Five witnesses testified 
that the boy had red hair at the time of the killing, 
but a friend called by James’ lawyers said it was 
black.

Had James taken the stand in his oivn defense 
to make such a claim, the prosecution could then 
have introduced his original admission. That’s one 
crucial exception to the exclusionary rule.

But the trial judge took the exception a step fur­
ther, letting the prosecution use James’ statement to 
contradict his friend’s account. If the evidence 
could be used to contradict a defendant’s false tes­
timony, the logic wenL why not to refute the false 
testmony of a friendly witness -  what the court 
called “perjury by proxy”?

There are two answers to that question. The 
Erst is that tlie original exception was a mistake. In 
cases where needed evidence can’t be gotten by 
legal methods, it provides an incentive to police to 
use illegal ones.

Bad cops (and maybe even good ones) will rea­
son; Sure, the evidence may be thrown out. But the

prosecution won’t be any worse off; since other­
wise it won’t have the information anyway. If the 
defendant is rash enough to take the stand, the evi­
dence can'be used. If he knows thaL he probably 
won’t testify -  which, experience shows, will 
increase the odds of a guilty verdict.

The second answer is thaL even if the original 
excqition makes sense, this ope doesn’t. A defen­
dant on trial for a serious crime has nothing to lose 
by lying on the witness stand. The chance that oth­
erwise inadm issible evidence will emerge to 
expose him, however, makes that option less aurac- 
tive.

But ft defense witness, as Justice William Bren­
nan noted in the court’s opinion, has a good reason 
not to lie: the threat of going to jail for lying under 
oath. “Peijury by proxy" is a neat but misleading 
phrase, since a defendant can’t control what a 
friend will blurt out under cross-examination. And 
a broader exception would deter the defense from 
calling'any witnesses at all -  since every witness 
gives the prosecutor an opening to introduce evi­
dence that otherwise can’t be used.

By refusing to give prosecutors a new Weapon, 
the court invites denunciations for hampering the 
fight against crime. But the exclusionary rule 
doesn’t strike at random like a bolt of lightning. It 
pops up only when law enforcers have broken the 
law. There’s a simple way to avoid this obstacle: 
Don’t violate people’s constitutional rights.

Those who think the exclusionary rule is an 
intolerable handicap in the Tight against crime are 
really saying that the Constitution is a dispensable 
luxury. The Supreme Court, which has often 
indulged this point of view, may yet come to recog­
nize that the solution to private disdain for the law 
is not official disdain for the law.

The strategy that favors the legal­
ization ot cocaine and other narcotics 
is deacribable in twj  ̂words; “declare 
defeat” That is ironic. 'The American 
drug situation is horrific. B ut past 
and present, it may be better 
described by differem, strange-sound­
ing wofds: “slow victory.”

Our collective memory is short. 
We forget We have had success in 
drag wars. Because we are assailed 
with images of drug horror, we ignore 
a cciHral idea: We’re probiMy gomg 
10 do well in this drug war, loo.

There was a massive cocaine 
addiction epidemic in America earlier 
this ceatnry.'By 1910, cocame had 
been used, legally, in patent 
medicinea, omtments, sprays and bev­
erages like Coca-Cola, It was used as 
a hay fever feneedy. (ThefuilloCine is 
also a care for a head cold.) Ilie epi- 
damic struck everywhere: among 
workiag men and women, little old

Society responded: pore food and 
drag burs, ilkialiation. import pro­
hibition. media campaigns, public 
education. Drug wart And by the

1930s cocaine was about wiped ouL
Something similar happened with 

heroin and LSD durihg the 1960s. 
'Three was an explosion of use, and 
then a tapering off.

Today it is crack cocaine. It is a 
menace. Researchers don’t yet know 
its full costs. They do know that plra- 
ty of users will die, that some will 
make misjudgments so severe that 
others will perish, and that many sur­
viving use.s may be permanently 
scarred.

Will the drag crisis continue? Per­
haps history offen a clue. “Wars” on 
drugs help because human beings 
ultimately respoiMl to grim circum­
stances.

Dr. David Musto of Yale exam­
ined the earlier cocaine epidemic in 
his book The Atnerican Diiease: Ori- 
giiu 6f Narcotics Control. He writes 
that the primary cause of the 
practical disappearance of cocaine... 
was disillusionment with the initial 
claims for a new drag and diock at its 
effectt on the lives of individuals and 
their families.”

We can sense a logical cycle at 
work, then md now: some p e t ^  fry 
their brains on narcotics. Because

there is a drag war, many dealers are 
killed and put in prison.

All this is publicized by the 
media, by drag war education cam- 
paignsund, most importantly, by per- 
sofud witness.

Users and dealers have friends, 
neighbors and siblings. 'They see the 
drag honor and vow not to partici­
pate. Many’succeed. This process 
may b^in  in the middle clan, but it 
filters down everywhere.

It’s already happening. Dau from 
the National InstitiHc on Drag Abuse 
shows that the number of cocaine 
users dropped from 12 million to 8 
million from 1985 to 1968. 'Ibial u x  
of illicit drugs is down from 37 mil- 
Hon to 28 milUon.

The data regarding crack cocaine 
is newer and less p rec is  Still studies 
by the Institute for Social Research at 
the University oi Michigan, show a 
decline of annual crack use among 
high school seniors from 4 precent to 
3.1 percem from 1967 to 19m,

AtHtudea have changed dramtical- 
ly. The rale of people who believe 
cofik»  use prerenia a “great tkh lo 
health” oUmbed from 54 percent 1965 
ID 71 percent in 1968.

Other indicators have not yet 
turned around. Deaths and emergency 
treatment of drag abusers are grow­
ing, lending credence to the idea that 
no progress is being made.

But many experts, including 
Musto, believe that reflects a reaping 
of the whirlwind of earlier crack wldi- 
tion, which increased the universe of 
risk. By them lights, the recessional 
trends will arrive in years to come.

Musto has treated addicts -  he is a 
physician, psychiatrist and medical 
hiasorian -  and believes we are on the 
down slope o f the cycle of uagedy. 
Die crack dtsasier, he judges, will set 
in concrete negative attitudes toward 
drugs.

Richard Secord receives probation, 
criticizes R eagan for 'hiding out'

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Richard 
V. Secord, sentenced to probation 
for his role in the Iran-Contra affair, 
is accusing former President Reagan 
of not supporting the participants in 
the scandal.

“ I think former President Rea­
gan has been hiding out; I think it’s 
cowardly,” Secord told a news con­
ference after his sentencing on 
Wednesday.

" I  think that he should have 
stood up and taken the heat ... just 
as previous presidents have done” 
in failed covert operations, Secord 
said. “ But instead of that (Reagan’s 
aides) built a wall around ... him.”

Secord was placed on probation 
for two years by U.S. District Court 
Judge Aubrey Robinson. The retired 
Air Force major general pleaded 
guilty Nov. 8 to making a false 
statement when he told congression­
al investigators he was unaware any 
money from the Iran-Contra affair 
had benefited Oliv^ L. North.

A focus of the three-year probe 
by independent counsel Lawrence

Walsh, Secord used money from the 
maze of offshore companies and 
secret bank accounts in the Iran- 
Contra operation to pay for North’s 
security system.

Secord told the judge he would 
regret the false statement for the rest 
of his life.

Secord also told the news confer­
ence he would mount an attack against 
the federal law authorizing court- 
appointed independ^t counsels.

Secord said the law is “a mon­
ster” that is “probably unconstitu­
tional” and he hopes to encourage 
research on thè m atter with a 
fundraising effort that will lead to a 
drive against the statute.

“ I have been involved in this 
w itch-hunt for too long to stop 
now,” Secord said.

The Supreme Court opheld the 
constitutionality of the Ethics in 
Government Act on a 7-1 vote, but 
Secord said the issues in the case 
were narrowly drawn. He said the 
independent counsel statute, enacted 
in 1977 in response to the firing 
during the Watergate scandal of spe­
cial prosecutor A rchibald Cox, 
should be challenged again.

Secord, who has met repeatedly 
with Iran-Contra prosecutors since 
his guilty plea, may be called as a 
government witness in the upcom­
ing trial of former national security 
adviser John Poindexter.

Meanwhile, North, convicted of 
three charges in the Iran-Contra 
scandal, sent a letter recently to sup­
porters who have conUnbuted to his 
legal defense, saying he is consider­
ing becoming the head of a tax- 
exempt organization called the Free­
dom Alliance.

The group would be dedicated to 
promoting a strong national defense, 
supporting “ those who struggle for 
freedom throughout the world, 
maintaining traditional American 
values” and countering “ the left- 
wing dominated national media,” 
said the letter.

It also would support the anti­
abortion movement and encourage 
grassroots political activity, accord­
ing to the letter.

At an office where supporters of 
North have been raising money for 
his legal defense, one North backer, 
Duane Ward, declined to comment 
Wednesday op the matter.

Rothenbei^ youth doesn’t want to see father again

BUENA PARK, Calif. (AP) -  
Charles Rothenberg began his 
parole in a secret location wired 
with an electronic leash, while the 
son he set afire seven years ago 
says he won’t feel safe until the day 
his father dTes.

Rothenberg left prison early 
Wednesday, beginning three years’ 
probation, said Tipton K indel, 
spokesman for the state Department 
of Corrections in Sacramento.

At a news conference later, 13- 
year-old David Rothenberg told 
reporters he fears his father will try 
to see him again.

“ I know that he’ll try,” said tlie 
boy, who was severely scarred by 
his father’s arson attack seven years 
ago. “ If he tries to hurt me. I’ll do 
something in self-protection.”

David said he still keeps a BB 
gun by his bed just in case.

“ I would like them to keep him 
in jail for the rest of his life,” said 
David, who was 6 when his father 
set him on fire in an Orange County 
motel room.

The boy said he could never for-

give his father.
“ If he wants forgiveness, why 

did he do this?” David asked. “ He 
says he’s sorry but he’s just saying 
that stuff just to get near me.”

“ He doesn’t love me. If he loved 
me he wouldn’t do this to me.”

“ It was cruel,” he added.
Asked when he thought he 

would feel safe, he responded 
unhesitatingly: “ When Charles 
dies.”

“ I want it known nationally that 
I don’t ever want to see my father 
again. I want to make it clear to

him,” said David, who appeared at 
the news conference wearing a Los 
Angeles Raiders ball cap.

David lives in Orange County 
with his mother, Marie, and stepfa­
ther, Buena Park police Ll Richard 
Hafdahl, who helped investigate the 
case.

Rothenberg set fire to his son in 
a motel room in 1983 after a tele­
phone argum ent in which his 
estranged wife said Rothenberg 
would not be allowed to see the boy 
again. Rothenberg had taken the boy 
on a holiday to Southern California.
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Miami police officer freed on bond 
after sentencing for m anslanghter

MIAMI (AP) -  A Hispanic police officer was free on 
bond and predicting iiis vindication after receiving a seven- 
year prison term for the deaths of two blacks. One critic 
called the sentence “justice delayed and justice denied.”

Officer William Lozano thanked his supporters after 
being sentenced Wednesday by Dade Circuit Judge 
Joseph Farina.

“My attorney, my family and I will continue to fight 
within the system for the uuth, for what is right, and at 
the end, we will win,” Lozano said.

Lozano, 30, was convicted last month on two counts 
of manslaughter for fatally shooting an unarmed black 
motorcyclist, sending the vehicle crashing into a car 
and killing the motorcycle’s passenger. The deaths 
ignited riots by blacks.

The defense contended that Lozano shot in self- 
defense because the motorcyclist tried to run him down.

“This court cannot do perfect justice in this case,” 
said Farina, who called the deaths and resultant trial a 
“ tragic incident.”

Supporters of the Colombian-bom officer cheered as 
they left the courtroom after Farina said Lozano could 
remain free on $10,000 bond pending the outcome of 
his appeal.

Pau-icia Lloyd, sister of slain motorcyclist Clement 
Lloyd, 23, said she wished the sentence had been 
longer.

“ I see this as both a case now of justice delayed and 
justice denied,”, said Marvin Dunn, a black psychology 
professor at Florida International University. “ Seven 
years does not in fact mean seven years in prison.”

But Dunn, who wrote a book on Miami’s 1980 race 
riots, said he hoped blacks would accept the sentence 
with equanimity.

“What we have to be concerned about is whether or 
not the perception of a miscarriage of justice now resur­
faces in the black community,” Dunn said, urging a

“responsible reaction by all of us in the black commu­
nity to accept and live with the judge’s decision.”

The predominantly black Overtown and Liberty 
City neighborhoods, the scene of riots over past police 
shootings, were quiet late Wednesday, police said.

Defense attorneys criticized the case as an effort to 
ease racial tensions in Miami rather than give their 
client a fair trial.

“ If Officer Lozano was black, he never would have 
been charged with a crime,” defense attorney Mark 
Seiden told the judge. “If the two people on the motor­
cycle were white, he never would Have been charged 
with a crime.”

Prosecutor John Hogan, who recommended a 12- 
year prison term, described the sentence as a just one. 
Lozano could have faced a punishment of 12 to 17 
years in prison under state sentencing guidelines.

Miguel Degrandy, a vice president of the Spanish 
American League Against Discrimination, said the 
judge “ fashioned a sentence that he felt that both par­
ties could live with.

“ However, this is a no-win case for our community 
in Dade County, and there is still going to be unfortu­
nately polarized reaction,” he said.

The shooting on Jan. 16,1989, sparked three days of 
racial violence, the fourth riot in this city in the 1980s. 
All were linked to the killing of blacks by police offi­
cers, and in two of the cases, acquittals of the white 
policemen sparked racial violence.

Lozano shot and killed Lloyd as he fled a pursuing 
squad car after running a stop sign. Lloyd’s passenger 
Allan Blanchard, 24, died of injuries suffered in the 
subsequent motorcycle crash.

Ray Fauntroy, head of the Southern Christian Lead­
ership Conference, said he was disappointed by the sen­
tence.

“ We get seven years just for stealing a loaf of 
bread,” the civil rights leader said. “This officer was 
just given a pat on the back. He’ll be out in two or three 
years.”

Census Bureau seeks workers in county

Office jobs that will 
be filled are those of data transcriber 
and clerks.

Reapportionment of the U.S.

ures, while census numbers are u.sed 
to distribute federal, state and local 
government funds to provide assis­
tance to communities for housing, 
health and human services pro­
grams.

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Consumers, funeral industry split on future of 'funeral ride'

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Jeanie 
Karklin says she saved $1.500 on 
her mother's funeral because a fed­
eral rule required the funeral direc­
tor to give htf an itemized price list. 
She calls the rule “a godsend.”

The same rule required funeral 
director Timothy Simms to hand a 
price list to the parents of a 4-year- 
old boy killed in a car accident. 
Simms felt it was “a tasteless thing 
to do” in the hospital emergency 
room.

Six years after it took effect, the 
so-called “ funeral rule” is under 
review by the Federal Trade Com­
mission, and consumers and the 
funeral industry are ^ l i t  on whether 
it should be renewed or repealed. 
The review began in May 1988 and 
FTC staff recom m endations are 
expected this spring.

Consumer groups want the rule

strengthened, arguing it gives peo­
ple important information to help 
them make one of the biggest pur­
chases o f their lives at a time of 
stress and bereavement. “ It costs 
next to nothing, provides a great 
deal of consumer information and 
may have led to prices going 
down,” said Lee Norrgard of the 
American Association of Retired 
Persons.

The nation’s largest association of 
funeral directors, meanwhile, says 
the rule unnecessarily regulates day- 
to-day business practices, increases 
costs and hinders funeral directors’ 
ability to serve grieving customers 
sensitively.

“ The rule has placed an unde­
served and unwarranted stigma on 
the nation’s funeral-directors as 
unscrupulous and deceptive busi­
nessmen,”  the National Funeral 
Diriectors Association told the FTC, 
calling for repeal.

The rule took effect in 1984 after

more than a decade of debate and 
investigation into funeral puctices, 
and after the NFDA sued unsuccess­
fully to block it. But after living 
with it for more than five years, 
some funeral directors and smaller 
trade groups are amenable to retain­
ing it.

“Our membership’s living with it 
very well,” said Connie Ryan, Res­
ident o f the W isconsin Funeral 
Directors Association and director 
of Ryan Funeral Home in Madison. 
“We haven’t had any difficulties.”

The rule requires funeral directors 
to give customers an itemized price 
list at the start of discussions, an 
itemized final statement of costs, 
and to give price information over 
the phone if asked. It also lets con­
sumers purchase only what they 
want rather than packages that may 
include unnecessary extras, and pro­
hibits funeral directors from misrep­
resenting stale requirements for cas- 
tets for cremation or the embalming 
of corpses.

A m ericans each year arrange

more than 2 million funerab. With 
costs averaging $3,000 before burial 
fees, a funoal may be the third most 
expensive consumer purchase after 
a home and a car, according to the 
FTC.

When people are aware of their 
rights under the rule, they are able 
to be more selective in their funeral 
purchases, even if they dpcide to 
spend as much money as they 
would otherw ise, said C lifford 
Brownstein, executive director of 
the C ontinental A ssociation of 
Funeral and Memorial Societies.

The association, which repesents 
ISO memorial societies nationwide 
that help people get information and 
make plans, is calling for better 
enforcem ent o f the rule and its 
expansion to businesses such as 
cemeteries and crematories.

Robert Hardin, executive director 
of the NFDA, said the p ice  disclo­
sure requirements have hindered 
funeral directors, done nothing to 
benefit consumers and contribute to

higher prices by adding paperwork 
and training demands.

The FTC’s own study disproved 
its theory that consumers would 
spend less and shop around more 
with the rule, he said, adding that 
most people select a funeral home 
because t^ y  had a personal experi­
ence with thie home or because of its 
rqHitation, not based on price.

“The whole concep of the FTC 
back in 1984 was to try to change 
the social mores of this country and 
to try to convince the consumer that 
they’re shopping for a car when 
they’re shopping for a funeral,” 
Hardin said. “ It’s not a consumer 
product. I t’s a very professional 
consumer service.”

AARP is pushing to extend the 
rule to cemeteries and to expand

regulation of the booming “ pre- 
n ^ ”  business, in which people 
buy in advance to finance funeral or 
cemeieiy goods and services. Some 
pre-paid contracts, often sold by 
telephone, direct mail and door-to- 
door, aren’t covered by the funeral 
rule.

Minimum standards would ensure 
that consumers know what contracts 
cover, how the death benefits 
iiKiease over time, how secure the 
investments are and whether con­
tracts can be canceled or transferred 
if people move, Norrgard said.

The FTC has shown little inclina­
tion to get involved in additional 
regulation oi pe-need contracts, but 
Norrgard expressed hope these râles 
might be the subject of a separate 
rule-making procedure later.

receiver coach Ray Sherman, defen­
sive line coach Doug Shively and 
linebacker coach Floyd Reese.

Adams told G lanville he has 
warned other assistant coaches 
against speaking with their former 
supervisor.

“ Currently, there are three of 
your former assistants who have 
been advised in writing not to enter­
tain or solicit offers from other 
clubs,” Adams said in the letter. 
“ These assistants are: (quarterback 
coach) Kevin G ilbride, (special 
teams coach) Richard Smith and 
(strength and rehabilitation coach) 
Steve Watterson.

“ I have received unconfirmed 
information that one or more of 
these assistant coaches have 
received direct or indirect offers to 
come to work for you in Atlanta," 
Adams wrote. “They have not been 
given permission to leave and you 
are reminded that you are prohibited 
from discussing employment with 
them. If I learn that what I have 
heard is true, I will be disappointed 
and wiU refer the matter to the com­
missioner.”

Glanville told repdhers he had 
tried to call Adams Wednesday, but 
only was able to talk to the owner’s 
secretary.

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Bush defends position on legislation to protect Chinese students

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Presi­
dent Bush Wednesday defended his 
opposition to legislation to protect 

.Chinese students from deportation 
' and said Congress “ will luive only 
itself to blame’* if it overrides his 
veto and Chinese authorities retali­
ate.

In a morning news conference 
Bush waived judgment on the use of 
force by Soviet authorities attempt­
ing to put down civil disorder in the 

.distant region of Azerbaijan but

indicated his trust in Soviet leader 
Mikhail Gorbachev.

“ It is serious,” he said of the 
Soviet unrest. O f G orbachev’s 
future, he added, “I hope that he not 
only survives but stays strong."

Bush faced a challenge to his 
veto of legislation to protect Chi­
nese students, at risk due to the anti- 
Democracy crackdown in China. 
The president said he had taken 
steps to provide protection to Chi­
nese students studying here at the 
time of the crackdown in Tianan­
men Square last June. “ Not one was

sent back,” said Bush.
The House was expected to vote 

to override the veto by a wide mar­
gin later in the day, and Bush met 
before his news conference with 
Republican senators in hopes of sus­
taining his veto. Congress has sus­
tained each of Bush’s previous ten 
vetoes.

Bush also said a plan by Sen. 
Daniel Patrick Moynihan, D-N.Y., 
to reduce Social Security taxes was 
a “sleight of hand” that could lead 
to increases in other taxes or to 
reductions in Social Security bene­
fits.

The president also said he had 
not yet settled on the details of an 
aid package for Panama. He said he 
regretted the loss of Panamanian 
lives as much as the lives of Ameri­
cans lost

“ You have to feel concerned 
about that but you have to look at 
the broader picture,” he said, claim­
ing that a hige majority of Panama­
nian citizens approved of the inva­
sion. The Pentagon says about 200 
Panamanian civilians were killed 
during the fighting last month.

Meeting with reporters four days

past his first anniversary in office, 
Bush also:

• Offered his widely anticipated 
endorsem ent for creating a new 
Department of the Environment. He 
said worldwide environemtal chal­
lenges are “ so important that they 
must be addressed at the highest 
level.”

* Indicated he would soon pro­
pose changes in the Pentagon that 
“ begins the transition” to a military 
more geared to events outside 
Europe, while “ continuing to meet 
our inescapable commitment” to

NATO.
■ Said he would unveil the sec-, 

ond phase of his anti-drug strategy- 
on Thursday, continuing a busy 
period that includes submission of 
his first budget next Monday and 
his first State of the Union address 
Wednesday night.

Asked about Soviet unrest in 
Azerbaijan. Bush said he d idn’t 
know whether the volatile situation 
there posed a threat to Gorbachev’s 
political survival, but acknow l­
edged, “ He’s faced with an ethnic 
problem there, an internal problem."

H m ong trad itio n s re su lt in te a c h e r’s body being exhum ed
ST. PAUL, Minn. (AP) -  A pre-school teach­

er’s body was exhiuned and photographs of her 
Hmong pupils were removed Grom the casket to 
help lift the curse that the youngsters’ parents 
believed the children were uiider.

The grave of Headstart teacher Charlotte Bell, 
61, was opened Tiiesday at the urging of several 
of the parents, who are from the mountains of 
Laos^in Southeast Asia.

Burying a beloved picture “ is an honor to a lot 
of people” but a “disgrace and dishonor to the 
Hinong,” said Angela Mann, director of the local 
Headstart program.

“ The parents felt their children were cursed. 
They would have bad luck for the rest of their 
lives. I didn’t want that on my head.”

Bell had been hospitalized in December for 
pneumonia. She received a get-well card made 
by a colleague, Mann said. Shaped like a Christ­
mas tree, Uk  card included photos of her 36 stu­
dents, more than 20 of them Hmong.

Bell died of a stroke Jan. 1, and her family 
tucked the card in the casket before the burial at 
Crystal Lake Cemetery in Minneapolis.

Hmong parents learned the pictures had been 
buried and demanded them back. Burying the 
pictures separated the children from their spirits, 
exposing them to bad luck, illness and early 
death, they said.

Sixteen children were kept home by their par­
ents unless they were reunited with their spirits, 
Mann said.

The $700 for the exhumation was raised from 
private sources, Mann said. She said she tracked 
down Bell’s son in Mexico for permission to 
exhume the body.

“ Her son readily agreed. Her sister and brother 
weren’t toe happy about it. but they didn’t do 
anything about it,” Mann said.

Two officials from Lao Family Community, a 
Hmong social agency, were there when the pic­
tures were removed and performed a spirit-call­
ing ceremony using an egg, rice and incense to 
lure the spirits out of the grave along with the 
photos.

The process of calling back the children’s spir­
its requires two more steps, one requiring the 
photos.
