Lefors school board  denies teacher's 
resignation after lengthy discussions

An overwhelming show of sup­
port for Michael Downes, a Lefors 
school teacher, helped reinstate him 
to his teaching position Thursday 
night following his resignation last 
Friday.

The Lefors Independent School 
District Board of Trustees, follow­
ing a 4 1/2-hour executive session 
in a special called meeting, voted 
unanimously to deny Downes resig­
nation and require him to fulfdl his 
contract with the school district. 
The contract ends with the school 
year at the end of May.

During the closed session, the 
school board consulted with Super­
intendent Ed Gilliland, Principal 
Mike Jackson and Downes.

Downes, a math and computer 
teacher, resigned suddenly, stating 
in his resignation letter dated Jan. 
19, “I recently started working on 
my principaVsuperintendent certifi­
cation and 1 have decided I would 
like to pursue this on a full-time 
basis.”

His last teaching day was on Jan. 
18 at Lefors ISD and he wrote in his 
resignation letter that his departure

was effective immediately.

In an interview this morning, 
Downes said that although he had 
submitted his letter of resignation 
last week he had in effect, reconsid­
ered that decision.

“It was the dilemma we were 
faced with. It was not comfortable," 
Downes said this morning.

G illiland said follow ing the 
meeting Thursday evening that he 
told Downes upon the receipt of his 
resignation letter that he did not 
have the power to accept it, but 
would take it to the board.

Gilliland suongly denied that he 
had asked for Downes’ resignation 
stating, “There is a ton of rumors 
going around. The only thing 1 can 
say is what was turned in. 1 can’t 
answer to rumor, only to fact.”

Downes worked as a substitute 
for Pampa Independent School Dis­
trict for three days this week, he 
said, conducting num ber sense 
workshops with teachers.

Pampa ISD Superintendent 
Harry Griffith .said today, “He was 
sitting around the house and it was 
killing him. He called to ask if he 
could substitute until this was 
resolved.

“We told him we didn’t want to 
get involved in a conflict down 
there but would be happy to have 
him work with our kids.”

Attending the school board 
meeting were an estim ated 50 
Lefors students and residents. A 
petition signed by 121 of the resi­
dents and students asking that 
Downes’ resignation be denied was 
presented to the school.board by 
Kevin Mayfield, a senior at Lefors 
High School.

Mayfield also made a speech 
before the school board pushing for 
the denying of Downes’ resigna­
tion.

WASHINGTON (AP) -  President Bush, savoring a 
major U'iumph over Congress, is claiming a mandate td 
deal with China “ the way 1 feel is correct” despite 
widespread opposition to his policies from Democrats 
and Republicans alike.

“ Surprised you, didn’t it?” Bush exclaimed Thur.s- 
day after the Senate, by a four-vote margin, upheld his 
veto of a politically popuhu bill protecting Chinese stu­
dents from deporuition.

Bush said the victory would “ be helpful in reaching 
accommixlation” with the Senate and House on other 
matters.

Senators voted 62-37 against Bush but the vote 
failed to meet the two-thirds margin needed for an over­
ride.

The House had voted 390-25 a day earlier against 
the president.

In part, the issue was an election-year test of 
strength between a Republican president and a Demo­
cratic Congress.

However, it was not a strictly partisan battle since 
145 Republicans in the House and eight in the Senate 
joined with DemcKrats in trying to override Bush.

While Bush emerged the winner, the votes provided 
a clear measure of congressional displeasure with his 
secret diplomacy with Beijing and his refusal to deal 
harshly following the crackdown against China’s pro- 
democracy forces.

Sen. William Cohen,'R-Maine, said the bill repre­
sented “ America’s symbol to the world that is strug­
gling to throw off the chains of dictators.”

Sen. Slade Gorton, R-Wash., said that letting the 
veto .stand sends “ the signal that they can get away with 
what they have done and retain their power. And 1 think 
that’s wrong.”

Yet Senate Minority Leader Bob Dole, R-Kan., said 
the showdown was the equivalent of “ throwing out the 
first ball” of the 1990 election season and was being 
used by Democrats to force Republicans to cast “ a

U)ugh political vote” for the president.
Bush said he regarded the outcome as a mandate for 

his policies.
“ It gives me the confidence that I’m going to go 

forward the way 1 think is correct here. ... And we’re 
going to stay right on uack,” Bush said.

EJefending the secrecy of his approach. Bush said, 
“ 1 think the decisions I’ve made are gtxxl decisions.

“ I can understand the conU"oversy and I can under­
stand why there isn’t unanimous endorsement,” he 
said. “ But 1 view it as a very gotxl step.”

Bush said the 40,(KX) Chinese students in the United 
States would be fully protected even without the legis­
lation. “ No student, as long as I’m president, will be 
sent back against his or her will,” he vowed.

The president’s victory followed an intense While 
Hou.se lobbying blitz that included calls from Bush as 
well as former President Richard M. Nixon.

Bush discussed the China situation, as well as other 
subjects, in a pair of news conference appearances 
Thursday at which he also announced a $10.6 drug- 
fighting suategy and a $1 billion aid package for Pana­
ma to rebuild after the American invasion last month.

On a major foreign policy front. Bush praised 
Mikhail S. Gorbachev as the “best hope” for the Unit­
ed States in the Soviet Union and declined to fault him 
for using force to restore order in the Soviet republic of 
Azerbaijan.

On other subjects. Bush said:
— He would not point a finger at any party for the 

impasse in Middle East peace talks, saying, “ I don’t 
think it would be helpful to quantify recalcitrance.”

— He disagreed with NAACP leaders that there is 
“a rising tide” of racial violence in America, although 
he said there have been “ some very ugly incidents” 
with recent bombings and other actions.

— He will tell Americans in his State of the Union 
address next Wednesday that “ the country is going to 
be in pretty good shape.”

— He believes that members of Congress favor mil­
itary base cutbacks only if they don’t affect their own 
regions.

CAER en co u rag es lo ca l businesses 
to  file lists o f h azard o u s chem icals

Fire Capt. Kelly Randall told a 
Community Awareness and Emer­
gency Response (CAER) meeting 
Thursday night that local businesses 
keeping hazardous chemicals on 
their premises need education and 
encouragement to again file lists of 
the sub.stances with the fire depart­
ment
„ Lists of hazardous chemicals 
must be filed every year with the 
department. Randall said, as part of 
federal Title 111 regulations.

Last year, over 300 businesses 
and farms filed the lists. However, 
Randall said this year only five have 
filed so far. He said miscommunica- 
tion over how often the lists must be 
filed is probably to blame.

“ We also haven’t had many 
requests from the public to let peo­
ple see those lists of hazardous 
chemicals under ‘right to k n o ^ ” 
Randall told the gathering of chemi­
cal company representatives, emer­
gency responders and media. “If 
anybody wants to see w hat’s in

there, we ask them to reduce it to 
writing to keep our records straight.”

Randall said public education 
would be undertaken soon in an 
attempt to once again get a high 
level of compliance with the federal 
filing rule.

Title m  rules arc designed to 
help fircfighlcrs know what they arc 
encountering in the event of a chem­
ical fire or accident, fire officials 
have previously said, as well as to 
let the public know of hazardous 
chemicals in their immediate area.

During the m eeting, Steve 
Vaughn, emergency preparedness 
director for the city and Gray Coun­
ty, pointed out that Pampa has been 
recognized by the Environmental 
Protection Agency as having one of 
the six top chemical emergency pre­
paredness programs in the nation.

Pampa is recognized and their 
program ouUined as an example of 
excellence in a new ERA book pub­
lished in late 1989. Other govern­
mental bodies recognized were Cal­
houn County, Ala.; the state of Wis­
consin; Cuyahoga County, Ohio; 
Racine County, Wise., and the slate

of Idaho.
Representatives of the Salvation 

Army and Red Cross presented brief 
presentations on how their organiza­
tions deal with emergencies on the 
national or local level.

“These arc two examples of how 
groups are able to assist people 
locally and around the nation .” 
Vaughn said. “We appreciate you.”

Both local groups provided 
a.ssistance to national efforts during 
a hurricane that struck the East 
Coast and an earthquake that struck 
the West Coast in 1989.

CAER officials said a seminar 
will be sponsored this spring fbr 
members on dealing with clandc^ 
tine drug labs. ■!

Since the labs contain chemicals 
for the manufacture of narcotics, as 
well as booby traps, Randall told 
members, it is important that emer­
gency responders know what they 
arc walking into when a lab is dis­
covered.

The next CAER m eeting, 
Vaughn said, is scheduled for Thurs­
day, April 26, at noon at a site to be 
determined later.

Colombian jetliner crashes in New York; 67 people killed

COVE NECK, N.Y. (AP) -  A Colombian jetliner on 
a landing approach radioed that an engine had gone out 
before it crashed in heavy fog and rain, killing at least 
67 of 158 people aboard and scattering bodies across a 
wooded hillside, authorities said today.

Helicopters lifted bloodied passengers to hospitals 
as a priest gave last rites on the ground early this morn­
ing.

“ I gave them rosaries and said little prayers,” said 
the Rev. Daniel Ahem of S t Pius V Roman Catholic 
Church in Oyster Bay. “They were crying and asking 
about their family members.”

Avianca Flight 52, a Boeing 707, was carrying 149 
passengers and nine crew members when it crashed 
Thursday night on its second approach to John F. 
Kennedy International Airport, the airline said in a 
statement from Bogota.

“There were bodies on top of bodies on top of bod­
ies," said Jeff Race, 26, a New York City paramedic 
who lives a half-mile away. He said he was the first res­
cuer at the scene. “ Some were alive, some were dead. 
Limbs were bent every way you can imagine.”

“People were screaming.... Most of them were still 
strapped in their seats," he said. “ It was just mangled, 
twisted metal."

The 23-year-old jetliner, more than 90 minutes late 
from Bogota after a stop in Medellin, Colombia, broke 
into at 1 ^  three pieces. Rescuers arrived to find pas- 
sengen senmbUng oat of exits.

Dr. Oeotge Domi of Olen Cove Community Hospi­
tal Mdd the number of survivon was so high because 
die airplane didn't catch on fire. Authorities this morn­
ing cotdd not confirm a Grille News Network rqw rt 
dutt the plane ran out of fuel before it crashed.

National Transportation Safety Board investigators 
were on the scene but had not commented.

Boeing spokesman Tom Cole said the 707 model is 
capable of carrying about 24,000 gallons of fuel, which 
gives it range of 6,(X)0 miles. “It has plenty of capabili­
ty to fly from Colombia to New York.”

Federal Aviation Administration spokeswoman 
Diane Spitaliere said the plane pulled away from a 
landing approach at 9:24 p.m. for unknown rea.sons. At 
9:32 p.m., she said, the plane reported to the Kennedy 
tower that its No. 2 engine had gone out. At 9:34 p.m., 
the tower lost contact with the plane, and the crash 
occurred moments later, Spitaliere said.

The death toll as of midmoming was 67, and it was 
not clear how many crew members survived, said Port 
Authority Police Officer Michael Palermo.

The plane’s flight and voice recorders were recov­
ered, Thomas Gulotta, the Nassau County executive, 
said.

Authorities created a makeshift morgue on the front 
lawn of a mansion owned by the parents of tennis star 
John McEnroe, about a quarter-mile from the crash. 
The bodies were wrapped in white plastic and lined in 
rows.

Aleta Heidt of Wyckt^, N J., said her husband was 
on the plane, bringing home two adoptive children. The 
husband and at least one child survived, she said. She 
said she believed several children being adopted were 
on the flight

Race said most of those killed or severely injured 
were “ from the front of the plane, where the fuselage 
had separated apart"

By early today, 92*people had been taken to hospi- 
u ls , according to S g t James Callahan of the Nassau 
Cotmiy Poboe Emerpgncy Medical Bateau.

Nassau County Police spokesman Officer Peter 
Franzone said at least 78 people survived the crash.

pain,” Mayfield said. “It was hard to 
take ... we also lost a part of our­
selves.”

Mayfield described Downes as 
an “inspiration” to all of the stu­
dents.

He pointed out to the school 
board tl^t since he had been a sec­
ond-grade student in the school dis­
trict. there had been three superin­
tendents, three principals and four 
coaches in the last five years. He 
said Downes was an excellent 
instructor and should be retained.

“Anytime there is a change there 
is disruption,” Mayfield said. “Dif­
ferent people and different teachers 
have different ideas ... we have to 
learn new techniques.”

Mayfield said he was trying to 
make a point that by losing Downes 
the students would have to start all 
over “from the very bottom.” The 
senior said that he realized he and 
others at the meeting would be grad­
uating soon, but he pleaded with the 
school board to consid^ the impaa

o f D ow nes' resignation on the 
younger students.

“ D on 't lose all the work put 
forth by Michael Downes,” May- 
field said referring to increased 
T£.A.M.S. scores and the improve­
ment in U.I.L. competitions Downes 
is directly involved in.

Mayfield said if the resignation 
was not denied, there would be “an 
uphill battle  with the students 
because we’re going to be rejected.” 
He said the students were finally 
getting the attitude that “Pirates can 
accomplish all things,” and denying 
Downes’ resignation would help the 
students feel like they had accom­
plished a goal.

“1 know you have the power to 
make the right decision. 'The deci­
sion making our school the best is 
denying the resignation of Michael 
Downes.”

Following the closed session. 
Lefors ISD Board of Trustees Presi­
dent Garrel Roberson said, “We 
have decided not to accept Michael 
Downes’ resignation and have him 
fulfill his contract this year.”

Board member Keith Roberson 
made the motion, seconded by Larry

Daniels, to not accept the resigna­
tion. The motion was unanimous 
with all school trustees present for 
the nteeting.

Downes said today he is continu­
ing to work on his master’s degree 
in  adm inistration a t West Texas 
State University, attending classes 
two nights a w eek. He said he 
should have his degree completed 
next Spring. Downes is in his third 
school year at Lefors ISD. Before 
that he was a student teacher in the 
Wichita Falls school system for 2 
1/2 years w hile com pleting  his 
bachelor’s degree in mathematics at 
Midwestern State University.

Downes said he was impressed 
with the support of the students and 
residents in Lefors. Speaking of the 
students he said, “They are top of the 
line. They’re fantastic to work with. 
They have all of my supprat and I 
think from last night I’ve got theirs.”

As far as his future at Lefors ISD 
following the end o f his one-year 
contract in May, Downes said he 
was confident the school district 
would renew his contract However, 
he added, “We sign a one-year con­
tract. We re-evaluate every firing.”

AUSTIN (AP) -  The Texas 

Higher Education Coordinating 
Board voted today to approve the 
merger of West Texas State Univer­
sity with the Texas A&M University 
system but asked the Legislature to 
take steps to avoid politically  
charged lobbying on future mergers.

The board also approved the 
expansion of the U niversity of 
Texas-Dallas to a four-year school.

The board’s 10-7 vote on the 
West Texas merger m eans the 
schools can begin to combine. But 
coordinating board members were 
critical of the pressure they were put 
under on the way to the vote.

Board members said the Legisla­
ture put the cart before the horse by 
passing legislation that allowed the 
merger, contingent on the board’s

approval. The board had to act by 
M ^ h  31 or new legislation would 
have been required.

A series of school mergers in 
South Texas did not require the 
coordinating board’s review.

“ It placed a burden on the board. 
The legislature should have taken

action themselves; the South Texas 
mergers were handled without board 
approval, after a ll,"  said Eleanor 
Conrad, a board member who pro­
posed the resolution.

Greg Mitchell said it was “obvi­
ously politics” that (he coordinating 
board was even involved in approv­
ing the West Texas case. He said he 
voted for it because “ I don’t see

how we could deny access to A&M 
to that part of the state.”

The coordinating board passed a 
resolution today asking the Legisla­
ture to seek the coordinating board’s 
reconunendations before passing any 
more enabling legislation on school 
mergers, rather tlum making the merg­
ers contingent on the board’s action.

The coord inating  board also  
appointed a special committee to 
study the effect of mergers on the 
Texas university system. Results of 
the study are expected in October, 
and the board asked that the Legis­
lature not approve any new mergers 
or university system changes until 
that study is complete.

Board members said they were 
angered by the massive lobbying 
effort by the Texas A&M University.

Rape charge dropped against city employee

Charges will not be filed against a Pampa city 
employee accused in the Jan. 8 early morning rape of a 
woman, police said Thursday, because the alleged vic­
tim has declined to pursue the case.

However, City Manager Glen Hackler said the 
employee was terminated Thursday anyway.

“He has been terminated based on grounds unrelated 
to this incident,” Hackler said. “Beyond that statement. 
I’m not going to say anything for the sake of his priva­
cy.”

Hackler declined to identify the employee or what 
department he worked for except to say it was not in the 
fire or police departments.

Police said previously the employee was on duty at 
the time of the alleged rape, which the victim said 
occurred around 3 a.m.

“She has signed a non-prosecution statement,” said

Chief Jim Laramore.
Laramore said the case was to the point of deciding 

to go for a rape charge with the district attorney, lesser 
charges with the county attorney or non-prosecution 
and “she chose that option."

Police said the victim was put in touch with Tralee 
Crisis Center at the time of the alleged attack so she 
would have an advocate counseling her on the best way 
to pursue the case.

Hackler, asked if the employee was cleared, said, 
"That is probably too strong a.statement.”

Laramore also declined to say the employee was 
cleared, only that, “She (the alleged victim) signed a 
non-prosecution statement.”

He said the investigation was completed and infor­
mation gathered, along with the non-prosecution state­
ment

District Attorney Harold Comer said this morning, 
“Because of the nature of the offense, if she chooses not 
to testify, we don’t have a case.” "

C ity briefs

A number of Democratic mayors 
were quick to condemn the strategy.

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Coordinatìiig Board grants tentative approval to WT-A&M m erger
AUSTIN (AP) -  The Texas Higher Education Coor­

dinating Board today was to consider merging West 
Texas State University with the Ifexas A&M University 
system after having already given the proposal tentative 
approval.

On Thursday, the Coordinating Board, acting on the 
committee level, approved the consolidation 10-7 
despite charges that the proposal was based more on 
politics than education. *

Proponents say a merger would strengthen 6,000-stu­
dent West Texas State and bring more research dollars to 
the campus in Canyon. 16 miles south of Amarillo. Both 
West Texas State and A&M support the merger.

But those opposed said they were under political 
pressure to support the merger and they feared that 
West Texas State would be devoured by the mammoth 
A&M system.

“ It is not in the interest of the state to have two uni­
versity systems become so powerful that they can dic­
tate policy to smaller schools." Ibxas Higher Education 
Cdmmissioner Kermeth Ashworth.

“ I’m opposed to being made a pawn." said board 
member Iferbert Butrum of Houston during the hearing 
before an overflow crowd of mostly PanhatKlIe resi­
dents who support the merger.

“This has become an emotional and political situa­
tion. This board was created to take pditics out of the 
education system." said board vice chairman Cipriano 
Guerra of San Antonio.

Board member Jack IVotter of Houston said a mas­
sive lobbying effort, including a letter from Ll Gov. Bill 
Hobby, in support of the proposal “gives a suggestion 
that if we don’t vote right we won’t get confirmed."

Several board members still face Senate confirma­

tion hearings.
But a majority of the committee said the merger 

would help both schools.
“ What’s suiking to me is the enthusiasm the stu­

dents and faculty have for this proposal," board mem­
ber Dr. Lauro Guerra of McAllen sa^.

About two dozen West Texas State students were in 
the audience, wearing maroon buttons that said. 
“WTSU and A&M. Yes!”

Last week, the Coordinating Board’s staff of advis­
ers recommended against the merger, saying it would be 
premature.

Ashworth said it would make more sense to merge 
West Texas State with Lubbock-based Texas Tech, 
though neither school has expressed interest

But T. Boone Pickens, chairman of the West Texas 
State board of regents, disagreed.

“The students (at West Ibxas Stale) want to be iden­
tified with quality and Texas A&M is one of the best 
systems in the countty,” Pickens said.

Texas Tech president Robert Lawless said he sup­
ported the merger, but told the board to prevent any 
duplication of programs between Tech and those at 
West Texas State.

About 120 people from the Panhandle paid $200 
each to fly to Austin on a chartered jet to attend Thurs­
day’s meeting.

Board members who opposed the merger also said they 
felt like they were being rushed to make a decision before 
the completion of a report on the cost-effectiveness of 
realigning some of the university government structmcs.

The board, however, must act by March 31 on the 
West Texas Siaie-A&M merger because of a slate law 
passed last year.

Warm welcome for Brandley B ush's SSC com m itm ent questionèd
WASHINGTON (AP) -  Texas 

congressmen arc questioning Presi­
dent Bush’s commitment to the 
super collider now that he has 
requested $318 million -  iiistead of 
an anticipated $393 million -  for 
second year construction funds.

President Bush’s budget, to be 
unveiled Monday, requests $75 mil­
lion less than what had been antici­
pated for the giant particle accelera­
tor being built in Ellis County, and 
some Texans say that gets the pro­
ject off to a rockier start this year 
than they would have liked.

Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, D-Texas, 
said he had hoped for a higher start­
ing point, “ since 1 have no doubt, 
with our budget deficit situation, 
that Congress will whittle away at 
it.

“Only a fcw days ago, a White 
House spokesman was warning that 
Congress might make cuts in the 
president’s budget for the SSC. 
What he didn’t warn us was that 
we’d see substantial cuts before 
Congress even gets its tu rn ,’’ 
Bentsen said.

President Bush last year request­
ed $250 m illion for the SSC; 
Congress gave it $225 million.

“ It’s a serious setback,” said 
Rep. John Bryant, D-Dallas. “Now 
they’re talking about a higher price 
tag and the president proposes less 
money. That leaves us in a doubly 
difficult position of having to argue 
with the project’s critics, who will 
say this whole project is going to 
cost way too much money and let’s 
not put any money into i t ”

Rep. Jim Chapman, D-Sulphur 
Springs, said the $318 million 
request “ certainly shows less than 
the full commitment of the adminis­
tration to the project’’

Sen. Phil Gramm, R-Texas, said 
Thursday that B ush’s budget 
request, to be submitted to Congress 
on Monday, would include $318 
million for the SSC, including $169 
million for second-year con.struction 
funds.

Gramm said he was assured by 
Deputy Energy Secretary W. Hen­
son Moore that $318 million repre­
sents as much as the DOE believes 
it could actually spend in 1991 on 
the collider.

Gramm said Moore also told him 
that the lower figure would not have 
any impact on the project which if 
completed would be the largest.

most complicated scientific instru­
ment ever built, in which scientists 
hope to test theories about the build­
ing blocks of the universe.

Gramm said the collider, howev­
er, would be in far greater danger in 
Congress from the “ sticker shock" 
of a higher price tag should the 
Energy Department recommend the 
cost exceed $5.9 billion.

Scientists now say it would cost 
some $7 billion to build the collider 
as originally planned, and that keep­
ing spending at $5.9 billion would 
reduce the collider’s energy by 25 
piercent.

A panel of leading physicists 
told E>OE that such a reduction in 
power would “ unacceptably 
increase the risk of missing impor­
tant new physics."

Gramm said he anticipates the 
Energy Department will recommend 
an increase in overall spending for 
the collider and “ 1 see escalating 
costs as a clear and present danger.”

“ The big issue, when the engi­
neering estimates come in at the 
Department of Energy, the White 
House and Congress, is going to be 
the sticker shock,” Gramm said. 
“ You have to be awfully naive ...

State to get more federal agents for drug war

The Bush adminisU'auon’s plan 
to dispatch hundreds o f federal 
agents to attack narcotics trafficking 
in the Southwest is welcome news 
for overwoiked border and customs 
agencies, but Houston’s mayor says 
more money is needed.

President Bush, vowing “ to do 
whatever it takes," proposed a $1.1 
billion increase Thursday for the 
war against drugs. The $10.6 billion 
overall package would target more 
money against cocaine traffickers.

The plan, which also urged the 
death penalty for drug kingpins, still 
had deficiencies, said Houston 
Mayor Kathy Whitmire. Houston is 
the president’s adopted hometown 
where high-intensity drug-traffick­
ing was targeted.

Bush plans an address today in 
Washington for the winter meeting 
of the U.S. Conference of Mayors, 
where Ms. Whitmire is president.

Gov. Bill C lem ents said the 
attention will be welcome.

“ This additional investment in 
our war against drugs, which my 
office has diligently sought, will pay 
great dividends in our effents to wipe 
out this scourge," Clements sai(L

The president’s plan would pro­
vide n e^ed  agents in Houston and 
other designated areas, officials said.

“This (Houston) is a conduit for 
sm uggling across the border. It 
comes up to Houston and then goes 
out of here," said Jim Piatt, regional 
commissioner for the U.S. Customs 
Service based in Houston.

Mayors believe the federal gov­
ernment should provide direct aid to 
the n a tion ’s c ities, rather than 
through state governments as it does 
now, Whitmire said.

A study released by the group 
this week found only 15 percent of 
two key grant programs for law 
enforcement assistance made it to 
city governments las^ear.

Mayors also belike federal anti- 
drug efforts must be sufficient for 
cities to provide drug treatment for 
all addicts, Whitmire said.

The president’s drug proposal 
amounted to $44 per person, with 
only a few pennies additional for 
treatment, San Diego Mayor Mau­
reen O ’Connor said. By contrast, 
the federal savings and loan bailout 
plan costs $208 per person.

“Until we put the same amount 
in fighting drugs, we have not made

it our top priority,” Whitmire said.
Bush’s plan also designates four 

other regions ^ New York, Los 
Angeles, Miami and the Mexican 
border region -  as areas where fed­
eral anti-drug efforts would pump 
millions of dollars.

“The Western District of Texas is 
going to be affected in a positive way 
... in all areas, enforcement, prosecu­
tion and hopefully the courts," said 
Ron Ederer, U.S. Attorney for the 
Western District of Texas, which 
includes part of the border.

“The one thing that is reassuring 
is that the Southwestern border has 
been designated as one of the areas, 
so in one way or another we will 
get some help ,”  said W illiam 
Nowak. U.S. director of inspection 
and control division of the El Paso 
sector.

HOUSTON (AP) -  Officials say 
a growing number of teens are lying 
about their age when they are arrest­
ed in hopes of obtaining shorter sen­
tences as adults.

A 16-year-old drug offender was 
caught lying about his age this week 
after being sentenced to two years in 
prison, said prosecutor Rob Kepple.

If the lie had not been discov­
ered. the teen-ager probably would 
have spent about two months in 
Harris County Jail, then been 
paroled because of the overcrowded 
jail conditions, he said.

Instead, the youngster’s convic­
tion was voided and the case sent

back to the juvenile courts where he 
faces months in a Texas Youth 
Commission lockup or a residential 
facility here.

“ Nobody can say we’re molly­
coddling kids or running a country 
club now,” Harris County Juvenile 
Probation Department spokeswom­
an Dianne Logan said in response to 
reports of how sheet-smart teens are 
lying to escape the system.

“ A year on probation here 
means you attend school. Your pro­
bation officer drops in at the school 
to make sure you’re there.

“We have home visits, too. You 
make monetary restitution and do

community service restitution,” 
Logan said.

If juveniles end up at two local 
facilities for young offenders, they 
are looking at stays averaging 8 1/2 
months, in addition to months of 
supervised probation afterward.

And if the young offender 
becomes a justice system nuisance, 
he can be incarcerated until age 18, 
which is longer than he’d probably 
serve in a state prison unit.

Officials said they don’t know 
how many juvenile offenders have 
lied about their age, but said an 
increasing number have been found 
out during the past year.

Those 'tax assistors'
are back — again

As you receive your W-2 foim from your company and pore 
over last year’s pile of receipts, the internal Revenue Service is 
preparing as well. Not only are hordes of auditors and investigators 
shaipening their pencils and dusting off subpoenas, the IRS’s tax- 
payer-service division (they really call it that) is preparing to help 
you fill out your forms.

Says the division’s new director, John Dunne: “We’re hoping for 
a significant improvement" in their ability to help taxpayers. But 
that’s not a hard boast to make, since the division could hardly do 
worse. Last year taxpayer inquiries were answered incorrectly a 
horrendous 37 percent of the time, according to the IRS’s own sur­
vey. Independent surveys peg the error rate even higher.

The situation is amusing, but could also be dangerous. Despite a 
Taxpayer Bill of Rights p a s ^  by Congress in 1988, every taxpayer 
is still held guilty until proved innocent, and his money can be 
seized before he gets a fair hearing. This adjourns centuries of legal 
precedenL dating beck to the atKient Anglo-Saxon kings of Eng­
land, in which a person is held innocent until proved guilty.

So one goof by the taxpayer-service division’s “assistors,” as 
they’re called, and a taxpayer is in big trouble. The IRS’s only 
response; “Well, excuuuuuuse me!"

Dunne says that this year his “assistors” will be better trained 
and supervised, and many will work on computers with extensive 
databa^s of tax law information. Tax law aJso has changed less 
over the past year than it has in the past.

Any improvement is to be cheered. But an error rate of even 1 
percent could harm tens of thousands of taxpayers, possibly putting 
them at risk of severe financial penalties and imprisonment.

The real problem is not Dunne’s office and its workers, though 
they still siunld be held to account for their errors. Tlie problem is 
that, eventTDunne hired a staff of a thousuid Einsteins, the tax 
code is so complex that wrong answers would still be given out to 
inquiring taxpayers.

The solution, then, is twofold. FirsL the individual taxpayer must 
be given back his right to be held innocent until proved guilty, and 
IRS should seize no money until a taxpayer has first been given a 
fair trial. Second, Congress should simplify the tax code. Economist 
Milton I^iedman has suggested that a flat income tax of about IS 
percent for all taxpayers -  the same rate would be assessed on all, 
with no deductions -> would generate the same revenue as now. You 
could figure out your taxes on a postcard.

Of course, the best direction would be the (»ivatization of gov­
ernment services, one in which the few remaining services were 
paid for voluiaarily. But until we can institute such an horrorable 
system, we at least can make tax collection simpler and less capri­
cious.
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A formula for better schools
Over the past 30 years, one report after another 

has documented the sorry state of public education 
in the United States. Two publications have just 
come to hand that suggest what can be done about 
it. And because the recommendations involve 
something besides “more money," they deserve 
your attention.

Everyone has heard the litany of shortcomings. 
Thousands of children drop out of school as func­
tional illiterates. Test scores decline. In internation­
al competitions our high school seniors usually fin­
ish in last place. In such areas as history and litera­
ture, barely half of our llth-graders make passing 
scores. And so on.

John W. Alexander, a retired professor of eco­
nomic geography at the University of Wisconsin, 
recently summarized the thoughts of a lifetime 
^ n t  in teaching. He calls his statement “A Strate­
gy for Public Schools.” His ideas are remarkably 
close to the ideas advanced in “Making Schools 
Better,” a slim pamphlet published by die Center 
for Educational Innovation in New Yoii City.

Some of Alexander’s ideas are downright revo­
lutionary. He would abolish property taxes for edu­
cation and replace them with statewide income 
taxes. The states then would distribute funds to par­
ents in the form of “school stamps,” or vouchers, 
that could be expended only for education at 
schools of the parents’ choice. The federal govern­
ment would supi^ement the state grants in poorer 
areas of the country.

The idea of tuition vouchers is not new. In one 
form or another it has been advanced repeatedly, 
but it has gone nowhere. The teachers’ unions hate 
the idea because it would lead to competition

among individual schools. Another objection goes 
to the separation of church and state: Could the 
vouchers be used to send children tq religious 
schools?

Set these old arguments aside. O f greater 
importance is Alexander’s corollary idea of giving 
each individual school “the precious freedom of 
autonomy,” with its own governing board of teach­
ers, parents and students. This is exactly in line 
with the thinking of John Chubb and Seymour 
Hiegel in the pamphlet they have prepared fOT the 
Center for Educational Innovation.

Chubb is a senior fellow at the Brookings Insti­
tution. He was in charge of a massive study of SOO 
randomly selected high schools across the country. 
Fliegel formerly was deputy superintendent of East 
Harlem’s School District Four. He brought a free- 
dom-of-choice plan to the rundown and dispiriied 
schools of his district and achieved amazing results.

From the mountain of data Chubb accumulated, 
he was able to draw conclusions on what works 
and what fails in public education. The study 
looked at such variables as per pupil expenditures, 
teacher salaries, class size, g^ua tio n  requirements

and homework assignments. In terms trf' academic 
achievement, none of these seemed to mattter. 
There was no correlation.

But an intangible quality was found to mailer 
greatly. The successful schools had a sense of aca­
demic vision. Teachers knew where they wanted to 
lake their students. Strong principals, oriented 
toward education rather than administration, pro­
vided vigorous leadership. Teachm were left free 
to tailor their practices to the needs of their stu­
dents.

“The key determinant, more important than 
anything else, turned out to be auumomy. Success­
ful scIkmIs were relatively independent of external 
influence by administrators, superintendents, cen­
tral oRice bureaucrats and union officials.”

< Fliegel pulled off his miracle in East Harlem by 
instituting a plan of parental choice at the junior 
high school level. Within District Four he estab­
lished a wide variety of educational (qrpartunities. 
Each school augments a core curriculum with 
offerings in a particular field -  sports, performing 
arts, maritime studies, science and math. One 
school is almost a “military academy.”

'The results have been spectacular. District Four 
once was dead last in reading and math. No more. 
School attendance has soared, and the number of 
dropouts has plummeted. The princi|4e of freedom 
of choice demonstrably woilcs.

It may be an exercise in futility to fight for a 
plan of school based upon tuition vouchers. Never 
mind. The goal of greater autonomy and less 
bureaucracy is a sound goal. Moreover, it doesn’t 
call for new billions of dollars. In the wwld of pub­
lic education, it’s a happy thought.

Soviet officers had warned Gorbachev 
against sending troops to  A zerbaijan

MOSCOW (AP) -  Two senior 
Soviet officers in Baku warned 
President Mikhail S. Gorbachev 
hours before he sent troops into the 
Azerbaijani capital that an assault 
would turn the people against the 
army and ethnic Russians, a news­
paper said today.

The two officers, top officials at 
a Baku military academy, said in a 
telegram Jan. 19 that bringing in 
troops would lead “ to a total break 
in relations and put (the soldiers’) 
families in danger,” as well as “cre­
ate a growth in the anti-Russian 
mood.”

The telegram was reported in the 
Communist youth newspaper Kom- 
somolskaya Pravda.

Hours after the officers reported­
ly sent their telegram, Soviet troths 
stormed into the Azerbaijani capital 
to put down the nationalist uprising 
there and stop anti-Armenian riot- 
ing, «.Aw*

By latest count, 101 people have 
died since then, and more than 171 
overall in the unrest that began with 
anti-Armenian riots two weeks ago.

Komsomolskaya Pravda said the 
dangers predicted by Cols. A. Save­
lyev and A. Rusakov have come 
about

It added that more than 30,0(X) 
family members of Soviet soldiers 
have had to be evacuated.

The paper also ventured some of 
the First criticism printed in the offi­
cial Soviet press of the troops in 
Baku, noting that dozens of people 
had been hospitalized with acciden­

tal shooting wounds blamed on the 
soldiers.

“ We don’t presume to advise the 
military, but after all, there are other 
means of ‘imposing order,’ ” it said. 
“ Professionals are needed, who 
know how to fulfill their tasks, but 
not at any price.”

Also today, Azerbaijani activists 
said police had staged two raids on 
the Azerbaijani government’s build­
ing in Moscow overnight and arre.st* 
ed a leader of the nationalist Azer­
baijani People’s Front, Ekhtibar 
Mamedov.

Activist Shain Gajiyev said com­
mandos charged into the govern­
ment mission at 3 a.m., searched it 
and herded some 40 Azerbaijani 
men into buses.

But he said all were released 
except Mamedov, who gained atten­
tion recently by claiming there were 
far more people killed in the assault 
on Baku than officials have said.

Police spokesmen said they had 
not been informed of any such raid, 
but a visit by an Associated Press 
reporter revealed several broken- 
down doors and a chaos of scattered 
documents in the offices.

In Baku, military commandant 
Lt. Gen. Vladimir Dubinyak said 
this morning the situation was “rel­
atively  calm ,’’ the Soviet news 
agency Tass reported.

Moscow’s telephone connections 
to Armenia and Azerbaijan were 
down this morning, and operators 
said no calls could go through until 
at least evening. The areas are 
closed to foreign reporters.

Tass said that in the last 24 
hours, 147 people had been detained
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in Baku either for breaking curfew 
or other violations, and two newspa­
pers were banned by the military 
authorities.

It said troops had not used 
weapons on Thursday, but Komso­
molskaya Pravda said two people 
were killed  in Baku when an 
armored personnel carrier r ^  over a 
car.

Shooting also continued around 
a barracks where, according to some 
reports, Azerbaijani troops are fight­
ing Soviets.

Military authorities have denied 
that the Azerbaijanis in the barracks 
turned against the army.

Strikes continued to paralyze 
much of Baku’s transport and indus­
try, but Soviet media reported that 
many stores had re-opened for the 
first time since the Jan. 20 assault. 
Azerbaijanis have pledged not to 
end their strikes until Soviet troops 
withdraw.

There were no reports on 
w hether a cease-fire, agreed to 
Thursday by belligerents in the 
N akhichevan region, was b^ing 
observed.

The Soviet army has said it is 
prepared to enforce the peace in 
Nakhichevan, a section of Azerbai­
jan cut off from the main part of the 
republic and bordered by Armenia, 
Iran and Turkey.

Militants in Nakhichevan tore 
down hundreds of miles of border 
fo rtifica tions with Iran several 
weeks ago in a prelude to the latest 
clashes in the two-year-old dispute 
betw een the republics over 
Nagorno-Karabakh, a predominant­
ly Armenian enclave in Azerbaijan.

LONDON (AP) -  A storm with winds of up to 110 
mph tore across southern England and Western Europe, 
killing at least 73 people in six countries as it ripped off 
roofs, caused buildings to cave in and brought trees 
crashing down on cars and pedestrians.

Britain, with 45 dead, was the worst hit Thursday. 
“ London is virtually at a standstill,” Scotland Yard said 

^at one stage as air, bus, subway and train services halted 
and rain came through the wind-damaged roof of Par­
liament.

Police reports said 11 people died in Holland, six in 
France, six in Belgium, four irf Denmark and one in 
West Germany.

The storm swept in from the Atlantic Thursday 
morning, cutting a trail of destruction across the conti­
nent before turning northeast and heading out into the 
North Sea at night

A reactor chimney was blown down at the Paluel 
nuclear power plant in France. State-owned Electricité 
de France said the plant was shut down immediately 
and any possible hazards would be monitored.

In London, the storm ripped off roofs, scaffolding 
and advertising billboards. Pedestrians clung to each 
other trying to keep upright. About 250,000 people in 
western England were without electricity.

British Airways suspended flights from Heathrow 
Airport Thursday afternoon and ferry services were sus­
pended across the English Channel and disrupted 
between Scodand and Northern Ireland. „

Rail commuters faced long delays getting to London 
this morning as many uains were canceled and others 
were delayed.

Police said major British highways were open but 
some secondary routes were still blocked by fallen 
trees.

The Independent newspaper said insurers put early

estimates of damage to property in Britain at more than 
SI.3 billion.

The Dutch coast guard reported a Soviet fishing ves­
sel with 56 people aboard in trouble off the north coast. 
The Defense Ministry in the Netherlands said three 
navy helicopters and two lifeboats were in the area to 
offer help.

Those killed in Belgium included a woman and her 
child who died when a tree crashed on their car near 
Brussels. A man riding a bicycle was killed after he was 
swept under a truck in Torhout, western Belgium, in 
winds that peaked at 105 mph, authorities said.

Elsewhere in Belgium, where sea, train and road 
traffic was either halted or seriously hampered by the 
storm, a 72-ycar-old man who climbed on his roof to 
estim ate damage was blown to his death in Sint 
Niklaas.

A 56-year-old man died from a heart attack after he 
also climbed to his roof in Horion-Hozemont.

Winds caused severe damage in West Germany, par­
ticularly in coastal Schleswig-Holstein and Lower Sax­
ony states. A 53-year-old man was swept off his bicycle 
near Aurich in Lower Saxony and run over by a car, 
police said. The man was rushed to a hospital but died 
of his injuries.

Six people were reported killed in France, including 
a”! 2-year-old girl crushed when wind blew down a wall 
in a school courtyard, and 11 in the Netherlands.

Dozens of people were reported injured along 
France’s northern coast and hundreds of thousands were 
left without power.

Police said winds that reached 110 mph blew roofs 
away, tore down power lines, chimneys and silos, and 
bkx-ked roads with the rubble.

Dutch television said one of the victims in Holland 
was a man killed in Binnenmaas village while trying to 
secure his windmill against the storm.

Klaas Wilting, spokesman for the Amsterdam 
police, desenbed the city as “a madhouse.”

CDC reports widespread flu epidemic
ATLANTA (AP) -  A flu epi­

demic has hit the United States with 
outbreaks reported this winter “jast 
about everywhere,” a Centers for 
Disease Control researcher said.

A key indicator -  a deaths-from- 
flu index -  is at its highest level in 
at least eight years, CDC 
researchers said Thursday.

Flu is reported “ widespread” in 
18 stales and “ regional” outbreaks 
are reported in 17 more stales, the 
CDC said in its weekly report.

Last week, 7.6 percent of 15,090 
deaths reported to the CDC from 
121 major cities were blamed on flu 
or pneumonia.

That “ significantly exceeds” 
expected levels for the second 
straight week, said Dr. Walter Gunn, 
a CDC viral disease specialist.

“This qualifies in our definition 
as an epidemic,” Gunn said.

The CDC’s epidemic level is 6.7 
percent. The 7.6 percent figure is 
the worst since the winter of 1981- 
82, Gunn said.

Most of the flu samples reported 
to the CDC this winter have been the 
type which researchers call A-H3N2. 
That was the predominant type in the 
1984-85 flu season, when an esti­
mated 57,000 Americans died from 
flu -  37,000 more than in the typical 
winter, Gunn said.

“As far as how many people will 
die” this flu season, “ that depends 
on how long this peak is sustained/’ 
Gunn said. “ With any luck, it will 
come right back down.”

Flu has been reported this wintor 
“jast about everywhere,” Gunn said.

The serious flu season, he said, 
points to the importance of flu vac­
cinations for those at greatest risk of 
serious com plications from flu, 
including older people and patients 
with heart or lung disease.

“There’s still time,” he said. “ It 
only takes two weeks to build up 
your immunity.”

Gunn also stressed that parents 
whose children or teen-agers have

flu symptoms should be careful not 
to treat them with aspirin, which has 
been linked in flu cases to Reye’s 
syndrome, a rare but potentially
deadly disease.

The 18 states with wide.spread 
flu outbreaks are Massachusetts, 
Connecticut, New York, Michigan, 
Wisconsin, Minnesota, Missouri, 
South Dakota, Nebraska, Virginia, 
North Carolina, Georgia, Mississip­
pi, Oklahom a, Texas, Montand, 
Idaho and Arizona.
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Odessan recalls life in the oil patch

ODESSA(APy -  Stretching his 
arms high above his head, then 
bending down toward the floor, 
John Kovach demonstrated his cal­
isthenics routine.

“ 1 do it every day, and it keeps 
the Charley horses out of my legs," 
Kovach said.

He’s known as “Johnnie” to his 
friends, a youthful name that behes 
his age of 90.

Kovach has seen all of the booms 
and busts in the oil patch during the 
56 years that he’s lived in Odessa.

He grew up in Kansas, but moved 
to Wichita Falls in May 1919 and 
landed a job with Conunental Sup­
ply Co., an oil field supply firm.

‘‘Business was boom ing. We 
didn’t have good roads or many of 
them back then, so people just start­
ed building up towns in the fields 
near the wells," Kovach said.

He moved with the company, 
opening up new stores as the oil 
boom and bust cycles forced bud­
ding towns to grow, then die.

*‘I saw the Buricbumett boom, the 
Ranger boom, then I went on to 
Breckenridge," Kovach said.

Cable-tool rigs and wooden der­
ricks started dotting the flat Texas

landscape near Breckenridge in the 
early 1920s.

That’s when Kovach met Carl 
Cromwell, who was drilling a wild­
cat well in Reagan County that later 
become renowned as the Santa Rita 
No.l, the first oil well on University 
of Texas lands.

Cromwell purchased equipment 
to use while drilling the Santa Rita 
from Kovach’s Continental store.

“ That’s my main claim to any 
pioneering -  selling those supplies 
to Cromwell,” Kovach said as his 
eyes lighted up.

After the Santa Rita staried to 
gush. Continental sent Kovach to 
open a store in Best.

“ We worked 24 hours a day. 1 
lived over the store, and many limes 
a customer would wake me up in 
the middle of the night to get sup­
plies to keep the rig going," Kovach 
said.

“ After the discovery of the Big 
Lake field, wildcatting took off in 
all directions." Kovach said, noting 
that Continental built stores in Big 
Spring, Coleman. Pyoie and Hobbs., 
N.M.

“In those days we all u.sed steam 
rigs, but the bad water caused the 
boilers to corrode up so fast that we 
converted to gas engines, then

diesel engines, then diesel electric 
ones,”  Kovach said, noting that 
rotary rigs quickly replaced the 
cable-tool rigs.

The store in Best closed in |934, 
and Kovach moved to Odessa, pay­
ing $750 for a house on Lee Street.

“ Some people told me it was the 
first one ever built here. I don’t 
knowTf it’s true, but it sure was in 
bad shape so it might have been,” 
Kovach said. The home was demol­
ished years ago.

"He continued working for Conti- 
nenj^, moving up to division man­
ager while working throughout New 
Mexico and Texas.

Kovach moved to his home in 
Colder Avenue before retiring from 
Continental in 1964.

“This was all pasture land when I 
moved here, and there wasn’t a stop 
light in town,” he said. “ I never 
thought it would get this big.”

Kovach has watched Odessa grow 
from an oil field town of 3,500 in 
the 1930s to a sprawling city of 
99,900 today.

He also witnessed a technological 
surge in the oil industry along the 
way.

“ When I first started out, you had 
two-man crews working 12-hour 
days on the cable-tool drilling rigs.

In body shapes, pears a re  health ier

BOSTON (AP) -  Having a big potbelly-is bad 
for cholesterol, and this could explain why, when it 
comes to body shapes, pears arc better than apples, 
according to a study published today.

“ When patients come in, we advise them to lose 
w eight,” said Dr. Richard E. Ostiund Jr. “ This 
paper suggests that more important than jhat is how 
the fat is distributed.”

Researchers have long noticed that folks with big 
spare tires tend to have an especially high risk of 
heart trouble, but the reason was unclear. Ostlund’s 
study, in New England Journal of Mediciite, sug­
gests that people with beefy hips and trim waists 
have higher levels of a protective form of choles­
terol called HDL than do those with potbellies and 
small behinds.

The study of healthy elderly people, conducted at 
Washington University School of Medicine, found 
that body shape alone could account for a large 
portion of the differences in people’s HDL choles­
terol levels.

“ This may have tremendous importance to the 
average American, because we all tend to bulge out 
in this way,” said Dr. William Castelli, director of 
the long-running Framingham Heart Study in sub-

urban Boston. /
HDL -  high density lipoprotein -  is the so-called 

good cholesterol. The more people have in their 
blood, the lower their chances of heart attacks. 
Women typically have higher HDL levels than 
men. As they grow older, women also tend to put 
on weight around the hips, while men are more 
prone to growing big tummies.

Tummy fat surrounds the intestines, and its blood 
supply drains directly to the liver, he said. “ The 
liver is sensitive to things that fat cells pul out. The 
metabolism of the liver may be changed because of 
the intra-abdominal fat,” including the liver’s pro­
duction of HDL.

The blood from hip fat, which is just underneath 
the skin, docs not drain directly to the liver and so 
has less impact on the way it works, he said.

“The bottom line for the middle-aged and elder­
ly is; Don’t let that spare tire get you around the 
waist,” said Castelli. “ Get out and exercise and 
diet.”

However, Ostiund said dieting is a hard way to 
tackle the problem , since fat patterns may be 
established at birth.

“ I t ’s very hard to change your w aist-to-hip 
ratio,” Ostiund said. “ You can do it if you lose a 
massive amount of weight, but losing 10 to 20 
pounds doesn’t change it very much.”

and a lot of times the owner was the 
loolpusher,” Kovach said.

“ I made a lot of good friends in 
the oil fields. They’re all good peo­
ple, but they were characters. Some 
were wild as could be. They’d drink 
a lot, play a lot and work like hell,” 
he said.

“ Now 1 know very few of the 
new people that have taken over the 
oil industry. Most of the old-timers 
have pass^  away, and a lot of peo­
ple left the oil industry when the 
last boom went bust,” Kovach said.

Many of the independent oilmen 
went bankrupt or got out of the 
business during the mid-1980s.

“ It takes 1,(XX) limes the money 
or more to be in the business today 
than it did in the early years. It’s a 
different ballgame today,” he said.

“ Everybody now has to have a 
high degree in geology or engineer­
ing. Now you push a button, and 
everything is computerized or auto­
mated instead of throwing a jaw 
clutch that would almost pull your 
arm off,” he said.

“ I’ve been retired for 25 years, 
but this new horizontal drilling 
technique looks very good ,”  
Kovach said. “ It’s the one thing that 
might bnng some optimism back to 
the fields.”

For a few, sweet years 1 had a 
rare gift -  a mother-in-law whom I 
adored.

Sadie saw my marriage into the' 
family as a chance to do all the ' 
mother/daughter things she had • 
wanted to do for so long.

In our unworthiness, we are"

Arab Baptists bring their militant evangelism

'  FORT WORTH (AP) -  The 
infectious, bouncy rhythms of Mid­
dle Eastern music soared through 
the chapel as an Arab Baptist 
revival meeting, possibly Texas’ 
first, went into full swing.

“ Halleluia, Fa-howal Ella.” the 
small congregation sang in Arabic 
at University Baptist Church. *‘Wa 
Howa Alla-qualde Dow-man Ya- 
sued.”

The words in English meant, 
“ He is Lx>rd and he is always in my 
heart.”

The Rev. Fayiz Saknini. a Bap­
tist evangelist who grew up in 
Nazareth, the childhood home of 
Jesus, pounded the pulpit in emo­
tional freewheeling Baptist fashion. 
But his words were And>ic.

“Life without hope is sad. It is 
hell on earth,” Saknini said through 
an interpreter.

“ W ithout Jesus we have no 
hope.” he told about SO worshippers 
at the meeting last fall.

The Arab revival was probably 
the first in Texas, said the Rev. 
Raouf Ghattas, pastor of the Arab 
mission at University Baptist.

G hattas said the goal of the 
revival was to reach the growing 
Arab population that in recent years 
has increased to more than 30,000 
in the Fort Worth-Dallas area.

M ost Arabs are M uslims, he 
said, but many have a Christian 
background.

Ghattas. 43, grew up in a Chris­
tian home in Cairo, Egypt, as a 
member of the Presbyterian faith. 
Now he is a Bsqitist seddng a mas­
ter’s degree in theology at South­
western Baptist Theological Semi­
nary in Fort Worth.

Ghattas wants to be a Christian 
missionary in the Middle East, serv­
ing with the Southern Baptist For­
eign Mission Board.

But he hopes to reach fellow 
Arabs in this area, too.

A poster in his office at Univer­
sity Baptist, printed in Arabic and 
English, says, *‘We will not rest 
until all the Arabs of Fort Worth 
hear about Jesus.”

The Arab mission, which has 
special classes in Arabic language 
and culture, has grown from five to 
50 members since it was founded in 
1985. Most of the growth came in 
the last year, Ghattas said.

Ghattas has an Arab Christian 
radio broadcast carried on KVTT- 
FM 91.7 at 6 p.m. on Sundays. He 
said it is the only Arab Christian 
program in the state.

Ghattas acknowledges that most 
Arabs in the area are Muslims, not­
ing that there are five Islamic 
mosques in Fort Worth and Dallas.

“ I have visited the mosque in 
Fort Worth, and I have very good 
relations with my Muslim friends,” 
Ghattas said.

During the revival m eeting, 
Shaun Shorrosh, a native of 
Lebanon now studying at South­
western seminary to be a Christian 
m issionary, spoke softly into a 
microphone as he translated the 
Arabic words for English-speaking 
visitors wearing earphones. Those 
without earphones sat near Shorrosh 
to hear his translations.

His wife, Amal Shorrosh. also a 
seminary student, played the piano 
and sang with the church’s music 
director, Nizar Haddad, who also 
attends the sem inary. Shaun 
ShoFosh’s father. Fu’ad Shorrosh, is 
a Baptist preacher in Tennessee.

Saknini travels the nation 
preaching and is an employee of the 
Southern Baptist Home Mission 
Board based in Atlanta.

“ To reach Arab people, you 
have to love them,” Saknini said. 
“ You avoid insulting them by 
preaching negatively. If they are of 
Muslim background, you try to 
emphasize what you have in com­
mon with them.”

When speaking to Arabs about 
Christianity, he uses Arabic words.

such as “ A llah”  for God and 
“Yeshua” for Jesus.

All Arabs, he said, are bom into 
a religious faith. Usually that faith is 
Muslim, but k}metimes their back­
ground is in a Christian faith, such 
as the Coptic, Orthodox or Maronits 
Catholic churches of the Middle 
East.

Even if Arabs aren’t practicing 
the faith they followed in the Mid­
dle East, they find it hard to change 
to a W etern-style Christianity, 
Saknini said.

Many are skeptical of Western 
C hristians, because they still

remember learning about the cru­
sades of the Middle Ages, when 
Arabs of all faiths were killed.

Also, they are affected by loyal­
ties to their native Arab nations and 
know that Western Christians usual­
ly have supported Israel in Arab- 
Israeli political conflicts, he said.

Becoming a Christian convert 
often means sacrificing family ties, 
said Nomie Derani, a former Mus­
lim form Lebanon who is a member 
of the Arab Baptist mission and a 
student at Southwestern seminary.

“ My family hasn’t spoken to me 
in nine years,” she said.

During the revival meeting, 
Saknini, whose brother Fu’ad Sakni­
ni is pa.stor of the Baptist Church .in 
Nazareth, had a reunion with the 
Rev. Finlay Graham and his wife, 
Julia, who retired in 1986 after 40 
years as Baptist m issionaries to 
Lebanon.

Finlay Graham was in charge of 
missionaries in the Middle East and 
founded the seminary in Lebanon 
where Sakinini studied. Graham 
now is an adjunct professor at 
Southwestern Seminary.

“ Our Muslim friends are mili- 
tantly evangelistic,” Graham said.

“and they are doing a lot more than 
Christians in many places to rehabil­
itate ex-convicts and fight drugs.”

The greatest concentration of 
Arab Christians in the United States, 
Saknini said, is around Los Angeles, 
where there are more than 20 con­
gregations.

Boston, New York. Detroit and 
Fort Worth-Dallas also have large 
cotKentrations of Arabs.

Saknini said the Muslim faith, 
which claims about 900 million 
adherents worldwide, is growing 
rapidly in the United States.

“The Arab nations are sending 
their petrodollars to win America to 
Islam,” he said. “We can’t take the 
Muslim religion lightly.”

Yvonne Haddad, a Muslim 
scholar who is professor of history 
at the University of Massachusetts 
at Amherst, said there are no accu­
rate estimates of the Muslim popula­
tion in the United States.

Conservative estimates say 3 
million to 4 million, but some esti­
mate as many as 9 million, Haddad 
said.

Gahattas moved to the United 
States in 1976. He was a nuclear 
physicist, working at Glen Rose’s 
Comanche Peak nuclear power 
pl^nt, before deciding to go into the 
Christian ministry.

He earned about $70,000 year as 
a nuclear physicist, he said. Now he 
earns $12,000 a year as a mission 
pastor, paid by the Baptist Home 
Mission Board.

“ Money doesn’t mean a lot to 
me,” he said.

Instructors should not date students
DEAR ABBY: I speak from 15_ 

years’ experience supervising more 
than 100 graduate teaching assis­
tants and counseling their students 
at Colorado State University. At best, 
a romantic relationship with a stu­
dent is a conflict of interest. The 
instructor may be inclined to assign 
a better grade in an effort to enhance 
the relationship. Even if he’s fair, 
the other students will suspect fa­
voritism.

For the student, the conflict can 
be devastating. I f  she turns down a 
request for a date or refuses his 
advances, will it affect her grade? At 
worst, such a relationship can cross 
the fine line between poor judgment 
and sexual harassment.

The solution is simple: Instruc­
tors should not date students. Ifthere 
is a mutual attraction, they should 
wait until the very end of the in­
structor-student relationship — 
when he is free to ask her for a date, 
and she is free to tell him to get lost. 
(Four of my teaching assistants 
eventually married former students!)

Does the end of the semester seem 
too long to wait? Too bad. That’s 
professionalism. Psychologists 
shouldn’t date their patients, and 
instructors shouldn’t date their stu­
dents, for similar reasons. So please, 
Abby, tell all those lovesick instruc­
tors out there to cool it until Juliet is 
in a less vulnerable position.

con.senting adults, it’s best to stay 
away from the other side of the desk.

NEW ORLEANS — The 49ers’ 
coach is new. So are most of the 
Broncos’ defensive coaches.

San Francisco uses running back 
Tom Rathman on more pass pat­
terns. Denver uses two new running 
backs, Bobby Humphrey and Mel 
Bratton, almost all the time.

Otherwise, the NFL champion 
49ers aren’t much different from the 
team that beat Cincinnati in last 
year’s Super Bowl.

O therw ise, the Broncos are, 
well, vastly difident from the team 
that lost the 1987 and 1988 Super 
Bowls.

The NFC and AFC champions 
took divergent routes getting to Sun­
day’s game.

With the rather large exception 
of George Seifert replacing Bill 
Walsh as head man, the 49ers 
haven’t done much more than tinker.

The Broncos revam ped their 
defense and restructured die offense.

“Last season, when we finished 
8-8, what was more of a concern 
was how badly we lost four of those 
games,’’ Coach Dan Reeves said. 
” In previous years, we had been 
competitive even when we lost We 
were not competitive in those four 
games.

“We evaluated the situation and 
knew we had to do everything we 
could to build it back up.’’

First, Reeves made the toughest 
decision, firing defensive coordina­

tor Joe Collier and most of his assis­
tants. Then he hired Wade Phillips 
to install a simplified, more aggres­
sive defense.

“It was a very difficult thing to 
do, but a change that had to be 
made,’’ Reeves said.

Next, the Broncos aggressively 
used Plan B free agency, under 
which players not protected by their 
teams could look for employment 
elsewhere, and wound up with three 
key contribu tors in cornerback 
Wymon Henderson and defensive 
end Alphonso C arreker, both 
starters, and backup receiver 
Michael Young.

“We had no idea with Plan B,’’ 
Reeves said. “ We couldn’t prepare 
for it because we weren’t sure about 
how it worked. But we always had 
been active in going after free 
agents and this was another 
avenue.’’

So, too. was the supplemental 
draft, through which the Broncos 
got Humphrey, who was coming off 
a career at Alabama cut short when 
he twice broke a bone in his left 
foot

“ We felt Bobby was a No. 1 
pick,” Reeves said. “ Our doctors 
felt his foot would be OK. 1 didn’t 
think he’d last but 1 guess there was 
a lot of concern about his foot

“ When we got him on the 17th 
pick, I wondered why others passed 
him up.”

He needn’t have been concerned. 
Humphrey led all AFC rookies with 
l.lS l yards rushing.

Bratton was taken in the seventh

Denver also traded down in the

first round and, at No. 20, took 
Steve Atwater. -

“ We gambled a little bit with 
that move, but it paid off because 
Steve still was available and we got 
a No. 2 and a No. 5 and those play­
ers made the team,” Reeves said.

Atwater solidified the secondary 
with his work at free safety. Warren 
Powers and Darren Carrington were 
the others involved in that deal who 
will suit up Sunday.

“ It was something we had to do 
and that worked out for us,” Reeves 
said of all the moves.

Lady Harvesters battling Hereford for third

With last fall’s regional playoff 
berth still fresh in the memory, 
Pampa High School’s tennis team 
kicks off the spring season Satiffday 
against District 1-4A foe Hereford.

Saturday’s match is a fitting 
opener for the Pampa netters, whose 
only district setback in the fall was a 
10-8 loss to Hereford. Pampa went 
on to defeat its next nine opponents, 
running its record to 9-1 overall to 
clinch second place in the district 
and earn a trip to regionals.

Once there, the Harvesters were 
defeated by top-seeded Waco Mid­
way, 10-8, in the second round of 
the tournament. Pampa then downed 
Boswell High School in a practice 
match to finish the sea.son with a 10- 
2 record.

It was the first regional berth for 
the Harvesters since 1985.

H ereford, last fa ll’s d is tric t 
champion, also bowed out of the 
regional tournament in the second 
round with a 10-8 loss to Lakeview.

Saturday’s match is a chance for 
Pampa to even the score after last 
September’s loss to the Herd.

“We want to use this match as a 
revenge match,” said Pampa coach 
Jay Barrett. “ Hereford handed us 
our first loss in the fall and we want 
to show that we don’t have any anx­
iety about playing them. I think we 
were anxious the last tim e, but 
we’ve grown a lot over the sea.son.”

Unlike the last meeting between 
Pampa and Hereford, Saturday’s 
showdown will have no bearing on 
the district standings. It will, howev­
er, have other, less visible effects.

“None of the m atches really

count until the district tournament in 
April,” Barrett said. “What wc’rc 
doing now is trying to get a good 
record for the se ^ n g .

“Based upon the fall, we really 
have high hopes for the spring. I 
predict that of the 12 positions (that 
will qualify for the regional tourna­
ment), we have a good chance to get 
more than half of them. I think eight 
of our players have valid chances to 
go on to regionals.”

While d istrict standings are 
ba.sed upon team performance in the 
fall, competition is geared toward 
individual performances in spring 
tennis. In singles, the top two boys 
and girls from the d istric t will 
advance to regionals, along with the 
top two boys and girls double teams.

District 1-4A is made up of nine 
schools, including Pampa, Hereford, 
Borger, Levelland, Frenship, Lub­
bock Estacado, Lubbock Dunbar, 
Randall and Dumas.

Saturday’s matches are sched­
uled to begin at 2 p.m. at Hereford 
High School.

When Pampa and Hereford met

although Lady H arvester coach 
Albert Nichols believes his team’s 
performance was adversely affected 
by a circulating flu bug.

“I really think if we had been 
well in that last game, it would have 
been a different outcome,” Nichols 
said.

This week, F*ampa is fresh off a 
61-59 loss to Panhandle on Tuesday, 
while Hereford suffered a 49-36 set­
back against league-leading Randall.

According to Nichols, Tuesday’s 
game was a good indicator of where 
Pampa needs work.

“Our dow nfall was our free 
throws,” Nichols said. “Anytime 
you shoot 22 free throws and hit 
only 11, you’re not going to win the 
close game. If you look back over 
the games where we shot 70% from 
the foul line, those are the games we

usually win.”
In addition, the Lady Harvesters 

committed 10 more turnovers and 
attempted 20 fewer field goals than 
did Panhandle.

“I ’ve harped on turnovers all 
year and they’ve come back to haunt 
us,” Nichols said. “They killed us in 
our last two close games.

“As far as our shooting, we hit 
55% from the floor, but we only 
took 44 shots,” Nichols said. “We 
like to get 60 shots per game, so 
we’ve got to start going to the bas­
k e t”

On Friday, Nichols is hoping to 
apply those lessons toward stopping 
the Lady Whitefaces, namely senior 
guard Stacy White and sophomore 
post Shantel Cornelius.

When Pampa and Hereford met 
in December, White took game-high

scoring honors with 19 points, 
including two three-point shots. 
Cornelius, a 5-11 sophomore, fin­
ished with 12.

“We know what we have to do,” 
Nichols said. “We’ve got to shut 
down that little guard (White) and 
that post player (Cornelius).”

Nikki Ryan poured in 17 points 
to lead the Lady Harvesters in that 
game, followed by Kristen Becker 
with 10, Sheila Reed with nine and 
Bridgett Mathis with seven.

Although the Lady Harvesters 
are a longshot for the playoffs. 
Nichols said he is looking forward 
to some top-knotch play during the 
last five games.

“We want to estab lish  the 
momentum in the last part of the 
sea.son and let it flow over into next 
year,” he said.

NEW ORLEANS — The NFL 
wants names. Joe M ontana and 
John Elway say theirs aren’t the 
ones.

Montana and Elway, the oppos­
ing quarterbacks in Sunday’s Super 
Bowl, scrambled away from the 
shadow of suspicion Thursday after 
a Washington television station 
reported a league coverup of posi­
tive drug tests by three star quvter- 
backs.

San Francisco’s Montana, who 
held a press conference just over 
four years ago to deny rumors of 
drug use, dism issed the WJLA 
report

“ I don’t know anything about 
k.” he said. “ It doesn’t concern me.
I don’t have a reaction. I know it’s 
not me. In today’s day and age, 
they’re looking for a guy on top to 
lake him down.”

Denver’s Elway said he wasn’t 
worried about any drug list that 
might surface as a result o f the 
report

“ I’m not going to be on it,” he 
said.

The NFL angrily challenged the 
station to go further than the 14- 
minute segment it aired from con­
sumer reporter Roberta Baskin.

“ Name nam es,’’ NFL 
spokesman Joe Browne said after- 
the ABC affiliate claimed the NFL 
practiced “ selective punishment,” 
with some players disciplined while 
others are not

“ Where is the proof?” Browne 
asked. “If there are no names, there 
is no stery.”

The station claimed io its report 
that either the agents or the pbycn 
involved confiimed that positive 
te su  by the quarterbacks were 
ignored.

“ One said the NFL simply ... 
'forgot about it* The second said he 
wasn’t lohL And the duid said he 
was 'given a pass ... that a  black

defensive lineman might not have 
had.’ ”

Commissioner Paul Tagliabue, 
preparing for his State of the Sport 
address on Friday, appeared on 
CBS’ “ This M orning” and said, 
“ The reports of preferential treat­
ment are absurd. It’s a smear on 
every white quarterback in the 
league, including the two great ones 
in this game.”

“ I don’t believe they have 
names,” Browne said. “ I challenge 
them to put them on the air. If they 
name names, they have a better libel 
attorney than I thought they did.”

Frank Herzog, the s ta tio n ’s 
sports director, said WJLA had 
decided not to release the names 
because of issues of confidentiality, 
a policy the league itself has fol­
lowed in the past.

Browne said the station’s materi­
al was supplied by a former employ­
ee o f Dr. Forest Tennant, the 
league’s drug counselor, who sold a 
similar story to Sports Illustrated 
last summer.

“ It has the same m isleading 
information and the same half truths 
and rumors that were sold by the 
same fired employee of Dr. Ten- 
nanu” Browne said.

Baskin’s report quoted Gordon 
Griffith, identifying him as “ the 
right-hand of NFL drug czar Dr. 
Forest Tennant... part of his inner 
circle ... until a payroll dispute led 
to his being faed in June 1988.”

Grififiih said. “The team trainer

may say to the quarterback, ‘Hey 
there is a test coming up next Tues­
day. Watch yourself over the week­
end.’ The black defensive lineman 
is not told the same thing.”

That raised the issue of racism.
Harry Edwards, a black soci- 

oligist who works as a consultant 
for San Francisco, derided the 
report.

“ W hat does that m ean?’’ he 
asked. “Was it a coverup? Was there 
anybody else? A linebacker? A wide 
receiver? An advisor? It’s kind of a 
quagmire to pull out a category and 
say on top of iu ‘They’re all white.’

The report charged that the NFL 
had a hit list and made an effort to 
get players like defensive end Dex­
ter Manley and running back 
George Rogers, both blacks, out of 
the league, while other players were 
protected.

Browne denied those allegations.
“There is no random testing,” he 

said. “To say players are targeted is 
absurd. The NFL has not covered up 
for anybody, whether the No. 1 
player or the No. 45 player on the 
roster. There is no coverup and no 
prefened treatment This is the low­
est-rated TV news show in Wash­
ington, trying to make a name for 
itself.

“ It took the station two months' 
to report that of 30 suspended play­
ers, four are white,” Browne said. 
“ I could have told them that in two 
minutes.”
