WASHINGTON (AP) - Vice President Dan
Quayle left today for a tour of South America,
saying he wants to histen rather than lecture about
how the United States can help its hemispheric
ncighbors with economic development.

I'he vice president’s trip revolves around two
inaugurauons — Sunday in Chile and March 15 in
Brazil.

But he also will stop in Venezuela, Barbados,
Argentina and Paraguay for talks on Latin debt
and trade problems and on President Bush’s push
to win acceptance for Panama’s U.S.-installed
government.

Quayle departed Andrews Air Force Base
outside of Washington shortly after daybreak for
the fhight 1o Caracas, Venezuela.

In bricfing foreign reporters on the eve of
today’s departure for Caracas, Quayle offered no
specifics on what the United States can do to
help the Laun countries with their massive debt
and inflauon problems.

He said he wanted 10 hear ideas on trade and
cconomic development from those countries’
heads of state.

“It’s very important to solicit their ideas,”
Quayle said.

“Atumes the United States gets accused, per-

haps jusufiably so, of lecturing. I'm not visiung
Laun America to lecture. I'm visiting Latin
America to histen, to get therr ideas.™

He said the administrauon 1s prepared 1o turn
its attention more o economic affairs in the
hemisphere, now that democratic clections have
sparked political reform in country after country
previously ruled by dictators

“Pohucal development has been successtul in
the hemisphere, but we have not been as success
ful as we'd like on economic development,™
Quayle told reporters.

Two countries Quayle will visit, Brazil and
Argenuna, are among the most scvercly handi
capped economically. Brazil’s $115 billion for-
cign debt is the largest in the developing world.

Argentina 1s beset by demonstrations and
strikes resulting from its 8,000 percent inflation
rate.

There has been hittle progress, except in Mex
1co, on the Bush administration’s so-called Brady
Plan to easc Latuin Amernican debt by getung com-
mercial banks to forgive outstanding loans.

The other goal of Quayle’s trip — seeking
acceptance of the Panamanian government
installed when the U.S. invasion toppled Gen.
Manuel Antonio Noriega — sull faces resis-
tance.

Both Chile and Brazil refused to invite Pana-
manian representatives to their inaugurations.

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Like other Latin governments, Chile and
Brazil condemned the Dec. 20 invasion as a vio-
lation of Panama’s sovereignty.

Many Latin governments contend Panama’s
President Guillermo Endara needs to gain legiti-
macy through a vote of Panama’s citizens or its
congress.

But U.S. officials insist- thay the Latin resent-
ment over the Panama invasion is fading.

“We're moving toward hemispheric-wide
acceptance of the Panamanian government, gen-
cral acceptance. These sorts of things will be
worked out,” said Quayle’s press secretary,
David Beckwith, .

He noted Endara’s recent call for a vote on
proposed changes in the constitution.

In Brazil, “It is likely that the new govem-
ment will examine the matter in a new light,”
said one Brazilian diplomat, referring to the
upcoming inauguration of Fernando Collor de
Mello.

Sen. Edward Kennedy, D-Mass., 1s accompa-
nying Quayle as part of the U.S. delegation to the
Chile inaugurauon of Patricio Aylwin.

Kennedy was a leading critic of human rights
violauons under outgoing Chilean President Gen
Agosto Pinochet.

Quayle will meet with Pinochet, who insisted
on retaining control of the country’s 60,000-man
army even though he will not be president.

Bush unveils new policy
for transportation plans

WASHINGTON (AP) - A new
Bush administration policy calls for
more user fees, toll roads and local
government help for a transporta
tion system that it says 1s “‘begin
ning to break down.”

President Bush and Transporta-
tion Secretary Samuel Skinner
unveiled the ““national transporta
tion policy” Thursday to a gather-
ing of industry officials — many of
whom alrcady have found rcason to
criticize it.

A 108-page draft of the policy
covered a wide range of issues
affecung air, land and water trans-
portauon.

Its overall goal is to maintain the
U.S. transportation system as “‘the
finest in the world.” However, it
said “there are increasing signs
that the system is beginning to
break down.”

Anyone looking for a far-reach-
ing program such as the Interstate
highway system begun in the Eisen-
hower administration is likely to be
disappointed.

The policy statement outlined no
strategy that would involve major
federal funding beyond that alrcady
called for in the president’s budget.

It proposed that users, including
airline passengers and motorists,
pay more of the cost of building,
maintaining and administering
major transport systems

The draft set out six key goals:

« Maintain and expand the
nation’s transportation system by
shifting major responsibilities onto
local governments and encouraging
more private investment, while con-
centrating federal funding on pro-
jects of “nauonal significance.”

« Foster a “‘sound financial
base” for transportation, emphasiz-
ing user fees ““as the key element to
financing the federal share of trans-
portation expenditures,” as well as
spending some of the billions of
dollars in the aviation and highway
trust funds

» Keep transportation busincsses
strong and competiuve by deregulat-
ing the trucking industry and further
deregulating other transportation
sectors, including repealing railroad
employee liability and retirement
laws opposed by the rail industry.

« Ensure that the transportation
system supports public safety and
national security.

 Protect the environment and
the quality of life by reducing pollu-
uon emissions by motor vehicles.

* Advance U.S. transportation
technology for the 21st century by
encouraging rescarch into high
speed rail, magnetically levitated
trains, ultrotor aircraft and ““intelli-
gent” vehicle and highway systems
that use computers to increasc safe-
ty and efficiency.

Proposals that shift more of the
COSL L0 users are raising concerns in
the aviation, mass transit and truck-
ing industries.

Skinner had described the policy
to industry groups, and some people
outside government saw drafts
before it was released.

The Transportation Department
began working on the proposal
shortly after Skinner took office
carly last year, holding 117 hearings
in 48 cities to get suggesuons

The American Public Transit
Association said the policy was
“long on advice and short on help.”

“The administration’s policy
would give Uncle Sam junior part
nership in the traditional intergovern
mental alliance that has underwritien
mass transit for more than 25 years,”
the group said in a statement

The Air Transport Association
said it generally supported the new
policy but opposed an airport hcad
tax that is included. Bush called for
such a fee, as well as other user
charges, in his fiscal 1991 budget.

The American Trucking Associ
ations objected to Skinner’s call for
more toll roads and to the lack of a
detailed plan for spending the $10
billion surplus in the highway trust
fund, collected from federal gaso
line taxes.

Fitzwater said the fact that the call tumed out
to be a hoax is unfortunate, but that Bush — who
frequently speaks to foreign leaders by telephone

remains determined to “talk to anybody, any-
time, any place” to try to gain the release of the
hostages.

Eight Americans, including Terry Anderson,
the chief Middle East correspondent of The
Associated Press, and 10 other Westerners are
being held hostage in Lebanon.

Most of them are believed to be held by fac-
tions loyal to Iran.

The disclosure of the hoax came amid a flurry
of recent reports on hostage-related develop-
ments. However, U.S. officials have said they are

win the release of the hostages, his spokesman
said.

“If a call came through at some future point
that we believed was real, he would take 1t,”
Fitzwater said. “‘The president has made 1t
known he’s willing to talk to Iran at any tume
And the ball is in their court. So it’s up to them to
signal a willingness to talk.”

The Bush administration contends that Raf
sanjani’s government has influence with those
holding the hostages.

Fitzwater said the administration has let Raf-
sanjani know “through diplomatic channels as
well as publicly, that we’re willing to talk when-
ever they’re ready.

A Pampa nursing home was
cited in a recent report by the Texas
Department of Health’s Bureau of
Long Term Care on actions taken
on facilites for deficiencies.

Pampa Nursing Center, 1321 W.
Kentucky, was one of 14 facilities
in Texas histed in the report for the
period Dec. 9-15

According to the report, the puni-
uve acuon cited against Pampa Nurs-
ing Center was a “proposed decertifi-
cation or denial of certification.”

The report said the purpose of
the visit was, “Resurvey — propose
to deny certification cffective Feb. 1
duc to two repeat deficiencies and
two serious deficiencies in emergen-
¢y physicians and cold bedrooms.”

However, Meclba Marcum,
administrator of the’ nursing center,
said this week that the alleged
“deficiencies have been'corrected”
and the nursing center has been
cleared since Jan. 3.

Marcum said one of the deficien-
cies cited included an incident when
a resident fell in the middle of the
night and a physician who was con-

sulted gave instructions for the nurses
to give the patient Tylenol and bring
her to his office the next moming.

Marcum said the officials with
the Burcau of Long Term Care indi-
cated the doctor’s instructions
should have been overridden and
the resident should have been taken
to the hospital’s emergency room.

“It wasn’t anything we did
wrong. We relied on the physician,”
Marcum said.

The nursing center administrator

said another deficiency cited was
when an inspector found two of the
center’s 50 rooms at 69 degrees,
instead of the required 72 degrees.
Marcum said that correction was
made immediately by changing the
thermostat.

Marcum said the actions taken
against the nursing center are really
not “punitive” although they are
termed that way. She said the
actions are more of a form of non-
compliance notice.

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Drug question domlnant theme at Democratic gubernatorial candidates' debate

DALLAS (AP) - The final Democratic gubematori-
al debate before the March 13 primary was not the
blood bath many pollucal observers had predicted it
would be,

But once again, the dominant theme for Thursday'’s
debate was the fact that the front runner, Ann Richards,
still refuses to answer ““yes or no’’ to the question of
whether she’s ever used illegal drugs.

One of her chief opponents, Attorney General Jim
Mattox, says Ms. Richards has already taken herself out
of the'race by failing to answer the question.

“I think Miss Richards has disqualified herself from
consideration as the Democratic nominee,” Mattox said
after Thursday’s debate. “Not because of what she has
or has not done but because of her lack of candor on the
issue.

“You see I think the Republicans will exploit her
and the Democratic Party if she were to be the Demo-
cratic nominee. But I don’t think she’ll be the nominee
so' I don’t think we’ll any to worry about it.”

Richards, a recovering alcoholic, said Mattox and
former governor Mark White have to attack her charac-
ter because they can’t criticize the work she’s done as
State Treasurer.

“I think that these guys are really stretching and
reaching because they cannot fault my performance,”
Richards said.

“In this particular dialogue for the gubernatorial
race, the question has come up about exactly what I did
and when I did it and my response has been that my
message to the people out there, that I want you to get
help and you can put your past behind you,” she said.

But Richards has not stood by idly. She recently
launched a more aggressive television campaign direct-
ed at White and Mattox.

White and Mattox said they don’t like the ads,
which question the integrity of both politicians. In one
ad, White is accused of helping his Houston law firm

make money through his political connections while he
was still in the governor’s mansion.

“I was sickened this week by a couple of slurs that
were made,” White said. “But I feel we’ve answered
them fully.”

The drug issue took another turn Thursday, when all
but one of the seven candidates said they would submit

to a drug test before the Tuesday primary if asked.
Richards also said she would be happy to take a
drug test before the primary but maintained that she is
the only Democrat capable of defeating Republican
front runner Clayton Williams.
“I think the important thing is the polls have consis-
tently shown that I’m the only candidate in this primary

who can defeat any of the Republicans that are run-
ning,” Richards said.

But Mattox said he, too, can beat Williams. In fact,
Mattox felt confident enough after the debate to horrow
a line from one of Williams’ television ads.

“I think I can beat Clayton Williams,” Mattox said.
“I’ll stand toe to toe with him. And I'll tell you this if
anybody tells you that there’s going to be a Republican
in the next governor’s position you tell them they don’t
know Jim Mattox."”

Although the three top three Democratic candidates
fired several verbal shots at each other Thursday, all
agreed after the debate to support the winner of prima-

“I think the Democrats are going to be unified in
November,” Richards said. “I don’t think there’s any
question about that. We’ve all made a commitment and
we’veall signed a pledge that we will support the victor
out of this primary.”’

The debate, sponsored by the League of Women
Voters of Texas and KDFW-TV, was the first to include
so-called minor candidates. They are: Thergsa Hearn-
Haynes, 35, of Houston; Earl Holmes, 75, of Hawkins;
Ray Rachal, 49, a certified public accountant from
Stafford, and Stanley Edward Adams Jr., 54, of Austin.

Adams and Rachal called for decriminalization of
illegal drugs. “I think the stuff should be decriminal-
ized, it should be made available so cheap that nobody
can make any money...and it should be taxed,” Adams
said.

Rachal said he had not used illegal drugs but that he
would not be willing to take a drug test. “Too many
people right now are frying to destroy this lady over
something that is not much more serious than a bad
traffic accident. We're overreacting.”

The questions ranged from education funding to
prisons to the environment.

Mattox said he supports a lottery for education fund-
ing. ' Ms, Hearns-Haynes, asked about her support of a
lottery, said 80 percent of lottery revenues should be ear-

Clements: Sever

AUSTIN (AP) - Gov. Bill
Clements says the May 1 Supreme
Court deadline for changing the
school finance system isn’t mean-
ingful as long as lawmakers are
working on the problem, but a
spokesman for poor school districts
says he’s wrong.

“We think the Supreme Court
was very serious in setting that
deadline, and the deadline is to
enact an equitable system, not to
just be in Austin working on it,”
said Craig Foster, executive director
of the Equity Center, which includes
school districts that successfully
challenged the state’s current public
education funding system.

“Assuming they were serious, the
state would stop distributing state
funds” if a new plan is not in place
by the deadline, Foster said Thursday.

But Clements said he will keep
lawmakers in special session until
they pass a.school finance reform
measure that doesn’t require new
taxes, even if that takes five 30-day
special sessions. He has promised to
VELOo any lax increase.

“I don’t think the deadline has any
significance,” he said, adding with a
chuckle, “They may lock me up in jail.
They may come get me, but I don’t
think that that has any significance.

“As long as the court really feels
that we’re trying to do something,
and we're meeting in session and so
forth, why I don’t think that the
deadline in itself has any particular
significance,” said Clements.

Clements called a 30-day special
session beginning Feb. 27 after the
Supreme Court ruled that the current
school finance system is unconstitu-
tional because of funding disparities
between property-rich and poor
school districts.

“I'll go for a fourth and fifth”’
special session, if that’s what it
takes to get a school finance reform
bill that doesn’t require new taxes,
Clements said.

The court said lawmakers should
devise a system that is fairer than
the current $13.5 billion one, which
relies on a combination of state aid
and local property taxes, with some
federal funding.

The leading Senate plan to deal
with the ruling — backed by Lt. Gov.
Bill Hobby — would cost $817 mil-
lion in new funds next school year.
A measure being drafted in the
House would require an estimated
$450 million over current spcndmg
the first year.

Foster said there is no way to
reform the finance system without
injecting new money, over and
above the $200 million that
Clements said could be raised by
shifting funds from other parts of

the state budget.

“If the governor wants to keep
the Legislature in session until they
come up with-a plan that doesn’t
require new taxes, they will be in
Austin forever,”” Foster said. “There
isn’t any such thing.”

Some lawmakers have said that
school districts could be forced to raise
local property taxes if enough state
money is not put into education reforms.

The House is working to produce a
plan to provide a quality education while
guaranteeing faimess and accountability,
said Tim Conger, spok¢sman for House
Speaker Gib Lewis.

““The speaker considers any
deadline that will jeopardize the
ability of the public schools to open
in the fall serious,” Conger said.

The Legislature adjourned until
Wednesday, the day after the prima-
ry elections.

Lewis said the House could
debate an education measure as

Haitians protest killing of schoolgirl

PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti (AP)
- Opposition parties called on
Haiti’s military leader to quit after
thousands of people shouting “Lib-
erty!” set cars and tires on fire to
protest the army’s killing of a
schoolgirl.

Three people were killed in the
nationwide protests Thursday, includ-
ihg a soldier beaten to death by a mob.

Two other people were killed
and at least 15 others were injured
in clashes with soldiers on the
fourth straight day of unrest in the
impoverished Caribbean nation.

The protests were triggered
Monday after the army killed 11-
year-old Rosaline Vaval Monday in
the town of Petit Goave, where
about 10,000 mourners attended her
burial Thursday.

About 3,000 people, shouting
“Liberty!”” and slogans against
Haiti’s leader, Lt. Gen. Prosper Awvril,
marched on the Presidential Palace.
Soldiers then fired in the air and beat
demonstrators with billy clubs.

“The will of the people is for
Avril to step down,” said a commu-
nique released Thursday night by a
coalition of 11 opposition parties
that earlier had called on Haitians to

rise against the military government.

There was no comment from the
government on the mounting unrest.
Avril indicated Wednesday he
would resign if it was “the will of
the people” but said it would cause
“revolution and chaos.”

The marches in the capital and at
least five provincial towns are remi-
niscent of demonstrations in
November 1985 to protest the
army'’s killing of three high school
students in Gonaives. Those protests
led to the downfall of dictator Jean-
Claude Duvalier, who fled to exile
in France in February 1986.

Avril, a former Duvalier aide who
came to power in September 1988 in
a coup led by rank-and-file soldiers,
has been under increasing pressure
from opposition groups to resign.

President Bush remarked on the
Haitian situation on Thursday while
attending a ceremony in Fort Myer,
Va., marking the U.S. invasion of
Panama. ,

Bush said, “The revolution con-
tinues. The people have spoken in
Nicaragua. When they speak in

Inflation index only
a matter of numbers

Is double-digit inflation retwming? In January, wholesale prices
jumped 1.8 percent, the steepest increase in 15 years. That would
work out to an annual rate of more than 20 percent. Well, two clari-
ficatuons must be made.

First, there’s a big difference between a rise in wholesale prices
and a nise in inflation. Wholesale prices-always fluctuate; that’s the
nature of busincss

But inflatuon involves the long-term rise in prices paid by con-
sumers. Inflation 1s caused by changes in the supply and demand for
money and is classically defined as too much money chasing too
few goods. When the supply of money increases more than demand
increases, the currency is de-based and inflation ensues; but when
the supply of money increases less than demand increases, then
deflatuon occurs.

In past ume, inflation was prevented by pegging a currency Lo an
unalterable standard, such as gold or silver. A dollar, say, was
always worth a certain amount of gold. Nothing could change that.

In recent umes, governments have revoked the gold standard,
backing a currency only with their own reputations. Governments
with relatively good economic reputations have a strong currency
with low inflation; governments with a weak economic reputation
have a weak currency with high inflation, sometimes even hyper
inflation. ¢

A government can flood the world with its currency, thereby
sparking inflaton. Or it can cut back on its currency, causing defla-
uon. And if a government collapses, its currency becomes worth-
less. As East Germany now collapses economically and politically,
its money has become all but worthless. This has prompted moves-
by West Germany to work for a currency union, replacing East Ger-
man marks with strong West German marks. i .

A second thing must be remembered about prices: many things
affect them in the short term. The January wholesale price increase
in the United States was almost entirely caused by a the bad spell of
cold weather most of the country suffered through the holidays.
This drove up prices for fuel o1l and produce, much of that limited
by crop damage.

In contrast, what cconomists call the “core rate of inflation” rose
Just 0.1 percent in January. This indicator excludes food and energy,
whose prices tend to fluctuate wildly. Says Economist Allen Sinai
of the Boston Co.: “Without food and énergy, commodity price
inflation was very low.” Consumers, says Sinai, will continue pay-
ing high prices for fuel and vegetables for a few months. But prices
“will diminish in coming months.” That’s good news.
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“Book me on one of the 1 percent of the
flights on which smoking isn’t banned.”’

Is there a solution for South Africa?

As South Africa’s white govern-

ment and the nation’s black majority'

approach the bargaining table, the
position of various prominent spokes-
men for the blacks is simple: They
demand universal suffrage and a
common voters’ roll in a unitary
state. Since 68 percent of the popula-
tion is black, this would quickly
result in total black control of the
society.

The 5 million whites (and also the
3 million coloreds and 1 million
Asians, about whose desires and fears
the American media tell us little) will
assuredly never consent to such an
arrangement. But State President EW.
de Klerk is-not seeking to negotiate
for nothing, and the question there-
fore arises: What outcome is he seck-
ing?

The National Party, which domi-
nates the government, has never
looked favorably on proposals for
radical partition of the republic into
half a dozen sovereign ethnic states,
and seems unlikely to be heading n

that direction now.

Instead, there are indications that
what de Klerk has in mind is a com-
promise along the lines of the so
called “Natal indaba.” This is a plan
for a multiracial government for the
large South African province of
Natal, which was drawn up in 1986.
It significance lies in the fact that it
was accepted by representatives of all
of the major political groups in Natal:
English-descended whites, Afrikan-
ers, blacks (meaning, in Natal, the
Zulus), Asians and coloureds.

Under the imdaba, there would be
a two-chamber provincial parliament,
the first. chamber of which would
consist of 100 members elected by
proportional representation. This
chamber would choose the provincial
prime minister, and would undoubt-
edly result in majority black control.
But the 'second chamber would con-
sist of 50 members in five groups of
10, each group elected by the voters
in one of the groups listed above.

Legislation would normally be
initiated by the executive and first
approved by the first chamber; how-

ever, if a bill “affects the religious,
language, cultural or other rights” of
one of the five groups, it would have
to be approved not only by a majority
of the chamber as a whole but by a
majority of that particular group’s 10
representatives in the chamber.

Whether a bill required such
approval could, if necessary, be
appealed for final determination to
the provincial Supreme Court. A
comprehensive bill rights would be
incorporated in the provincial consti-
tution, which could only be amended
by procedures which (again) would
give special protection 1o group inter-
ests.

De Klerk has steadfastly refused
to outline the government’s negotiat-
ing position in advance, but various
remarks he and others have made are
suggestive and would accord with the
concept of the Natal indaba. De Klerk
himself, for example, has firmly
refused to abandon the principle of
dealing with South Africa’s popula-
tion on the basis of its ethnic
“groups” - a principle preserved in

And just the other day, Gerrit
Viljoen, the powerful minister for
consitutional affairs, who will proba-
bly represent the government in the
forthcoming negotiations, spoke
vaguely but favorably about “struc-
tural guarantees” that the whites
would require, involving thé estab-
lishment of “specific bodies, such as
councils, legislative bodies or parts of
legislative bodies, or specific provi-
sions about voting on certain sensi-
tive matters.”

That certainly sounds like an allu-
sion to the protective mechanisms of
the Natal indaba, and if so, it con-
firms the essential seriousness of the
government’s offer to negotiate a
political solution.

What is unclear is whether the
black leadership, and especially those
segments of it close to Western or
communist opinion, would accept
such a compromise, or prefer to stand
pat in the expectation that the whole
nation will ultimately fall into their

laps. If so, South Africa’s agony may -

be far from over.

Police claim sons gunned down
parents in Beverly Hills mansion

BEVERLY HILLS, Calif. (AP)

A Hollywood executive and his
wife were gunned down by two
sons who stood to inherit more than
$10 million, police alleged in
announcing one son’s arrest and an
international hunt for the other.

In an eerie twist, the one still at
large had co-written a screenplay -
which his mother helped type
about a son who kills his rich par-
ents.

Lyle Menendez, 22, was arrested
Thursday and charged with his 19-
year-old brother Erik with the shot-
gun slaying of his father, Jose
Menendez, and mother, Mary Louis
“Kitty”” Menendez.

The couple were slain in August
while watching television in their
Beverly Hills mansion.

“I've been in this business 33
years and I’ve heard of few killings
as savage as this one,” said Police
Chief Marvin D. lannone said.

Police were seeking help from
the State Department and Interpol
to detain Erik Menendez, belicved
to be in Israel playing in a tennis
tournament.

Jose Menendez, a 45-year-old
Cuban immigrant, was chatrman of
Live Entertainment Inc., a video
and music distribution business
affiliated with Carolco Pictures Inc.,
producers of the Rambo movies.

Investigators dismissed carlier
speculation that organized crime
was behind the slayings because of
alleged business links to Menendez’
company.

Iannone said the investigation
uncovered physical evidence that
linked the sons to the killings. The

Lithuania to vote

on secession plan

MOSCOW (AP) - Lithuanian
nationalists said today their repub-
lic’s legislature still plans to vote
this weekend on whether to secede
from the Soviet Union, contradict-
ing an early report that the move
had been postponed.

Lionginas Vasilyauskas,
spokesman for the Sajudis people’s
movement, said the Supreme Soviet
legislature will vote on a declara-
tion of independence Sunday.
Sajudis members have a two-thirds
majority in lhc newly elected legis-
lature.

He dlspulcd a report by
Eduardas Potashinkas, an editor at
Lithuanian government-run televi-
sion, who said the group’s govern-
ing council had decided to put off
the vote at a meeting Thursday
night.

Potashinkas, who has previously
supplied accurate information, said
nationalists had dropped-plans to
vote on a declaration this weekend
and instead seek the proclamation
“in the nearest future.”

The Lithuanian parliament is
scheduled to meet Saturday, with a
secession vote on the original agen-

da.
A vote on a proclamation of

independence would bring the
Baltic republic into conflict with the
Kremlin, President Mikhail S. Gor-
bachev had wamed this week that
Lithuania would own the central
government about $34 billion in
convertible currency for invest-
ments made in the 50 years since
the Kremlin absorbed the once-
independent state,

Tass quoted Lithuania’s presi-
dent, Algirdas Brazauskas, as say-
ing such a payment “would be an
extremely difficult task.”

“Who knows what really goes
on in families?”’ lannone said.

Under terms of the parents’ 9-
year-old wills, the sons share an
estate worth $10 million to $17 mil-
lion. A $400,000 life insurance pol-
icy also has been distributed to the
sons.

In the months after the killings,
Lyle Menendez traveled the coun-
try, making investments and buying
stores, particularly fast-food fran-
chises, said Iannone.

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LBJ biography upsets aides of former president

WASHINGTON (AP) - The people who
worked for Lyndon Johnson in this town are”
buzzing — and often furious — about a new biog-
raphy of their old boss that says he stole his elec-
tion to the Senate in 1948,

“Why, why, why would a man want to spend
this much of his life writing about a fellow that
he can’t stand and whose reputation he is so pas-
sionately bent on destroying?’’ demands an
injured Jack Valenui, an aide in Johnson’s White
House.

“I think it is a dishonest biography,” says
Bob Hardesty, who used to write Johnson’s
speeches and helped him write his memoirs. “1
don’t think it pretends to be fair. I think it is the
work of a man with a burning, unnatural hatred
for his subject. It only. presents a dark, evil, nega-
tive side of Lyndon Johnson.”

The book, Means of Ascent, by Robert Caro
pictures a youthful Johnson who is willing to do
almost anything to appease an all-consuming
political appetite.

It is the second of Caro’s projected four-vol-
ume LBJ biography. Caro already has devoted 14
years (o the task. The first volume met with equal
hostility from some Johnson fans. One book crit-
ic said it demonstrated “‘enraged animus against
Lyndon Johnson.”

The new volume is just out, but excerpts ran
in the New Yorker magazine and they were the
talk of Washington’s Texas community.

Ex-Texas newspaperman Bob Mann, now
teaching at Emory & Henry College in south-
western Virginia, says this week’s mail brought

three sets of Xeroxed copies of the excerpts from
friends who were afraid he might miss them.

Caro, in the book’s introduction, acknowl-
edges that he paints a portrait of a despicable per-
son.

While ““bright and dark™ threads run through
most of Johnson's life, Caro writes, no bright
thread is visible in a period when Johnson “‘was
all but totally consumed by his need for power
and by his efforts to obtain it.”

The book covers the years from Johnson’s
1941 defeat for a Senate seat in a rigged election
to his 1948 victory — by 87 votes — in a 1948
Democratic runoff over an enormously popular
former governor, Coke Stevenson.

The theft by Johnson of that primary election
has been fixed in Texas lore for years, but Caro
provides new evidence.

The book also says Johnson pulled strings in
Washington to enhance the power and value of 4
Texas radio station that made him a millionaire.

And it says Johnson made shamelessly politi-
cal capital from his war career — which amounted
to flying under enemy fire for only a few min-
utes, then accepting a Silver Star from Gen. Dou-
glas MacArthur.

““He didn’t seize the Silver Star,” says Horace
Busby, a Johnson associate for 20 years.
“MacArthur, who was a political general, gave it
to him to curry favor with Franklin Roosevelt,
who liked Johnson. What was Johnson to do -
throw. it back?”’

As for LBJ’s stolen election, Busby says:
“Johnson went before a statewide electorate
seven times after that and it was never a factor.”

Caro’s critics say his legwork is meticulous
and his writing thrilling, but his viewpoint

warped. They say he finds little good — or bal-
anced - to say about Johnson and nothing bad -in
Stevenson’s record, despite his touch of racism.

History buff Jeff Patterson, an aide 1o Rep.
Mike Andrews, D-Texas, says Stevenson comes
across as “Saint Coke.”

“Caro sets out to make Johnson look like a
real jerk,” says Patterson. “Give me warts-and-
all, but don’t try 1o overdo it.”

Political reporter David Broder, reviewing the
book in The Washington Post, said Caro’s John-
son is ““a complete scoundrel’ and “‘a lying,
cunning, utterly unprincipled operator.”

Caro did not respond 0 messages asking for a
reply.

Valenti mourns the impact the book is likely
to-have on Johnson'’s place in history.

North takes stand today in Poindexter trial

WASHINGTON (AP) - John
Poindexter’s lawyer says the former
national security adviser may be
guilty of bad memory but did not
deliberately lie to Congress about
secret arms shipments to Iran.

Oliver North, a former National
Security Council aide, takes the
stand today as testimony opens in
Poindexter’s trial before U.S. Dis-
trict Judge Harold Greene.

In an opening statement Thurs-
day, defense attorney Richard Beck-
ler denied that Poindexter engaged
in a criminal coverup of the.Iran-
Contra affair, declaring that he was
acting under President Reagan’s
orders.

Beckler said Congress was fully
informed of North’s secret Contra
resupply network and that Poindex-
ter labored to provide Congress the
story of the Reagan administration’s
Iran initiative once it became public
during November 1986.

“Why would anybody have to
hide and deceive?” asked Beckler.
“The answer is that Poindexter
didn’t have to hide. The answer is
there was nothing illegal.”

Earlier Thursday, prosecutor Dan
Webb said, ‘““John Poindexter and
Oliver North decided to rewrite the
history of the Iran-Contra affair™
through a conspiracy of “coverup,
deception and concealment.”
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cover up a 1985 shipment of Hawk
missiles to Iran and the diversion of
profits to the Nicaraguan rebels to
“avoid tarnishment of the Reagan
administration,” Webb said.

But Beckler told the jury
Poindexter simply forgot when he
gave incorrect information to mem-
bers of the House and Senate intel-
ligence committees about his
involvement in the November 1985
Hawks shipment.

The then-national security
adviser told the congressional com-
mittees that he found out about the
delivery in January 1986, when in
fact he had known of the shipment
at the time it occurred.

‘“After 30 years in the U.S.
Navy and the White House they
want to nail him on a five-week
mistake” for obstruction and mak-
ing false statements to Congress,”
Beckler told the jury, nearly shout-
ing.

Hours after making the -alleged
false statements, Poindexter tore up
a politically embarrassing presiden-

tial finding which depicted U.S.
involvement in Iran arms sales as a
straight arms-for-hostages deal. The
December 1985 finding retroactive-
ly authorized the November 1985
CIA-assisted shipment of Hawks
from Israel to Iran.

“Sometimes you do things to
protect’ the president, Beckler
said. “When you work for the pres-
ident of the United States, part of
your job is ... to protect the presi-
dent.”

Poindexter is charged with con-
spiracy, two counts of obstructing
Congress and two counts of making
false statements to cover up North’s
military assistance and fundraising
for the Contras and U.S. knowledge
of the Hawks shipment.

‘“What was driving this man
was not a conspiracy, but ... the
orders of the president of the Unit-
ed States,” said Beckler. “He met
with him sometimes seven days a
week, sometimes four, five and six
times a day. And he was carrying
out the policies of the United States
and that is what this case is about.

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WASHINGTON (AP) - Education Secretary
Lauro Cavazos says he'’s made the same
speech dozens of umes, advocating fundamen-
tal changes over . “pitching money” into trou-
bled schools, but it wasn’t until he took the
message 1o his home state legislature that peo-
ple responded with angry attacks.

Democratic and Hispanic leaders in Texas
say they’re disappointed with Cavazos, a
native Texan and the first Hispanic ever
appointed to a president’s Cabinet, for suggest-
ing to a joint session of the Legislature that
money isn’t the answer to problems with the
state’s schools.

Cavazos says he’s saddened by the attacks
but insists the lawmakers are wrong on this
one and that he’s sticking by his call for reform
over spending.

“What I got yesterday in Austin ... was peo-
ple who felt the solution was more dollars. It
was quite a confrontation down there. I was
very disappointed that the whole issue had to
be focused on resources,” Cavazos said in an
interview Wednesday.

Three Hispanic legislators left the House
chamber during his speech Tuesday, and
another confronted him afterward and then dis-
rupted the secretary’s news conference to raise
heated objections to his stance.

The Legislature is under court order to
reform a school-funding system that discrimi-
nates against poor districts. The order resulted
from a lawsuit brought by the predominantly
Hispanic Edgewood School District in San
Antonio. The legislators are attempting to put
together a new school financing package.

Cavazos said it’s the first time he has been
attacked by fellow Hispanic leaders since

becoming a member of President Reagan'’s
Cabinet in September 1988.

“I wonder if they would have been as angry
if the person who delivered that address as sec-
etary of education had not been Hispanic,” he
said. "It saddens me — not because it was a
personal attack = but because people I have so
much respect for take that kind of tactic, in
front television cameras and reporters.”

Cavazos was confronted as he walked from
the House into a reporters’ meeting by Sen.
Carlos Truan, D-Corpus Christi, who then
interrupted the secretary’s news‘conference to
take issue with his remarks.

“I feel betrayed and I feel embarrassed that
the secretary of education — a minority and
from Texas — would not take a more aggressive
position regarding the needs of education,”
Truan said Wednesday.

Truan, chairman of the Senate Hispanic Cau-
cus, said Cavazos is “lacking in commitment
to the children of our state and of this country
by the comments he made here yesterday, and |
regret that.”

Truan said he had hoped Cavazos, the for-
mer president of Texas Tech University; would
be an advocate for the poor and disadvantaged.

“But he certainly didn’t come across that
way yesterday. He came across more as a pro-
pagandist of the Republican philosophy and
not as a dedicated educator,” Truan said.

Al Kauffman, attorney for the Mexican
American Legal Defense and Educational
Fund, said Cavazos’ comments will not help
those working on behalf of the property-poor
school districts that waged the Edgewood vs.
Kirby legal battle that led to the court-ordered
reforms.

Education sécretary 'saddened' by angry lawmakers

Kent Pogue, superintendent of the Kingsville
Independent School District, where Cavazos
went to school, said he disagreed with Cava-
zos’ contention that more money is not needed
for public schools.

“By disagreeing, I'm not saying that money
1s the answer, but money is needed to provide a
quality education,” Pogue said.

Gov. Bill Clements, a Republican who has
repeatedly vowed to veto any new taxes for
school finance reform, applauded Cavazos’
comments.

“He’s a great educator, he’s a great Texan,
he’s a fine guy,”’ Clements said. ““I liked
everything he had to say.”

Some lawmakers branded Cavazos — who
doesn’t state a party affiliation — as a mouth-
piece for the Bush administration.

“That wasn’t a speech for education, that
was an apology for Republican policy,” said
Sen. Carl Parker, D-Port Arthur, chairman of
the Senate Education Committee.

Cavazos said he has made the same speech
dozens of times and taken his message before
several congressional committees, yet ““no one
has been angry with me until this came up the
other day.”

His chief of staff, Chino Chapa, questioned
whether “a lot of the complaints were grand-
standing in front of the cameras. ... It’s more
than a coincidence the primary elections are a
week away,”

Cavazos said he -was pleased, however, that
he finally has ““someone’s attention to these
issues’’ and vowed to “‘continue on my track ...
as long_as I'm secretary of education, and
probably after.”

Counsel, which represents residen-
tal and small commercial ratepay-
ers, and a coalition of ciues served
by Southwestern Bell aré among
settlement opponents. They have
said it does not go far enough, nor
reduce local residenual rates.

Most of the parties in the case
support the settlement, including
long-distance companies, the PUC
general counsel and various cities.

Laakso also said setting rates
based on a partial settlement does
not meet state legal standards for
utility regulation.

Assistant Attorney General Steve
Baron, representing the PUC, said
he had not seen the petition filed
with the Supreme Court and had no
immediate comment.

His Touch

Scripture: For God, who said,
“let shine out of darkness,” made
his light shine in our hearts to give
us the light of knowledge of the
glory of God in the face of Christ.
But we have this treasure in jars of
clay to show that this all-surpass-
ing power is from God and not from
us. (2 Corinthians 4:6-7 NIV)

I've never decided for what spe-
cific purpose God put me on Earth,
but I know for sure I'm not sup-
posed to be a mathematician. |
learned that great truth in high
school algebra. If I had ali the
givens written out in prepared equa-
tions, I could apply the rules and
work the problems.

However, thought problems
were my Waterloo. If I had to apply
algebra to practicalities and deter-
mine the equation from the facts, I
might as well have put my pencil
down and prayed; at least that way I
would have had a chance at a mira-
cle.

I had an excellent algebra teach-
er. He was good about patiently
talking me through the problems,
step by step. As long as he was talk-
ing me through and drawing me
pictures, the equations were perfect-
ly obvious and logical. But as soon
as I was on my own, all his clarity
and logic seeped out of my brain,
and I was hopeless again. On the
rare occasions I managed to work a
thought problem correctly, it was a
tribute to my teacher’s teaching
ability rather than to any expertise
on my own part.

The more I study the Bible and
the more I learn, I am increasingly
made aware that everything scrip-
tural, everything holy, everything of
God is 100 percent purely spiritual
in nature.

Until we Christians present our-
selves in a purely spiritual state, we
are handicapped in our understand-
ing. We can read the Scriptures and
follow the surface rules that are laid
out so clearly. But we hit a spiritual
block when we try to isolate the
spiritual from the physical and
intellectual so we can get down to
the nitty gritty of spiritual revela-
tions and practicalities.

God is good to guide us through
his plan and our problematic jour-
ney. And as long as we feel his
touch and presence, the solutions
are clear. .

However, as soon as we try 1o
do it on our own, we lose our way.
The little glimmers of spiritual
understanding we do attain are a
testimony to our Teacher rather than
to any expertise on our own part.

God’s instructions to us are to
the whole persons he created; but
our listening must be done with our
soles.

" perils of hellfire, and many Western
. Moslem leaders cringed when Aya-

“tollah Ruhollah Khomeini promised

"a spot in heaven for whoever would
send British author Salman Rushdie
to hell.

But fueled by the nation’s most
explosive social issue, some would-
be modern-day prophets who
believe that abortion involves the
murder of innocent children have
revived the idea of hell, and say
there are actions that endanger mor-
tal souls.

Like their predecessors in Ameri-
can social movements from aboli-
tion to prohibition, “Evangelicalism
has become engaged in a public bat-
tle for the soul of the nation,” said
the Rev. Paul Schenck, director of
the National Clergy Council, a sub-
_urban Buffalo, N.Y.-based coalition

~ of clergy opposed to abortion.

Most people still contemplate
going to heaven when they die, but
‘few dwell on the other possibility,
say some religious leaders and soci-

ologists.

When a New York bishop recent-
ly told Gov. Mario Cuomo he was
in danger of going to hell because of

. his public support of legalized abor-

tion, no one, including Cuomo,
“trembled as a result of it,”” said
Martin Marty, a professor of reli-
gious history at the University of
_Chicago. o

Before 1952, Marty said, as many
as half of Americans believed in
hell. Since then, he said surveys
revealed only from 8 percent to 13
percent of Americans “thought of
hell as in any way a possibility for
them.”

But some religious leaders are
concerned that personal responsibil-
ity has béen thrown into the fire as
well.

“In Western culture, we don’t like

to believe we are personally
accountable to anything greater than
ourselves,”” Schenck said. ““While
many preachers of a popular Gospel
worry about the reaction to refer-
encing hell, I think they also worry
we are on a path of self-destruc-
ton....”
In an interview, Auxiliary Bishop
Austin Vaughan of New York reiter-
ated his position that if Gov. Cuomo
dies without repenting of having
supported publicly funded abor-
tions, “he’d run a serious risk of
going to hell.”

“I think it’s a serious sin if a per-
son contributed to an abortion tak-
ing place with full knowledge,"
Vaughan said.

“There’s no way as a Catholic
you could believe that anyone has
the right to kill a baby.”

Vaughan'’s remarkssion of a San
Diego bishop to excommunicate a
legislator who was an outspoken
advocate of legalized abortion have
to be seen in the ‘““context of a
greater amount of self-confidence
and assertiveness of Catholic bish-
ops in exercising their pastoral
responsibilities over Catholics in
public office,” according to the Rev.
Richard Neuhaus, director of the
Institute on Religion and Public Life
in New York.

Others are concerned that it cross-
es the line demarcating religion
from partisan politics.

McBrien said the bishops appear
to be selective in their political criti-
cism, and he chided the hierarchy
for not taking President Bush 1o task
for not pressing for a constitutional
amendment to ban abortions the
way he did to prevent the flag from
being burned.

Huston leads Honda Classic

CORAL SPRINGS, Fla. (AP) —
A solemn decree from golf’s offi-
cialdom forced John Huston to
abandon some equipment that had
been ruled illegal before he took the
first-round lead in the Honda Clas-
sic.

It wasn’t his clubs that the U.S.
Golf Association found contrary to
the Rules of Golf. No problem
there.

The ball was OK, t00.

It was Huston’s shoes that were
found to be in violation of rule 14-
3B, said the USGA, the rule-making
body for golf in this country,

Huston was informed of the rul-
ing moments before his tee time on
Thursday. He made a hasty trip to
the pro shop, purchased a pair of
more conventional — and, presum-
ably, approved — footwear and
went about the business of shooting
a 68 in howling winds.

That score is listed as four under
par on the TPC at Eagle Trace but
was, according to Mark Calcavec-
chia, much better than that.

“On a day like this, that 68 is
really more like a 65 or 64, the
British Open champion said.

“With winds like this, anything
under 75 is a good score,” Cal-
cavecchia said of the gales that gust-
ed to 45 mph. “‘It -was not
unplayable, but it was very, very
tough.”

It was tough enough that 26 men
in the field of 144 shot 80 or higher
and only six broke par 72.

Calcavecchia and Tim Simpson,
both playoff losers last week in
Miami, were among them.

Calcavecchia ran an 80-yard
wedge shot into the cup for an
eagle-2 on the 14th hole, the critical
shot in a round of 70 that put him
alone in second.

“It hit the hole, did a 360 around - 3=

the cup, hung on the front lip, then
fell in,” he said. His wife Sheryl,
who was serving as his caddy,
““dropped the bag, just let it fall
over. She couldn’t believe it.”

Simpson was in a group at 71
with Gil Morgan, Mark Brooks and
Joel Edwards.

Two-time U.S. Open champion
Curtis Strange, making his first start
in this country in two months, had a
74.

Payne Stewart, the PGA title-
holder who has been second in this
event in each of the last three sea-
sons, shot 75.

Players' union rejects Fay Vincent's plan

NEW YORK — The players’
union, which dismissed Commis-
sioner Fay Vincent's offer to open
training camps in exchange for a no-
strike pledge, and team owners
appear headed in different directions
with the scheduled opening day of
the season just 24 days away.

Vincent announced his proposal
during a news conference Thursday
as negotiations remained in a stale-
mate over salary arbitration. The
union called the commissioner’s
idea “silly” and “‘a public relations
stunt.”

‘“We are not, unless there is
some miracle, going to resolve this
in the next several days,”’ Vincent
said Thursday night.

“When I came here this week, I
really thought it would get done,”
Phil Bradley of the Baltimore Ori-

oles said. “It really looks bad now.”

The union wants half the players
with between two and three years of
service made eligible for salary arbi-
tration. Owners have proposed a $4
million bonus pool for those players.

We are dismayed at their
reaction,” Milwaukee owner Bud
Selig, chairman of management’s
Player Relations Committee, said
after Vincent’s announcement.

Video games weren’t around then,

Kids today play with things like
Nintendo’s Game Boy (the latest
rage 1in hand-held video games)
With some slight modifications, you
could probably program it for auto-
matic pilot duty on interstellar space
missions

Nadine ( who has been
in the five-and-dime- business for
more than 48 years, talked about
some of the toys one can’t find any

morc

‘awthorn,

Mrs. Cawthorn worked 42 years
with Duke and Ayers in downtown
Sulphur Springs, until Perry Bros.
bought them out. She then managed
the Perry Bros. Sulphur Springs
store for six years. Mrs. Cawthorn
still occasionally works for other
Perry Bros. stores and she has seen
a lot of toys come and go; and a lot
of kids grow up.

Several decades ago, before cars
were being made of plastic, things
were made differently. ““Back then it

was all metal toys and tractors were
the big thing,” Mrs. Cawthom said
“Back in the 40s every little boy
had to have a little Ford tractor

“Now children have some of the
crudest, wildest-looking toys,”” she
said. ““All of those space generator
things...I'd be scared to let my chil
dren play with them.”

But things are safer (?) now. Plas
tic toys don’t come with sharp edges
like the metal toys used to. And
things that were really sharp, like
knives, can’t be found in the toy
department anymore.

Mrs. Cawthorn said toy depart-
ments used to stock pocket knives.
“We would just have rows and rows
of them, but you just don’t have
those anymere in a five-and-ten.”

What you can find, though-s
plastic things that look sharp, like
the Battle Beasts Warrior Weapons;
“Battle for the fun of it.”” Or you
can buy cute things like the Com-
mando Forces Uzi; “First to pro-
tect.”” Do mercenary magazines
have things like that for adults? You
bet they do

Some toys that were never sharp,
but have faded away nonetheless,
were things like paper doll sets, doll
beds and assorted doll house acces
sories.

We haven’t had doll beds down
at Perry Brothers in a long time,”
Mrs. Cawthorn said. *‘I sull think
people could sell those little wooden
dressers.”

Another type of wooden toy that
is hard to find now is the series of
musical instruments that stores once
stocked.

‘The last year that I worked at
Perry’s we were talking about how

we couldn’t get lhg little wooden
guitars any more,” Mrs. Cawthorn
said. “They were real pretty...I think
they’ll come back.”

Stores also stocked metal horns
and drums at one time. Now all the
musical toys are plastic. The little
guitars sound like bags of marsh-
mallows with rubber bands wrapped
around them when you pluck the
strings.

And the old thrillers Parcheesi
and Chinese Checkers are virtually
unknown now, Mrs. Cawthorn said.
“Chinese Checkers — boy, they were
a hot thing back then.”

Now you can pick up a copy of

Space-age Real Estate Game, or
Trivial Pursuit: The Genius Edition.

Give me ““A Million Bucks” in
play money any day. You don’t have
to be a genius with ““A Million
Bucks” in your pocket.

Some of the toys that have tran-
scended the generation gap, and can
still be found in Perry’s, are things
like Bang Caps, with the cowboy
firing two six-shooters on the end of
the box; little rubber mensters and
rubber balls; the paddle ball (look-
ing, sadly, smaller and cheaper), the
Duncan Yo-Yo; slingshots (plastic
and metal now); checkers; and Mil-
ton Bradley’s Operation Skill Game
“Where You're the Doctor.”

EL PASO (AP) — Tejano singer
Freddy Fender says he doesn’t
think the death of one of his band
members 1s drug-related, but the
tragedy has stirred memories of his
own previous struggle with drugs
and alcohol.

Fender, 52, who calls himself a
recovering alcoholic and former
drug addict, said Wednesday he
suffered a deep loss from the death
of his bass guitar player Johnny
Garcia because he has tried be an
example to others.

“I am a recovering alcoholic and
drug addict and it’s my commit-
ment to other drug addicts and
other drunks to help them, because
it’s going to help me ... If there is
any person that is anti-drugs and
anti-booze, it’s me,”” Fender said in
a phone interview from Branson,
Mo

Garcia died Sunday in Horizon
City, a community on the outskirts
of El Paso. Fender said he was sur-
prised to learn that officials

thought Garcia’s death was drug-
related because he had not seen
Garcia use drugs.

El Paso County Sheriff’s Sgt.
Marvin Ryals said Tuesday that
Garcia was driving with other band
members around the community
Sunday when he collapsed. Efforts
to revive him at a local fire station
failed and Garcia, 38, was pro-
nounced dead at an El Paso hospi-
tal. Fender was not with the band
at.the time, said Ryals of the crimi-
nal investigation division.

Fender said the group had
stopped at a Horizon City truck
stop and was sleeping in the band’s
bus. He said some of the band
members went out for drinks,
while he remained behind and
slept.--Fender was awakened the
next morning by a phone call from
police telling him what happened,
he said.

Fender said a county medical
examiner told him Garcia died of a
heart attack. Sylvia Ponce in the

death stirs

medical examiner’s office said
Wednesday the office is awaiting
toxicology tests and had not made
a ruling on his death.

Ryals said Garcia’s death
appeared to be drug-related based
on information his office received.

Fender, best known for his coun-
try-Western hit “Wasted Days and
Wasted Nights,”” saw his career
plummet when he drank heavily
and used drugs. Since entering a
treatment center Aug. 26, 1985, he
has tried to rebuild his career. He
recently acted in the Robert Red-
ford film ‘““Milagro Beanfield
War” and now expects to release a
new single in July.

But he hasn’t forgotten his strug-
gle. He knows exactly -how long
he’s been sober.

“Four years, six months and
nine days.”

Fender said he has strict rules
against alcohol and drug use by his
band members and crew and does
not allow drinking on the band bus.

Mother's advice to eat

balanced diet still holds

NEW YORK (AP) Most
Americans know a balanced diet
is the healthiest one, but they
don’t eat that way, according 0™
national poll

Moderation seems 10 be a tough
prescription to follow.

‘Americans are surprisingly
knowledgeable about nutrition and
health, but when it comes 10 trans-
lating facts into food choices,
most still opt for quick fixes and
the latest health fads,”” Nancy
Wellman, president of the Ameri-
can Dietetic Association, the
nation’s largest group of food and
nutrition professionals, said last
week at a news conference to
announce results of a Gallup sur-
vey

Ninety-five percent of those
polled said balance, variety and
moderation are the keys to healthy
eating, and 83 percent said they
were fairly or very concemned that
what they eat might affect their
health

Sixty-four percent said lhc
were eating more fiber, and ncarly
half said they had increased their
intake of calcium

Nearly three-quarters said they
were (rimming fat from their diets
and roughly two-thirds reported
cutting out saturated fats, choles-
terol and fried foods. But only 8
percent said they were eating
more vegetables, while 15 percent
said they’d added fish oil to their
diets.

“Despite their awareness of
basic nutrition principles, many
consumers seem (o view food as
medicine,” said Margo A. Denke,
a nutrition research scientist at the
University of Texas. “They think
adding or eliminating a particular
food or ingredient will automati-
cally prevent or cure illness. Such
an approach is not only unrealis-

tic, it can also prove harmful.”

Part of the trouble is a percep-
tion that there are ‘‘forbidden
foods,” which seems to make peo-
ple crave the foods they try to do
without and then feel all the guilti-
er when they splurge on them.

“Prohibition of food creates
guilt,” Wellman said. ““And guilt
destroys good intentions and can
lead people to actually overeat or
binge on those forbidden foods.’

Thirty-five percent of those sur-
veyed said high-fat foods cannot
be part of a healthy diel.

“The thing that surprised me is
that people are still going to
extremes not in their best interest,
particularly women who are elimi-
nating dairy foods when there are
good, tasty low -and even non-fat
foods in that category,” Wellman
said in a telephone interview.

She also cited a ““continuing
misconception that red meat can-
not be part of a healthy diet.”

The advice most moms gave out
about a moderate, balanced diet
remains ‘‘useful and durable,”
Wellman said.

“One of my favorite special-
occasion treats is a hot fudge sun-
dae,” she said. “‘I realize I can’t
have one for dessert every night,
yet it would be off-base to think I
could never eat one.”

The Gallup Organization con-
ducted the telephone survey of
772 American adults Dec. 11-28
for the ADA and the non-profit,
food industry-funded International
Food Information Council. The
poll had a margin of error of plus
or minus 4 percentage points.

Wendy Gramm's expertise questioned for post

DALLAS (AP) -The wife of U.S. Sen. Phil Gramm
this week downplayed questions by a powerful GOP
committee member on whether she should be renomi-
nated to head the Commodity Futures Trading Commis-
sion.

Sen. Richard Lugar of Indiana, the ranking Republi-
can on the Senate Agriculture Committee, acknowl-
edged this week that he had raised questions with the
White House about whether Wendy Lee Gramm was
“adequate to the task” of running the commission.

Critics of Mrs. Gramm have cited her limited experi-
ence in the agricultural and commodities fields before
she was chosen in 1988 to fill an unexpired 5-year term
and became the panel’s chairwoman. Her term expires
April 13.

But Mrs. Gramm, a former Texas A&M economics
professor, told The Associated Press on Wednesday that
questions of experience surface in almost any kind of
nomination process.

“Obviously my past work at the commission ...
proves that I am well-qualified,”” Mrs. Gramm said
from Boca Raton, Fla., where she is paruc ipating in the
annual International Regulators Meeting. “Questions of
experience are questions that come up in almost any
nomination. But I think my experience and background
speaks for itself.”

“We’'ve had some busy and productive years under
my leadership.”

Lugar contends the commission requires a person
with negotiating expertise.

“This is not a place in which people should be nomi-

nated who do not have the extraordinary expertise that
would enable them to go head to head with the sophisti-
cated people on the other side representing the indus-
tries that are being regulated,” Lugar said.

“It requires people who know what they’re doing,”
he said.

Gramm’s press secretary, Larry Neal, said-the Repub-
lican Texas senator would have no comment, in line
with this policy of ‘‘non-interference’ in his wife’s
business.

Lugar, however, said that if the White House went
ahead with Mrs. Gramm’s reappointment, he would be
inclined to support her despite his doubts. The Agricul-
ture Committee, which oversees the commodities com-
mission, would consider the renomination before it
went to the full Senate for confirmation.

“I’'m not inclined to oppose Mrs. Gramm,” Lugar
said. “On balance, if I were to vote today, I would vote
for her.”

But many say Lugar’s comments on Mrs. Gramm’s
experience has placed one prominent Republican sena-
tor against the spouse of another.

“I don’t want to get into that,” he said. “I’m going to
take a look at the nomination strictly on the merits of
Mrs. Gramm.”

The White House seems determined to go ahead.

“It’s not going to dissuade us,” an unnamed senior
White House aide told The Dallas Morning News.

He said the final nomination was in the final state of
preparation and probably would be submitted to the
Senate soon.
