h o w e r, appearing in excellent 
health and good spirits, dslivered 
to the Congress hla "State of the 
Union Message" (or the eecond 
seaaion of the SSth Ooogreas. Tt was 
not unlike most all of tha o t h e r  
state of the union meaaagea here­
tofore dslivered by President Ei­
senhower and his predecaasors in 
office, of both parties.

Ths Chief Executive did not hes­
itate to take credit on behalf of 
the Executive Branch of tha gov­
ernment (or all of the gbod things 
that have happened and to blame 
(He Congreas for al̂  of the b a d  
things that happened. Although 
such conclusions were not factual­
ly correct, there was a minimum 
of concern over this approach, be­
cause previous performances caus­
ed the Members to anlieipata what 
was to come.

I  was greatly encouraged by 
some of ths early remarks In the 
President's mesaage, which I 
quota:

"Our surplua from foreign busi- 
nesa tranaacliona has in recent- 
years fallen substantially short of 
tha expenditures we make abroad 
to maintain our military, establish­
ments overseas, to flnancs private 
inveatmenL and to pnrrida aasia. 
tanca. to the leas developed nations. 
In ISM our deficit In balance of 
payitienU approached M billion.

"Continuing deficits of anything 
like this magnitude would, o v e r  
time, impair our own economic 
growth and check the (prward 
progress of the free world.”

These remarks indicate that the 
executive department is w e l l  
aware ot one of he most danger­
ous problems which we will face 
in tha next decade.
