Just back from Blath, 
Karr said each will produce lOO,- 
000 gallena a day, at a coat of to 
rents per thousand, "the s a m e  
cost for drawing fresh aratar from 
a wall.**

Tha biggest problem In deaallnl- 
satlon haa been getting tha coat 
down to equal tha coat of natural 
water. All of tha various methoda 
currently used—dlsUlIatton, chem­
icals, tha elactricel-mam brans and 
fraatlng—have run from ona dol­
lar a thousand up.

Tha eoat of building a million' 
gaUona-a-day plant, running It 
and maintaining It over a 30- 
yaar period would only be IMO, 
000 to 1700,000, Karr estimated.
