AND THE INFINITY REVEALED BY MODERN. ASTRONOMY

The story of man’s search for answers about
himself and his planet home could be described
as one of a growing sense of vastness.

It was a hard blow to the ego of medieval
man when Copernicus taught that the—earth
was not the center of theé universe but that it
revolved about the sun. We now know that the
earth is but a small planet (Jupiter is over
300 times heavier) and that the mass of all
the planets together is only 1/700th that of
the sun. Yet the sun is but a middling-sized'star
