In 1802, 57 years before Charles Darwin
wrote his historic Origin of Species, a French-
man published a complete theory of evolution.
Had it been believed, it might have caused the
scientific revolution later associated with
Darwin.

The man was Jean-Baptiste-Pierre-Antoine de
Monet, Chevalier de Lamarck. While the French
Revolution raged about him, Lamarck worked
at improving the system of the Swedish classi-
fier Linnaeus.

Lamarck was struck by the fact that there
seemed to be a progression in animals, from
the simplest organisms to man. It was obvious
that the most complex forms must have devel-
oped over eons of time from simple bits of liv-
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ing matter. How? Why, by the inkeritance
of acquired characteristics.
As Lamarck saw it, environment forced an
