But back to this business of
ushering in a church, “Our
little old church didn’t have
much room, so we had to move
in chairs everySunday and folks
sometimes stood around the
walls, besides,”” he laughed.
“But they didn’t seem to mind
being crowded, even ifair-con-
ditioning had never been heard
of.”

But he can never forget the
day that they moved into the
“‘new’’ church here, ‘‘We pack-
ed them in from all around,”
he said, *“ and I was so proud
because our daughter, Twila,
sang. Her number, [ remember,
was ‘This Old House.’

‘““And then later there was a
money-raising dinner where the
plates cost $100 each, and Dr,
Chess Lovvern from First
Methodist Church in Lubbock
was the speaker that night,

“Now Chess is pastor of
St. Luke’s Methodist Church in
Oklahoma City. He took over
that job when my son-in-law
became Bishop.

““Well, last week we flew to
Topeka to visit Mac and Twila
--that’s the area he serves as
bishop - and we had a wonder-
ful week and Twila was just as
busy as she ever was being a
pastor’s wife.

Grim Prediction:
31 Will be Killed

Over Weekend

AUSTIN--The Director of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety today reported that DPS
estimates indicate that 31 per-
sons will die in traffic acci-
dents during the three-day
Fourth of Julyholiday, and cited
incidents from last year’s In-
dependence Day holiday as ex-
amples of how these mishaps
might occur,

Col, Homer Garrison, Jr.,
DPS director, said the esti-
mate was compiled by the DPS
Statistical Services on the basis
of past experience and the cur-
rent trend of traffic deaths.
Last year, 28 persons lost their
lives in traffic accidents during
the holiday period.

“On the first day of last
year’s holiday period,” Garri-
son said, “a speeding driver
lost control of his car and
struck a guard rail. His car
flipped high into the air and
landed upside down. A pass-
enger was killed,

“In another accident, a car
pulled from a country road
onto a major highway, direct-
ly into the path of an incoming
truck, The truck skidded 134
feet but couldn’t stop in time,
The driver of the car was kill-

“In still a third fatal acci-
dent, one car attempted to pass
another on the right hand side,
The car in front moved to the
right, causing the passer to
swerve, lose control and over-
turn. One person was killed,
one was injured,

““Our files contain the de-
tails of each tragedy,”” he con-
tinued, ‘““and each of them is
is made more tragic by the
fact that, with proper aware-
ness, they could have been pos-
sibly avoided.”

Garrison pointed out that the
responsibility for avoiding an
accident rates with each in-
dividual driver,

“‘Most drivers are basically
good drivers,’”” he said, “But
too often even the best driver
lets his attention wander... and
lack of attention to one's driv-
ing can be a fatal fault,..for
instance, last year one man was
driving a car with five children
as passengers, He entereda
curve too fast, hit his brakes
and lost control of his car,
The vehicle overturned, killing
one of the children,”

“First, it's over,” this was
the first comment made by
Capt. Jerry Hicks concerning
his year's stay at Bien Hoa,
Viet Nam, and these words were
spoken with enough zest to give
one the impression that he
meant all three of those words.

Capt, Hicks, Air Operation
Duty Officer and Wing Com-
mander flew 114 missions over
Viet Cong territory during his
12 months stay there.

He said their primary pur-
pose was to support ground
forces who were “down in that
jungle meeting the VC eye ball
to eye ball,”” Most of the heavy
fighting was in the north high-
land country,

All pre-planned strikes were
made on reported supply sta-
tions, communication centers
and concentrated forces of VC,

“We had one unusual old
fellow on our side,”” Hicks said,
“Up in the highland, an old
tiger, unable to hunt food in
the jungle, would wait along
the trails and feast on the un

suspecting Viet Cong forces.”

While piloting the F-100,
Hicks said the craft was hit sev-
eral times by anti-aircraft fire,
his closest call was when a 30
caliber bullet hit the gun right
under his feet,

“The most damage to the
F-100 --, well, I did myself,
We were after a large force
of Viet Cong in a rice paddy.
Clouds were real low, so we
decided to go on down after
them to relieve our ground
forces. We did. . mission com-
plete, . but we left a light off
the bottom of the plane in the
rice field, dented a wing and
filled the cannons with mud,

““We had one mortar attack
while I was at Bien Hoa, Hicks
said, Ten injured by the
blasts--20 injured running over
each other,”

Capt, Hicks has been in the
Air Force 10 years and will go
to Air Command Staff College,
Maxwell AFB, Montgomery,
Ala, after a 30 day leave,

Aging? It’s Just Mind Over Matter

Growing old is simply a ques-
tion of mind over matter--if you
don’t mind, it doesn’t matter,
That is the concensus of re-
searchers in the psychology
of aging at the Veterans Ad-
ministration Hospital in Hous-

ton.

Regardless of their age, per-
sons who are effective and pro-
ductive do not think of themsel-
ves as growing old, Apparently
they are not aware that they are

ing.

In sharp contrast, the re-
searchers observed that indivi-
duals who have difficulty in their
adaptation to later life tend to
occupy themselves with thou-
ghts of growing old even while
they are relatively young,

An integral part of the eval-
uation included assessing the
attitudes of differentage groups
toward getting old, This inclu-
ded exploring the role of the
self-image and the attitudes
about one’s body in the process
of aging.The results of this

Efforts have been intensified
in the investigation of heart
disease, strokes, emphysema,
cancer, diabetes, rheumatism
and mental illness, the VA re-
vealed. Emphasis is being
placed upon new ideas and new
approaches to the multitude of
problems presented by aging
and the

try are interviewed by these
teams, The object is to at-
tempt to learn what factors
have influenced the survival of
this group of veterans who now
average 87 years of age,

The Domiciliary Diet Fat
Study at the VA center in Los

Certain complex body sugars
called  mucopolysaccharides

As the average age of Am-
erican war veterans passes 46
years, the expanding research
program in aging and the health
problems of senior citizens es-
tablished by the Veterans Ad-
ministration has been function-
ing long enough to begin to
report its findings.

Of the 165 VA hospitals, 38
hospitals and a number of out-
patient clinics are conducting
research programs in this field,
Special laboratories for aging
research are established in
seven VA hospitals, Thirty-two
cooperative studies, involving
three to 30 hospitals each, are
directly related to the research,

A program of ‘“satellite
laboratories” nourishes new
concepts in the problems of
aging. In these the VA is ob-
taining the cooperation of a
distinguished group of scien-
tists and physicians whoarenot
otherwise associated with the
agency. To them the VA offers
facilities and staff assistance
in nearby VA hospitals for the
advance of their own ideas for
research,

Six of these VA satellite lab-
oratories operate at Bedford,
Mass, Baltimore,Md., Downey,
1lL, Buffalo, N.Y,, and two at
Sepulveda, Calif, Tenaddition-
al satellite laboratories are
planned,

Concerned with the physical
aspects of aging, researchers
at the Sepulveda VA hospital
observed a progressive en-
largement of the heart and chan-
ges of metabolism during the
aging process, They noted a
decrease in protein albumin
carried to the heart muscle,
and a decrease in hyaluronic
acid present in organs having
and increasing amount of con-
nective tissue,

The loss of hyaluronic acid
would account for many of the
characteristics associated with
aging, they contended. In the
animal laboratory they were
able to demonstrate an increase
in albumin and hyaluronic acid

in the vital organs following the

administration of the female
hormone estorgen.

While an expected increase
has occurred in the number of
patients suffering from the ch-
ronic  diseases which affect
older persons, the VA hospitals
have had an increase of 33 per
cent in the number of arterio-
sclerotic heart disease pat-
ients, and an increase of 50
per cent in the number of pat-
ients suffering strokes and
other brain damage accompany-
ing aging.

logic, and psychosocial aspects
of aging in 1500 initially healthy
men ranging in age from 25 to
65 years. The subjects volun-

teer to return for periodical
examinations for the rest of
their lives,

This study is expected to
provide descriptions of the nor-
mal aging processes, predic-
tion of later outcomes, and
correlation of variables.

The need for intensive study
of the problems of aging
is pointed up by the fact that
census estimates indicate that
28 million Americans will have
passed the age of 60 by the year
1970, an increase of 4 million
above the total which had rea-

Knowledge gained from the
VA research program in aging
will be used to provide better
treatment for illnesses which
beset senior citizens and will
be used to make their lives more
comfortable and more produc-
tive.
