Handwriting Should
Not Be Neglected

UPI Education Specialist
Handwriting has been -open to
much-criticism and should not be
is a. mechanical skill
which can be learned with rea-

sonable effort and practice
Age plavs a major role in learn-
ing to write. This 1s due to the
importance of muscular develop-
ment and coordination. The abil-
ity 1o hold a pencil and move the
hand properly for regular writing
(cursive) develops in about . the
third grade. Thus you find that
most schools teach a form of
printing (manuscript) in the ear-
ly grades. Manuscript generally is

easier than cursive writing

Research has shown that most
difficuities im handwriting occur
in relatively few letters. This
seems to indicate that efforts for
improvement should be mainly
concentrated on the specific prob
lem, In the junior _and.  senior
high school, there is often a de
crease in quality, This probably
is due to the pressure for speed
and the absente of specific prac-
tice and teaching

school is teaching your child to
write, you can follow through at

Even with this very seri-
ous fact on the record, the union
persisted in its determination to
disrupt defense production,
Fortunately, the country had
the Taft-Hartley law (once called
a ‘“slave labor law” by union
bosses) to get this vital defense
operation back in business.

self to blame for thi§, outrageous
union _action. The machinists
walked out at Lockheed after
they had been given support by
the President's Aerospace Board
— and after the Department of
Defense had threatened that it
would withdraw military con-
tracts, including work on the
Polaris missile, from the com-
pany. He had placed his prestige
and influence behind a recom-

, mendation that the aerospace in-

dustries —accept compulsory un-
jonism.

The International Assn. of Ma-
chinists had demanded that
14.000 workers in two Lockheed
divisions be polled in order 1o
determine whether or not a ma-
jority wanted a union ;hop. Un-
der- the law, a union shop, once
it is established, means that all

workers and those employed in

the future are required to join

the union, whether they wish to

| do so or not.

Three of the major aerospace
companies submitted the union
shop question to a vote. In each
case, the employes rejected the
plan by refusing to give it the
two-thirds majority specified.

Lockheed, however, declined to
poll its employes. The com-
pany's management said that
since the union shop was wrong
in principle, it would not be a
party to delivering the unwilling
minority to the union. Therefore,
it sald they™ would not join in
any action to determine whether
any part of their work
wanted this kind of compulsion.
The company said that its em-
ployes were free to join a union
if they wished. But it refused to
take part in an arrangement that
would lock mon-union members
out of a job, regardless of their
feelings and their skills — skills
greatly needed for national de-
fense production.

This was a stand of great in-
tegrity and courage, for ~which
Lockheed deserves the thankssof
its employes and the country at
large.

Government Needs FEnemies

At the end of the second world
war our government found itself
in a superior position. True the
war had cost tbo much —but - the
other belligerants were in much
worse shape.
