This controversial "exemption” 
proposal has touched off a sharp 
policy dispute within the Kennedy 
administration. Defansr Secretary 
McNamara and the Joint (Thiefs 
of Staff arc opposed to building up 
these so - called "peace'' services 
at the expense of the military.

Supporting the proposal arc a 
small group of White House ad­
visers, including Theodore C. Sor­
ensen. special counsel to the Pres­
ident. They favor the exemptions 
on t)ie ground that these peace 
and service activities are just as 
important in the Cold War as mil 
itary strength. At present. Peace 
Corps members receive no exemp­
tion.
