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Bone-Rattling Cold 
Grips Southern
By United P rru  International
Record-breaking, bone-chilling 

cold gripped the heart of Dixie 
today while a new itorm spread 
fresh snow througlr' the North­
east.

Californians were ‘ enjoying 
June in January. Hundreds of 
thousands of persons streamed 
to the beaches in mid-80 degree 
weather.

The blast of polar air sent the 
temperature falling to 39 de­
grees today at Miami. Fla., net­
ting an all-time low. Tallahas­
see was shivering in 19 degree 
temperatures before- midnight 
and Tampa was below freezing

The weather bureau said it 
was receiving reports of heavy 
frost from the Tampa Bay 
area.

Up North, new snow swept 
across the eastern Great I.akes 
states and into the northern and 
central Appalachians Amounts 
were expected to be considera­
bly lighter than the weekend 
blizzards which tied up traffic 
and marooned countless persons 
across the Northeast.

New York City threw 3,500 
Sanitation Department workers 
into the battle against the week­
end storm which deposited 5 
inches of snow in the city. The 
temperature got no higher than 
Id above Sunday and many New 
Yorkers took advantage of the 
winter weather to go ice skat­
ing

Up to a foot of snow was on 
the ground in parts of Massa 
chusettsi Rhode Island, easteim 
Virginia and northern North 
Carolina. The storm stranded 
700 motorists at the intersection 
of Interstate 74 and 46.5 near 
Indianapolis. Ind , where high 
winds swept snow into six-foot 
drifts.

The four inch snowfall in 
Cleveland, Ohio, cost Lloyd's of 
London a cool $6 000 The .Na­
tional Swimming Pool institute 
opened its con\ention in Cleve­
land and had an agreement 
with the London insurance firm 
that if more than two inches of 
snow fell Lloyd's would pay 
$ 6 , 000.

Bitter cold accompanied the 
weekend storm, and the weath-| 
er bureau said a new blast of 
arctic air won't make much dif­
ference. The mercury sank to 
8 degrees below zero at Pitt.s- 
burgh, Pa., Sunday, setting a 
record for the date. Emporium, 
Pa., reported 24 below and Mas- 
sena. N.Y., had sub-zero tem­
peratures for more than 80 
hours.

In 'southern California, .Sun­
day was a great day for clam 
diggers and surfers. Today 
promised to be even better.

Tlie high at Los Angeles Sun­
day was 85 degrees, and thou­
sands of swimmers headed for 
the beaches along the coast 
from .Santa Maria to San Diego. 
Santa Monica lifeguards estn" 
mated at least 80 000 jiersons 
were on the beaches there.y

Tiie lowest tide in two years 
attracted more than 100.000 
clam diggers to Pismo and 
Oceana beaches At least 15 000 
autos were parked on Pismo 
Reach itself. i

It would api)ear that the bu­
reaucrats can be trusted to re­
port statistics, but thera- is 
cause to suspect bias is show­
ing in the projections of future 
ici-iiircm.*n s. That is, unless 
the goxernment school people 
be lev e they are going to re­
verse the recent trends.

In spite of the ever heavier 
tax load a growing number of 
persons have baen expre smg

.'chools. They .lav® l>cen sian- 
ing schools which offer the sub­
ject matter they v, v*ni, and have 
been bearing thie cost ttttraining 
their' young as v eT as paylnc 
taxes for the schools they do 
not warn or need.

Unless the bureaucrats make 
establishment of private and 
parochial schoo's more dtf'i‘'ult 
there seems little likc'ihood that 
the rapid expansion of these 
free market schools wilt de 
crease.
