LONDON (NEA) — What does
the “Blue Danube” sound like|
when warbled by a brace of ca
paries?

The answers are to be found in
the British Broadcasting C o m-
pany's colossal record library. The
BBC has more than half a million
recordings on tap, valued at about
$1.5 million.

Sampling some of this enormous
collection, the listener discovers
that Lenin, noted as a Russian
revolutionary orator, was neither
& bass nor a baritone. He comes
over a high-pitched tenor.

Valentino sang in English with
a thick Italian accent, and flatten-
ed his high high notes. The BBC's
recording is the “Kasmiri Love
Song,” the only record Valentino
ever cut,

As for Browning, he fluffed his
lines while recording poetry once,

broke up and giggled before he
could continue, ‘

If the “Blue Danube” is to your
liking, go to the BBC library.
There are 315 versions of the tune
on tap. If anyone had 26 hours to
listen to the lot, he would hear it
sung by caenaries, played with
kitchen spoons, presented by a
military band, a music box, a stee!

Tough On The Referee

NEW FRONTIER
“SOPHISTICATION™

C - of the favorite words of the
New Frontiersmen is “style.” An-
othcr pet word *- “sophistication.™
These words should be borné In
mind as the $8th Congress con
venes this month. The Kennedy
administration may be planning
a new style and a sophisticated
approach to its political difficul-
Lies.

List year, the administration
suffered some bitter political de-
feats by using a head-butting strat-
egy, as in the case of the Urban

Aff. .5 bill. But is year the
administration may try a smooth
approach.

One way to gauge the strategy
of the New Frontier is to read
it vered pundits and apologists
in the press. The Washington
“newsmeh’”’ who have abandoned
serious news gathering and hope
for * of some new announce-
ment by an important official often
anticipate the tone of adminis-
tration actions. For that reason,
it is interesting and perhaps signi-
ficant that a number of articles
by the Kennedy press favoriles
indicate that the White House
will attempt to win a new public
image as moderate, sensible and
modern.

Of particular interest is a recent
column by Walter Lippman.
in which he talks about the need
for “reform” of our government
in order to adjust it to the dif-
ficulties and complexities of the
age. The column hoiled down to
an attack on the House Rules
Committee. But the columnist’s
approach was the indirect one. It
was aimed at making the reader
believe that the Rules Commit-
tee — and the power of Congress
in general — is a vestige of the
19th century that has no place
in the 20th century.

Two of the President's new
economic advisers also have re-
lied on this gambit. They don't
openly shout New Frontier slo-
gans. Instead, they urge various
proposals, which would lead to
greater centralization, in terms
of practicality in a complex age.

But when someone talks about
the need for “reform™ b:cause
of “com- exities of the age,” just
watch out. Behind the smooth
words is likely to be political
rough stuti — radical changes in

our way of life and a built-in
reduction in personal liberty.
One way the liberals hope to
hit at conservatives is to make
them appear old-hat reactionaries
who simply don’t know the score
in 1963. This is the favorite tactic
employed against Congress and
its committees. One hears the lib-
eral critics say in effect: *‘Oh,
Congress was an important insti-
tution in Lincoin’s time. But to-
day a modern state must be able
to react quickly and make rapid
adjustments. Things are too big
and too fast for the unwieldy
maci.nery of Congress. The Pres-
ident and his aides must possess
~asaecision « meking power.”
Well that's a political Big Lie.
Congress is a cross - section of
America. Its personnel, in terms
of members and stalf aides, are
as  up-fo-date and aware
of contemporary problems as
those who are employed in the
Executive Branch. In addition,
Congress has a better understand-
Ing of what the people want—

for, unlike federal bureaucrats,
Congressmen must offer for reelec-
tion. If they don't understand what
people are thinking they lose their
jobs

Congress has handled some of
the toughest governmental prob-
lems of modern times — and with
efficiency and dispatch. It has
done a first - rate job, through
Senate and House committees, of
keeping track of Soviet subver-
sive warfare against the United
States. It has plenty of experts
in its ranks on such diverse sub-
jects as space research and wat-
er pollution. Congress is a re-
pository of national wisdom — a
more  representative body than
the bureaucracy answerable to the
President. The House Rules Com-
| millee is in a far better position
| o give responsible guidance to
new legislation than the liberal
eggheads who form the presiden-
tial palace guardsmen. The White
House aides may be expert about
what the farmer, banker, busi-
nessman or laborer is thinking in
| Des Moines, lowa, or Dallas,
Texas, for example

If the administration thinks it
| can discount the authority of Cen-
gress by taking a “sophisticated™
| position as to the national legisla-
tive body, it is dead wrong. Amer-
| fcans trust their Congress. Never-
theless, the public should be on
sard against a smooth political
strategy designed to weaken a
bulwarl: of the American way of
life.
