thousands at once — not hun­
dreds.

The c ity ’s clinics haven’t 
been in operation long enough 
to evaluate long ■ term results 

Smoking is 85 per cent habit 
and only 15 per cent nicotine 
addiction." says Dr Bhim, - a 
short, intense blonde woman 
who never has smoked

"Most of those who come to 
us come not because of the sur­
geon general’s report, but be­
cause: they are chronically ill 
They cough, they are short of 
breath, they have had heart at­
tacks or diseases of the circula-1

tory system and they've b e e n  
warned by their doctors t h a t  
unlo.ss tliey stop there is little 
I'lope of protracting their lives. 
Tliese people are gathering the 
fruits of 20 to 30 years of 
smoking”

cut down, are instructed in the 
fa.sk of changing itfetong hab  ̂
its, are told to ask themselves:

“ Do I really need this ciga­
rette’ ’ ’ before they light up.

Smoking Day. “ We collect a 
waste basket full of, cigarette 
packages," says Dr. Blum.

"That is an important lesson 
which the .American people 
must bear in,jnind.”

-the taxpayer and it is a wise 
man who has a statement from 
hi.s church or canceled checks 
to  support his contributions.

noFurthermore, there I 
“ rule of thumb”  or “ average 
amount”  to be listed as a con­
tribution. List what you actual­
ly gave. That amount is ycur 
deduction.

Of course, for the overly gen­
erous there are maximuir limi- 

itations. Contributions are gene­
rally limited to 20 per cent of 
toted income. An additional 10 
per cent may be taken if the 
money went to religious, chari-

T h i s  
does not include tuition to a 
school or college but an o u t- 
right gift.
