Weekly Report To Texans \

By BEN. JOHN TOIATR

Senator John Tower (R . Texas) 
commented in his weekly report 
to Texans, on the recent 1 0 n g- 
shoreman strike settlement a n d  
the desirability of applying anti­
trust laws to labor unions in order 
to prevent future costly strikes of 
this nature.

In the light of the recent long­
shoreman strike that tied up the

J*d Texas^CiinsidvraHly, a strike 
that resulted in a loss of millions 
of dollars, not only to the shippers 
and the srorkers in the shipping in­
dustry but to workers in many 
other industries as well, the rail­
roads for example It a f f e c t e d  
many businesses.

It has fmallv 
been settled. It was a forced set- 
ttemenl. It was a forced settle­

ment by the government T h e  
shippers came off with the worst 
end of it. ' -----

Therefore, it makes it important 
today that we discuss s o m e  
pending legislation on restricting 
strikes of this sort that are harm­
ful to the nation's economy.

Such a bill is S287 S2r7 is a bill 
to amend the anti-trust laws to 
prohibit certain activities of t h e  
labor unions of the transportation 
industry. Primarily, fbe eestrict- 
ions are on such activities as aie 
in "cestraint of trade." and those 
Tn ^hTch the thondpiaTrstic nlTure 
of unions is all powerful.

The main "unions to which this 
bill would apply are the longshore­
men. the railway brotherhoods, the 
teamsters and airline pilots and 
their crews.

Teadity appreciated when we stop 
to realiie that today our modern 
industrial society i t  so complex 
and its activities arc so inter-re­
lated and inter-dependent that we 
are dependent for the necessities 
of life upon the continuing opera­
tion of our transportation system. 
It is upon continuous and unin­
terrupted transportation t h a t  
every community must depend for 
food. fuel, and getting to work in 

• the morning and for coming home 
at night, for the operation of fac­
tories and business establish- 
iiiens and for the dispensing of es­
sential health and sanitation serv­
ices.

Clearly it is in the public in­
terest to legislate in such a way as 
to prevent crippling disaster from- 
strikes in transportntiotL T h e  

I problem is to accomplish this with- 
^out piacTif ~uhnecessar>' htirdehs 
on the industries involved and on 
the unions and workers, for this is 
a free society and the right to 

.strike is a vital privilege in a free 
enterprise system. Businessmen, 
workers, and union bosses are all 
aware that in the Soviet Union, 
one of the first acts of the Com­
munist dictators was to deny the 

I rigxit to strike. That riglit must 
■ be preserved.

I am a co-sponsor of Senator 
John McClellan's bill, S287, the de­
tails of which I won't discuss be­
cause it is highly technical in 
character. The immediate problem 
is to secure a Congressional Com­
mittee hearing on this subject. 
This would open up the whole area 
of anti-trust legislation for exam­
ination as to the desirability of ap­
plying anil-trust laws to labor un­
ions. The first problem is to get a  ̂

.hearing on this bill. This b i l l  
'should he heard, it shtaild be de­
liberated on and considered. Des­
pite the fact that the genciat pub­
lic favors legislation of this type, j 
there has been very little manifes­
tation of thia sentiment to Con-' 
gress. Senator McClellan told me 
earlier this week that he has re­
ceived relatively few requests for 
a Congressional hearing on t h i s 
bill. He told me that unlesa we see 
such a manifestation of public 
opmion on Uus bill, it will be im- 

 ̂possible to get such a hearing.
So it is my hope that all you 

good cilizenti who are interested m • 
the pa.ssage of this legislation will I 

I writ* Senator McClellan and te ll '
 ̂him that you hope that a bearing,

WASHINGTON (U P!)—When e  
>New Frontiersman d i s c u s s e s

WASHING’TON (U PI) -  Short­
ly before the opening of Congress, 
when the pundits and sooduayara 
were making predictions concern­
ing the new session, I climbed 
out on e limb with e forecast of 
my own.

High-Level Warning 
Soren^n warned the politicos 

that the Democratic party dare 
not go into the 19M campaign 
with unemploymoU at its present 
high level. He said enactment of 
the tax bill would:

Red\ice unemployment and as­
sist depressed areas.

Reduce pressure for a 35-hour 
work week.

Dissipatd the present atmo­
sphere of business hostility.

**The tax bin.’'  he said, ” is es­
sential to all of these gains. If 
we can get action this year an a 
tax bill that we can take to the 
people as a party in 1964. and 
not simply to the special interest 
groups, then I think we will have 
gone a long way to solving many 
other problems.”

Sorensen especially empha.sized

unemployment as a problem to 
be solvwd before 19M. Unemploy­
ment is the campaign issue with 
the sharpest cutting edge. There 
is no adequate defense against 
that sharp blade. Economic riag- 
nation and unemployment were 
the campaign weapons with which 
Kennedy in I960 down Rich­
ard M. Nixon.

Kaimady’s Version
The President’ s tax message to 

Congress was long on''econom ics 
and short on politics. Sorensen’ s 
remarks put the program in bet­
ter perspective. What Kennedy 
proposed to Congress was a tax 
program that he said would ac­
complish certain objectives:

Stimulate economic growth.
Reduce unemployment.
Improve farm income.
Stimulate industrial investment.
That parallds Soraaaen's pre­

scription for winning tlie 1964 
prasidential election. Examined 
together the Kennedy program 
and Sorensen’ s political interpre­
tation of it suggest the kind of 
pressure to which congressional 
Democrats will be subjected on 
tax reduction.

It is tax reduction, not reform 
or economy that would best help 
the Democrats to re-elect Ken­
nedy in 1964.

of controversy by business, it is re­
freshing when a David comes for­
ward to do ^ t i le  with a Goliath 
of the television networks in de­
fense of sound business principles 
and American fair play.

The prolaganiits are James S. 
Kemper, board chairman of the 
Kemper group of insurance com- 
panies, and the Amertrxn Bmatb 
casting Corporation. The villian is 
com icted perjurer Alger Hiss, who 
u.scd his exalted position in t h e  
State Department to act as agent 
for a communist spy ring.

Mr. Kemper is being sued by 
ABC for $452.OM as a result of his 
decision to cancel his companies’ 
show. ABC-Evening Report, be­
cause the network put Hiss on the 
air last November to sing out "The 
Political Obituary of Richard Nix­
on”  following the former V i c e  
President’s defeat in theXalifom ia 
gubernatorial race.

Distasteful Verbiage 
Hiss also used the nation*s air 

waves to leave the impression that 
he was innocent and that Nixon, 
(hen an aggressive young member 
of the House Un-American Activi­
ties Committee, was ’ 'motivated 
by ambition, by persohal self > 
serving”  ABC pre-empted prime 
evening time, on which a Veterans 
Day tribute titled "The Fighting 
,\1nn”  had been scheduled, to air 
the distasteful Hiss verbiage.

As should have been expected 
proteste by the thousands flooded 
ABC. Even former P r e s i d e n t  
Dwight D. Eisenhower expressed 
his "astonishment”  to ABC Vice 
President James Hagerty, his for­
mer Wbrte'"Roua^pricsli lecTetery”  

In spite of the half million dob 
lar suit. Mr. Kemper iterated that 
"w e are standing by our position. 
We must preserve the good name 
of an insurance group on which 
two million poKcyholderi depend 
for their security.”

Bad Taste, Not Cenaor&hip 
It is obvious that bad taste, not 

censorship, motivated the decision 
tinea the commentator on ABC- 
Evening Report. Ron Cochrane, 
noted news reporter and analyst, 
had absolute freedom of expression

under the Kemper contraa.
On the other hand-, it was liberal 

commentator Howard K. Smith, 
whose reputation was built on anti- 
business commentaries, who al­
lowed Hiss to use the air to vent 
his spleen over the political defeat 
of hit arch enemy.

"T o present a convicted perjur­
er, convicted because he lied about 
his communist associations a n d  
activities, as a witness to the char­
acter of a man who has served 
his ctxintry in many capacities 
was absolutely reprehensible, ’ 
Mr. Kemper asserted,

"The furor provoked by the Hiss 
appearance, evidenced b\ newspa­
per editorials, letters to editors, 
condemnation of ABC by unani­
mous vote of the Ttlmoii Mate Sen­
ate, protests by veterans’ organi­
zations, and the flood of letters and 
telephone calls to us, clearly show­
ed the kind of image we could ex­
pect to suffer as a sponsor of an 
ABC news broadcast "

Forthright Stand 
Mr. Kemper said fb e ’ contract 

with ABC “ provides a ten minute 
separation between our broadcast­
ing time and the broadcast of a 
competitor. ABC flatly violated 
this contract when, not ten minutes 
away but in.side our broadcast 
time, the network asked our audi­
ence to watch the show sponsored 
by one of our competitors on which 
Hiss appeared." This intrusion 
caused some critics to mistakenly 
blame the Kemper companies for 
the Hiss show.

Mr. Kemper emphasized t h a t  
"rontinuation, of tha p r o g r a m  
would do u« mpre jiarm than good. 
U’e have a right to choose our 
own bedfellows.”

Too many bu.sinest men cower at 
tbe tbroghf of doing battle with 
media which use "freedom of the 
press”  as an excuse for carrying 
liberal'columnists and commenta­
tors who freely express their anti­
business. pro-socialist views.

Various efforts are being made 
to stem the tide of this subversive, 
false propaganda.

Affect U S  Econonts-

Hie Southern Piciflr Railway 
has placed an oider with an engi- 
neering firm in Munich, West 
Germany, for 1$ giant 4,N0-horse- 
power Diesel locomoUves, uid to 
be the moat powerful in the world. 
During the past yaar the um r 
concern in Munich delivered limi. 
lar locomotives to other buvers 
in this country. The purchase 
of such equipment from Europe 
should cause some reflection on 
the part of the profligate spenders 
bi Congreu. They might take 
time out from chit-chat about 
how many additional millions 
should be appropriated for give­
away programs and a domestic 
•‘Peace Corpa”  (does President 
Kennedy have another brother in­
law to head the domestic Irtxipe?) 
and ascertain why American rail­
ways sre obliged to obtain their 
motive units from Europe.

The .Southern Pacific, with lines 
' extending from Portland. Ore., to 

Houston. T ?x . Ja opg of the miior 
tranaportaUan systems in United 
States. Undoubtedly the directors 
of Southern Pacific asked for bids 
from locomotive builders in this 
cMxitry before placing that large 
order with a German firm. The 
Diesel engine originated in Ger­
many and takm ita niime from 
its inventor. However there are 
far more of that type of locomo­
tive hauling trains bi America 
than bi the entire continent af 
Europe, where the steam engine 
has not yet been discarded.

Big business such as railways, 
must purchase equipment in the 
most favorable mark^. While It 
if possible that no American 
locomoUve builder la able to sup- 

the giants that are made by 
the German concern. It Is more 
than nkely that cost was the fac­
tor in determining where the or­
der should be placed. And when 
conipuUng coats, the principal 
•tern is labor.. In many indus­
tries the American manufacturer 
is finding It increasingly dlffiruH 
to meet foreign competltioo. What 
it to be the future of oUr foreign 
trade tf Inordinate labor daroandt 
price our funducts out of the 
marketf

It Is not alone the manufic- 
hring costs that are ritinc to 
proMbiUva heighU, but the han­

dling of tha products. All oveN 
aeas ihipmenta hava been at a 
atandstiil due to the strike of tha 
longshoremen. Shipping was bod 
up from Maine to Texas. If tha 
demands of the striking kwig- 
shorrmen are met. it will have 
to be passed along to shippers of 
American products and of course, 
in incoming freight, tt wtlt be 
added to the cost of what you 
and I jxntlasB n  the markda. 
The demands of the strikers 
would add another I9IM million 
to the handling of incoming and 
outgoing cargo.

These are the threats to tha 
nation's economy which the Presi­
dent and the practicing politicians 
endeavor to dirug off aa being 
relatively unimporUnt. On tha 
contrary, they are vitaOy impor­
tant. The prices of what wa sell 
abroad wig be increased wllli 
every extortionite demand of 
arbitrary labor czars and out 
oosnpedtive position In werM mar> 
kets arlll suffer acrardintfy. If 
our export trade dedtnes, ths 
balance of trade affects the value 
of the dollar and fventaally It 
wlB shrink In buying power — 
as It has diminished during the 
past 13 years.

The striking dock workers get 
an approximate average of $24 
for an S-hour day with time and 
a half for work after S p.m. and 
on Saturdays snd Sundays. Thi^ 
sre not skilled labor in any sense 
of the arord. They do not even 
need grade-school training or pagi 
examinations that would be re­
quired to get a driving U>:.''nse. 
Natives In African or Asian ports, 
wholly unsclKwIed do the sama 
work just as efficiently aa these 
card-carrying dock workers who 
are paralyzing United SUtes ship,, 
ping and our national eennomy.
