averaged 41.7 bushels per acre  
compared with 29.5 bushels for 
spring seeding. At Bushland, 
fall seeded Wintex barley av­
eraged 37.7 bushels compared 
to 20.3 bushels for spring seed ­
ing.

The degree of hardiness of 
spring wheat varieties when 
fall seeded in Texas has not 
been adequately tested. O bser­
vations at South and Central

Texas stations indicate that 
most spring wheat varieties are 
less hardy than winter oat va­
r ieties grown in T exas. Dan­
ger of winterkilling if fall seed­
ed in the wheat growing areas 
would be great.

If m oisture conditions are  
favorable or irrigation water 
is available, spring seeded 
sm all grain crops may o cca­
sionally produce good crops. 
However, growers should con­
sider the hazards of such pro­
duction. Under most conditions, 
grain sorghum, corn, soybeans, 
guar or other spring crops will 
be more satisfactory.

Seeding of sm all grain cro p s -  
wheat, oats, or barley-during 
the spring months is  not r e ­
commended, unless the fa ll-  
sown crop is winterkilled.

Wheat, oats and barley v ari­
eties, seeded in the spring, 
have yielded much le ss  in a ll 
tr ia ls  conducted over many 
years by field units of the T ex­
as Agricultural Experiment 
Station.

Spring seeded crops usually 
yield less and grain quality is 
lower because they must be­
come established during the 
period of low winter and spring 
rainfall. They usually are late 
maturing and may be damaged 
by rusts, hot weather and winds 
during the fruiting period. F u r­
therm ore, they yield lower r e ­
turns per acre  since they pro­
vide no winter pasture as do 
fall seeded crops.

Spring seeding of grain must 
be made from January 15 to 
February 15 in North Central 
Texas and from February 15 
to March 15 in the Rolling and 
High Plains areas . This is a 
period of low rainfall.

Average rainfall for January, 
February and March averages 
less  than 1 inch per month. This 
is also the period of high winds, 
cold fronts and late freezes 
which may damage the young 
crops.

Hard red spring wheat va­
rieties  tested under dryland 
conditions for four years at 
Bushland (near Am arillo) av­
eraged only 6.8 bushels per 
acre  compared to 22.4 bushels 
per acre  for winter wheat grown 
during the same years. Under 
irrigation, spring wheat aver­
aged 21.6 bushels compared to 
36.7 bushels for winter wheat.

At Chillicothe, spring wheat 
averaged only 3.6 bushels per

acre  compared to 20.5 bushels 
for winter wheat for the sam e 
5-year period.

At Denton, spring wheat a v ­
eraged 16.4 bushels per ar-re 
f-Om 1933-3* ’ nmporprf ?
for winter wheat; spring wheat 
averaged 12.6 bushels from 
1940-45 compared to 19.1 for 
winter wheat; and from 1956- 
58, spring wheat averaged 10.1 
bushels while winter wheat av­
eraged 21.2 bushels per a c re .

Spring-sown oats and barley 
likew ise have yielded le ss  than 
the sam e crops fall seeded. 
With oats and barley, the sam e 
variety can be compared from 
fall and spring seeding.

At Denton, the 28-year av­
erage yield of New Nortex oats 
was 61.6 bushels from fall seed­
ing and 42.9 bushels from spring 
seeding. At Chillicothe, fall 
seeded New Nortex averaged 
36.3 bushels and 13.0 bushels

I don’t  know who has 
been denied an entrance exam ­
ination to any college or uni­
versity .

“ I believe a high school grad­
uate should have the privilege 
of selecting a school of his 
choice and not be obligated to 
go to a college his parents are  
being taxed to support. And 
speaking of taxe s—-our econ­
omy is  not stable enough to 
warrant a tax increase at this 
tim e. The revenue derived from 
students coming to limited night 
c la sses  held in Muleshoe will 
not benefit any tax increase . 
The freshman in college has 
more trouble overcoming the 
doting parental influence he has 
lived with for 20 years, learn ­
ing how to study by his own

initiative and learning how to 
live in another community with 
other people that gives them 
more trouble and causes more 
drop-outs than the lack of fa ­
c ilities  to study.

“So, I can’t endorse this de­
pendent and limited form of 
education facility  proposed for 
Muleshoe.

“ If this opinion is  detrimental 
in obtaining votes in my favor, 
then it will at least stim ulate 
voting at election tim e.

“ It is my honest opinion the 
way 1 s in cerely feel and I will 
not hesitate to voice my opin­
ion to any person at any tim e 
for I am not obligated to com ­
prom ise on any issue.”

VOLUNTARY WAY

w hy do the policies adopted hy Farm Bureau 
members place so much emphasis on voluntary 
action? Government farm programs, commodity 

’ check-offs for advertising and promotion, mar­
keting association membership and even the 
payment of Farm Bureau dues—all should be 
voluntary, so say the farm family members who 
run our organization.

Perhaps one reason farm people reject com­
pulsion and favor the maximum freedom of choice 
for each individual is the 35 year record of fail­
ure of coercive government control schemes. Pos­
sibly, they realize that the greatest advances in 
the history of mankind have come from willing 
workers impelled by the hope of gain for them­
selves and their families. In any case, they want 
to succeed in their goal of improving farm in- 
come, and compulsion has not proven to be the 
road to success.

Why does coercion fail? The theory behind 
any compulsory economic action is that individ­
uals, exercising complete freedom to choose, will 
not make seise decisions for themselves or for 
six-iety. It is assumed that some person or per­
sons of superior intelligence or judgment can 
lx* found to manage farmers or merchants or 
doctors. The truth is that economic decisions 
made by a few people are more likely to be in 
error than those made by hundreds of thousands 
exercising their own independent judgments.

T1 or example, the Administration decided that 
crop production should be increased in 1967 to 
feed a “hungry world.” This was a colossal blun­
der as the world was not that hungry and prices 
came crashing down. Farmers responding to mar­
ket prospects on their own volition would not 
have made this tragic mistake.

The greater frequency of errors with a com­
pulsory system is also due to the fact that the 
penalty for wrong guessing does not fall on those 
who issue the order. Cotton farmers are losing 
their markets to foreign producers and to syn­
thetic fibers because of an unwise 1961 decision 
by the Administration to raise price supports.
Tlie producers, not the politicians, are hurt.

Voluntary decisions are made automatically 
and speedily but compulsion requires countless 
bureaucratic administrative rulings with endless 
delays and ever growing payrolls for supervision 
and enforcement. During the last 35 years, farm­
ers have had a liberal dose of the mistakes, de­
lays, costs and waste that inevitably accompanv 
coercive action. Mistakes will Ire made with 
a voluntary system but corrective action is swift 
and sure since free individuals shift directions 
very quickly when their desired goals are threat­
ened.

M o n ey  collected by voluntary ineans for com­
modity research and promotion or other worthy 
purposes will be spent more wisely than similar 
funds deducted by government enforced check­
off. The programs of voluntarily financed or­
ganizations must show results or the contribu­
tions will not continue. The consumption of 
lamb and wool continues to decline despite 
the spending of more than $3 million each year 
for advertising and promotion. A smaller sum 
from a voluntary program might get better 
results than the government supervised and en­
forced scheme now in operation.

Discouraged by the slow progress of volun­
tary organization to improve the bargaining pow­
er of farmers, many advocate the use of market­
ing orders or marketing boards to force the slow 
joiners into associations. However, a marketing 
association with 50 percent of the producers as 
voluntary members is very likely to be more 
powerful than one with a high proportion 
of unwilling, uncooperative members. The most 
potent and effective source of human power is 
voluntary organization. There is no substitute for 
informed, conscious, loyal and active members 
and coercion does not produce this kind
