Timothy D. Hobart, who f i r s t  
came to Texas in 18S2, was a 
transplanted Yankee who became 
the first citizen of Pampa and for 
all his work in developing t h a t  
area might well be called "the fa­
ther of the Panhandle.”

Bom in Vermont in 1855, Hobart 
was a schoolteacher before com- 
ing to Texas in 1882 to work for 
the New York and Texas Land 
Company. He surveyed, fenced, 
partitioned, leased and sold over 
one million acres of C o m p a n y  
land. Through his work he became 
an expert on the terrain of Texas, 
as well as learning about the soil, 
efimate and people. He witnessed 
the rise and fall of many cattle 
companies and was to learn by 
their mistakes in the operation of 
his own ranch.

In 1887 Hobart went back to Ver­
mont to marry his sweetheart. 
They made their first home in Mo- 
beetie, a frontier village, but Ho­
bart was interested in cattle and 
Kid faith in the Panhandle as a 
stock farming area. He bought 
land and built a home at the head 
of the Washita River in Hemphill 
County, developing this property 
into one of the best equipped and 
most picturesque ranches in the 
Panhandle.

In 1903 Hobart resigned f r o m  
the New York and Texas L a n d  
Company and took a position with 
the White Deer Lands, a lOOO 
square mile tract in Carson, Gray, 
Hutchinson and Robm s Counties. 
Here he had hiŝ  first opportunity 
to carry his colonization plans to 
completion,- a project he had long 
dmamed about. He sold land 
cheap and on credit to colonists 
and helpied develop the area into 
many productive stock farms. In 
1915 he assumed managership of 
the JA Ranch for Mrs. Cornelia 
Adair, and continued to run it for 
the heirs after her deqth.

Hobart became president of the 
Association when it was on the 
verge of one of the greatest crises 
in its history There were many 
problems: tariff worries, increased 
taxes, cattle rustling, railroad rate 
discrimination, foot and m o u t h  
disease, competition with foreign 
beef, low prices for cattle. T h e

Money & Money Problems
Money is important.
Most of us recognize its impor­

tance principally because we nev­
er have enough of it. Few of us 
realize that this is one of the pri­
mary reaaofu for the value of 
money.

Value is always subjective. We 
are prone to say that such and 
such an article is "worth" so many 
dollars. What we probably mean 
when we say this is that t h e 
"price”  of the article is listed at 
JO many dollars.

Whether or not the item is ac­
tually WORTH thoae dollars de­
pends upon the value judgment of

the same space of time. Such a 
man will value his dollars at a low­
er level on his scale of values. By 
thb proceu of reasoning we can 
quickly see that dollars do n o t  
have a precise value, but tend to 
fluctuate accoriling to the subjec­
tive judgments of those who have 
possession of the dolla'rs.

This fluctuating value of dollars 
is only one of the things t h a t  
makes money a difficult subject to 
understand.
