WASHINGTON (Spl) — Admin-
istration proposed changes in
tax laws affecting oil and gas op-
erations ‘‘would adversely affect
paychecks, grocery money, and
school funds in Texas,” J. Clyde
Fomlinson, Longview, president of
Texas Mid-Continent Oil & Gas
Association, recently told the
House Ways and Means Commit-
tee.

Tomlinson was one in a series

of industry leaders who testified
against proposals which wonld in-
rcrease federal taxes on oil and gas
| production.
f The East Texas oil producer de-
scribed the tax plan as a “'scrious
blow to one of Texas’ most prom-
ising sources for economic
growth.”” He pictured the in-
creased tax burden as an obstacle
to Gov. John Connally’s efforts to
increase employment in Texas
through industrial expansion. He
said oil and-gas are the most
promising bases cn which to build
more industry and more job op-
portunities in Texas

Spokesman for an association
which represents producers of
more than 9 per cent of the

state's oil and gas, Tomlinson es-
timated Texas' share ol the tax
*increase at more than £92 mllion
a vear. To emphasize the magn
tude of $92 million on the Texas
economy, Tomhinson said it was
equivalent to the annual wages of
15,878 Texas petroleum .ndusiry
employes (about 8 per cent of the
present industry work force); or,
more than half the total state oil
and gas severance taxes: or four
times the annual oil and gas in-
come to Texas school funds from
public lands.

Tomlinson, who also is mayor of
Longview, emphasized th: far-

Two or three years ago ther=
was a nation - wide cry from
our. so - called “liberals” when
it Was authoratively stated that
the National Council of (Protes-
tant) Churches was. infitrated
with ministers who leaned far
to the left.

The pamphlet mentioned is writ-
ten by Frank C. Brophy, banker,
business man, rancher, philan-
thropist of Phoenix, Ariz., and
perhaps the leading Catholic lay-
man in the Southwestern states.
He was one of the founders of
the Commonweal. He now de-
plores its fall from grace and
exposes it as a medium being
used by subversive elements to
smear and belittle those who are
implacable foes of communism
and all its collaborators.

The editors and writers for The
Commonweal say in so many
words that anti - communists are
a worse menace than pro - com-
munists. According to the Com-
monweal, most of the people in-
volved in anti-communist activi-
ties are “‘stupid.”

Mr. Brophy notes that after
World War II the Commonweal
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| became more and more “‘liberal”
— a term the advocates of so-
cialism use in describing them-
seives. The publication lost sub-
scriptions and support of Catho-
lic communities, points _out Bro-
phy, and by 1951 it was on the
verge-of vanishing into_the limbo
of defunct periodicals. It was
saved by the pro - socialism ele-
ment in New York. They reasoned
that it could be a useful medium
for disseminating anti - anti -
communist propaganda, if kept

The “liberal”’ cause needed
that publicity medium, he insis-
ted. He begged listeners to send
in subscriptions to save ils life
Over $6.000 in new subscriptions
was received.

But more was needed. So the
exireme left - wing monthly
*Progressive”, the New York
Post, and two “liberal”’ Protest-
ant magazines sponsored sub-
scription drives. The publication
got  scores of subscribers from
the left-wing non-Catholic and
sven anti-Catholic groups. There-
fore while the Commonweal is,
presumably, —aCatholic publica-
tion it is zealously supporting the
same pro-socialist programs as
those that are definitely identi-
fied as crypto-communist.

This expose of what happened
to_one Catholic_publication is not
entirely unique. Mr. Brophy
cites the same pernicious influ-
.ences that are shaping the poli-
cies and tenor of writing in sev-
eral other Catholic periodicals,
such as Ava Maria, America,
the Catholic World and the Cath-
olic Worker.
