‘EXPERTS’

Trying to Disprove

Boom in Silver

Fifty years ago an expert was
usually a nan or woman who had
managed to acquire a rather
Tespeciable knowledge Tn connec:
tion with products or ideas or
activities. In many instances they
also become more than adequate-
v proficlent in the field which
held their interest. Fortunately,
a few experts are still living to-
day, for instance, Racey Jordan
can tell you a few things about
gold, and Willis E. Stone has
studied and investigated the evils
and evil results of income taxes
until he wonders why everyone is
not equally concerned. There are
many other experts, in many
fields, but we have been bombard-
ed by opinions expressed by inex-
pert sell-styled experts for the
past two or three decades. This
particular form of experting is de-
signed to act as an opinion
fermer. One of the self - styled
experts tells us— we will -act or
react in a certain manner and
hopes we will 50 act or react be-
cause of our reactions to his ex-
perting,

In 1980 I took a rather long
look at the silver situation and
discussed my opinifons in a col-
umh. Shortly thereafter, 1 re-
ceived a dozen or more critical
comments in letlers written by
self - styled experts. After they
acquired a scolding habit by
jumping on me they continued
scolding the population generally.
A few of the more kindly
experts decided ' further my
knowledge and sent me reams
of facts and figures which proved
I didn't know what I-was writing
about but- among the facts and
figures I discovered a few odd
items which verified my own con-
clusions. Late in 1961, a propa-
ganda drive began t9 take shape.

One “‘expert” proclaimed that
he belief in gold as a precious
metal stemmed from ancient su-
serstition and ignorance. He in-
cluded silver in his theme and
professed his own willingness to
accept scrip as a medium for
exchange. By the summer of
1962, other “‘experts’’ were trying
1o explain why silver. certificates
were being replaced by Federal
Reserve Notes and used this state-
ment to prove the expertness.
“This will have no effect upon
the average man on the street
who will realize that his silver
certificate or his heavy, clumsy

“silver "dollar are worth Just.as

much as the new Federzl Ree
serve Notes and that he will re-
ceive full value in the exchange.”

For.a few days aftér secing
this bit of experting in public
print, 1 waited for the storm of
protest but nothing happened. The
propaganda mill was success
ful - the man on the street had
shown a willingness to exchange
a paper dollar backed by a silver
reserve, or a silver dollar which
contained a budt - in value, for
a piece of paper, the worth of
which would depend upon nothing
but a superstitious and unthink.
ing faith in government.

ver experts’ in Nevada began
a new line of experting. After a
little digging (not for precious
metal); 1 ~discovered —the “ex-
perts’’ are government experts,
that is public servants. They an-
nounce that a move is under
way to remove the silver backing
for onedollar bills. They also
announced their opinion that there
will be no silver boom. Let's
take a look at the facts:

Passman Shows Foreign

Aid Fund Not Needed

Despite the shadow-boxing of
the Washington administration to
give the appearance of consistent-
ly opposing the encroachment of
Soviet and communist influence
in various parts of the world, we
are actually financing such oper-
ations by our so-calied foreign-
aid program. The foreign-aid or
misnamed ‘“‘Mutual _ecurity” pro-
gram is one of the major drains
on the American taxpayer.

One is inclined to ques-
tion the accuracy of those Gallup
polls. How many of the readers
have ever been queried on any
national issue by a polister of
Gallup? But the constituents of
Passman and of many other
members of Congress are begin.
ning to display righteous wrath
at the manner in which the pres-
ent and past administrations in
Washington have furthered the in-
ternational communist conspiracy
by supplying them with funds to
acquire military equipment - which -
may be used against us at some
time in the not too distant future,
We have even supplied the ac-
tual war materials, to the extent
of hundreds of millions, as in the

«case of Marshal Tito, of Yugo-
slavia.

Passman points out that there
is no need for any foreign-aid
appropriation this year. As of
June 30, there will be on hand
foreign-aid funds in excess of §7
billion. This, he asserts, is suf-
ficient to meet every legal com-
Mmitment we have in respect to
foreign aid.
