New Aerial
Supply Concept

WASHINGTON (ANF)—The
Precision Drop Glider, a new
concept in the aerial delivery
of supplies, has been success-
fully tested at Yuma, Arizona,
by the US. Army Transporta-
tion Research Command, Fort
Eustis, Virginia

Using the flexible wing con-
cept (see photo), the precision
drop glider is designed to de-
liver large quantities of sup-
plies inte areas of limited space.
Priority cargo such as ammu-
nition, food, medicine, ete., can
be delivered by an alreraft
without actually flying over the
drop mone.

The paraglider wing, fabri-
cated of extremely lightweight,
flexible, plastic-coated material,
is folded Into a compact pack-
age similar to a parachute pack
and attached to a cargo con-
tainer. As the container |is
ejected, a static line attached
to the alrcraft begins a se-
quence of cperations to deploy
the glider, which carries the
cargo container to earth

A high degree of reliability
was achieved in more than 130
missions flown at Army’s Yuma
Test Station, Yuma, Arizona.
The system is ultimately de-
signed to deliver cargoes as
heavy as 5,000 pounds.
