The President was try-
ing to- warn the bankers, these
spkesmen explained, that busi-
ness and the well-to-do among
Americans would be compelled to
pay the cost of a $10 billion tax
cut if tax reform were junked
They would be compelied to pay
through continued high individual
and corporate inceome tax rates

Tax reform continued to lose
ground, however, and the Presi-
dent has been too busy with civil
rights to reverse the trend. Much
time remains, of course, before
the House itself will act on the tax
bill. Thereafter the Senate will
begin committee hearings.
