3 Tornadoes

“The Private Man'’

Just how much times have
changed is made clear in a re-
cent book, “The Private Man,” by
Timothy A. Mcinerny!

The private man is fast vanish-
ing, Mcinerney contends, and of-
fers-—proof. The welfare state,
based on taking away from the|
private sector for spending in the
public sector, and false motions of
equality are bringing on his de-
mise.

McInérny contrasts the Private
Man with the Public Man as fol-
lows:

To gain the benefit of the work
of others, the public man gives
himself over to the state; the
state, in turn, furnishes him with
housing, medical care, food and
sometimes clothing, all at the ex-
pense of the private man,

“Public housing is a good ex-
ample of the trend toward the
exploitation of the private ™ man.
A section of the population by
reason of lack of native ambition,
ability or skill, finds itself occupy-
ing the lowest type of dwelling,
unsanitary and unfit for habita-

N\

tion. The social-ininded leaders in |
and out of governmnt find the
sight of these conditions loath-
some. So a program of slum clear-
ance or urban renewal is started.

“The slums are bulldozed flat
and the first-class apartments are
built and the former slum dwellers
are encouraged to live in them,
However, ne- stigma attaches to|
them, because the act of ‘charity’
is clothed in uplift slogans, The
pauper is taught that, by mere
reason of birth, he is entitled to
accommodations far in advance of
what he could have obtained for
himself-and his family.

“His back is stiffened and his
independent tendencies, if he has
any, are subordinated to the re-
alization that he has a vote and
therefore, entitles him to accom-
modations for his lifetime equal
to the best, far better than the
private man who lives in the mid-
dle or twilight ground.”

Maybe the man from Moscow
was right. How long can the pri-
vate man endure, when he is given
no encouragement—in fact is pen-
alized—by his government?
