customed to one or two drinks a
day for many years and regards
them as a normal part of his way
of life, many students of obesity
problems would hesitate to banish
alcohol completely from his long-
term program. They believe that
to deprive him abruptly of what
has been a socially acceptable and
relaxing part of his routine might
threaten his emotional balance at
a time when he is undergoing diet
discipline.”

Q — How do you count calories
in alcoholic drinks?

A — Again, turn to ““The Safe
and Sure Way to Reduce” for the
answer

“In general, the way to count
calories in whisky, gin and other
hard liquors is this: per ounce

per proof equals calories. For ex-|

ample, 1 otnce of 86-proof Scotch
eontains 8§ calories, | ounce of 100

proof bourbon contains 100 calories

and an ounce of %0-proof gin con-
tains 90 calories. If you use gin-
gerale, cola, vermouth, etc., in

mixing, the calories in the mixer

must be added to the total in your
drink,

erally contains about 104 calories,
according to the Brewers Testing
Laboratory. Ale hds slightly more,

20 have foreign beers. Generally,
So\mcu of red wine contain
around 70 calories; the same
of white wine, about 80.

In
this decision, the FCC banned
“option time,” by which the net-
works -were allowed to comman-
deer the best viewing hours of
their affiliate stations for national
shows, and therefore for national
sponsors. With option time banned
the stations can accept or reject
