LONDON (UPI) — Christine Keeler, the party girl who
puined the political career of War Minister John Profumo, test-
itied today she also was the mistress of the mysierious Peter

Rachman, slum property racketeer

whose activities have

created another crisis for the British government.

The red-haired 21-year-old Miss Keeler, whose affair with
Profumo nearly brought down the government, testified as the
first prosecution witness in the vice trial of Dr. Stephen Ward,
playboy osteopath and artist who brought Profumo and ( “hris-

tine together.

As the trial opened in OM
Bailey Court, Ward pleaded not |
guilty to vice charges—including |
sccusations he lived off the im-|
moral earmnings of Miss Keeler |
and another party girl, Marilyn
(Mandy) Rice-Davies

Christine first rocked the gov-
ernment when Profumo resigned
in disgrace last month after ad-
mitting he lied when he said he
had not committed misconduct
with her, and it then became
known that Profumo was sharing
her favors with the Soviet naval
attache, Capt. Eugene Ivanoy

Catholic Church. Father Bailla-
geon was to preach at the church
Sunday as a visiting priest. Mrs
Martini is the pastor's secretary

Father Savaugeau sed his party
had been to Fontainbieau State
Park near Covington on a picnie
On the way back across the M4
mile-wide lake, he and his com
panions stopped for a swim. A
swell capsized the boat as they
were climbing back aboard.

WASHINGTON — A new serious
revolt is threatening still further
President Kennedy's already heav-
ily
lar foreign aid budget.

Significantly, this latest attack
comes from a key Democrat

Senator Wayne Morse, D
chairman of the influential
eign Relations Subcommittee on
Latin American Affairs, is kick-
ing over the traces and vigorously
challenging the President's re-
quest for $925 million for the Al
liance for Progress program.

This is approximately $175 mil
lion more than Congress voted
for this widely criticized program
last year.

In bluntly opposing the Presi.
dent's proposal, Morse is stressing
that he is not against economic
aid for Latin America.

That's what Congress has done

In 1961, $707 million was ap-
propriated with no conditions at
tached, and in 1962, $751 million
was voted on the same basis.

Low Blood Pressure Does
Not Always Need Treatnve™t

| By DR. WAYNE BRANDSTADT

QI feel tired and ache all over.
My doctor said my blood pressure
was very low. Is this serious?

A—Low blood pressure is hard
to define because any level of pres-
sure that is high enough to keep
your blood circulating when you
are up and about is not too low
Many of the best athletes have
blood pressures far below the av-
No one ever died of chronic
(The sudden
lowering of blood pressure known
shock is a different matter.)
In fact, persons whose blood pres.
sure is below average generally
live longer than those who have
higher blood pressures

There is, however, a condition
known as orthostatic low blood
pressure in which a person who
gets up too auickly from a prone
position blacks out or feels very
faint. When this happens one
should sit down or lie down then
get up slowly. This is frequently
seen in persons who have been in
bed several days because of an
iliness.

Most persons with low blood
pressure require no treatment
But, il your doctor thinks your low
blood pressure is causing your
symptoms, he may want to give
you angiotensin (formerly called
angiotonin)

If a person had
been ill for a long time and death
was expected, a doctor would lis
ten with his stethoscope to the pa-
tient's chest for signs of heart
action and would also determine
whether or not the patient were
breathing. If there were no signs
of breathing or heart action the
patient could be pronounced dead
at once

On the other hand if a person
has apparently drowned or been
knocked unconscious by an elec.
tric current or a blow on the head
and stops breathing, artificial res- |
piration should be continued for at |
least an hour before the victim is
pronounced dead.

A—Von Recklinghausen's dis
ease is a hereditary condition in
which spots of increased skin pig-
mentation are found, especially on
the torso. The chiefl feature of the
disease is the large number of tu.
mors that aopear to be in the skin
but are really tumors of the nerve
endings just beneath the skin.
These may occur anywhere but
are most abundant on the trunk.

They are usually soft, vary in
size, and with rare exceptions, are
painless. Although the condition is
hereditary, the disease does not
usually make its appearance until
late in life, The condition is really
not a disease as it does not affect
the general health.
