“The results would seem to
indicate that the baboon devel
ops fat-containing arterial le
sions on a low fat diet in Its
native habitat,"”’ he said, '‘and
may be an exceptional animal
arteriosclerosis

“The overall incidence of this
disease cannot be correlated
with diet, . environment, race
disease or stress.’

Nature of Bahoon

Baeder said the baboon, by
its very nature, lends itself to
experimental stress situations
under highly controlled condi-
tions. Stress experiments, he
said, might show whether stress
aggravates hardening of the ar-
teries and hastens the forma-
tion of a lesion (scar) in the
artery

He said if scientists can ar-
rive at an understanding of the
mechanisms of the lesion and
the effect of the fatty sub.
stances in the blood on clotting
and the Incident of coronary
thrombosis, “‘perhaps we would
be in a position to sit down and
draw out rational approaches to
drug therapy."

Emphasizing the political dom-
ination of the film industry, a
federal agency seized the Gen-|
eral Analine Co, in World War
(11, _and refused to return it to
its rightful owners for 20 years
This political agency thus be-
came a principle producer of
raw film stock, and as such held
dominant control of picture pro-
duction

Effect

Such fantastic controls and
penalties upon the movie indus-
try caused producers to look
elsewhere for opportunity, and
they found foreign governments,
made fat with American ‘“‘for-
elgn aid" dollars, most anxious
to transport movie production
and jobs from the United States
to their own lands

To assit the flight of Ameri-
can industry to other lands, our
tax dollars were again employ-
ed by the Organization for Eco-
nomic Cooperation and Develop-

ment (OECD). to help induce |
American producers, including
movie producers, 1o move - to

foreign fields. Various political
pressures, subsidies, guarantees
and immunities' were offered

As a result more than half of
our motion pictures are being
produced in foreign countries
and this includes all the big
ones. The blight which has des
cended upon Hollywood, as it
has upon other industrial cen-
ters, provided the incentive for
the impassioned pleas to restore
the productivity of Hollywood

As prologue to the dedication
of the Movie Museum, a group
called “government trade and
labor experts” advanced the
idea that the “‘elimination of for
eign film subsidies” might pro-
vide a “partial cure for Holly-
'wood's problems. "

Solution

Actually, such an approach
does not constitute a cure. It is
but a stop to an industry dying
of political strangufation. The
only possible way to rejuvenate
the American movie industry
or any other industry, is to re.
store its freedom of action-—its
opportunities

To restore these virtues to
|industry and to people, they
must bé retrieved from govern-
ment. This is the purpose of the
LIBERTY AMENDMENT, pend-
ing in Congress as H.J. Res.
