The President asked Congress

When the chick­
en is nearly done, arrange the ba­
con slices over the chicken and 
bake another five minutes.

Bacon Fried Chicken is especial­
ly good served hot with blueberry 
fritters. And fresh fruit in a water­

melon baskot is fine as a salad or 
as the dessert.

But ha lotig has baan an open and 
fervent ndmirer of the alliance 
and had launched Venezuela on 
major social and economic re­
forms envisioned by the alliance 
before President Kennedy an­
nounced the program.

Betancourt's timt in govem- 
mant so far have baan a succession 
of crises. The real triumph is 
that he—and elective democracy 
—ever got this fsr.

No elected president of Ven­
ezuela aver hat lasted so long.

In four and a half years; he 
has had to:

—Put down four major military 
rebellions.

—Ride out the disintegration of 
a three-party coalition when the 
second largest partner in his gov­
ernment left the party in a 
squabble over Cuba policy.

—Endure two splits within hit 
own party.

—Battle continuing subversion 
and violence, at first largely 
from the rightist remnants of tha 
Paraz Jimenez clique, but lately 
from the Communists with vocal

and active support of Fidel Cmt- 
tro.

—Survive at least two attempts 
on his life, one of which nearly 
succeeded and left hit hands and 
face scarred for life.

Perhaps even more remarhabla 
than tha mere fact of aurvival it 
what Betancourt hat bean able to 
accomplish despite tha prassurea 
on him. He has steered the coun­
try through a severe economic 
recession into a clear recovery.

He hat undertaken massive ex­
pansion of the school systems, so 
that nearly twice as many chil­
dren ara in classrooms today at 
in IIM, and illiteracy has been 

I chopped from more than 40 to 23 
percent. Ha has laid the base for 
industrializatien of a country 
which grew rich—and totally da- 

I pendant—on a tingle commodity 
oil.

And ha has stolen the thunder— 
and popular support—of the Com­
munists, by providing reform 
through p e a c e f u l ,  democratic 
means. This explains their re­
sorting now to violence.

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Chamizal Settlement 
Announcement Due Today

EL PASO. Texes (UPI)-S*itl*- 
ment of the century-old Chami- 
lal dispute between th* United 
States end Mexico will be an­
nounced today. United Press In­
ternational has learned.

The announcement that will 
transfer the area to Mexico will 
be made by President Kennedy 
in Washington and by Mexican 
President Adolfo Lopez Mateos in 
Mexico City.

Joseph Friedkin, of the Inter- 
national Boundary and Water 
Commission in El Paso, called a 
press conference for 11 a m. CST. 
He was expected lo hand out 
background material on the Cham­
izal and give details of the long- 
awaited settlement.

The U.S. is expected to give

Eugene Ivanov, 37, former Soviet 
a.ssistant naval attache in London, 
was no spy in the sense of micro­
dots and cipher codes.

No, the smiling Russian n a v a l  
commander was a product of what 
is known here as the Lenin Charm 
School. His assignment; to worm 
hi.s way into London high society,

; there to pick up information and 
contacts which might prove useful 
to the Soviets.

r Ivanov was sent here to con- 
stnirt a picture of the private lives 
and views of British politicians 
and officials. In particular, he was 

. told to watch for sexual peculiari­
ties or other character d e f e c t s  

: which might make these men vul­
nerable to Russian blackmail.

Tlie burly Russian arrived here 
in m.id-lMO armed with a perfect 
command of the English language 
and an unlimited expense account. 
He proceeded to make himself the 
life of every embassy party.

He drove a .sportv car, ordered 
his suits from Saville Row. and 

.displayed a heroic capacity f o r  
alcohol. He also pro\ed to be a 
superb bridge player, once w i n- 
nine $2,240 in an evening’s play.

Then in the summer of 1961 
Ivanov shared a mistress, attrac­
tive model Christine Keeler, with 
the British Secretary of State for 
War, John Profumo. It was this 
event which rocked the British 
government, carrying as it does 
grove implications of a security! 
breach.

Ivanov revealed still another 
side of his manv faceted personal­
ity during the Cuban crisis last 
October when he suddenly dropped 
his genial mask for the p o k e r  
face of the Soviet intelligence 
apent.

This should have served as a 
warning to members of Britain’s 
smart set who insist upon "feast­
ing with panthets.’ ’ or p I a y i n g 
fast and loose with the natiqn’s 
security. For Ivanov was almost 
certainly a full-time member of

G.R.U., the Soviet military secret 
service which deals with military 
espionage abroad.

Ivanov may have been ignored 
by some, considered a menace hy 
others, but to Christine Keeler he

Often the two men missed 
each other by seconds, Profumo 
arriving at Christine’s apartment 
just as Ivanov drove off.

The question which bothers most 
Britons is whether Christine pump­
ed Profumo for defense secrets to 
pass on to Ivanov, a question 
which will probably never be an­
swered.

Although he enjoyed reeding

sexy James Bond thrillers, Ivaaav 
was something of a prude, accord­
ing to Chriatine. He did net like 
fast women, objected to Christine 
even wearing make-up.

Ivanov, himself might h a v e  
walked straight out of a J a m e s 
Bond thriller when he went into 
action during the October Cuban 
crisis.

"Ivanov was the one man who 
mamtained contact between Fidel 
Castro’s regime and the West." de­
clared Dr. Stephen Ward, the man 
who introduced Ivanov to his 21- 
year-old protege.

"Ivanov, throiich his contacts 
at the Foreign Office, acted as 
linkman in every major diplomat­
ic decision taken during the Cu­
ban crisis," Ward insisted.

That any one ao minor as an aa- 
sistant naval attache would be en­
trusted with such a delicate diplo­
matic mission seems incredible to 
most observers here. Yet. there is 
no doubt that Ivanov and the ubi­
quitous Dr. Ward were frantically 
pulling wires during the C u b a n  
crisis.

Among others they saw during 
the crisis were Viscount Aslor, the 
Earl of Arran and Sir G o d f r e y 
Nicholson, a Tory member of Par­
liament.

In other words, Britain’s "old 
bov" network was placed at the 
service of Soviet diplomacy thanks 
to Dr. Ward, who had, after all. 
influential connections.

From the dasvn of W e s t e r n  

thought, men like Socrates have 
won^red whet claims the laws 
have on us—aside from p u r e  
force.

Some thought men had contract- 
ad to sat up and obey the lawe to 
keep the peace; "You don’t hurt 
me and I won't hurt you." But un­
til in « at least, nobody had evtr 
seen men enter such a social con­
tract.

Trus. Socrates in return for the 
good Athens had done far him. 
said that he had entered an im­
plied, unwritten contract to obey 
her laws, even the uniust iudg- 
ment against him to take the hem­
lock and die.

Still, not until the Mayflower 
band twenty centuries later, sail­
ed aver la settle in the aew world 
did we get a social contract ac­
tually signed and scaled.

It comes down to us ia IM vital 
words, the grsnddaddy of a l l  
written conslitutioas. as well as a 
document in the hiatory of liberty 
under the lew.

Ths 
Isw went into effect July 1,

Will P. Davis of Austin, the 
lawyer srho represented five vend­
ing nnachine corapaniee, told the 
Supreme Court the law did not 
extend to tax sales of lets than 
25 cents. Ho asked that the 3rd 
Court of Civil Appeals' ruling be 
upheld.

Baby's Means ei Relesse 
Often Startles Mothers

By DR. WAYNE BRA.NDSTADT
Whst is that pounding noise in 

the nurserj;'̂ .’ Most likely it is your 
infant gorng Ihruugh a period of 
banging hit head against the mat- 
Iresi or.the headboard of his crib.

Apparently this bothers the 
mother more than it bothers the 
baby, because no report of concus­
sion or brain damage from this 
source has heen recorded. There 
are different theories as to why 
infants behave this way.

They usually start their head- 
banging in the second half of their 
first year and may be responsible 
to a need to express a feeling of 
rhythm. When they get older they 
will do this by riappmg t h e i r  
hands or tapping their feet on the 
flonr. Nothing to be a l a r m e d  
about.

Another possibility is that they 
are tense or feel fnisi rated and 
are trying to unwind. One fact iliat 
would seem to support this theory 
is that head-banging is most often 
seen in a first infant who has just 
been presented with a brother or 
sister, and suddenly gels less of 
his mother’s attention.

If Ihit IS true, head - banging 
would belong in the .same category 
•s thumb-sucking. A good treat­
ment would he to give an qxtra 
helping of tender loving care 'sev­
eral tifttes a day until the habit is 
stopped.

It haf also heen suggested (not 
senoutly) that these children bang 
their heads because it feels so 
good when they atop. In any case 
this is another of those haldts for 
which the child should not be 
acolded or punished.

Do all you can to give your child 
s feeling of being loved and try 
to Ignore the habit. The child will 
almoat surely atop of his own ac­
cord hefors he it 4 and any effort 
to rsttrain him will only m a k e  
him more tenssu

I is to make sure that there are no 
sharp comers in his crib against 
which he might injure his head 
Of course, this shotild he d o n e

A closely related habit that is 
preferred by some infants is head­
rolling. This habit it much lets of 

' a worry to  mo-4 mothers. The 
child may roll hit head rhythmic­
ally from tide to side in his crib 
for hours and thus wear all the 
hair off the back of his head. This 
bald spot is only temporary and 
as soon as the child slops his head­
rolling the hair comes in normal­
ly.

Q—My 4-year-old son had a con­
cussion three weeks ago. Now he 
complains of his head aching. 
How long will this continue?

A—Headaches following such an 
injury are relatively common in 
adults but rarê  in children Your 
doctor should make sure that there 
IS no pressure on the brain from 
a small clot or broken blood ves­
sel

If there is no serious disease 
present there must be a psycho­
logic element in the headache If 
you are inclined to be oversolici- 
tious you may have asked him 
several times^n the first few days 
after the arndent whether h I s 
head hurt. Suggestion of this kind 
can be a powerful factor in pro­
ducing the type of headache de­
scribed. E' en a 4 year old is not 
above making a play for your 

, sympathy sikI attention in t h i s  
way.

On the other hand if you have 
been giviag him fta'ored c h i l d  
sized aspirin tablets he may be 
comptaming of headache just to 
get .some more of that candy. If 
this It the case you should slop 
giving him aspirin at once or 

' switch to a quarter of an adult 
tablet. In any case you shmild re­
assure him that the headache will 
go away and then diver hia mind 
to tomeihmg of greater iatercsl.
