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New Study of Keynes

The great Sir Maynard Keynes
has at last met his Waterloo.

There have been countless ef-
forts to refute various sections
of the writings of the popular
Fabian, and there was, a few
years ago, the work of Henry
Hazlitt entitled: “The Failure
of the New Economics.” This
detailed study did a great deal
to clear the air and to cause
eminent economists to  hurry
back to “General Theory” to
check their premises.

But there Las now appeared a
work by W. H. Hutt, professor
of commerce and dean of the
faculty of commerce at the Uni-
versity of Cape Town, Africa
This is called: “Keynesianism—
Retrospect and Prospect’” (Hen-
ry Regnery Co., Chicago, $7.50)
and we are doubtful now if even
the most erudite and hard-bit-
ten proponents of the Keynesian
theories can stand up against
the barrage of heavy artillery
this scholar marshals in his 400- |
page study. '

The problem of dealing with
Kevnes, reveals Professor Hutt,
relates to the lack of consisten-
¢y within the body of Keynes’
thinking and writing

Almost any master’'s works
can be summanrized Kevnes' do
not seem to lend themselves to
summaryv. For a long time Dr
Hutt was concerned with the
fact, believing that somehow
he had failed to come to grips
with just what Keynes was
striving to say.

And we suspect that this has
been a problem for more than
one scholar. Often, an appear-
ance of eruidition serves the
purpose of those who offer the
invisible clothes for the emper-
or.

80, he offers to the reading pub-
lic what is doubtless one of the
deepest, most impressive and
at the same time, one of the
most difficult works.

really want to see Keynes, and
end by seeing through him, by
all means, read Hutt,

We'll give you a sample:

“Generalizing boldly, it can
be said that there have been
two kinds of diagnosis: the orth-
odox and the Keynesian. The
orthodox diagnosis places the

blame on a disco-ordination ex-|

pressed through prices being
fixed at levels which are incon-
sistent with full employment
under uninfested money in-
come; and it prescribes the
adjustment of prices in order
to achieve full employment and

stability. The Keynesian diag-/

nosis blames lack of purchasing
power or lack of “‘effective de-
mand” and it prescribes (in
formulas which often obscure
the true nature of the prescrip-
tion) the creation of additional
purchasing power which will
raise final prices and thereby
reduce real costs. | shall argue
that this second diagnosis di-
verts attention from the crucial
issue and that the remedy as-
sociated with it is harmful.”

If we may be so bold as to put
that into simple language we
will state that the orthodox posi-
tion is that there will always be

jobs for men who want to work, |

if men wil] accept the wages
that can be offered in a free
market and that the attraction
and lure of Keynes relates to
his willingness to inflate, there-
by creating a spurious curren-
cy on the assumption that (1)
you can't tell it is happening,
and that (2) the disaster can be
postponed long enough so that
the perpetrators will be dead
before the whirlwind comes.
For serious students of eco-
nomics, ‘“Keynesiasnism™” is a
must. For it wil] not enly give
you a grasp of what Keynes
tried to say and succeeded in
part in saying; it will give you
a solid footing in what Hutt is
pleased to call the ‘“‘orthodox™
which has yet to be disaproved

These Wars Are Over

At long last it looks as if
something constructive may be
done within the foreseeable fu
ture about those federal excise
~ Or sales taxes that are a
hangover from World War II
and the Korean War

A House committee has been
studying them with a view to
ultimate revision. It is expect
ed that reductions — if not total
repeal — will come within two
years or less.

If this turns out to be the
case, the government will be
just about 20 years late in get-
ting around to this particular
kind of tax reform. When the
excise taxes were imposed, ev-
eryone expected that they would
be ended with the wars that
were responsible for them. But
Congress took the easy road
and kept them alive year after
year.

The taxes are often called
luxury levies. But that, to most
minds, is a misnomer The
toilet articles used universally
by women hardly fall into the
luxury class in our kind of so
ciety. Nor do handbags, wallets
or wedding rings, all of which
are subject to the tax. Nor does
a coat with a little fur trim
which is another tax - soaked
item,

This emphasizes an often
overlooked fact — that we need
to pay close attention to taxes
other than the income tax. And
we need to pay special atten-
tion to taxes which are impos-
ed, supposedly, for the duration

of a real emergency and then

are continued long after that
emergency has passed into his-
tory. This is the status of the
federal retail excise taxes.

Gardiner C. Means is an old

soldier in the war against so
called industrial concentration
For some thirty years he has
been telling the same story

the decline in competition as a
dependable regulator of our ec-
onomic system

In a recent presentation be
fore a Coongressional Commit
tee he starts, characteristically
with a description of the Ameri
can economy of a century ago
It was an economy of family
farms and small enterprises

He sums up with the remark
that, in that period: *‘'National
economic policy could be decid
ed on the basis of a body of
economic theory which assum
ed that all production was car
ried on under conditions of class
ica] competition ' The re

mainder of his statement is de
voted to arguing—on the basis

of statistics or. the size and

number of business firms—That
this assumption no longer ap
plies
What Is Competition?
Just what is meant by “Class
ical competition is not clear

Some definitions set up theore

tical norms which never have
applied, and never could apply
in practice. But the implication

is that competition, as the word
is understood in common par

lance. is less intense in the )jet
age than it was in the horse
and buggy days

But a more realistic ' reflec
tion on the commonly known
historical facts should con
vince us that the very reverse
is true. Competition 1s a mal

ter of having a widé variety of
choices open to the customer
choices as to what he will buy

and who he will buy it from
Our grandfathers and great
grandfathers had far fewer

choices in that respect than we
do now

In the essentially localized
markets of a century ago there
were, as a practical matter, few

choices available in most pur
chases. If a farmer needed a
plow, he had it made in t h e

local blacksmith shop. He could
not spare the time. and had no
means of transportation, to tra
vel around comparing products
and prices. The housewife had
one local general store in which
she could make her purchases
she could not go from shop
ping center to shoping center
before making her decision
The same technologica] deve

lopments that led to mass pro
duction in large firms enorm
ously expanded the choices

available to consumers. Once
coal producers competed only
with each other; now they com-
pete with petroleum, natural

gas, water power and nuclear

energy. Railroads have to com-
pete with truckers and airlines.

It is a clever word because
moderation in certain things,
like eating and drinking, is good.
But moderation in morals
or ethics or justice has no
meaning. How can there be
moderation in respecting the
God-given inalienable rights of
every human being?

““Moderation’ as used by po-
litical office seekers or hold-
ers, however, is a bad word,
since it does not throw any light
on wnat the many who uses it
means. It is a chameleon word,
a stealthy, furtive, weasel
word

Invariably the politicans use
it to mean that there should be
a certain amount of government
interference with the individu-
al's right to make his own de
cisions. Each individual should
have the right to make decisions
0 long as he gives others the
same right to decide how their
creative lives are to be used.

The word “moderate’”’ means
to the politicians that they need

not absolutely respect private
property. They have the idea
that the individual gets his

rights to own his life and his
property from the state and not
from nature when he was born

It is a clever way of fooling
the people in order to get votes
and get control over the lives of
other people

It might be likened, as Her
bert Hoover said, ‘to driving
in the middle of the road. You
are likely to be hit from people
going both ways.” But since
the word has different mean
ings, one good and one bad, the
politicians like to use it

In most cases it merely

means a form of state social-
ism. It means initiating a cer-
tain amount of force against in
dividuals to deprive them of
their God-given rights
