In the 20th century, a taste
for luxury living has invaded
certain segments of the United
States and thus the catastrophe

It is possible to interpret
mathematically how test results
would apply to weapons some-
what larger than are actually
tested. If this “‘extrapolation’ is
not carried too far, this can be
done with a reasonable amount
of accuracy.

With this in mind, it is now
likely that by 1970 the United
States and Russia should be
able to run tests that would give
relatively accurate information
on five and 10-megaton war-
|heads and bombs.

This new rash of testing will
mean much more effective
ICBMs and tactical battlefield
nuclear weapons.
| It could mean, for example,
{that a Minuteman ICBM con-
'taining the same amount of fis-
sionable nuclear material as to-
day’s weapons would have twice,
three times or even five
times the bang.

Theoretically, the Minute-
man’s power could be multiplied
1,000 times. But practically,
that’s not around the cormer.
