Treasury Secretary Henry H
Fowler was called before the
House Banking and Currency
Committee today to open the
drive for swift approval of
President Johnson's plan for de-
throning Silver as the reigning
metal In the nation’s coins

Johnson broke with the tradi
tion of 173 vears Thursday
when, in a special message to
Congress, he asked that silver
be eliminated from dimes and
quarters and that it be sharply
reduced in half-dollars

He told the lawmakers that
silver was becoming almost too
scarce to be used for money
He said the Treasury is
running out of the precious
metal and the nation must have
the coins it needs for a wide
variety of uses. He was careful
to assure Congress that
switchover would not affect the
coins buying power

Under the President’'s plan,
the silver would be replaced
with copper and a nickel-copper
alloy
about as shiny as present - day
nickels, but there would be a
copper core showing around the
edges

If Congress goes along — as!

it would — the new coins would
line up like this:

—Pennies and nickels, which
contain no silver, would remain

Dimes and quarters would
he three-lavered. or sandwich,
coins of copper and nickel, spe
cially designed to work along
side the present silver coins in
the nations’ 12 million vending
Other than the cop
edge. thev would retain
present size and design
Half would still
contain silver, but only 40 per
cent instead of the present %0
per cent. A slightly different
three layered construction
would make them ‘‘nearly in-
distinguishable” from present
50-cent pieces, Johnson said

President Aiming For
Peace With Russians

WASHINGTON (UPL) —Pres-
ident Johnson was embarked to-
day on a search for a new con
sensus aimed at uniting the
American and Russian peoples
in the determination that ' the
world shall not walk again the
road to darkness into the
valley of war

The Chief Executive, speak-
ing at a Democratic fund-rais-
ing dinner in Chicago Thursday
night, coupled an unusual direct
plea to the Russian people for
peace with a dramatic an-
nouncement that he was order-
ing all remaining U. S. Marines
out of the Dominican Republic

He spoke against t he back-
ground of ominous develop-
ments in Viet Nam Official

sources here disclosed the pres
ence of six to eight Soviet llvu-
shin-28 jet bombers near Hanol
the capital of Communist North

Viet Nam. The medium bomb
ers, capable of attacking Sai
gon and | S. bases to the

south, were interpreted in some
quarters as a portent of deep-
ening Russian involvement in
Viet Nam,

The President spoke over the
heads of Communist leaders in
the Soviet Union and elsewhere

in the world and aimed his
words directly at the Russian
people

SAIGON (UPD-—U.S. Marines
today beat off an attempt by
50 Communist guerrillas to en-
circle a bridge they were
guarding near Da Nang. Three
Viet Cong were Kkilled and two
Marines wounded in the brief
but furious fight

An  Army spokesman dis-
closed that American paratroop-
ers ambushed two groups of
Viet Cong near Saigon Thurs-
day, Kkilling five guerrillas in
the action near Bien Hoa Air-
base where Australian troops
took up defense positions today.

Nullifying these two minor
victories were reports the Viet
Cong staged a series of hit-run
raids in several areas today. In
one of several actions they am-
bushed a government convoy
and killed six men. In another
they carried out a terror raid
on a police station, killing a 12-
year-old boy

Two Planes Lost

There were no immediate re-
ports of air activities today but
a US. military spokesman dis-
closed the loss of two more
planes In actions earlier this
week. Both pilots were seen
alive on the ground but were
listed as missing

The spokesman said a total
of three Navy planes were shot
down Wednesday. It was an-
nounced earlier that two planes
were lost with a total of five
crewmen.
