It would appear that the na. ■ 

lure of poliJcal democracy de­
mands that those aspiring to 
elective office appeal to the 
persrnal advantage of bloc vot­
ers There is, fo r ' instance, the 
farm bloc, the union bloc, small 
business bloc, etc . and in an 
attimpt to appease th^ profes- 
sionals who supposedly dictate 
the voting practices of these 
groups endless promises of 
something for nothing are the 
order of the day

William F' Buckley .Ir., edi- 
lor of the National Review and 
tha Conservative, I'arty candi 
date for mayor of -New York 
City, recently addressed the Na­
tional Press Club and illustrat 
*ed how the appeal to bloc voters 
had corrupt^ .New York City 
Because we think the essence 
of Buckley’s words apply to the 
state and national political pic- 
ture, we are reproducing ex. 
cerpts from his speech which 
Illustrate the ultimate results 
of government intervention 
through the appeal to special 
•jiterests

. . Since it is more danger, 
ous to dissatisfy organized blocs 
of voters than individual vot. 
crs — even if they are mem 
bers of a voting bloc — political 
candidates in New York address 
their appeals to the bloc rather 
than to the individual ,

“ At far as -New Y'ork politi­
cians are concerned, a .New 
Yorker is an Inshman. an Ital-

member or a whrie collar work, 
er. a welfare recipient or a city 
employe; a Catholic or a Prot- 
estant or a Jew, a taxi driver 
or a taxi owner; a merchant or 
a policeman

‘ ‘The problem is to weigh the 
voting strength of all the cate, 
gories and formulate a program 
that least dissatisfies the least 
crowded and powerful catego- 
r l « ,  while most greatly satisfy. 
Ing the most crowded and most 
powerful categories; and the 
victory is supposed to go to the 
niost successful bloc — Bentha. 
mite in the race.

“ The race to satisfy the b>oc 
Tinally ends in dissatisfying 
even the individual members of 
that same bloc.

‘ i f .  for instance, you give taxi 
owners the right to limit the 
number of taxis available in 
the city, people who need taxis 
to get from where they are to 
wrhere they want to go. can’t 
find taxis when they most want 
them.

* 'If you allow truck drivers to 
double park because it is con. 
venient to them and to t h e

merchants whose goods they 
are unloading, traffic is snarled 
and taxi drivers can’t move 
fast enough to make a decent 
living When the traffic is snarl- 
ed. people stay away from the 
city and the merchants lose 
money.

If the merchants lose money, 
they want to automate to save 
costs. But if the unions don't 
let them automate, they want 
to leave the city. When they 
leave the city, there are fewer 
people to pay taxes to criy of. 
bcials and to the unemployed.

The unemployed aren’t al- 
lowed to drive taxis because the' 
taxi companies have franchised, 
monopolies. Taxes have to go. 
up because there are fewer peo.; 
pie to pay taxes The unemploy, 
ed grow restless, and breed 
children and crime The chil. 
dren drop out of school be­
cause there isn’t anyone at 
home to tell them to go to! 
school Some of the children, 
who go to school make school 
life intolerable for other chil-- 
dren in school, and they leave 
and go to private schools. The; 
teachers are told they musn’U 
discipline the school children 
otherwise they will leave the 
schools and commit crime and 
unemployment

will work for less money, or
