PARIS (U PD -French  Prei- 
(dent Charl«s dr Gaulle may 
have struck a death blow at the 
European Common Market.

Many European diplomats 
and many European newspapers 
have come to that unhappy con­
clusion following De Gaulle's j 
Elysee Palace news conference 
last week.

The six • national Common 
Market, whose members are 
France, West Germany, Italy, 
Belgium, Netherlands and Lux- : 
embourg. has been in a state of 
suspended animation since mid- ' 
night June 30.

T^at night Common Market 
negotiators in Brussels were 
deadlocked in negotiations on 
setting up a common market 
for farm goods In the six-nation 
area, to match the market for 
industrial products already in 
effect.

The French, who want the 
German pnarket opened up to 
their exportable surplus of farm 
produce Just as they opened up 
theirs to German industrial ex­
ports, had set the June 30 dead­
line for agreement on an agri­
cultural common market.

‘ Empty Chair" policy

When the clock hands pointed 
to midnight and there was no 
sign of agreement, French
Foreign Minister Maurice Couve 
de Murvilie, who was in the 
chair, stood up, folded his pa­
pers and suspended the meet­
ing.

Since then France has pur­
sued the so-called "empty
chair" policy toward the Com- 
mo" Market. It did not stage a 
wa , but it has boycotted
the six-nation organization by 
simply not attending meeting.

This has had the effect of 
bringing to a standstill any pro­
gress toward the goal of a com­
plete six-nation customs and 
economic union.

In his news conference De 
Gaulle destroyed any hopes he 
might relent. He laid down two 
conditions.

SeU Farm CondklM .
The first condition was that 

there must be agreement on a 
common market far from pro­
duce. In ether wards, that the 
other rive countries would have 
to bow to French financial and 
ether demands.

Hia eecond condition was 
abandonment of any claims by 
the ('ommoo Market's commis­
sion to constitute the germ of 
F,uropean political federation. 
Coupled with thii was a demand 
that the aix nation European 
Parliament — a consultative 
body composed of members of 
the national parliaments of the 
six Common Market countriea 
—must not be given any auth- 
erity over the Common Mark­
et's budget as the executive 
commission had proposed.

AUSTIN (U Ph  — Increased 
social security checks for elder­
ly Texans will just be money out 
of one rocket and into another 
for many recipients, Texas wel­
fare commissioner John H. Win­
ters said today.

The state check will be re­
duced to match the increase 
retroactive to January from the 
7 per cent hike in federal old 
age payments, “ But we are not 
going to take into account the 
retroactive increase,”  Winters 
dded.

Winters said state law re­
quires that all income be con­
sidered when setting t h e  
amount of old age assistance 
for an individual. “ Social secur­
ity is considered income,”  he 
said.

"Die Republican Coordinating 
Committee (RCC> on party pol- 

. jcy  has advanced in this year 
of civil rights a novel idea that 
merits exploration and further 
exploitation. It is the idea that 
crooked elections are discrimi­
natory and in violation of civil 
rights equally with denial of 
the right to vote altogether.

The RCC advanced this idea 
so gently, with so little empha­
sis, that it almost escaped at­
tention when the policy paper 
was made public Sept. 3. House 
Democratic Floor Leader Carl 
Albert rescued this Republican 
idea from oblivion by choosing 
to reply to it.

Poses Questions

The policy paper sought to Il­
luminate what the RCC regard­
ed as deficiencies in the 196.5 
Voting Rights .\ct. The RCC 
posed three questions for which 
it sought replies from President 
Johnson. One of the questions:

“ Why vote frauds and dishon­
est elections, such as have oc­
curred in Chicago and Texas, 
were not covered under his 
(voting rights) proposal ”

The Republican charge was 
not specific. Who defrauded 
whom in Texas and in Chicago 
was not stated The Republi­
cans simply contended that 
tfraud had prevailed in some re- 
[cent elections, that enforcement 
of federal and state laws had 

|heen notoriously weak and that 
the 1965 acts’ provision for in­
vestigation of alleged frauds 
was inadequate Such investiga­
tion would be by the Commis­
sion on Civil Rights.

“ A d d i tional legislation is 
clearly required," the p o l i c y  
paper continued, “ to uphold the 
sanctity of the ballot <to) pro­
vide for swift and sure enforce­
ment."

Defeats Self
The Republican thrust at vote 

frauds defeated itself by lack of 
supporting evidence that frauds 
do occur and urgently require 
additional legislation.

Replying to the Republicans, 
Albert said. “ The purpose of 
the.(1965 voting rights) legisla­
tion was to deal with voter dis­
crimination, not w i t h  vote 
frauds and dishonest elections. 
There Is other legislation deal­
ing with those problems.”

The Republican answer to Al­
bert should be that the other 
legislation dealing with the 
problem of election frauds doe.s 
not, in fact, deal with that 
problem. No proper investiga­
tive job ever has been done in 
the field of fraudulent elections. 
There are bits and pieces of 
evidence spotting frauds a 11 
over the United States.

The complexities of American 
elections and of election laws 
encourage fraud and discourage 
law enforcement. M a j o r i t y  
Leader Albert probably is well 
aware of that. He chose, how­
ever, to make a debating point 
against the Republicans at the 
expense of acknowledging that 
the evidence available strongly 
■ u g g e s t s  that something is j 
wrong. I
